TIPOFF

* The Kansas Jayhawks are set to compete in
the WNIT for the first time since 2011 as KU
opens the 2023 tournament hosting Western
Kentucky at Allen Fieldhouse on Friday, March
17.

* Tipoff is set for 5 p.m. CT on Friday and the
game will be televised on Big 12 NOW, with Josh
Klingler and Wayne Simien on the call. Fans can
also listen to the game on the Jayhawk Radio
Network from Learfield, with Steven Davis and
Jill Dorsey-Hall calling the action.

* This is the second-straight postseason
appearance for the Jayhawks, who advanced
to the second round of the NCAA Tournament
in 2022. Kansas is making its 25th all-time
postseason appearance and sixth in the WNIT,
most recently in 2011.

» Kansas is 19-11 on the season after winning
its final three games of the regular season.
The Jayhawks suffered a 57-52 defeat to TCU
in the opening round of the Phillips 66 Big 12
Championship on March 9. With one more
victory, the Jayhawks would secure a second-
consecutive 20-win season and the 23rd in
program history.

* The Jayhawks are 9-5 all-time in the WNIT,
an event KU previously played in following the
2006, 2008, 2009, 2010 and 2011 seasons.
Kansas is 3-0 in first-round contests and the
Jayhawks have won at least one game in
the WNIT in each appearance. In 2009, the
Jayhawks hosted four WNIT games at Allen
Fieldhouse and hosted the championship game
in front of a Kansas and Big 12 Conference
record-setting crowd of 16,113 fans.

* Western Kentucky enters the WNIT with
a record of 19-13 after finishing second in
Conference USA with a 14-6 league record.
WKU advanced to the CUSA Championship
and fell 82-70 to top-seeded Middle Tennessee

State, who earned a No. 11 seed in the NCAA
Tournament. WKU’s loss in the tournament
championship game snapped a five-game
winning streak for the Hilltoppers, who are 7-8
in true road games this season.

KANSAS NOTES

* Kansas had three players named to the 2023
All-Big 12 team last week. Taiyanna Jackson
was named a unanimous selection to both First
Team AlI-Big 12 and the All-Big 12 Defensive
Team, while Zakiyah Franklin was also a First
Team All-Big 12 selection and Holly Kersgieter
was All-Big 12 Honorable Mention.

« Jackson repeated as a member of the Big 12
All-Defensive Team and is on pace to become
the first Jayhawk since 1982 to average a double-
double, with current averages of 14.8 points
and 12.6 rebounds per game. She matched her
career-high with 21 rebounds against TCU in the
Big 12 Tournament, her third game with 20+
rebounds this season. Jackson leads the Big 12
with 92 blocked shots, which is second in school
history behind her school-record of 95 from last
season.

e Franklin leads the Jayhawks with 15.6 points
per game for the year. She scored in double
figuresin each of the last 14 games of the regular
season, including four 20-plus point games and
two with more than 30 points scored, including
a career-high 31 in KU’s win over No. 23 lowa
State on March 1.

» Kersgieter ranks third on the team in scoring
with 13.8 points per game and is No. 13 on KU’s
all-time scoring list with 1,476 career points.

UP NEXT

* With a win, Kansas would advance to the
second round of the WNIT, where the Jayhawks
would face the winner of a first-round matchup
between Missouri and lllinois State.

ABOUT THE JAYHAWKS

» Kansas is 19-11 on the year and the Jayhawks
finished seventh in the Big 12 with a 9-9
conference record. The Jayhawks started the
season 10-0, which included a streak of seven-
straight KU wins by 20 or more points, the
longest such streak by the Jayhawks since the
1980-81 season. Kansas then opened Big 12 play
2-0 for just the fourth time in conference history
and first time since 2012-13.

» Kansas enters the postseason ranked No. 37 in
the NET rankings, which are based off of game
results, winning percentage and adjusted win
percentage. KU is the fourth-highest ranked
team from the Big 12 and was listed as one
of the First Four teams outside of the NCAA
Tournament.

* The Jayhawks returned four starters from
2021-22, including Preseason All-Big 12
selections Holly Kersgieter, Zakiyah Franklin
and Taiyanna Jackson. The senior trio backed
up their preseason honors as all three added
postseason All-Big 12 recognition on March 6.

* A postseason awards candidate, Jackson
was the lone player in the Big 12 to be named a
unanimous selection to both the All-Big 12 First
Team and the Big 12 All-Defensive Team. This is
the second-consecutive all-conference honor
for Jackson, who has also been announced as
one of 10 semifinalists for the Naismith Defensive
Player of the Year and is a top 10 candidate for
the Lisa Leslie Center of the Year award. She tied
her career-high with 21 rebounds against OSU
on Feb. 26 and recorded her league-leading
18th double-double with 12 points. A two-time

Big 12 Player of the Week this season, Jackson
is one of five Power Five players averaging a
double-double this season, with 14.8 points and
12.6 rebounds per game for the year. She ranks
third in the nation in rebounding (12.6), fourth
in field goal percentage (66.0), fifth in blocked
shots (92) and 10th in double-doubles (19). Last
season, she was the first-ever Jayhawk selected
to the Big 12 All-Defensive Team after setting
a new single-season school record with 95
blocked shots, and she now holds both of the
top two spots on the single-season list with 92
blocks this season. Jackson is third on KU’s all-
time list with 187 blocks as a Jayhawk.

* Franklin, a First Team All-Big 12 selection,
topped the 30-point mark for the second
time this season with a career-high 31 points
in KU’s win over No. 23 lowa State on March 1.
The Lakeland, Florida, native scored in double
figures in each of the final 14 games of the
regular season and she leads the Jayhawks with
15.6 points per game for the season. On March
4 at TCU, she broke her string of four straight
games playing all 40 minutes, but she remains
second in the league averaging 35.8 minutes
per game. On Dec. 19, Franklin was named the
Big 12 Player of the Week, becoming the first
Jayhawk since November 2019 to earn the
award. Earlier this season, Franklin became
the 31st player in program history to reach the
1,000-point milestone and she is currently 14th
on KU’s all-time scoring list with 1,439 career
points.

* An honorable mention All-Big 12 selection,
Kersgieter returned to the lineup against lowa

State on March 1 after missing the previous
two games due to injury, and she returned to
form with 14 points, nine rebounds and five
steals at TCU. She is third on the team with an
average of 13.8 points per game and recorded
her sixth 20-point game of the season with
24 on a career-high six three-pointers against
Oklahoma on Feb. 19. During conference play,
the Sand Springs, Oklahoma, native is averaging
14.1 points per game. An All-Big 12 First Team
selection last season, Kersgieter is up to 13th on
KU’s career scoring list, with 1,476 points.

* Wyvette Mayberry has had the largest impact
of KU’s newcomers this season. The junior
transfer from Tulsa had her fourth 20-point
game of the season with 22 in the Jayhawks’
victory over No. 23 lowa State on March 1, and
is she’s now averaging 11.7 points per game for
the season. Mayberry started 44 games over
two years at Tulsa and was an All-Conference
Second Team selection in 2021-22 after leading
TU in scoring at 14.1 points per game.

ABOUT THE OPPONENT

* From Bowling Green, Kentucky, the Hilltoppers
are 19-13 on the year and finished second in
Conference USA with a 14-6 league record.
WKU advanced to the CUSA Championship
and fell 82-70 to top-seeded Middle Tennessee
State. The tournament championship defeat
snapped a five-game winning streak for the
Hilltoppers, who are 7-8 in true road games this
season.

* WKU is led by Greg Collins, who is in his fifth
season as the Hilltoppers’ head coach and
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11th season overall at Western Kentucky after
previously serving as an assistant coach. WKU
averages 70.0 points per game while shooting
39.2% from the field and 30.6% from three-
point range. Acacia Hayes leads the Hilltoppers
in scoring, averaging 11.2 points per game while
four other players average between 8.0 and
10.0 points per game for WKU.

* The Academic All-District team is selected
by College Sports Communicators (CSC) and
recognizes the nation’s top student-athletes
for their combined performances on the court
and in the classroom. Academic All-District
honorees advance to the CSC Academic All-

* Legendary Kansas women’s basketball coach
Marian Washington has been announced as
one of 12 finalists for the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame’s Class of 2023. The
announcement was made Feb. 17 on NBA TV.

* The Class of 2023 announcement will be made
on April 1, with Enshrinement Weekend to follow
on August 11-12 in Springfield, Massachusetts.

NATIONAL SIGNING DAY RECAP

* Head Coach Brandon Schneider announced
the addition of guards Laia Conesa and S’Mya
Nichols on November 9, the first day of the early
signing period.

* Both players will join the Jayhawks as freshmen
for the 2023-24 season. Conesa is a 5-10 guard
coming to Kansas from Barcelona, Spain, while
Nichols is staying close to home and joining the
Jayhawks from Overland Park, Kansas.
