¢ For the second time in program history,
Kansas will host the WNIT Championship Game
when the Jayhawks face Columbia on Saturday,
April 1, at Allen Fieldhouse.

* Tipoff is set for 4:30 p.m. CT on Saturday and
the game will be nationally-televised on CBS
Sports Network, with Brett Dolan and Megan
Perry on the call. Fans can also listen to the
game on the Jayhawk Radio Network, with
Steven Davis and David Lawrence calling the
action.

* Kansas reached the WNIT title game with a
61-36 victory over Washington on March 29 in
Lawrence. The Jayhawks have also defeated
Western Kentucky, Missouri, Nebraska and
Arkansas on the road to the championship
game, and KU is outscoring its opponents
by an average of 18.0 points per game in the
tournament.

* The Jayhawks are 24-11 on the year after going
7-1in the month of March. Dating back to Feb.
26, Kansas has won eight of its last nine games,
and the 24 wins are the sixth-most in a season
in program history. KU has also set a new school
record with 18 home wins this season.

* Kansas is competing in the WNIT for the sixth
time, first since 2011, and the Jayhawks are in
the postseason for the second-consecutive
season. KU is 14-5 all-time in the WNIT and has
now reached the finals for the second time, first
since 2009, when the Jayhawks set a school
and Big 12 Conference record for attendance
with 16,113 fans at Allen Fieldhouse.

« Saturday’s championship game will be the first
all-time meeting between Kansas and Columbia
in women’s basketball. The teams share one
common opponent during the 2022-23 season
in lowa State. KU split its season series against
the Cyclones, who defeated Columbia 99-76 on
Nov. 20 in Ames, lowa.

* Columbia enters the WNIT final with a 28-5
record after defeating FDU, Fordham, Syracuse,
Harvard and Bowling Green to reach the

championship game. The Lions are 14-2 in true
road games this season and averaging 78.8
points per game, while outscoring opponents
by 15.6 points per game on average.

KANSAS NOTES

* Taiyanna Jackson recorded her 22nd double-
double of the season with 12 points and 11
rebounds in the Fab 4 against Washington.
She also added three blocked shots to the KU
school-record total, which is now at 106 for the
season. Jackson is set to become the first KU
player since 1982 to average a double-double as
she averages 15.1 points and 12.4 rebounds per
game this season. On March 30, Jackson, was
announced as WBCA All-America Honorable
Mention, her latest honor after previously being
named unanimous All-Big 12 First Team and
Big 12 All-Defensive Team, Naismith Defensive
Player of the Year semifinalist and a top 10
candidate for the Lisa Leslie Center of the Year
Award.

¢ All-Big 12 First Team selection Zakiyah
Franklin scored a team-high 14 points against
Washington, one game after she became the
14th player in program history to surpass the
1,500-point career milestone. Franklin, KU’s
leading scorer at 15.6 points per game, is No. 14
on KU’s career scoring list with 1,517 points.

¢ Holly Kersgieter, a three-time All-Big 12
selection, has reached double figures in scoring
in seven straight games after totaling 11 points
against Washington. Kersgieter is up to No. 11 on
KU’s all-time scoring list with 1,552 career points
and she’s third with 207 career three-pointers.
Kersgieter is third on the team in scoring with
14.0 points per game this season, and she leads
the team with 65 steals and 63 made three-
pointers this season.

ABOUT THE JAYHAWKS

» Kansas is 24-11 on the year and the Jayhawks
finished seventh in the Big 12 with a 9-9
conference record. The Jayhawks started the
season 10-0, which included a streak of seven-
straight KU wins by 20 or more points, the
longest such streak by the Jayhawks since the
1980-81 season. Kansas then opened Big 12
play 2-0 for just the fourth time in conference
history and first time since 2012-13. With KU’s
first round WNIT victory over Western Kentucky
on March 17, the Jayhawks recorded a second-
straight 20-win season and the 23rd in program
history. KU’s 61-36 victory over Washington in
the Fab 4 gave the Jayhawks 24 victories in a
season for the first time since 1996-97.

* Kansas entered the postseason ranked No. 37
in the NET rankings and was the fourth-highest
ranked team from the Big 12. The Jayhawks were
listed as one of the First Four teams outside of
the NCAA Tournament.

* The Jayhawks returned four starters from
2021-22, including Preseason All-Big 12
selections Holly Kersgieter, Zakiyah Franklin
and Taiyanna Jackson. The senior trio backed
up their preseason honors as all three added
postseason All-Big 12 recognition on March 6.

* A postseason awards candidate, Jackson
was the lone player in the Big 12 to be named a
unanimous selection to both the All-Big 12 First
Team and the Big 12 All-Defensive Team. This is
the second-consecutive all-conference honor
for Jackson, who has also been announced as
one of 10 semifinalists for the Naismith Defensive
Player of the Year and is a top 10 candidate

Jackson has four double-doubles in five WNIT
games, giving her 22 for the season, the third-
most by a Jayhawk in school history. A two-time
Big 12 Player of the Week this season, Jackson
is one of five Power Five players averaging a
double-double this season, with 15.1 points and
12.4 rebounds per game for the year. She ranks
third in the nation in rebounding (12.4), fourth
in field goal percentage (66.3), third in blocked
shots (106) and sixth in double-doubles (22). A
two-time Big 12 All-Defensive Team selection,
Jackson has set KU’s single-season blocks
record in both seasons as a Jayhawk, and on
March 26 against Arkansas she became the first
Jayhawk and ninth player in Big 12 history with
100+ blocks in a season. She has 106 blocks for
the season and 201 for her career, which ranks
third in school history.

* Franklin, an All-Big 12 First Team selection,
opened the WNIT with back-to-back 20-point
performances, including 21 against Missouri on
a career-high five three-pointers. The Lakeland,
Florida native scored in double figures in each
of the final 14 games of the regular season,
including two 30-point performances, and she
leads the Jayhawks with 15.6 points per game
for the season. On Dec. 19, Franklin was named
the Big 12 Player of the Week, becoming the
first Jayhawk since November 2019 to earn the
award. Against Arkansas on March 26, Franklin
became the 14th player in program history to
reach the 1,500-point milestone and she is
currently 14th on KU’s all-time scoring list with
1,517 career points.

* An All-Big 12 Honorable Mention selection,
Kersgieter scored 25 points against Arkansas on
March 26 and moved from 13th to 11th on KU’s
all-time scoring list in the game. She has scored
1,552 and sits 117 points away from entering
the top 10 in school history. Kersgieter is third
on the team with an average of 14.0 points
per game and has scored in double figures in
seven-straight games. During conference play,
the Sand Springs, Oklahoma, native averaged
14.1 points per game.

* Wyvette Mayberry has had the largest impact
of KU’s newcomers this season. The junior
transfer from Tulsa has scored 10+ points four
times in the WNIT and is averaging 11.4 points
per game for the season. Mayberry started 44
games over two years at Tulsa and was an all-
conference second team selection in 2021-22
after leading TU in scoring at 14.1 points per
game.

ABOUT THE OPPONENT

* From New York City, New York, the Columbia
Lions are coming into the WNIT Championship
matchup with a 28-5 record. Columbia has
beaten FDU, Fordham, Syracuse, Harvard,
and Bowling Green on their trip to the WNIT
Championship. The Lions finished first in the
lvy League standings this season with a 14-2
record and Columbia has an impressive 14-2
record in true road games this season. One of
those wins came at Miami, a team who made it
to the Elite Eight of NCAA Tournament, beating
the Hurricanes 78-710on Nov. 27 in Coral Gables.
* Columbia is led by seventh-year head coach
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Megan Griffith. On offense, Columbia is led by
junior guard Abbey Hsu, who is averaging a
team-high 17.8 points per game. She is followed
by senior guard/forward Kaitlyn Davis, who
is averaging 13.6 points and a team-high 8.4
rebounds. Other top scorers for the Lions
include Jaida Patrick (12.6), Hannah Pratt
(9.8), and Kitty Henderson (9.3). The Lions are
averaging 78.8 points per game, which ranks
13th in the country. Columbia also has a 1.24
assist to turnover ratio, which ranks 18th in the
nation.

Marian Washington has been announced as
one of 12 finalists for the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame’s Class of 2023.

* The Class of 2023 announcement will be made
on April 1, with Enshrinement Weekend to follow
on August 11-12 in Springfield, Massachusetts.

* Head Coach Brandon Schneider announced
the addition of guards Laia Conesa and S’Mya
Nichols on Nov. 9, the first day of the early
signing period.

During his tenure at Kansas, Schneider has coached eight
players who earned All-Big 12 postseason recognition. The
Jayhawks have also had two players named to the Big 12 All-
Freshman Team and one named to the Big 12 All-Defensive
Team along with three Big 12 Players of the Week and three
Freshman of the Week. Schneider has also coached 30 players
who received Academic All-Big 12 recognition, including a
program-best seven student-athletes earning a spot on the
team in 2022. Additionally, Schneider’s program set a new
team-record with a 3.44 Team GPA in the 2021 fall semester.

Schneider increased the Jayhawks win total in each of his
first five seasons in Lawrence, which culminated with a 15-14
record in 2019-20.

Bob Schneider was one of the most
successful women’s coaches at the NCAA Division Il level,
having served as the head coach at West Texas A&M from
1981-2006. They became the first father/son combination to
take teams to the Elite Eight. In addition, Schneider’s brother,
Brett, is currently the head women’s basketball coach at Frank
Phillips College in Borger, Texas.

Schneider and his wife Ali, have two sons, Cash and Cole.
