All-Time Academic Honors

Travis Salmon earned one of the most presti-
gious academic and athletic honors being the 
only Roo named a Verizon Academic All-District 

member
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Retired Jersey #’s
Two former Roo basketball greats — Ronnie Schmitz (#24) and Mi-
chael Watson (#22) — are the only two basketball players to have 
their jersey numbers retired in Kansas City history. The pair shares 
some common ground being the only two basketball players to 
score 50-plus points in a single-game and ranking No. 1 (Watson) 
and No. 3 (Schmitz) in all-time scoring.

#24 Ronnie Schmitz (1989-93)
In 1995, Schmitz became the first-ever student-athlete to have 
his No. 24 jersey retired. He was a four-year player from 1989-
93 during a time when the Roos were in their first years of NCAA 
membership. He helped lead the team to its first-ever 20-win sea-

son in 1991-92 as they went 
21-7 overall. Individually, he 
played in 112 games scoring at 
least 10 points in 100 of those 
contests.

He finished his career ranking 
in the top-10 in school histo-
ry in virtually every catego-
ry.  Schmitz ranks second in 
three-point field goals (378); 
third in career scoring (1,939) 
and field goals made (641); 
fourth in steals (148); and sixth 
in assists (297). He is tied for 
the all-time game record with 
seven steals in a game against 
Washington (Mo.) on Jan. 11, 
1993.

During the 1990-91 campaign, Schmitz finished second in the na-
tion with 116 three-pointers, and he is one of just two Roo players 
to surpass the 50-point scoring plateau in a single game. 

In the 2018-19 NCAA Division I record book, Schmitz still ranks 
in the top 30 in NCAA history in career three pointers made (378) 
and in the top 25 in average made three-pointers per game (3.38).

Schmitz was inducted into the inaugural class of the UMKC Hall of 
Fame in 2008-09. 

#22 Michael Watson (2000-03)
On Feb. 16, 2019, Michael Watson had his No. 22 jersey retired 
during an on-court ceremony at the Swinney Center. The event 
took place at halftime of a game against CSU Bakersfield.

Throughout Watson’s basketball career at UMKC, which spanned 
four seasons from 2000 – 2003, he scored 2,488 points making 
him the all-time leading scorer in UMKC history. He is also the sec-
ond all-time leading scorer in the Summit League (formerly known 
as the Mid-Continent Conference). 

With the help of his teammates and Watson’s scoring firepower, 
UMKC boasted one of its most successful seasons in 2001-02. 
During that campaign, the Roos received votes in the USA Today/

ESPN Coaches’ Poll for the first-time in school history ultimately 
finishing with an 18-11 overall record.

In 2004, Watson was named a first-team All-Mid-Continent Con-
ference selection for the third year in-a-row, which is the most of 
any player in a Roo uniform. He is one of two Roo players to be 
recognized twice on the NABC All-District Second Team.

During his junior season in 2002-03, Watson’s total points out-
put of 740 stands second in school history and No. 4 on the sin-
gle-season NCAA list. In 2003-04, the 680 total points is No. 6 on 
the single-season NCAA list.

Watson is the school career leader in three-pointers made with 
391, which also ranks in the top 25 in NCAA history, and his 3.34 
make’s per game rank in the top 30 in NCAA history. The Kansas 
City Central (Mo.) High School product also still holds UMKC ca-
reer records for games started (114), field goals made (850),  field 
goals attempted (2274), three-pointers attempted (1,098) and 
double-figure scoring games (109). In addition, Watson holds the 
record for most points scored in a single game (54) against Oral 
Roberts University on Feb. 22, 2003. During that performance, 
he drilled 10 three-pointers, which also stands as the best sin-
gle-game mark.

He was more than just a scorer, dishing out 357 career assists, 
which is good for fourth on the all-time UMKC list. Defensively, he 
collected 173 career steals, ranking second-most at UMKC.

After his senior season at UMKC, the 6-1 guard signed as a free 
agent with the NBA’s Boston Celtics in 2004. He later went on to 
play professional basketball for eight years in Poland, Turkey, Italy, 
France and his native Puerto Rico, where he became an Interna-
tional Champion in 2007. 
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UMKC Hall of Fame - Men’s Basketball
The UMKC Athletics Hall of Fame had nine induction classes 
from 2008-16. Within those groups, the men’s basketball 
program has had its share of individuals inducted into the 
Hall of Fame, in the athlete, coach and team categories. In 
total, there are 10 men’s basketball individuals — seven 
athletes and three coaches  — and the 1991-92 team that 
currently stand in the UMKC Hall of Fame.

Corwin bio:
Darrell Corwin is the all-time leader in wins at UMKC with 
118 during the NAIA era. He earned NAIA District 16 Coach 
of the Year in 1974-75 and 1976-77. He was also the NAIA 
Area 4 Coach of the Year in 1976-77 after leading the Roos 
to the 1976-77 NAIA National Tournament. He coached the 
NAIA District 16 International All-Star Team that toured 
Latin America in 1977 and the 1978 NAIA International 
Cup Tournament where he led the Roos to wins over Por-
tugal, China and Scotland. He chaired the NAIA District 16 
Coaches’ Association in 1978-79 and was chosen to coach 
the NAIA District 16 All-Star Game in 1980. He received the 
1980 Chancellor’s Special Citation for extraordinary con-
cern, guidance and leadership during his career at UMKC. 
He received the Lee’s Summit School District’s Certificate 
of Recognition in 1986 and was presented the Dick Howser 
Courage Award by the Kansas and Missouri Brain Injury As-
sociation in 1987. He was the Kansas City District Chairman 
for the Missouri Show-Me Games from 1988-90.

Frerking bio:
Bill Frerking was an NAIA Honorable Mention All-America 
selection for UMKC as a senior in 1982-83. Frerking also 
was a two-time NAIA All-District 16 First Team honoree in 
1981-82 and 1982-83, while earning honorable mention 
NAIA honors as a sophomore in 1980-81. Frerking was one 
of two sophomores invited to play on a 16-member NAIA 
National All-Star team that spent 10 weeks in Australia in 
the summer of 1981. While on that trip, he had the opportu-

nity to coach a pair of future NCAA stars, Luc Longley (who 
would later play for the Chicago Bulls in the NBA) and Stan-
ford player and Australian Olympian, Andrew Vlahov.

Hunt bio:
Lee Hunt was chosen as the first Director of Athletics and 
head men’s basketball coach to lead UMKC into the ranks 
of Division I. In 1986, UMKC began its journey to Division 
I status and at the forefront was Robert Lee Hunt, former 
Director of Athletics and men’s head basketball coach. 
Hunt guided the Kangaroos to 113 wins during his tenure 
in Blue and Gold. As Athletics Director, he engineered UM-
KC’s first conference affiliation. On the recruiting trail, Hunt 
was responsible for bringing in two of the top men’s bas-
ketball student-athletes in school history in guards Ronnie 
Schmitz and Tony Dumas. Hunt led the Kangaroos in their 
first Division I game on Nov. 30, 1987, against Rice in front 
of 4,256 fans at Municipal Auditorium. The program’s first 
win came in the third game of the season in a victory over 
Prairie View A&M, and the squad finished the inaugural Divi-
sion I 1987-88 season with a 9-18 overall record. Following 
seven years as an Independent, Hunt oversaw UMKC as it 
joined the Mid-Continent Conference in 1994. Following the 
1995-96 season, Hunt stepped down from his role as the 
head basketball coach. He then remained at the University 
until 1998, when he retired from his post as the Director of 
Athletics.

Jackson bio:
Michael Jackson was the first UMKC men’s basketball play-
er in school history to be selected as the Mid-Con Play-
er and Newcomer of the Year, as he earned the accolade 
during the same season in 2000 as a sophomore. The 
three-time Mid-Con All-Conference selection (two-time 
first team) finished his career as the school record-holder in 
career blocks (138), while also netting 1,443 career points. 
In just three years, Jackson still managed to amass the 
fourth most points (1,443), sixth-most steals (124) and the 
most blocks in a career at UMKC.  During those three years 
he also managed to attain all-conference recognition for his 
efforts whether it was for excellence on offense or defense.

Jones bio:
Willie Jones, who died June 11, 2005, played for the Kan-
garoos during the NAIA era. He was a three-time All-NAIA 
District 16 performer, and was the Kangaroos’ second-lead-
ing career scorer during the NAIA period, recording 1,327 
points (15.3 points per game). Jones was also UMKC’s ca-
reer NAIA leader in rebounding with 1,087 (12.5 per game). 
He was an integral part of UMKC’s 1976-77 team that rep-
resented District 16 at the 1977 NAIA National Tournament 
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at Kemper Arena in Kansas City, Mo. That season, Jones led 
the Kangaroos in shooting with 52.3 percentage. He posted 
a career 56.5 field goal percentage (504-of-892) and a 75.2 
mark (319-424) from the free throw line. Jones, originally 
from Decatur, Ala,, came to UMKC from Cullman Junior Col-
lege in Alabama. He was also the leading scorer for a team 
of NAIA District 16 players that toured Latin America during 
the summer of 1977.

Rawlins bio: 
A first-team All-Mid-Con selection in 1994-95, Darecko 
Rawlins was the first ever Kangaroo men’s basketball play-
er to earn all-conference honors. He earned a second-team 
All-Mid-Con selection in 1995-96 as well. He laid an assault 
on the record books, as he ranks second in school history 
with 639 career rebounds, ninth in points (1,078), third in 
blocks (99), fourth in free throws made (325), tied for sev-
enth in steals (121) and 10th in field goals made (364). He 
also holds the school record with 19 career double-dou-
bles, and tied for second with 22 games with double-fig-
ure rebounds. He led the team in scoring and rebounding in 
1994-95, 1995-96 and in blocks from 1993 through 1996. 
During his career, he helped UMKC to wins over Colorado, 
Mississippi State, Creighton, Baylor and Texas Tech.

Robinson bio:
David Robinson, who was the first four-year letterwinner 
in the Division I era, posted 20, 20-point games and three 
30-point contests during his Roo career. The seven footer, 
who led UMKC to wins over the likes of Cincinnati, Creigh-
ton and Texas A&M during his playing career, is the school 
record holder in career field goal percentage (.584), while 
ranking second in blocks (126) and fourth in double-dou-
bles (11).

Ross bio:
Bill Ross, a former men’s basketball coach and men’s golf 
coach for the ‘Roos, was the first men’s basketball coach 
in school history during the 1969-70 season. Ross, who 
was inducted into the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame in 2007, 
also coached the men’s golf program for 35 years, where 
he guided the squad to a pair of Mid-Con runner-up finish-
es.  Ross also recruited and coached GCAA Honorable Men-
tion All-America selection and 2008 UMKC Athletics Hall of 
Fame honoree Robert Russell. After coaching for four years 
from 1969 until the end of the 1972-73 season, the Kan-
garoos’ first round ball coach turned the reins over to his 
assistant Darrell Corwin. In 1973, the coach stepped into 
the Assistant Athletics Director’s shoes under Director of 
Athletics Ken Webster.  Then in the 1980-81 season, UMKC 
Athletics’ most versatile Kangaroo began building yet an-

other basketball squad, this time for the women. When it 
was up and running, again, he passed the position on to his 
assistant Nancy Norman.

Schmitz bio:
Ronnie Schmitz became UMKC’s first student-athlete to 
have his number 24 retired on Jan. 28, 1995. The guard 
finished his career with 1,939 career points and 378 three-
point field goals, ranking third and second n both catego-
ries, respectfully. He scored in double figures in 100 career 
games, which included a 51-point showing against U.S. 
International on March 4, 1991, which is the second high-
est single game total in school history. During the 1990-91 
campaign, Schmitz finished second in the nation with 116 
three-pointers, and he is one of just two Roo players to sur-
pass the 50-point scoring plateau in a single game. In the 
2018-19 NCAA Division I record book, Schmitz still ranks 
in the top 30 in NCAA history in career three pointers made 
(378) and in the top 25 in average made three-pointers per 
game (3.38).

Smith bio:
Dave Smith was an NAIA All-District 16 First-Team selec-
tion in the 1972-73 season, and earned NAIA All-America 
honorable mention honors that same season, making him 
the first All-American in UMKC history. He won the Jack 
Gant Outstanding Athlete Award, and was the team captain. 
He then served as an assistant men’s basketball coach for 
eight seasons under Hall of Famer Darrell Corwin, as well as 
a dual role as Sports Information Director for a year. Since 
his days at UMKC, he has been the Executive Director of the 
Kansas City YMCA, served as President of the Kansas City, 
Missouri School Board, and as the President of the Boys and 
Girls Club of Greater Kansas City.

1991-92 Team:
The 1991-92 program was the first 20-win team in the Di-
vision I era in school history. The team finished with a 21-7 
overall record, still the best mark in school history to this 
day. The Roos beat Texas A&M twice during the season 
and also topped Baylor and Creighton. The Roos were not 
in a conference yet, and they played the likes of Cincinna-
ti, Oklahoma State, Nebraska and Kansas State. The squad 
also had three of the best players in school history in Hall of 
Famers Ronnie Schmitz and David Robinson, as well as first-
round NBA draft pick Tony Dumas. The team was coached 
by hall of famer Lee Hunt.
