Laura Satterfield, who holds the record for most 
three-pointers in a game with 11, and scored 39 
points in a single game, the fourth highest total 
in UMSL history, was an honorable mention all-
conference pick in 1994-95.

Jennifer Martin earned second team all-confer-
ence honors during the 2005-06 season. Martin 
is the school’s all-time career leader in blocked 
shots (133) and set a single season record with 74 
blocked shots as a senior.
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Rita Hoff-Scott is one of the best all-around 
athletes to ever compete in an UMSL 
uniform. She was involved in virtually 
every sport offered at UMSL, including 
basketball, volleyball, field hockey, soccer 
and tennis. As a basketball player, she was 
a starting point guard averaging 18 points 
per game her freshman season. The next 
two seasons, Scott acted as player/coach, 

guiding the team to two league titles and averaging 25 points per 
game each of the last two years. As a senior, she was invited to 
try out for the team that would compete in the World University 
Games in Mexico in 1973. After graduating, Scott coached the first 
varsity women’s basketball team at UMSL in the 1974-75 season, 
leading the team to a 15-1 record that season for a .928 winning 
percentage, the highest winning percentage for any team in UMSL 
history. Scott currently works for Mike Shannon’s Restaurant in 
St. Louis, Mo., and in honor of her induction, Mike Shannon’s 
Restaurant sponsored the Rita Scott Scholarship to be awarded to 
an UMSL women’s basketball student-athlete each year. For the 
2002-2003 season, Christy Lane was named the recipient of the 
first-ever Rita Scott Scholarship. Rita Hoff Scott is also a member 
of the Missouri Sport Hall of Fame, being inducted in 2003.

Gina Gregory-Bowders was twice selected 
as a second team All-Conference Player 
and selected as a first team All-Conference 
selection in 1986-87. She earned honorable 
mention All-American honors in 1985-86 and 
was a fourth team All-American selection in 
1986-87. Gregory-Bowders ranks second 
on the UMSL career scoring list with 1,657 
points and second in career rebounding with 

609. She also ranks third in career steals with 141 and sixth in 
career assists with 207.

Lisa Houska-Dey was a two-sport athlete at 
UMSL in women’s basketball and softball. On 
the basketball floor, Houska-Dey was named 
a three-time all-conference selection in the 
MIAA and was named to the conference 
all-freshman team in the 1987-88 season. 
She ranks seventh in career points scored 
with 1,029, and is one of just nine players 
to eclipse the 1,000 career point mark. In 

addition, Houska-Dey is the school’s all-time career leader in both 
steals and assists, recording 214 career steals and 636 career 
assists, over 250 more than the next best total in school history. 
She holds four of the top five single season assist records at UMSL, 
and holds the single game record of 15 in 1989. As a softball player, 
she twice earned All-American honors, receiving that honor in 1989 
and again in 1991.

Monica Steinhoff played four years for 
UMSL, and is the all-time scoring leader 
in women’s basketball history with 2,023 
career points. She also ranks 15th in 
career rebounds with 389, fifth in career 
assists with 315 and fifth in career steals 
with 135. Steinhoff was named to the MIAA 
All-Freshman team and earned Freshman 
All-American honors from the American 

Women’s Sports Foundation in her first year at UMSL. During her 
sophomore year, Steinhoff set the school record with 660 points in 
a single season for a scoring average of 24.4 points per game on 
the year, also a school record. She earned MIAA All-Conference 
honors each of her four years at UMSL, and is the only women’s 
basketball player to score 40 points in a game, accomplishing that 
feat three times, including a school record 44 points in one game.

Kris Wilmesher was a four-year letterwinner 
in women’s basketball, playing from 1985 
through 1989. She is the third all-time leading 
scorer in UMSL history with 1,506 points 
and is second in school history with 369 
career assists, and fourth with 136 career 
steals. Wilmesher was twice selected as 
an honorable mention All-MIAA selection 
before being named a first team All-MIAA 

selection her senior year. She was a three-time All-American, being 
named a freshman All-American by the American Women’s Sports 
Federation. As a junior she was named a second team All-American 
by the National Women’s Sports Federation and was a fourth-team 
All-American her senior year. Wilmesher was also a member of the 
women’s softball team for three seasons, and was part of the 1989 
team that won the MIAA Championship and advanced to the NCAA 
Regionals for the first time in the program’s history.

UMSL SPORTS WOMEN’S BAKSETBALL HALL OF FAMERS

Nicole was a two-sport standout at UMSL 
in softball and women’s basketball, playing 
from 1992-96. On the hardwood, Nicole 
earned all-MIAA honors, being selected to 
the honorable mention team as a junior. She 
became the eighth member of the program’s 
1,000-point club, finishing with 1,010 career 
points, which ranks 10th all-time at UMSL. 
Nicole also ranks in the top 10 in eight other 

career categories, including second in steals 
(163), fourth in free throw attempts (360) and assists (340), sixth in 
three-point field goal percentage (.352) and free throws made (242) 
and ninth in three-point field goals made (108), field goals attempted 
(863) and three-point field goals attempted (307).
