Perryman was the first NCAA Division

Pro Fastpitch draft (37th pick to the Ak-
ron Racers).

As a junior, she was a top three finalist
for the inaugural Schutt Sports/NFCA
Division Il National Player of the Year
after a season in which she set an
NCAA DIl record with seven perfect
games.

Perryman was a top-10 finalist for the
Schutt Sports/NFCA DIl Player of the
Year as a senior behind an NCAA DlII
single season record 567 strikeouts.

LISA HOUSKA-DEY

Lisa Houska-Dey was a two-sport athlete at UMSL in women’s basketball and softball. As a softball player, she
became the school’s first female athlete to twice earn All-American honors, receiving that honor in 1989 and again in
1991. She was a four-time all-conference selection and was a three-time all-region selection in 1989, 1990 and 1991.
At the time of her induction, she ranked third in career hits at UMSL with 176, third in career doubles with 32, second
in career triples with 15, third in career stolen bases with 30 and fifth in career runs with 99.

LAURIE ALDY-KUCHNO

Laurie Aldy-Kuchno was a two-sport athlete at UMSL in both softball and women’s soccer. She became the first female
athlete in UMSL history to receive All-American honors, achieving that feat in softball during the 1987 season when
she was named second team All-American.

Aldy-Kuchno was also a three-time all-conference selection and two-time all-region selection in softball. At the time
of her induction, she was second in the single season records for runs scored with 51 in 1986, third in triples with six
in 1986, and fourth in single season stolen bases with 20 in 1987. In the career records, Aldy-Kuchno was third in
career runs with 106, fourth in triples with nine, seventh in hits with 135 and is the all-time stolen bases leader with
42 career steals.

Aldy-Kuchno was also a three-time all-conference selection and two-time all-region selection in softball. She is second
in the single season records for runs scored with 51 in 1986, third in triples with six in 1986, and fourth in single season
stolen bases with 20 in 1987. In the career records, Aldy-Kuchno is third in career runs with 106, fourth in triples with
nine, seventh in hits with 135 and is the all-time stolen bases leader with 42 career steals.

ANDREA (WIRKUS) MITCHELL

Andrea was a four-year starter for UMSL, playing from 1998-2001. She earned first team all-Great Lakes Valley
Conference honors in 1998 and 2000 and was a second team choice in 2001. Andrea also earned second team all-
region honors in 1999. The career leader in triples (29), she also owns the top two single-season marks, recording 13
in 2000 and eight in 2001. Andrea also owns the school record for total bases (341) and is second in runs (120), hits
(212), RBIs (102), third in home runs (10), fourth in stolen bases (35) and sixth in batting average (.344) and doubles
(34).

NICOLE CHRIST

Nicole was a two-sport standout at UMSL in softball and women’s basketball, playing from 1992-96. On the softball
field, she was a three-time all-MidAmerica Intercollegiate Athletics Association (MIAA) selection at shortstop, earning
first team honors as a senior. Nicole is UMSL's all-time career leader in batting average (.373), runs scored (135), hits
(233) and RBIs (113). She also ranks second in career doubles (55) and total bases (316) and is fifth in triples (eight).
As a junior on the 1995 team, Nicole helped UMSL to a 44-29 record — its most victories in a season. She recorded a
single-season record 81 hits that year, including 24 doubles, which is the second-best single season total in program
history. Those 24 doubles also stands as an MIAA record for doubles in a season. As a senior in 1996, she led the
MIAA with a .489 batting average.

HANNAH PERRYMAN

Perryman established herself not only as the best UMSL student-athlete to ever wear the red and gold, but as one of
the NCAA DII's all-time elite pitchers. The first student-athlete in any UMSL team sport to be named an All-American
all four years, Perryman graduated as the NCAA DIl record holder for career perfect games (nine), strikeouts (1,725)
and strikeouts per seven innings (12.1). She also walked off the field third in NCAA DIl career no-hitters (15), sixth in
victories (128) and seventh in shutouts (61). Perryman, a three-time GLVC Pitcher of the Year, was the first NCAA DII
player to be selected in the National Pro Fastpitch draft (37th pick to the Akron Racers). As a junior, she was a top-
three finalist for the inaugural Schutt Sports/NFCA DIl National Player of the Year after a season in which she set an
NCAA DIl record with seven perfect games. Perryman was a top-10 finalist for the Schutt Sports/NFCA DIl Player of
the Year as a senior behind an NCAA DIl single-season record 567 strikeouts.
