COLLEGE PARK, Md. - The 2012-13 Terrapins learned a lot of lessons last
year. They learned about toughness, togetherness, dealing with adversity and al-
ways fighting, no matter what the circumstances may be. Dealt four season-ending
injuries, Maryland had six available players in some cases. While 2013-14 should
be a completely different story, those lessons will stay with the Terrapins.

“| said at our banquet last season, in its own way, that was one of the most
special seasons I've had as a coach,” head coach Brenda Frese said. “We asked
a lot of a small group of players and they gave us everything they had to give. The
staff was incredible during a season that challenged us with a lot of adversity. We
improvised continuously as things changed. We barely practiced on the court for
much of the season. And through it all, we tried to keep playing Maryland basketball
the way we want to play it. There were some limitations, but for the most part, |
think we did that. | was really proud of them all.”

“There was a brief stretch at the start of last season that nobody outside the
program could fully appreciate. It was an incredible testament to our staff holding
things together. We'd just lost two players to ACLs, we were shifting players around
and everything was discombobulated. We lost a road game at St. Joe’s. Then we
had our third player go down with an ACL. There was so much going on, yet we
got through it and smoothed things out- even with more challenges on the horizon.
That's one of those times that really tests everyone on our team and it showed the
character that's within this program. It makes me feel really good as the leader.”

“| think we all learned last year that no matter what adversity strikes, when we
hold together, we can accomplish amazing things together. | also got confirmation
as a coach for what | believed- you never give your players excuses for reasons

to fail or lower their standards. I've seen coaches go through stuff and right away
they're crying the blues. It gives their players an out. | was not going to do that no
matter what and we are all so proud of how we continued to fight.”

This year, the Terrapins have every reason to believe they can build off the
2012-13 Sweet Sixteen appearance and top-two finish in ACC play. With 10 letter-
winners returning, four of five starters and four talented freshmen, so far, all lights
are green for the Terps.

“I'm really excited about this group,” Frese said. “We're going to play the brand
of basketball that we love, which is attractive to fans and makes it fun for our play-
ers. The biggest difference will be going from as few as six available players at one
point last season to now having 14. Already, just the sound of practice and workouts
is much louder. We're going to have a variety of players that each bring different
qualities to our team. We should be able to really move Alyssa Thomas around a
lot on the floor this year, whereas last season, we simply couldn’t do that.”

“Maybe for my first time as a head coach, we will have competition at almost
every position. We've never had that before. And however it plays out, we're going
to have firepower to bring into the game at different times.

New Faces

Four freshmen - Lexie Brown (Suwanee, Ga.), ALexus Harrison (Baltimore,
Md.), Brionna Jones (Havre de Grace, Md. ) and Shatori Walker-Kimbrough

and Frese’s fifth top five class in her 11 years.

“We felt like this freshman class was an important one for us, because they get

“Shatori Walker-Kimbrough has been working her tail off since the day she ar-
rived early this summer. | don’t think we’ve had a two guard with her combination of
ability and length. She’s thin, but she’s wiry strong. She’s also a terrific competitor.
And really, this is the first time she’s been full-time basketball. In high school, she
also played volleyball and was a terrific jumper on the track team.”

“Alexus Harrison is going to be a really fun player to watch develop over her
four years here at Maryland. She has an athletic ability that is off the chart. Now
our job is to help her get the rest of her game to that same level.”

“Brionna Jones has been limited by returning from injury this preseason, but we
have been able to put her in certain segments of workouts and practices. She is a
true low post player and is really strong. We've already seen flashes of what she’ll
eventually be able to do for us. She’s also another player who has fully embraced
our basketball performance program and we've already seen the changes in her
body.”

Point Guards

Sophomore Chloe Pavlech stepped up in the point guard role for the Terrapins
last year and drew the admiration of fans and coaches around the country. With
redshirt sophomore Brene Moseley healthy and with the addition of freshman Lexie
Brown, the point guard position is one where the Terrapins will have a plethora of
depth.

Katie Rutan did some really good things for us last season
and is someone that has fully bought into our Basketball Performance program.
She’s had an amazing offseason,” Frese said.

“Sequoia Austin became a rotation player for us last season. For a kid that
came in as a walk-on, she’s been more than we could have ever asked in every
way possible. She’s just a tremendous person and means so much to our program.
Tierney Pfirman, like Alyssa, could be listed as a guard or a forward, because she’s
versatile. She was starting at the two guard spot last season after Laurin Mincy
went down and had some really good games. | thought Tierney and Alyssa played
well together. We're hoping both Tierney and Laurin can get back to their best form
on the court, because they can each really play.”

“Shatori Walker-Kimbrough is the new face at this position and her potential is

Frontcourt

in rebounding with over 44 rebounds a game. They finished on the glass as well,
averaging over 37 points a game inside.

“Alicia DeVaughn returns for her senior season and we all know how hungry
she is to have a great year,” Frese said. “She worked hard this offseason to keep
developing her game. We know she brings a level of toughness to our team and
she’s a terrific teammate. Malina Howard had a tremendous offseason and looks
great so far in fall workouts.

“AlLexus Harrison will be like an undersized forward for us. She brings great
energy and her athletic ability allows her to play a lot bigger than her size. She’s
very fast and will be a tough match-up for some folks. She’s a player | really think
has a chance to grow in our program. Brionna Jones will give us a true, low-post
presence. She’s strong and can take care of herself when the game gets physical.
We'll see what her knee allows her to do as the season progresses, but eventually,
she’s going to help us.

Libby Ellis is a 2012 gradu-
ate from Maryland that worked all four years as a student manager and director of
operations intern. She spent last season as the assistant to the recruiting coordinator
and has been promoted to director of operations. Winston Gandy was a practice
player that was always looking to learn. A2013 graduate of Maryland, he has been
hired as the assistant to the recruiting coordinator.

“We have a few new faces on our support staff. Libby Ellis is our new director
of operations. Libby loves this program and has really grown up with it. She came
to camp here, then became a manager, then got an entry level staff position and
now she’s our director of operations. She keeps moving her way up and she’s one
of those people that everybody loves,” Frese said.

“We also added Winston Gandy as our assistant to the recruiting coordinator.
Like Libby, Winston is really sharp and a go-getter. He was a scout guy, practice
player for us while he was a student here. He was so good and such a hard worker,
that we had to find a way to keep him around. He’s the kind of guy that will work
endless hours and do whatever is asked of him. We're really glad we have him on
staff.”

Frese and her staff have developed the tradition of choosing a team theme for
each season. After the 2010-11 season, Frese and the staff felt like their young
Terrapins didn’t finish games, so they developed the theme of, “Fight to Finish,” for
the 2011-12 season. Last year, the staff wanted to push the team to have everyone
working their hardest in all aspects of life, on and off the court, so they chose the
theme, “All in to W.L.N.” The W.LN. stood for What's Important Now. Now, Frese
and her staff have chosed the theme of, “We Will.”

“We're playing on the Under Armour theme of ‘I will’, which is so prevalent,”
Frese said. “It's all about the ‘we’ in our team. We will hold each other accountable.
We will be disciplined. We will prevail. We will fight each and every play for each
other.”

The Terrapins went to their 10th Sweet Sixteen in school
history and fifth in head coach Brenda Frese’s 11 postseasons.

* Thomas led the ACC in points (18.8), rebounds (10.3) and assists (5.3) and was the only player in the country
to rank in top 50 in all three stats. The Terps were No. 3 in the country in field goal percentage (.471) and No.
6 in assists (17.6).

+ Alyssa Thomas was voted the ACC's Preseason Player of the Year by both the Blue Ribbon Panel and the
league’s 15 head coaches. She was also named a Preseason AP All-American, to the Wade Watch list for the
second straight year and to the Wooden Award Preseason Top 30 for the third time. Thomas and Laurin Mincy
were both voted to the Naismith Early Season Watch list in November. Lexie Brown was named to the ACC’s
Newcomer Watch List and was one of two freshmen in the country named to the Nancy Lieberman Award
Watch List in January.

+ Last year, Brenda Frese was voted ACC Coach of the Year by the leaue’s head coaches for the first time in
her career. She’s been named Coach of the Year in every conference she’s coached in - the ACC, the Big Ten
and the MAC. She and Nebraska head coach Connie Yori are the only coaches in the country to be named
Coach of the Year in three leagues, as well as named National Coach of the Year.

+ Brenda Frese signed a multi-year extension in November which will keep her at Maryland through at least 2021.
With rollovers, she could be on the Maryland sidelines through 2025. Now in her 12th season at Maryland, Frese
increased the program’s winning percentage by 10 percent (currently over 74 percent from 64 percent). She’s
brought the program its first national championship, four Elite Eights and nine NCAA Tournament appearances in
her 11 postseasons. Frese has also brought in nine top 15 recruiting classes and brought home two ACC titles.
* The Terps are again one of the nation’s tallest teams with their average height just over 6-1. Eight of the team’s
14 players are over the 6-0 mark. Six are 6-2 or taller.

Home Sweet Home

Maryland has been a dominant home team, especially over the last decade.

* The Terps are 460-127 (.784) all time in College Park, dating back to the inaugural 1971-72 season.

* Maryland is 167-32 (.839) all time in Comcast Center.

* The Terps are also 167-32 (.839) at home under Brenda Frese, whose first season in College Park was the
inaugural season of Comcast Center. They went 15-1 (.938) at home in 2012-13.

* Maryland is 62-25 (.713) in ACC games at home in Comcast Center. All are under Frese.

* The Terrapins are 106-6 (.946) all-time in non-conference games in Comcast Center.

+ The Terps own one of the longest home win streaks in ACC history. They won 48 straight home games starting
Nov. 9, 2007 with a 76-52 season-opening win over Princeton. The streak ended on Jan. 21, 2010 with an
80-77 loss to Miami.

Milestones, Streaks, etc.

+ Thomas is No. 3 on Maryland’s scoring list with 2,067 points. She needs 12 points to pass Kristi Toliver at
No. 3 (2,078) and needs 181 points to break Crystal Langhorne’s record of 2,247. She is No. 4 on the all-time
rebounding list with 1,075 career boards and needs 12 to pass Tianna Hawkins as No. 3. Her 17 double-
doubles (two triples) are among the best in the country this year. She has 55 double-doubles in her career and
needs five to own the Maryland record of 59 set by Langhorne. Alicia DeVaughn has played in 122 straight
games as a Terrapin and has not missed one. She currently has 873 career points and 731 career rebounds.
Katie Rutan has 930 career points between her time at Xavier and at Maryland and has made 98 three-pointers
at Maryland.

+  The Terrapins have won the battle on the boards in 14 of 20 games this year and tied once. They
outrebounded their opponents in 32 of 34 games last year, and have won the battle on the boards in 79 of 91
games since the beginning of the 2011-12 season, and 107 of 122 games, dating back to the 2010-11 season.

«  The Terps have won 106 of 112 non-conference games since moving into Comcast Center.

+ Maryland has won at least 20 games in nine straight seasons.

Double-Doubles
Four Terrapins have notched double-doubles in their careers for a total of 62 all together.

+  Freshman Brionna Jones picked up her first of her career with a career-high 18 points and 10 rebounds
in 20 minutes vs. Syracuse on Jan. 14.

+  Laurin Mincy notched her first, and only, with 21 points and 12 rebounds in the Terps’ Sweet Sixteen win
over Texas A&M in March 2012.

+ Alicia DeVaughn had three last year. She has five in her career.

+ Alyssa Thomas has had a double or triple-double in 17 of 19 games this year. She had 29 points, 19 in
the second half, and 12 rebounds vs. No. 2 Notre Dame Monday.

+  Thomas notched the program’s second triple-double with 11 points, 12 rebounds and 11 assists vs. George
Mason on Dec. 8, 2012. Marissa Coleman had the first with 15 points, 14 rebounds and 10 assists vs. UCSB
on Dec. 2, 2006.

+  Thomas owns four of the school’s eight triple-doubles. Coleman and Greivis Vasquez each own one, and
Derrick Lewis owns the other two.

Thomas Shines

2011 ACC Rookie of the Year Alyssa Thomas had a phenomenal freshman season, leading the team and the
ACC in many statistical categories. As a sophomore, she picked up right where she left off en route to being
named 2012 ACC Player of the Year and a WBCAAII-American. As a junior, she upped her game in more areas,
including assists and rebounds and was voted ACC Player of the Year by the Blue Ribbon Panel. She’s the first
Terrapin to earn the league’s top individual honor twice.

+ Thomas improved her game in assists and rebounds. She averaged 8.0 boards per game as a sophomore
and averaged 10.3 as a junior, as well as 3.2 assists two years ago to 5.3 last year. In 2011-12, she dished 113
assists total and had 181 last season.

«  Thomas was voted ACC Preseason Player of the Year by the Blue Ribbon Panel last October.

. Thomas is the second sophomore ever to win ACC Player of the Year, after Duke’s Alana Beard did in
2002. Thomas is the fourth Terrapin and third in five years - Vicky Bullett won in 1989, Crystal Langhorne earned
it in 2008 and Kristi Toliver was honored in 2009.

+  Thomas is the seventh Terrapin to be named a WBCA All-American and first Maryland sophomore. She
earned the honor again in 2013 and became the third player in Terps history to be honored in multiple years.

+  Thomas was named ACC Tournament MVP in 2012. She is just the seventh player and first underclassman
ever to be named Player of the Year and MVP in the same season.

+  She had 17 points and 10 rebounds to hit 1000-point mark vs. Navy in the first round of the NCAA
tournament. She became 27th Maryland player to break the mark. Thomas is the second-fastest Terrapin to
reach the landmark, as she needed only 63 games, while Crystal Langhorne did it in 60.

+  She started off her career in the ACC with five double-doubles in her first six ACC games.

+  She earned a new Maryland record for Rookie of the Week awards with seven in 2010-11. Previously,
Crystal Langhorne and Marissa Coleman were tied with five each.

+  She was named to the All-ACC Second Team as a freshman. She was the first freshman to make the
Second Team or better since Coleman made the Second Team in 2005.

Mincy Makes Improvements

After recovering from an ACL tear in her left knee suffered as a senior in high school, Laurin Mincy made huge
strides in her game in 2011-12 to become an All-ACC Honorable Mention honoree. She tore her right ACL at
No. 19 Nebraska on Nov. 28 ands sat out the rest of last season.

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«  Mincy was voted to the Preseason All-ACC Team last October.

«  Mincy missed her senior season at University High School in Newark, N.J. due to her injury.

«  As a sophomore, she averaged 13.1 points per game - an 8.2 improvement. She upped her field goal
percentage from .382 as a freshman to .436 last year, and her three-point field goal percentage from .274 to

400.

Attendance Continues to Soar
For the past seven seasons, the Terps have set school records and ranked in the top 10 nationally in overall
attendance, home and away. Maryland has played before 100,000 fans in seven consecutive seasons - all
under head coach Brenda Frese. Over the last six years, the Terps have ranked at least sixth nationally in

home attendance.

Maryland is one of the most consistent winning programs in the country:

+  Maryland's bid to the 2013 NCAA Tournament marked its 10th straight postseason appearance. Nine of
those 10 were NCAA Tournament bids.

+  The Terps have averaged 26.8 wins per season the last 10 years, including nine consecutive 20-win
seasons from 2004-2013.

+  Frese has led the Terps to four 30-win seasons. 2005-06 marked the first 30-win season for the program,
as the Terrapins went 34-4 and won the 2006 NCAA title. The Terps won 30 games in 2007-08 when they went
33-4 and in 2008-09 when they went 31-5. Last year, the Terps notched the program’s fourth 30-win season
with their record of 31-5.

2013-14 Maryland Women's Basketball Notes
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BrendaFRESE

351-128 (15th year)/294-98 (12th year at Maryland)

There was no better fit for the University of
Maryland women’s basketball program than head
coach Brenda Frese. The 2002 Associated Press (AP)
National Coach of the Year arrived in College Park with
great expectations and has not disappointed. Reviving
a once-prominent women’s basketball program back
to the national stage, her high work rate and positive
attitude has resulted in two ACC titles, 11-straight top 15
recruiting classes and a National Championship in 2006.
Frese has balanced that strong work ethic with a fun and
family-friendly environment, also becoming a wife and
a mother of twin boys, giving birth to them in the midst
of one of the most successful seasons in the program’s
history. With the birth of her twins in February of 2008,
she becomes one of only six coaches to win a national
championship and be a parent. -

Now in her 12th season at Maryland, Frese has
guided Maryland to a National Championship in 2006, 10
winning seasons, nine-straight 20-win seasons, four 30-
win campaigns and nine trips to the NCAA Tournament.
She signed a four-year extension in August 2011.

In 2006-07, Maryland also received its first-ever No.
1 preseason national ranking, remaining in the top spot in
the polls for 10-consecutive weeks.

“This has been an incredible journey and winning
the national championship in 2006 was just the beginning,”
Frese said. “My coaching staff and | had the belief we
could win a national championship here at Maryland. With
all the administrative support, the first-class facilities - we
knew we could build something great. We did not set
any timetables, but what we have achieved so far ... it's
beyond expectations.”

Former Athletics Director Deborah A. Yow courted
the 2002 AP National Coach of the Year because of
Frese’s reputation for making amazing turnarounds and
her relentless work ethic in recruiting. Described as
dynamic, overachieving, determined and enthusiastic,
the 43-year old coach is one of college basketball's
stars. Standing atop the podium in Boston in 2006, Frese
became the fifth-youngest coach (age 35) in NCAA
history to win a national title and only the ninth to win in
her first trip to the Final Four.

Frese has built the team’'s success around
recruiting, hard work and a positive atmosphere. The
instant she arrived on campus, she determinedly worked
the recruiting trails in an effort to reclaim the elite status
Maryland once had in the 1980s. Success came quickly
and early. Before she even coached a game in the newly-
constructed Comcast Center, she received commitments
from a pair of high school All-Americans, including Shay
Doron, who went on to become a three-time All-ACC
pick and a WNBA Draft selection. In all, 26 high school
All-Americans have donned a Maryland uniform under
Frese’s reign.

Al 10 of Frese’s recruiting classes at Maryland
have been ranked in the top-15, including nine rated in
the top-10 and five in the top five. The landmark signings
of Crystal Langhorne, Laura Harper, Jade Perry and
Ashleigh Newman were rated No. 2 in the country, while
the class of Marissa Coleman and Kristi Toliver was ranked
No. 4 - the core of the Terps’ national championship team.
Her 2010 batch of Terrapins included three high school
All-Americans and a No. 2 national ranking.

Frese’s recruiting classes have lived up to their
billing and her pupils have earned numerous accolades.

In 2012, Alyssa Thomas
became  the  first
Maryland  sophomore
to be named a WBCA
All-American, and was
also named to the AP
All-American First Team
and the USBWA All-
American Team. The
first Terp in 17 vyears
to garner All-American nods in 2006, Langhorne was a
three-time AP and USBWA All-American, the program’s
first multiple All-American. She was selected a WBCAAII-
American in 2007, the first in school history since 1989,
and then again received the accolade in 2008.

Toliver repeated Langhorne’s AP, WBCA and
USBWA All-American “trifecta” in 2008. The legendary
point guard, however, became the first Terp in school
history to be named to the AP’s All-America First Team
as a senior in 2009 - to go along with another set of
WBCA and USBWA All-American laurels. Coleman,
Toliver’s classmate, also earned AP, WBCA and USBWA
All-American honors at the conclusion of her illustrious
senior campaign in 2009.

Frese’'s players have also received numerous
ACC honors. Most recently, Thomas was named ACC
Player of the Year as a sophomore in 2012. She is just
the second sophomore in the history of ACC women’s
basketball to earn the league’s most prestigious honor
and went on to win the ACC Tournament MVP honor that
year. Thomas garnered the league’s top honor in her
junior season as well. In her final season, Langhorne was
selected the ACC'’s Player of the Year, the first Terp to win
the award in nearly 20 years. Toliver followed suit in 2009
- the third Terp ever to win the award. In 2005, Langhorne
became the program’s first ACC Rookie of the Year since
1991. Coleman followed in her footsteps by nabbing the
honor during the Terps’ championship campaign in 2006.
Center Lynetta Kizer and Thomas made it four Terps in
six years to be named the league’s top freshman when
they won in 2009 and 2011.

In all, 28 Terps have received All-ACC citations in
Frese’s 11 years, including a school-record four in 2008
when Langhorne, Coleman, Toliver and Harper were
selected and in 2012 when Thomas, Tianna Hawkins,
Laurin Mincy and Lynetta Kizer were honored. Six Terps
have been First Team ACC selections 10 times in Frese’s
tenure. Langhorne became Maryland's first three-time,
first team all-conference selection and the first to be
named All-ACC four times. Coleman joined Langhorne
as the lone Terps to ever be selected to an All-ACC
team four times, stamping her three second-team honors
with a first-team selection in 2009. In fact, of Maryland’s
six players all-time to be selected All-ACC three times
or more, five of them were recruited by Frese (Doron,
Langhorne, Coleman, Toliver, Thomas).

Numerous Terps have also garnered national
recognition under Frese. Toliver became the first Terrapin
to earn the highest point guard honor in the country,
winning the Nancy Leiberman Award in 2008, after being
a finalist the previous year. Several have earned spots on
national player of the year candidate lists, making history
in the fall of 2006. That year, for the first time ever, four
players from the same team were selected preseason
candidates for the WBCA's prestigious Wade Trophy

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when Doron, Coleman, Langhorne and Toliver were put
on the Watch List. All five starters were tabbed preseason
honorees for the Naismith Award, also a first in the history
of the award.

Maryland has rewritten several records over the
last eight seasons. In 2007-08, the Terps became the first
team in NCAA history to have four active players with at
least 1,000 points on the same roster. That year, school
records were broken for most home wins (21), which is
also believed to be an NCAA record. The team opened
the 2006-07 campaign winning 18-straight games, setting
the program record for best start to a season. Maryland
ended the 2008-09 campaign having won a school-record
36-straight home games, thanks to undefeated home
marks in two successive seasons, and 40-consecutive
non-conference games at the Comcast Center. In the
2009-10 season the Terrapins extended that streak to 48,
a Maryland men’s and women'’s basketball record.

In 2005-06, the team’s 34 wins set a school record,
shattering the previous mark of 29. The championship
squad also set new standards for highest road winning
percentage (.900), points (3,166), field goal attempts
(2,363), 3-point field goals (216), 3-point attempts (540),
free throws (690), free throw attempts (924), team free
throw percentage (.747), rebounds (1,720) and blocked
shots (195).

Numerous individual records have also fallen in
recent years. Among the most notable are the career
scoring and rebounding records, which Langhorne
shattered, becoming the first-ever Terrapin to score 2,000
points and to grab 1,000 rebounds - an elite list of which
Coleman later joined.

Maryland's rise into the upper-echelon of, not
only the ACC, but in the country, has bolstered the
excitement surrounding the team. Over the last ten years,
the program has ranked in the top-25 in the nation in
attendance, including top-10 rankings in five of the last
10 seasons. In 2007, Maryland recorded the nation’s
largest one-season improvement in home attendance,
averaging 9,533 fans in 16 games, almost double the
average from the previous season (4,183) - with more
than 150,000 people making their way through the
Comcast Center turnstiles, a school-record. By the end
of the ‘07 campaign, the Terps were sixth in the nation
in average attendance and fourth in overall attendance,
as 241,280 spectators filled the stands at home and on
the road to watch the Terps play in 34 games. In 2008,
Maryland hosted over 160,000 fans in 21 games and was
ranked eighth in the nation in average attendance that
year, followed by a No. 6 ranking in 2009 (133,336 in 15
games).

One of the highlights of the 2006-07 campaign
was the announcement of two sellout games in Comcast
Center, the first- and second-ever in the young facility.
The stands were filled to capacity when the Terps hosted
North Carolina on Jan. 28, 2007, breaking the ACC’s
single-game record, the first women'’s basketball sellout
since 1992. The record was matched in the regular-
season finale on Feb. 18, 2007, when Duke came to
College Park.

Maryland owns all 10 of the conference’s top-10
single-game attendances, nine coming since Frese has
roamed the sidelines.

In the classroom, the Terps have also been all-star
students. 24 of Frese's Terps have been named to the
ACC Honor Roll, while five have received Academic All-
American nods by ESPN The Magazine/CoSIDA.

Tina Langley is in her sixth season at
Maryland and 16th in coaching overall. She
was promoted to associate head coach in the
summer of 2011.

Langley made an instant impact her
first season with the Terps. She served a
crucial role in helping to lead the Terps to
their first ACC Championship in 20 seasons
and helped secure one of the nation’s top
recruiting classes for 2010. In her first five
years in College Park, Langley has helped the
Terrapins to a 133-39 (.773) record, two Elite
Eights, four NCAA Tournament appearances
and two ACC championships. In three of her first four years, she worked
with the Terps’ post game and helped them become the top rebounding
team in not only the ACC, but in the nation. Their +12.9 on the boards in
2011-12 was No. 2 in the NCAA, second only to Liberty.

As Coach Frese’s top assistant, Langley’s responsibilities include
coordinating the Terps’ recruiting efforts, assisting in player development,
scouting, and on the court coaching.

“Tina jumped right in and made a huge impact for us. Her work
ethic is nothing short of stellar, she has an excellent demeanor with our
student-athletes, and she has an exceptional ability to take on many roles
and responsibilities,” said head coach Brenda Frese, “She possesses all
the characteristics we need in a coach to make a positive impact on our
recruiting efforts, player development, and our program as a whole. I'm
looking forward to working by her side again this season.”

In addition to her passion, determination, and work ethic, Langley
has significant coaching experience. She had coaching stints at Toledo,
Clemson and Georgia.

Langley spent five seasons at the University of Toledo, beginning her
coaching career with the Rockets as a graduate assistant coach in 1998-
99, before moving up to recruiting coordinator and eventual associate
head coach during the 2002-03 campaign. She helped the Rockets
reach the postseason three times, including two NCAA Tournament
appearances. During her tenure, Toledo also won three Mid-American
Conference regular season titles (1999, 2001, 2003) and two conference
tournament crowns (1999 and 2001).

At Toledo, Langley was responsible for all facets of the program,
including recruiting, scouting of opponents and coordinating the team’s
academic efforts. She helped to sign two nationally ranked classes, the
Rockets accumulated a 101-38 record (.679) during her time.

Langley then joined the staff at Clemson in 2003, under head coach
Jim Davis. In her two years with the Tigers, the team advanced to the
2004 WNIT while also orchestrating a CU-record six-signee class, which
was ranked in the top 30 nationally in just her first season.

After her stop at Clemson, Langley was hired at the University of
Georgia as the recruiting coordinator. Langley left coaching for a couple
years and earned her second master’s in Community Counseling from
the University of Alabama, specializing in college mental health. She was
named the Most Outstanding Graduate Student in 2008.

Langley played basketball and volleyball for two seasons at Beuvill
State Junior College before transferring to the University of West Alabama,
where she lettered twice in basketball as a guard/forward. She graduated
from UWA with a degree in special education in 1996, and earned her first
master’s degree in Recreation and Leisure with an emphasis in recreation
administration from the University of Toledo. Langley resides in Laurel,
Md.

Marlin  Chinn joined Brenda Frese’s
coaching staff in June 2009 following a
successful four-year stint at Seton Hall,
where he spent three seasons as the Pirates’
top assistant and recruiting coordinator.

In his first four years in College Park,
he’s helped lead the Terrapins to a 102-31
(.767) record, three top-four ACC finishes,
three NCAA Tournament appearances, an
Elite Eight finish, a Sweet Sixteen and an
ACC title. In 2012, Chinn was named one of
College Insider’s Top 10 Women’s Basketball
assistant coaches.

“We have always been about family first here at Maryland and it's
pretty special to bring Marlin back home,” Frese said. “This is where he
wants to be and he already knows why Maryland is an incredible place.
As we got to know each other, we quickly found Marlin shares common
traits with us - loyalty, work ethic, care and concern for people and he is a
tremendous recruiter. We feel as though Marlin will help us continue to set
the bar high for excellence here at Maryland. We're excited to welcome
him to our family.”

In Chinn’s second season on Phyllis Mangina’s staff at Seton Hall,
the Pirates posted their first winning record in Big East play in six years
en route to a 13-win improvement from the previous season.

(1997-98) and Archbishop Carroll High School (1994-97).

Chinn is a member of both the Black Coaches Association (BCA) and
the Women's Basketball Coaches Association (WBCA). He was recently
selected into the 2007 BCA Achieving Coaching Excellence (ACE) for
ethnic minority male and female basketball coach’s class.

In spring 2011, Chinn served on a panel of the nation’s top assistants
at the A Step Up: Chicago 2011 event.

A 1992 graduate of Hampton University, Chinn is familiar with the
area and is a native of Washington, D.C. Chinn graduated from Hampton
with a B.S. in accounting. Chinn served as president of the National
Association of Black Accountants in 1992.

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Head coach Brenda Frese and
the Maryland women’s basketball team
announced the hiring of  University of
Maryland alum and longtime member of
the program, Libby Ellis, in August of 2013.
Ellis was named as the program’s director of
basketball operations.

Ellis, a 2012 graduate of the University, was
a four-year manager for the Terrapins. In
her senior season, she served as a director
of operations intern, assisting with all
responsibilities of scheduling, travel planning
and general program operations.

She earned her degree in kinesiology and after graduation, she was hired
as the coordinator of recruiting operations.

Freshman Brionna Jones added a career-high 11 boards
to lead the Terps' dominance on the glass at 64-33.

“Ireally liked how we continued to get better, es-
pecially in the second half,” head coach Brenda Frese said.
“We really shared the basketball and | thought you could
really see our defensive intensity pick up. | thought we were
really unselfish with the basketball and we went running out
in transition and really making the easy plays for one anoth-
er. Anice test for us as we shut it down for finals and the hol-
idays. To be able to see a box score like this when everyone
comes in and plays and contributes was really nice to see.”

Thomas was on the bench after pick-
ing up a pair of early fouls when Maryland (10-1) fin-
ished the first half on a 21-6 run, extending a 24-16
lead. Seven different Terrapins scored during the burst,
led by five points from sophomore Tierney Pfirman.

The Terrapins scored 22 points off 18 Hor-
net turnovers and beat them inside, 52-18. The Terps'
bench of seven outscored the Hornets’ bench 47-8.

Maryland’s edge in size, speed and depth
was no match for the Hornets’ patient offensive at-
tack early on. The Terrapins led 45-22 at halftime, end-
ing the opening 20 minutes on a 21-6 run and holding
Delaware State without a field goal after Bankston's
left-side bank shot with 6:00 left in the first half.

The Terrapins played most of the first half
without leading scorer Thomas, who picked up her sec-
ond personal foul three minutes into the game while
fighting for a loose ball on the Delaware State baseline
and sat on the bench for the remainder of the half. But
Delaware State couldn’t capitalize on her absence as Mary-
land flexed its muscle on defense and scored in waves.

Thomas scored 18 points, grabbed 12 re-
bounds and added 10 assists for her second triple-double
in three games and fourth of her career as Maryland
posted its highest point total since 2008 and largest mar-
gin of victory this season with a 110-53 win over Wof-
ford on Saturday in the Terrapin Classic semifinals.

“Often times, you see teams come out in
this game and they're sluggish and really struggle to
find their rhythm,” said Maryland coach Brenda Frese
of her squad, which had last beaten Delaware State on
Dec. 14. “And | thought we were really, really good.”

Shatori  Walker-Kimbrough tied a career
high with 17 points and hit a career-high four 3-point-
ers in the Terps' ninth straight victory, the last three of
which have come by an average of 54 points. Tierney
Pfirman and Brene Moseley each added 14 points, a ca-
reer high for the former and a season high for the latter.

Jordan Frazier scored 19 points for Wof-
ford (2-9), which has now lost the first five games of
a seven-game stretch away from home. She was the
only player with more than five points for the Terriers.

Most defenses would've struggled to shut
down a Maryland offense that shot 50 percent (9 of 18)
from 3-point range and 62 percent (41 of 66) from the
floor. The Terps also out-rebounded the Terriers 46-25.

Walker-Kimbrough, a  freshman,  best-
ed her 3-point career mark by haltime to help
Maryland effectively ensure victory by the break.

Her first 3 came in an early 10-0 run that
pushed the lead to 18-5. She hit two more in a 9-1 spurt
that stretched it to 35-17, and her last, off a kickout feed
from Moseley, made it 56-28 to cap a 12-0 half-ending run.

[twas more ofthe same after halftime, with Thom-
as hitting an inside basket and assisting on a pair of transition
layups as the Terps stretched the lead beyond 40 at 70-30.

The Terps later pushed it to 50 when Se-
quoia Austin’s 3-pointer made it 85-35, and Thomas
got her key 10th assist inside the final two minutes
with a feed to Pfirman, prompting a late substitution
and a reality check for Wofford’s worn-down defense.

The Terps were without freshman point
guard Lexie Brown, due to a death in the fam-
ily. She will rejoin the team prior to Sunday's game.
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Alyssa Thomas scored a season-high
28 points and grabbed her 1,000th rebound as No. 8
Maryland routed the College of Charleston 103-51 on
Sunday in the Terrapin Classic championship game.

With her 28 points and 10 rebounds Sun-
day, Thomas became the fifth player in Maryland his-
tory — male or female — to break 1,000 rebounds. Just
Len Elmore, Crystal Langhorne, Marissa Coleman and Ti-
anna Hawkins have reached that mark. She also notched
her 12th straight double-double and 50th of her career.

Freshman Shatori Walker-Kimbrough added
15 points for her fourth straight game in double figures
and 10th in her 13 career games. Sophomore Tierney
Pfirman scored 10 points to help the Terrapins (12-1).

Maryland has defeated its last four op-
ponents, all at home, by an average of 53.5 points,
and played its most dominant first half of the sea-
son Sunday, taking a 54-15 lead before the break.

“| thought this was just a great weekend,” head
coach Brenda Frese said. “When you talk about the first
half that is probably the best basketball that we've played.
To be able to see us really continue to play together as a
team, | thought was really special to be able to watch us
click on all cylinders. The fact that it's on both ends of
the floor, offensively and defensively, continuing to share
the basketball and play better defense was a great week-
end to show that as we get ready for conference play.”

Afreyea Tolbert scored 20 points for Charleston
(7-5). Tolbert was the only Charleston player to make a field
goal in the first half. The 54 points were the most they al-
lowed and the 15 the least they scored in a half this season.

Tolbert's teammates were 0 for 21 from
the field in the first 20 minutes, before Breanna
Bolden, who finished with 11 points, hit an inside
basket that made it 58-19 early in the second half.

Thomas’ performance came a day af-
ter posting her second friple-double of the sea-
son in the Terrapins’ semifinal victory over Wofford.

And by the time Bolden made her
first field goal, Thomas had scored 22 points, in-
cluding 20 before halftime, turning from facilita-

tor to scorer a day after contributing 10 assists.

Thomas had already hit three inside bas-
kets before Tolbert made Charleston’s first field goal
5:31 in. Later in the half, she scored eight consecu-
tive points for Maryland as the lead grew to 45-13.

After jumping out to an early lead, No.
8 Maryland women’s basketball won at No. 10 North
Carolina, 79-70, Sunday in both teams’ Atlantic Coast
Conference openers. The Terps picked up their 11th
straight win and snapped Carolina’s seven-game stride.

Two-time ACC  Player of the Year
Alyssa Thomas, the national leader in doubles-
doubles, picked up her 13th straight with 21 points
and 14 rebounds to lead the Terrapins (13-1, 1-0).

Freshman Shatori Walker-Kimbrough added
16 points and seven rebounds, while fellow freshman Lexie
Brown added 12 points, including 5-of-6 free throws in the
final minute and six assists. Redshirt senior Katie Rutan
scored 14 points, 11 in the Terps’ key second half run.

Stephanie Mavunga scored 15
points to lead the Tar Heels (12-3, 0-1 ACC), who
had their seven-game winning streak snapped.

“For our seniors, it's our last year in
general but this being (Maryland’s) last year in the
ACC, we want to go out with a bang,” Thomas said.

Maryland led for all but about 90 seconds of this
one and weathered a UNC second half push before holding
on to win its second in three games at Carmichael Arena.

North Carolina cut its deficit to six with seven
minutes left on Mavunga’s layup that made it 61-55.
Thomas followed with second-chance buckets on con-
secutive trips downcourt and the Tar Heels -- who went
without a field goal for 3 crucial minutes down the stretch
-- didn’t get closer than seven in the final five minutes.

“We didn't lose our composure,” Frese said.
“We knew they'd make runs. ... It was great that we had
a buffer in terms of the lead, and | thought A.T. imposed
her will. She was not going to let us be denied, and she
showed it by getting on the glass, making big plays.”

That came after Rutan helped Mary-
land build its huge lead midway through the half.
She hit threes roughly 20 seconds apart to push
the lead to 50-37 with about 16 1/2 minutes left.

She added another one about a minute later,
Thomas followed with a jumper and Rutan hit a layup in
transition that made it 57-39 with 13 1/2 minutes remaining.

North Carolina then started its comeback
attempt by reeling off nine straight points, with Brittany
Rountree’s layup with 11 1/2 minutes left making it 57-48.

The telling numbers, located in the bot-
tom right hand comer of the score sheet, did not
go unnoticed by Maryland coach Brenda Frese.

In a 76-49 rout of Wake Forest on
Thursday night, the sixth-ranked Terrapins’ re-
serves outscored the Demon Deacons’ bench 45-14.

Freshman Shatori Walker-Kimbrough
scored a team-high 15 points in a reserve role and
backup guard Chloe Pavlech added 10 to help
the Terrapins roll to their 13th consecutive victory.

Alyssa Thomas had 11 points, five rebounds
and six assists for Maryland. Alicia DeVaughn contributed 11
points, and the Terrapins had assists on 23 of their 31 baskets.

The Terrapins (14-1, 2-0 Atlantic Coast
Conference) led by 15 at halftime and stretched the
margin to 21 with 14 minutes left en route to their 16th
consecutive win over the Demon Deacons (9-6, 0-2).

Eleven Maryland players were on the
court for at least 12 minutes, and nine players scored.

“We're  sharing the basketball, mak-
ing really easy looks for one another,” Frese said.

Dearica Hamby had 20 points and nine re-
bounds for the Demon Deacons, who have dropped two in a
row following a five-game winning streak. Chelsea Douglas,
who scored 48 two games earlier against Florida Internation-
al, went 1 for 12 from the floor and finished with seven points.

But it was Maryland's depth on
the offensive end that made the difference.

Alyssa Thomas did her part, as expected, in
helping No. 6 Maryland roll to its 13th consecutive victory,
but an important deciding factor was the contributions from
the Terrapins’ bench, especially freshman Brionna Jones.

Thomas had 19 points and 11 rebounds
for her 14th double-double of the season, and Mary-
land (15-1, 3-0 ACC) received 44 points from its re-
serves, including a career-high 18 by Jones, who
added 10 rebounds for her first career double-double.

“When you talk about what Brionna has been
doing from day one, and all the extra workouts to prepare
her for conference play, she was a huge difference-maker for
us,” coach Brenda Frese said. “It makes us a different team,
to be able to have the presence that we got from Bri tonight.”

After a 19-point lead was cut to 10 early in the
second half, Maryland used a 13-3 run over the next three
minutes to go up 61-41. Jones scored eight points in the
surge and Thomas contributed two baskets and a free throw.

Jones’ previous career high in points was
11. In only 20 minutes of playing time, Jones went 6
for 10 from the floor and made six of seven free throws.

Ten different players scored for the Ter-
rapins, and nine played at least 10 minutes. Fresh-
man Shatori Walker-Kimbrough added 10 points,
while Brene Moseley had 10 points and seven assists.

Brianna Butler scored 14 and Alexis Peterson
had 12for Syracuse, whichlostforthe fourthtimeinfive games.
The Orange (12-5, 1-3) got only nine points from leading
scorer Brittney Sykes, who came inaveraging 17.6 per game.

Syracuse came in leading the ACC with
a tumnover margin of plus-6.4, but the Orange com-
mitted 21 turnovers in this one and forced only nine.

It was the first meeting between
the teams since 1984. Maryland is 3-0 against
Syracuse, playing its first season in the ACC.

The Terrapins forced 13 turnovers and got 24
points from their bench in grabbing a 42-28 halftime lead.

Playing for the first time in a week, Maryland
missed 10 of its first 11 shots. But Syracuse failed to take
advantage, and the Terrapins went ahead for good when
four different players scored in a 10-0 run that made it 18-12.

Following its 1-for-11  start from the
floor, Maryland made 13 of its next 17 attempts.
Brene Moseley capped the torrid shooting spree
with a jumper that put the Terrapins up 31-17.
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Alyssa Thomas had 22 points and 14 re-
bounds for her NCAA-leading 15th double-double,
and No. 6 Maryland won a challenge from Geor-
gia Tech in a 92-81 victory Sunday in College Park.

With Thomas leading the way, Mary-
land  (16-1, 4-0 Atflantic Coast  Conference)
eamed its 14th consecutive win and beat the Yel-
low Jackets (12-5, 2-3) for the fifth straight time.

Thomas went 7 for 14 from the floor and
made eight of nine free throws, including a pair that
launched a 6-0 run that made it 75-65 with 5:33 to go.

Lexie Brown scored 15 for the Terra-
pins and Alicia DeVaughn added 13, going 11 for
12 at the line. Shatori Walker-Kimbrough added 12
points and Tierney Pfirman had 10. Maryland made
35 foul shots compared to 15 for Georgia Tech.

Freshman Kaela Davis led the
Yellow Jackets with 27 points and  Tyaun-
na Marshall had 22 points and 14 rebounds.

The Yellow Jackets held a 47-43 lead early
in the second half before Brown drilled a pair of 3-point-
ers during a 13-1 run that put the Terrapins up 56-48.

It was 58-51 when Yellow Jackets coach MaCh-
elle Joseph was called for a technical foul. DeVaughn made
both free throws for a 60-51 lead with 14:27 remaining.

Marshallthenscoredsixpointsina 10-4 burstthat
made it 65-61, and her follow-shot got the Jackets to 69-65.

Thomasansweredwithtwofreethrowsandajump-
erbefore Pfirman scored to give Maryland a double-digit lead.

Davis scored 16 points and Marshall had 10 in
a first half that featured six ties and 11 lead changes and
ended with the Yellow Jackets clinging to a 44-43 lead.

Senior Alyssa Thomas led No. 6 Mary-
land with 27 points and 10 rebounds, but the Terra-
pins were outscored in the second half to fall 86-72
at Virginia Thursday. The senior became the fourth
Terp to hit 2,000 points during Thursday's matchup.

Thomas picked up her 16th double-double of
the year in the Terps’ 18 games. Senior Alicia DeVaughn
added 14 points, 12 in the second half, as the Ter-
rapins (16-2, 4-1 ACC) worked throughout the period.
After holding a four-point lead at the break, Virginia out-
scored Maryland 52-34 in the second half for the win.

Thomas entered Thursday's game with
1,993 career points. She hit the 2,000 mark with a mid-
range jumper with 4:18 left in the first that gave Mary-
land a four-point lead. Just three other Terrapins have
hit the 2,000 point mark — Kristi Toliver (2,078), Ma-
rissa Coleman (2,205) and Crystal Langhome (2,247).

The two teams saw nine lead changes in the
first half with Maryland leading 38-34 at halftime. Coming
out of the break, Virginia went on a 14-5 run that gave
them a 47-43 lead with just under 16 minutes to play.

An old-fashioned three —point
play by DeVaughn off a missed free throw by
Thomas cut it to three at 59-56 with 9:31 to go.

Eighth-ranked Maryland battled back from a
22-point deficit Monday to take No. 2 Notre Dame to the
wire, but fell in the final seconds, 87-83. Senior All-American
Alyssa Thomas led the Terrapins with her NCAA-leading
17th double-double of the season with a season-high 29
points and 12 rebounds in Maryland's furious comeback.

The Irish (19-0, 6-0 ACC) appeared on their
way to another victory after building a 41-19 lead late
in the first half. But Maryland (16-3, 4-2) stormed back
behind Thomas to go up 64-63 with 10 minutes left.

“Like | told them in the locker room, |
loved our fight,” coach Brenda Frese said. ‘I thought
we showed a lot of character, especially when we
were down, to be able to come back and scratch and
claw and give ourselves a chance in the second half.”

Senior center Alicia DeVaughn add-
ed 16 points for the Terps, who won the bat-
tle inside, 50-34. Laurin Mincy added 11 points.

“If it's possible to be disappointed after a (win),
I'd say that's how I'm feeling right now,” Notre Dame head
coach Muffet McGraw said. “We made some big shots when
we had to. We certainly weren't going to get any stops. That
was the only way we were going to win, to outscore them.”

Jewell Loyd scored a career-high 31 points
and Kayla McBride had 20 for the Irish, who previ-
ously hadn’t yielded more than 76 points in a game.

Maryland cut the deficit to 12 at the break and
opened the second half with a 14-7 run to make it 54-49.
Thomas capped the surge with 10 straight points, including a
pair of three-point plays. It was 58-51 before Thomas made
another three-point play, giving her 12 points in a span of 3:06.

Thomas gave the Terrapins their only lead,
sinking a stop-and-pop jumper in the lane to make it 64-63.

McBride answered with a driving la-
yup, Michaela Mabrey made two foul shots and Mc-
Bride hit a 3-pointer to put Notre Dame ahead 70-64.

McBride hit a 3-pointer for a 78-74 lead,
a three-point play by Loyd made it 81-76 with 2:24
to go, and Loyd followed her own miss with a la-
yup for an 85-81 advantage with 1:03 remaining.

McBride hit a long jumper as the shot
clock was about to expire to make it 87-83 with 12.2
seconds to go, the last in a series of clutch shots
by the lIrish in their closest game of the season.

The Irish shot 67 percent from the
field (18 for 27) in taking a 47-35 halftime lead.

Freshman Lexie Brown added a career-
high 20 points, while senior Alyssa Thomas added
18 points and nine rebounds, but No. 8 Maryland
women’s basketball fell behind late in the second half
to get edged at No. 18 North Carolina State, 72-63.

Maryland (164, 4-3 ACC) led 53-
44 with 12:21 to play, then a layup by NC State’s
Kody Burke sparked a 28-10 run to close the game.

NC State (19-3, 6-2) started the game off
with a 6-0 lead less than two minutes in. The Terrapins
responded with a 22-6 run, jumpstarted by Brown’s two
threes. Thomas added 10 consecutive points herself in the
run as the Terps led by 10 with 11 minutes left in the half.

Wolfpack guards Len'Nique Brown and
Miah Spencer combined for an 11-0 run to take
back the lead at 31-29 with 2:51 left in the half.

Katie  Rutan responded  with a
three, then Brown hit back to back buckets
as the Terps took a 38-33 lead into the break.
