TERRAPIN TEAM NOTES INTHE POLLS

SERIES HISTORY WITH MICHIGAN STATE

P This will be the 20th all-time meeting between the Terps and the Spartans. The first came all the way back in the 1964
NCAA Tournament. The Terps hold the slight advantage in the series, with a record of 7-6-6.

P> The Terps got the scoring started early in last season's matchup, with goals from Luke van Heukelum and Max Riley in
the first 17 minutes to give them a 2-0 advantage. Michigan State would come back in the second half, with goals in the
59th and 77th minute to level the game at 2-2. Both teams created chances in the dying moments of the game, but the
tilt would end in a 2-2 draw.

KALM, KOEHL, KOLLEGTED

P Sophomore Leon Koehl s tied for the team lead with four goals this season, with them all coming from the penalty spot.
Koehl's effectiveness from the spot is much appreciated for the Terps, after the squad failed to convert on all four of their
opportunities in 2023.

P Koehl is 4-4 from the penalty spot in 2024, the most since Malcolm Johnston scored four from the spot in 2022. Koehl's
four penalty kick goals are the most in the Big Ten and is tied for the most in the country.

P Koehl scored from the spot in consecutive games for the Terps on two separate occasions this season. Koehl first
accomplished the feat against Virginia on Sept. 2 and Sept. 6 against Brown. He scored from the spot in Maryland's
last two games, with PK goals at Indiana on Sept. 20 and at Northwestern on Sept. 27. Koehl also joins Johnston, who
scored penalty kick goals in consecutive games in the 2022 season vs. Virginia on Sept. 5, 2022 and at Georgetown on
Sept. 10 2022.

AUSSIE, AUSSIE, AUSSIE

P VYale transfer Max Rogers has been a crucial part of Maryland's offensive effort. Rogers currently has five assists on the
campaign, which is tied for the second-most in the Big Ten.

P Rogers had a hand in all three goals for the Terps in their conference-opening win over Wisconsin on Sept. 20. Rogers
got his first assist in the game in the 17th minute, whipping a corner kick into the box to set up Chris Steinleitner for
his first goal in a Maryland uniform. His second assist came just after halftime, delivering a free kick to the back-post
for Bjarne Thiesen to double the Terps lead at 2-0. Rogers' final assist came in the 53rd minute, finding Colin Griffith in
space for a shot just outside of the box.

P It marked the second consecutive season a Terps player had three assists in a game, with Luke van Heukelum picking
up three assists in Maryland's win over Villanova on Oct. 10, 2023.

THE GOLIN GRIFFITH SHOW

P With his 56th minute goal against Penn State, Griffith set a new career high for goals in a season with four. Griffith's
previous season-best was three during his freshman season in 2022. It was his second consecutive game with a goal
after scoring at Northwestern on Sept. 27.

P Griffith has now scored in consecutive games twice this season. Earlier this season, Griffith scored in consecutive
games against San Diego State on Sept. 9 and then No. 8 Wisconsin on Sept. 13. It was the second time in his career
that Griffith scored in consecutive games. Griffith last scored goals in back-to-back games on Nov. 4, 2022, against
Northwestern and Nov. 9, 2022, against Indiana.

LET'S GO STREAKING

P> The Terps have turned it on since a 2-0 loss to then No. 16 Georgetown. Since that defeat, the Terps have gone on an
impressive unbeaten run.

P The 1-1 draw with Penn State on Tuesday extended the Terps unbeaten run to eight-straight games, with a record of
5-0-3 during the run. This tied the last such unbeaten run which occurred in 2022, when the Terps went unbeaten in
eight games (6-0-2).

SENSATI[]NAL SASHO

Hall of Fame head coach Sasho Cirovski is on the sidelines for his 32nd season as the head coach of the Terps. Cirovski
has led the Terps to a trio of national titles (2005, 2008, 2018) and 16 conference titles.

P Cirovski was named the Big Ten Coach of the Year in 2022 after leading Maryland to its first conference regular season
title since 2016.

P Cirovski's 29 NCAA Tournament appearances rank him first in the history of NCAA Division | soccer (27 at Maryland, two
at Hartford). He has guided the Terps to nine appearances in the College Cup.

P Cirovski has won 457 matches and is the second winningest active coach in Division |. He has the 13th-most wins in
Division | history.

P The Terps routinely rank among the top-five in the nation in attendance, including ranking No. 1 in attendance in 2016

D Friday Night Light matches at Ludwig Field has become the best home enviroment in the nation. The since 2010, the
Terps have had ten crowds of over 7,000 in those big stage affairs.

WELCOME THE NEWCOMERS

P The Terrapins have welcomed 12 newcomers, a combination of freshmen and transfers that will bolster the roster for the
2024 season.

P One of Maryland's most intriguing new additions is transfer Sadam Masereka, a dynamic attacking player who scored
22 goals and added seven assists in two seasons at Lindsey Wilson College. Yale transfer Max Rogers will also add to
the attack after a first-team All-lvy League season in 2023. The freshmen quartet of Mikkel Lejbowicz, Travis Thompson,
Jameson Michel and Aidan Sheppela will also look to play roles in a Terps' attack that will look to return to form this fall.

P Maryland has become stronger between the posts with the additions of Brown transfer Hudson Blatteis, a Second-Team
All-lvy League selection in 2023, and freshman Laurin Mack from SC Freiburg of the German Bundesliga, who gained
valuable experience with the Terps after joining the squad in the spring. They'll compete with talented sophomore Saxon
Wolcott for playing time.

P The back line will be infused with two freshman talents in Baltimore native Jace Clark and Tampa's Alexi Mihalek. The
transfer additions of Chris Steinleitner (Eastern Florida) and Joel Brown (Saint Leo) give the Terps additional experience
in the defense.

P The Terps also have newcomers on staff, joining Cirovski and longtime assistant coach Jake Pace, with Brian Rowland
and Michael Gould joining as assistants. Rowland is no stranger to success at Maryland after serving on staff with
Cirovski from 2010-17. He helped the Terps win 123 games, 10 conference trophies and advance to two College Cups,
including the national championship game in 2013. Rowland spent the 2023 season with UMBC and previously was the
head coach at Temple from 2018-22. Gould was an assistant coach at Chestnut Hill College in 2023, primarily working
with goalkeepers, and he will continue to tutor that position in College Park. A legacy of Excellence

P Maryland is the preeminent producer of professional soccer talent among college teams in the United States. Maryland
is the only school with alums that have been rostered in the last four FIFA Men's World Cups.

P Seven players have been named to FIFA World Cup squads: Dayne St. Clair (2022, Canada), Rodney Wallace (2018,
Costa Rica), Omar Gonzalez (2014, USA), Graham Zusi (2014, USA), Maurice Edu (2010, USA), Clarence Goodson
(2010, USA), Desmond Armstrong (1990, USA).

P 22 Terps have appeared for full national teams. Four Terps have appeared in the Olympics. Thirteen Terps have ap-
peared for the US Men's National Team.

P Maryland has had 54 players selected in the MLS SuperDraft, including three No. 1 overall selections, since the league's
inception and has become the best producer of professional soccer talent in the United States among men's college
programs.
