	▶ The Terps are ranked No. 19 in the NCAA NET, No. 21 in the Kenpom ratings, 
No. 15 in the Torvik ranking, No. 12 on EvanMiya.com, and No. 20 on the ESPN 
Basketball Power Index.

	▶ The last time to win consecutive road games was 2019-20 when Maryland won 
four straight road games: at Northwestern (1/21), at Indiana (1/26), at Illinois 
(2/7) and at Michigan State (2/15). That was part of a nine game win streak. 

	▶ Julian Reese was named the Naismith National Player of the Week after aver-
aging 20.5 points and 13.5 rebounds in wins at No. 17 Illinois and at Indiana. 
At Illinois, Reese had a career day with highs in points (27) and rebounds (17) 
marking his eighth double-double of the year. He followed that performance with 
his ninth double-double of the year with 14 points and 10 rebounds.

	▶ Derik Queen was named the Big Ten Freshman of the Week for the third time 
this season after averaging 16.0 points and 8.5 rebounds in the wins at Illinois 
and Indiana. Queen scored 25 points and added six rebounds in a monster 
performance at Illinois where he also had four assists and three steals.

	▶ Ja'Kobi Gillespie is ranked as the 10th best player nationally by EvanMiya.com 
measuring his impact on the team both offensively and defensively.

He also handed out two 

assists, including the 500th of his career.
Freshman DeShawn Harris-Smith added 16 points. Julian Reese netted 10 points, grabbed five rebounds and blocked 

two shots. 
The Badgers (20-12) hit their first six three-point field goals of the game and raced out to a 47-26 halftime lead. They 

finished the game 16-25 from beyond the arc. Wisconsin advanced to play No. 4 seed Northwestern on Friday. 
John Blackwell led Wisconsin with 18 points. Steven Crowl (17), AJ Storr (16) and Chucky Hepburn (10) added double-

digit scoring. 
Wisconsin held a 13-7 lead at the first media timeout. Maryland made three of its first four shots from the floor, but Wis-

consin drilled all three of its three-pointers it attempted. 
The Badgers sparked an 11-2 run and led 21-9 at the 13-minute mark. They remained perfect from beyond the arch at 

5-of-5. But Jahmir Young stole a pass and threw down a fastbreak dunk to end the run. 
Wisconsin continued its hot shooting from three. John Blackwell entered the game and made his first three attempts from 

long range. The Badgers led 33-15 with eight minutes remaining in the half. 
Maryland trailed 47-26 at halftime. Wisconsin shot 10-of-13 (77%) from three-point land in the first half. Steven Crowl and 

John Blackwell each had 14 points. Young had a game-high 15 points for the Terps. 
The Badgers scored the first 18 points of the second half before DeShawn Harris-Smith knocked down a three-pointer.

	▶ Maryland has seven games with at least 17 helpers, 
including three with 25+ assists. In the previous three 
seasons combined, Maryland did not have a single 
game with 25 assists. This is the 1st time since 2010-11 
that they have had three games of at least 25 assists in 
the same season.

SELTON SETTLING IN NICELY
	▶ As the season progresses, Selton Miguel continues to 
grow more confident playing in his third collegiate sys-
tem (Kansas State/South Florida). He is currently the 
fifth-leading scorer on the team at 11.5 points per game.

	▶ Miguel had back-to-back 24-point games in the Saint 
Francis and Syracuse wins to mark his season-high 
scoring total. In those two games he was 10-of-15 
beyond the arc including 6-of-9 against Syracuse.

	▶ Miguel is the third-leading three-point shooter on the 
team with 39 on the year at a 40.2 percent mark.

	▶ For his career, he is the third active Terp to have over 
1,000 points alongside Julian Reese and Ja'Kobi 
Gillespie. Currently, Miguel has 1,430 points through a 
team-high 139 games.

	▶ Miguel and his brother, Rifen, run a charitable founda-
tion in their home country of Angola. The aim of the 
M3M Foundation is to provide children with support, 
resources, and opportunities, especially through sports 
events, donations, and scholarships, which can help 
them pursue their dreams and reach their full potential.

	▶ The foundation includes initiatives such as sports 
programs, training camps, equipment donations, and 
infrastructure development aimed at empowering youth, 
enhancing community cohesion, and creating pathways 
for personal and social development.

SELTON MIGUEL, BRUNO FERNANDO REUNITE
	▶ Over the summer, newcomer Selton Miguel and fellow 

Angolan (and Terp favorite) Bruno Fernando reunited as 
part of the Angolan National Team which played in the 
FIBA Olympic Qualifying Tournament in Madrid.

	▶ Miguel averaged 7.0 points, 2.0 rebounds, and 2.0 
assists in two games for Angola during the tournament. 
Against Spain, he scored 11 points while adding three 
rebounds and three assists.

	▶ Miguel was the only college player and the youngest 
on the Angolan team. It was also his first year with the 
national team after playing with the senior team at the 
FIBA Olympic Qualifying Tournament in 2021.  

SEVEN OF A KIND
	▶ In the win over Canisius, seven Terps scored in double-
figures, led by Julian Reese's 20 points. It was the first 
time since Dec. 23, 1995, that Maryland had that many 
players score 10 or more. Selton Miguel (15 points), 
Rodney Rice (13 points), Jay Young (12 points), Derik 
Queen (10 points), Ja'Kobi Gillespie (10 points) and 
Malachi Palmer (10 points).

	▶ The last time seven players reached double figures 
came against Towson on Dec. 23, 1995: Joe Smith (25), 
Johnny Rhodes (19), Sarunas Jasikevicius (18), Exree 
Hipp (16), Wayne Bristol (12), Keith Booth (11), Mario 
Lucas (10), Duane Simpkins (10).

Bruno Fernando (Toronto), Kevin Huerter (Sacramento), 
Alex Len (Sacramento), Jalen Smith (Chicago), and 
Aaron Wiggins (Oklahoma City).

	▶ Fernando joined the Raptors ahead of the 2024 
season. Fernando finished the 2023-24 season with the 
Atlanta Hawks averaging 6.3 points and 4.3 rebounds. 
Fernando played in 45 games a season ago with the 
Hawks, while also making two starts on the season.

	▶ Huerter heads into his third season as a member of 
the Sacramento Kings. Last season, Huerter averaged 
10.2 points a game with 3.5 rebounds, and 2.6 assists. 
Huerter shot 44.3-percent from the field last season, 
while also shooting 36.1-percent from the bonus sphere 
Huerter played in 64 games during the 2023-24 season 
for Sacramento, while also making 59 starts.

	▶ Len completed his 11th NBA season last year averaging 
2.5 points and 2.7 rebounds in 48 games. Len had a 
61.7 field-goal percentage in the 2023-24, the highest 
of his career.

	▶ Smith was a key figure for Indiana in his fifth NBA 
season where he averaged 9.9 points per game and 
5.5 rebounds. Smith shot a career-high42.4% from the 
three-point line, while also shooting for a career-high 
field-goal percentage of 59.2%. Smith heads into his 
first season with the Bulls after joining them in free 
agency during the off-season.

	▶ Wiggins played a career-high 78 games for the Thunder 
in his third NBA season.

Wiggins also 
featured prominently for the Thunder in the postseason, 
playing in all 10 of their play-off games last season.

	▶ He finished his career ranked 14th all-time in scoring 
with 1,690 points and tied for eighth with 859 career 
rebounds. He holds the program's all-time records for 
games played (162), games started (146), and minutes 
played (4,770), while also ranking fourth in made three 
pointers (211).

	▶ Scott was a 2023 All-Big Ten Honorable Mention selec-
tion and was twice on the Karl Malone Power Forward of 
the Year Watch List (2021-22, 2022-23).

	▶ Following the season, he was selected to the 70th 
annual Portsmouth Invitational Tournament as one of 64 
players to compete in the pre-Draft event. 

ODDS & ENDS

	▶ The 71-point win over Canisius was Maryland's 
second-largest margin of victory in program 
history. It was the largest victory since beating 
North Texas by a school-record 75 points on Dec. 
23, 1998. 

	▶ Maryland's 108 points against Canisius were its 
most since scoring 111 against Farleigh Dickinson 
on Nov. 18, 2005. It was Maryland's 115th 
100-point game and the third under head coach 
Kevin Willard. 

	▶ In allowing only 37 vs. Canisius, Maryland gave 
up its fewest points since beating American Uni-
versity of Puerto Rico, 82-32 on Nov. 26, 1998.

	▶ In leading 59-14 at the half vs. Canisius, Mary-
land scored its most points in a first half since 
leading Clemson 59-56 on Jan. 2, 2001. Also, in 
leading by 45 points at halftime, Maryland had its 
largest halftime margin this century since leading 
Chicago State by 39 (62-23) at halftime on Dec. 
27, 2000.

	▶ The Terps also allowed just 14 first-half points vs. 
Canisius, their fewest since Dec. 30, 2014, when 
they held Michigan State to 14.

	▶ Through Maryland's first five games, it had a 
+162 margin of victory. That is the Terps' largest 
margin of victory through their first five games 
since 1998-99 when they boasted a +209 margin 
of victory.

	▶ For the first time since the 1980-81 season, 
Maryland had four different 20-point scorers in the 
first four games of a season. Derik Queen scored 
22 in the season opener against Manhattan. 
Rodney Rice tallied a career-high 28 against 
Mount St. Mary's in the second game, and Julian 
Reese scored 21 points in Monday's win over 
Florida A&M. Ja'Kobi Gillespie was the Terps' 
fourth different 20-point scorer, tallying 24 points 
against Marquette.

	▶ Against Villanova, Derik Queen became the first 
NCAA Division I freshman center to lead his team 
in points (22), rebounds (11), and assists (5) in 
a game since Chet Holmgren led Gonzana in 
all three categories on Feb. 5, 2022.

er Johnny Holliday is in his 46th season of broadcast-
ing Maryland basketball this season. Holliday is the 8th 
longest-tenured broadcaster in the country for NCAA 
basketball and the second-longest serving play-by-play 
man in the Big Ten behind Indiana's Don Fischer.

	▶ Holliday’s partners on the call are Chris Knoche, who 
was the head coach at American (1990-97) in his 
25th season as Maryland’s color analyst, and Terrapin 
legend, Walt “The Wizard” Williams, who averaged 
26.8 points as a senior in 1991-92 and went on to play 
11 seasons in the NBA.

	▶ Holliday has broadcast over 1,500 University of Mary-
land games during his Hall of Fame career, including 
18 bowl games, 12 Sweet 16s, two Final Fours and 
Maryland’s 2002 National Championship.

	▶ Knoche played basketball at American University under 
HOF coach Gary Williams from 1979–81, and he later 
coached there from 1990–97 before joining the Mary-
land Sports Radio Network crew. He was inducted to 
the Washington Metro Basketball Hall of Fame on Sept. 
29, 2024 alongside Terp great Adrian Branch.

	▶ Williams set numerous Maryland records during his 
playing days from 1988 to 1992, including his incredible 
streak of seven consecutive 30-point games. He was 
selected with the seventh pick of the 1992 NBA Draft 
and would go on to play 11 seasons.

	▶ Maryland Athletics has been a leader in the NIL space 
since its inception. Since NIL was instituted in 2021, 
our student-athletes have signed 1,522 NIL agree-
ments covering all of our 20 programs, conducted 
hundreds of hours of community service, and engaged 
in meaningful opportunities to leverage their individual 
brands.  

	▶ The One Maryland Collective will be operated by Blue-
print Sports, staffed by a dedicated full-time team to 
manage the daily operations of the collective, fundrais-
ing campaigns, corporate partnerships and more.

	▶ Maryland led 51-28 at halftime against Bucknell. 
That marked the third game this year to score 
50-or-more in the first half (Mount St. Mary's, 
Canisius).

	▶ Maryland led Ohio State 50-17 at halftime. Its 50 
points were the most in a Big Ten regular-season 
game in program history. The +33 first-half margin 
was Maryland's largest ever in a Big Ten game. 
It also tied the largest Big Ten lead in any confer-
ence game for any team since 1996-97. It tied 
Purdue's +33 margin (59-26) that Purdue boasted 
over Rutgers on Jan. 18, 2016.

	▶ The losst at No. 8 Purdue featured 15 lead 
changes and 13 ties.

	▶ Against Saint Francis, Maryland nailed 15 3-point-
ers, the second-most for a game in program 
history. Overall, Maryland shot 61.8% from the 
floor, including 57.7% from deep. 

	▶ Maryland's 111 points against Saint Francis were 
its most in a game in nearly 20 years, since the 
Terps beat Fairleigh Dickinson, 111-85 on Nov. 
18, 2005. 

	▶ In defeating Saint Francis by 54 points, Maryland 
now has six wins this season by 30-or-more 
points, equaling the most in an entire season for 
the Terps since the 2002-03 season. Maryland 
achieved this feat in just 11 games. The last 
time Maryland won more than six games by 30 
or more points in a season was in 1998-99, with 
nine wins by that margin.

	▶ Maryland's 18-point win over No. 22 UCLA (79-
61) was it's largest win over a ranked team since 
defeating No. 5 Michigan State, 80-62, on Nov. 
27, 2008 (under head coach Gary Williams).

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BARRY P. GOSSETT BASKETBALL PERFORMANCE CENTER

Construction of the Barry P. Gossett Basketball Performance Center is fully underway having 
already achieved several milestones since the groundbreaking on June 22, 2023. The facility 
remains on schedule to be opened during Summer 2025. 

The 44,000 square foot facility will feature a dedicated practice court, a centrally-located 
strength and conditioning facility, expanded locker rooms with cutting-edge technology, state-
of-the-art athletic training areas with hydrotherapy, dedicated space for film study and game-
planning, as well as large lounge areas and office space for both coaching staffs.

The facility will not only enhance the spaces for the basketball programs, but will also offer 
new spaces for other Maryland sports within the XFINITY Center. Currently used locker rooms, 
offices, and auxiliary spaces for the basketball teams will be redesigned and used for several 
Olympic Sports moving forward enhancing their programs.

THE MARYLAND CLUB

Maryland Athletics announced the Maryland Club will open for the 2024-25 Terrapin men’s and women’s 
basketball seasons overlooking Gary Williams Court at XFINITY Center. 

The Maryland Club will be a showcase venue as part of the comprehensive partnership with global 
premium experiences company Legends. The Maryland Club is an all-inclusive premium club on basketball 
game days, providing an elevated bar, dining and social experience. With an unparalleled view of the main 
court, it will be the premier gathering place for Terp fans to enjoy drinks, food, and the best college bas-
ketball in the country. The Maryland Club will debut to the public on Monday, Nov. 4 as the Terrapin men’s 
basketball team hosts Manhattan. 

The XFINITY Center will have a number of new 
enhancements starting with the 2024-25 season. During 
the summer of 2024, a new state-of-the art Daktronics 
videoboard replaced the previous version which was over 
a decade old. 

The new four-sided centerhung unit measures 92 
feet all the way around wide and 20 feet tall providing 
an immersive experience as well as four ‘underbelly’ 
screens for courtside patrons. The system provides nearly 
72 percent more surface display size and removes all 
obstructed viewing angles. 

The advanced board, with dimensions of 7,800 pixels 
wide by 1,470 pixels high, offers flexibility in presenting 
a continuous image wrapped around or segmented into 
various layouts. This versatility caters to the diverse range 
of shows and sports events hosted in the main arena, 

elevating the overall entertainment experience.The new 
centerhung is most similar to displays at professional 
sports venues UBS Arena in New York, State Farm Arena 
in Atlanta, Toyota Center in Houston and FedEx Forum in 
Memphis.

Additionally, the sound system was fully replaced 
with a new L’Acoustics system which has been featured 
in professional arenas and high-end concert venues. 
It features 106 Line Array speakers and 48 18-foot 
subwoofers ensuring unparalleled audio quality. 

This system replaces the original sound system for 
the facility, which has been in place since it opened in 
2002. Tailored for basketball games, Olympic sports, and 
special events, the L’Acoustics sound system completes 
the XFINITY Center’s commitment to delivering a premium 
and immersive entertainment experience.

NEW XFINITY CENTERHUNG VIDEOBOARD & SOUND SYSTEM

THE WILLARD FILE

Willard was named the new head coach of the Maryland men's 
basketball program by Damon Evans, Barry P. Gossett Director of 
Athletics on March 21, 2022. 

Overall in his career, he has 308 victories after capturing his 
300th at UCLA (69-60) during the 2023-24 campaign. He is the fifth 
active Big Ten coach to surpass 300 career victories. Entering the 
2024-25 season, Willard holds a 308-240 overall record.

During his first two seasons, Willard has produced eight All-Big 
Ten selections which are the most for back-to-back years in nearly 
a decade.

 In his first season at the helm, the 16-year veteran led the Terps 
to a 22-13 overall record, a NCAA Tournament Second Round ap-
pearance, and a national Top-25 ranking throughout the season. Wil-
lard became the first coach in program history to achieve 20 wins, 
a national ranking, and a berth to the NCAA Tournament in his first 
season. Additionally, he was also the first coach in Maryland history 
to start their tenure 8-0 and was the first coach in Big Ten history to 
win each of his first seven games by at least 15 points.

The 2022-23 campaign was also highlighted by five Top 25 wins 
including a 68-54 sellout win over No. 3 Purdue, a perfect 10-0 record 
in home Big Ten games, and a 16-1 mark at the XFINITY Center 
which saw three sellouts overall. The Terps finished the year ranked 
No. 32 in the NET (NCAA Evaluation Tool) after being as high as No. 
6 and spent 11 weeks ranked or receiving votes in the Top 25 with a 
high of No. 13 in the AP Poll. 

With a renewed focus on recruiting the DMV, Willard and his staff 
assembled a top-15 recruiting class leading into the 2023-24 season 
and has found success through the transfer portal in players like 
Jahmir Young, Patrick Emilien, and Don Carey who all played key 
roles in 2022-23.

Over the last six seasons, Willard has been one of the winningest 
coaches in terms of NET Quad 1 victories. His teams have combined 
for 32 Quad 1 wins in that span which ranks among the Top 20 for 
active coaches since 2018-19.

In his career as a head coach, his teams have 34 wins over As-
sociated Press Top-25 teams including 20 wins over Top-15 teams, 
16 wins over Top-10 teams, and seven wins over Top-5 teams.

Overall, teams under Willard have reached the NCAA Tourna-
ment seven times with nine 20-win seasons.

Before taking over in College Park, Willard returned Seton Hall to 
its status as one of the premier programs in the Big East during his 
tenure from 2010-22. He reached five NCAA Tournament appear-
ances in the last six events that were played. He led the Pirates to the 
Big East Tournament Title in 2015-16 and the regular-season title in 
2019-20. He was the 2016 Big East Coach of the Year and the 2020 
USBWA District II Coach of the Year during those runs. Additionally, 
he was a three-time Peter A. Carlesimo Met Writers Coach of the 
Year (2016, 2017, 2019) and the 2019 NABC District 5 Coach of the 
year. He also has the most non-conference wins of any coach in the 
nation against Big Ten teams since 2014-15. 

In addition to his coach of the year accolades, he was also named 
one of Forbes Top 10 NCAA Basketball Coaches for the Next 10 
Years in 2017. His teams won the prestigious NABC Team Academic 
Excellence Award for five straight years (2016-20) and earned three 
NCAA Academic Progress Rate Public Recognition Awards. 

In a six-year span from 2016-17 through 2021-22, he was one 
of 10 active head coaches in the Power 6 conferences to achieve a 
regular-season championship, a conference tournament champion-
ship, and a conference coach of the year honor. He also finished 
in the top-four in the Big East on six occasions. In 2018, he led the 
Pirates to their first victory in an NCAA Tournament since 2004. 

Through his 12 seasons at Seton Hall, Willard produced a 225-
161 overall record. He ranks second all-time in victories (225) in Se-
ton Hall basketball history and has the most wins in conference play 
in program history (110). He is also the 11th all-time winningest coach 
in Big East history, dating to the conference's inception in 1979. The 
Pirates also had 82 combined wins between the Big East regular-
season and postseason, second only to Villanova in the conference, 
since the 2015-16 season. 

His teams at Seton Hall were ranked in the Top 25 in five of his 
last eight seasons with a high ranking of No. 8 in the 2019-20 season.

HEAD COACH KEVIN WILLARD

In 2020-21 the Pirates were ranked as high as No. 15 and spent eight 
weeks in the polls. 

Willard’s Seton Hall teams also posted an 11-5 record against 
Big Ten teams over his last eight seasons, which included wins over 
Maryland in 2018 and 2019. Willard's teams also won road games at 
Michigan, Iowa, Penn State and Rutgers and beat Indiana at home. 
Willard held the most non-conference wins over Big Ten teams of any 
coach since 2014-15. 

In 2021-22, Willard led the Pirates to a 21-11 overall record and 
an 11-8 mark in conference play. That included wins over No. 4 Michi-
gan and No. 7 Texas as part of six NET Quad 1 victories. 

Willard coached the Big East Player of the Year in two of his 
last three years in Myles Powell (2020) and Sandro Mamukelashvili  
(2021). He mentored two Big East Most Improved Players of the Year 
in Powell (2018) and Romaro Gill (2020). He coached the Big East 
Tournament MVP, Isaiah Whitehead (2016); the Big East Defensive 
Player of the Year, Fuquan Edwin (2014) and Gill (2020); the Big East 
Rookie of the Year, Angel Delgado (2015) and the Big East Scholar-
Athlete of the Year, Michael Nzei (2019) and Ike Obiagu (2021). 

Whitehead, Delgado, Powell and Mamukelashvili all earned All-
American honors and Consensus First-Team All-Big East honors, 
and all in the last seven years. All four went on to play in the NBA with 
Powell playing for the Philadelphia 76ers this season and Mamuke-
lashvili playing for the Milwaukee Bucks. 

Powell was Seton Hall's first Consensus First-Team All-American 
since 1953. This past season, Jared Rhoden was named to the All-
Big East First Team marking the sixth time in seven years that Willard 
coached a first-team all-conference honoree. Overall, he mentored 
15 All-Big East selections and three Big East All-Rookie Team hon-
orees. 

Making a huge emphasis on effort in the classroom, Willard's 
student-athletes combined for 72 BIG EAST All-Academic team se-
lections, and the program boasted a perfect single-year academic 
progress rate in six of the nine NCAA reports since he served as 
head coach as well as perfect multi-year APR scores in 2016 and 
2017. The NCAA has also recognized Seton Hall with NCAA APR 
Public Recognition awards for boasting an APR in the top 10 percent 
in the country three consecutive years from 2015-17. The National 
Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) gave the program the 
Team Academic Excellence Award for five consecutive years from 
2016-20 after finishing the academic year with a grade-point-average 
above 3.0. 

Willard showed to be a strong evaluator and recruiter of talent, as 
he brought in a consensus top-15 national recruiting class in 2014, 
led by Whitehead, the program's first McDonald's All-American since 
2001 and just the fifth all-time. His 2021-22 recruiting class was also 
rated in the top 25 by 247Sports. 

The 2020-21 season marked Seton Hall and Willard's sixth con-
secutive top-four finish in the Big East Conference, one of the best 
basketball conferences in the country. Only Villanova also completed 
six straight top-four finishes in the same span. 

Willard was named head coach of the Seton Hall men's basket-
ball program on March 29, 2010. He became the 19th head coach 
in Seton Hall history joining the Pirates after three years serving as 
the head coach at Iona. In 2007, he had inherited a Gaels team that 
had won just two games the prior season. In his first year at the 
helm, the Gaels had a 10-win improvement, ranking as one of the top 
turnarounds in NCAA Div. I. Then in year three in 2009-10, Willard 
guided Iona to a 21-10 overall record, and he was named MAAC 
Coach of the Year.

Prior to the start of his career as a head coach, Willard was an 
assistant and associate head coach for six years at Louisville, where 
he was mentored by Naismith Basketball Hall of Famer Rick Pitino. 
Willard also credits his father, Ralph, as one of his coaching influ-
ences. Ralph Willard enjoyed a successful 19-year run as the head 
coach at Western Kentucky, Pittsburgh and Holy Cross, winning 336 
games and advancing to six NCAA Tournaments.

At Louisville, Willard was responsible for assisting with the Car-
dinals' game preparations, scouting and preparing game plans. He 
also served as chief recruiting coordinator. During his tenure, Lou-
isville was ranked in the Top 25 for five seasons and reached the 

postseason in each of his six years. The squad reached the NCAA 
Tournament on four occasions including a visit to the 2005 Final Four, 
the first time in 19 years that the Cardinals had advanced that deep 
into the postseason. In his six seasons at Louisville, the Cardinals 
posted a phenomenal 142-58 record averaging nearly 24 wins per 
season.

Prior to Louisville, Willard worked with Pitino as a coaching as-
sociate with the Boston Celtics for four years. His duties with the 
Celtics included game and practice preparation, scouting and assist-
ing the coaching staff in all facets of basketball operations. He also 
provided advance scouting, videotape breakdowns and assisted with 
individual workouts prior to games.

A basketball lifer, Willard played point guard on the Division I level 
for four years; the last three coming at the University of Pittsburgh. 
He earned Big East All-Academic honors while appearing in 60 
games for the Panthers. He spent his freshman season at Western 
Kentucky, where he played in the backcourt and sank over 40 per-
cent of his three-point field goal attempts.

Willard hails from New York and was born in Huntington on Long 
Island, but played his high school basketball at Bowling Green High 
School (Ky.) while his father was the head coach at Western Ken-
tucky. He earned second-team All-State honors as a senior and 
helped his team to a combined 76-15 record in his final three prep 
seasons.

Willard is married to the former Julie Wagner and they have two 
sons, Colin, who was born in August 2006 and Chase born in June 
2008.
