On July 27, 2009, while playing for the Washington Nationals, Willingham hit two grand slams 
against the Milwaukee Brewers in a 14-6 win by the Nationals. He also tied a franchise record with eight runs batted in. 

The bat that he used to hit the two grand slams is on display in the Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, N.Y.

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BIRMINGHAM, Ala. -- Former University of North Alabama All-Americans Douglas 
Hargett and James Barksdale led a group of five former Lions selected for the 
Gulf South Conference Baseball Team of the Decade. Hargett and Barksdale were 
first-team all-decade selections. UNA’s Matt Horton, Brian Jenkins and Jeffery 
Ritter were second-team all-decade picks.

Players could only be nominated for the All-Time Team if they competed in at least 
two seasons during the decade and also earned at least one All-GSC First Team 
honor. Each squad was broken up into first and second teams. 

Chosen at first base, Hargett played for the Lions from 1999-2002 and is one of 
the most decorated athletes in school history. He was first-team All-GSC in 2001 
and 2002 and first-team ABCA All-South Region in 2002 and second-team in 2001. 
He was an ABCA third-team All-American pick in 2002 and won three GSC Player 
of the Week awards in 2002. He was a recipient of the GSC Commissioner’s 
Trophy in 2001 and 2002 and Disney’s Wide World of Sports Conference Com-
missioner’s Association National Male Athlete of the Year in 2001 and 2002 and 
Disney’s Wide World of Sports Conference Commissioner’s Association Regional 
Male Athlete of the Year in 2001 and 2002. He was Academic All-GSC and ESPN 
The Magazine Academic All-District in 2000, 2001 and 2002 and was ESPN The 
Magazine Academic All-America in 2000, 2001 and 2002. He was also named 
ESPN The Magazine Academic All-America of the Year for collegiate baseball 
in 2001 and 2002. he ranked 15th nationally in Division II batting in 2001 with a 
.445 average. He played in 192 career games, had a .366 career batting average 
(243 of 659), 167 runs scored and168 RBI, 88 extra base hits and 23 home runs. 

A first-team selection, Barksdale played for the Lions from 2004-2006. He was 
first-team All-GSC in 2005 and 2006 and was the 2006 GSC East Division Player 
of the Year. He was first-team ABCA All- American in 2006. A three-year starter 
in the outfield, he earned two GSC Player of the Week honors. He led Division II 
in stolen bases as a junior in 2006 (59-of-69) and he ranked seventh nationally 
in 2005 (40-of-44).  Barksdale hit .436 as a junior with 105 hits, 67 runs scored 
and 38 RBI. He finished with a .391 career batting average and his 261 hits is a 
UNA career record – set in just three seasons. He had 164 career runs scored,
92 runs batted in, 42 doubles, 17 triples, and 109 stolen bases in 128 attempts. He 
was drafted in the fourth round of the 2006 MLB draft by the Pittsburgh Pirates…

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. -- The University of North Alabama had four 
of its former baseball players named to the Gulf South Conference 
Baseball Team of the Decade for the 2010s, with former Lion Tyler 
Joyner selected as the GSC Pitcher of the Decade.

Joyner was the only UNA player named to the first-team, while 
second baseball Michael Schmidt, third baseman Kyle Hubbuch 
and pitcher Chad Boughner were selected for second-team hon-
ors.

A native of East Brewton, Ala., Joyner was a two-time GSC 
Pitcher of the Year selection in 2017 and 2018. A two-time first-
team All-GSC and two-time first-team All-Region selection as well, 
he won five GSC Pitcher of the Week awards in two seasons.
Joyner had an 18-7 career record, including a 10-2 mark in 2017. 
He ranks second in school history with 210 career strikeouts and 
is just the second pitcher in UNA history to pitch more than 100 
innings in two different seasons with 103.2 in 2017 and 105.2 in 
2018. He threw 13 complete games in 28 career starts with the 
Lions. He ranked fourth in Division II in complete games in 2017 
(7) and 15th in 2018 (6).

Joyner is currently with the Baltimore Orioles organization.

A Powder Springs, Ga., native, Schmidt was a two-time, first-team 
All-GSC selection in 2011 and 2012. He also earned All-South 
Region Tournament team honors in 2011.

Schmidt hit .377 as a senior with 56 runs scored and 39 runs 
batted in. He was successful on 25 of his 29 stolen base attempts 
and had a .482 on base percentage with 42 walks. He hit .348 as 
a junior with a .462 on base percentage, 39 walks and 29 steals in 
33 attempts.

Hubbuch, from Mount Juliet, Tenn., was a first-team All-GSC 
selection in 2018 and second-team All-GSC pick in 2017.  He 
earned Honorable Mention All-American honors from Daktron-
ics and the National Collegiate Baseball Writers Association in 
2018. A four-year starter at UNA, he played in 188 career games 
with 671 at bats, 154 hits, 147 runs scored, 171 runs batted in, 
45 doubles and 94 bases on balls. He set school records with 39 
career home runs and 383 career total bases. He finished 11th in 
the nation in walks in 2018.

A Florence, Ala., native, Boughner pitched for the Lions in 2009 
and from 2011-13. He set a school record with 31 career wins 
and was a first-team All-GSC pick in 2012 and a second-team 
selection in 2011. The 2012 NCBWA South Region Pitcher of the 
Year, Boughner earned NCBWA All-American honors in 2012 and 
was honorable mention All-American by Daktronics. A first-team 
All-South Region honoree in 2012, he finished second in nation in 
strikeouts in with 115.

A four time GSC Pitcher of the Week, Boughner set a school 
record with 114.2 innings pitched in 2012. With 56 career appear-
ances, he set a school-record with 52 starts, as well as school 
career records with 331.0 innings pitched and 280 career strike-
outs.

FLORENCE, Ala. -- The University of North Alabama is honored 
18 former Lions with selection to the UNA Baseball Team of the 
Decade for the 2010s.

The selections were made by a panel of UNA athletic department 
personnel.

The infielders selected were first baseman Josh Cyr of Huntsville, 
Ala., second baseman Michael Schmidt of Powder Srpings, Ga., 
shortstop Brett Guzay of Muscle Shoals, Ala., third baseman Kyle 
Hubbuch of Moun Juliet, Tenn., and catcher Kevin Hall of Collier-
ville, Tenn.

Outfielders selected were Jake Ward of Russellville, Ala., Drake 
Tucker of Florence, Ala., and Chase Porch of Blue Springs, Miss.

Jake Sloan of Amory, Miss., was selected as the designated hitter, 
with Dylan Boston of Sheffield, Ala., and Josh Carpenter of Har-
vest, Ala., named as utility players.

The starting pitchers, who combined for 109 wins in their col-
lective careers, are Chad Boughner of Florence, Ala., Brantley 
Claunch of Florence, Ala., Tyler Joyner of East Brewton, Ala., Trey 
Mitchell of Florence, Ala., and Riley Sanderson of  Owens Cross 
Roads, Ala.

The relief pitchers selected are Chaning Wall of Louisville, Miss., 
and Jacob Westerhouse of Huntsville, Ala.

1B - Josh Cyr (2010-13) Huntsville, Ala.
Cyr played in more games and had more starts than any player in 
UNA baseball history. A four-year starter at first base he played in 
210 total games with 208 starts. He was named first-team All-GSC 
in 2013 and second-team All-GSC in 2012. He finished his time at 
UNA with 664 career at bats, 198 hits, 158 runs scored, 166 runs 
batted in, 48 doubles, 24 home runs, 318 total bases, 127 career 
walks and was hit by pitch 71 times. He ranks in the top six in 
UNA history in all of those categories and holds the school record 
for most bases on balls and most times hit-by-pitch. In the field, he 
had a school-record 1,594 total fielding chances and he recorded 
a school record 1,457 putouts.  He won two South Region Player 
of the Week honors and three GSC Player of the Week awards. In 
2012, he was also second-team Daktronics All-South Region and 
he earned Academic All-GSC honors in 2013.

2B - Michael Schmidt (2011-12) Powder Springs, Ga.
A member of the Gulf South Conference Team of Decade, 
Schmidt was a two-time first-team All-GSC selection in 2011 
and 2012. An All-South Region Tournament team member in 
2011, he earned second-team Daktronics All-South Region. and 
second-team NCBWA All-South Region. honors in 2012 and was 
a All-GSC Tournament pick as well in 2012.. He hit .377 as a 
senior with 56 runs scored and 39 RBI, while stealing 25 bases 
and posting a .482 on base percentage with 42 walks. He hit .348 
as a junior with a .462 on base percentage. He drew 39 walks and 
added 29 steals. He received the GSC Player of the Week award 
for April 4, 2011 and April 16, 2012. He was also NCBWA South 
Region Player of the Week for April 16, 2012.

3B - Kyle Hubbuch (2015-18) Mount Juliet, Tenn.
Hubbuch was a first-team All-GSC selection in 2018 and a 
second-team All-GSC pick in 2017. An Honorable Mention All-
American selection by Daktronics and NCBWA in 2018, he was 
also GSC Player of the Week for March 6, 2018, NCBWA South 
Region Player of the Week honors for April 6, 2018, Academic 
All-GSC and CoSIDA Academic All-District. He also ranked 11th 
in the NCAA Division II in walks in 2018 with 48 or 0.94 per game. 
Hubbuch played in 188 career games with 671 at bats, 215 hits, 
147 runs scored, 171 runs batted in, a school record 39 home 
runs, 45 doubles, school record 383 total bases and 94 bases on 
balls.

SS - Brett Guzay (2014-15)  Muscle Shoals, Ala.
A two-year starter at UNA from 2014-15, Guzay was a first-team 
All-GSC selection in 2015 and earned a spot on the ABCA/Rawl-
ings South Region Gold Glove team and was a second-team 
Daktronics All-South Region selection. As a junior in 2014 he led 
the NCAA Division II in sacrifice bunts with 30. A .314 career hitter, 
he hit .342 as a senior with 33 runs scored, 21 runs batted in and 
a .422 on base percentage. In two seasons he scored 70 runs, 
drove in 40 and stole 25 bases.

C - Kevin Hall (2015-16) Collierville, Tenn.
A first-team All-GSC selection at catcher in 2016, Hall hit .390 as a 
senior with 49 runs scored and 41 RBI. He also sported a .468 on 
base percentage and .627 slugging percentage while stealing 16 
bases. In two seasons at UNA he scored 66 runs and drove in 57 
with 30 extra-base hits. He then signed with the New York Mets 
organization and has spent the last three seasons in the minor 
leagues.

OF - Jake Ward (2013-14) Russellville, Ala.
A 2014 ABCA/Rawlings All-American Gold Glove team member, 
Ward  was also on the South Region Gold Glove team as a se-
nior. He earned first-team All-GSC honors in 2013 as well as first-
team ABCA All-South Region, second-team Daktronics All-South 
Region and second-team NCBWA All-South Region. He hit .397 
as a junior with 35 runs scored and was  GSC Player of the Week 
for March 5, 2013. A .332 career hitter, he scored 78 runs in two 
seasons with 42 runs batted in and 27 stolen bases.

OF - Drake Tucker (2016-17) Florence, Ala.
Tucker was a first-team All-GSC selection in 2017 as well as an 
honorable mention NCBWA All-South Region pick. He earned 
both GSC Player of the Week  and NCBWA South Region Player 
of the Week honors for April 25, 2017. As a senior he hit .365 with 
38 runs scored and 36 runs batted in. He was also successful on 
20 of 25 stolen bases attempts.

OF - Chase Porch (2009-10) Blue Springs, Miss.
Porch was a first-team All-GSC selection in 2010 and was a 
second-team ABCA All-South Region pick. He also earned GSC 
Player of the Week honors for March 16, 2010. He hit .327 as a 
junior with five home runs and 43 runs batted in and was second 
on the team with 46 runs scored. As a senior, he hit 374 with five 
homers and 45 RBI. He added 11 doubles and 45 runs scored. 
For his career, he was successful on 34 of 43 stolen base at-
tempts.

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DH - Jake Sloan (2011-12)  Amory, Miss.
A second-team All-GSC pick in 2011 and 2012 as a designed hit-
ter, Sloan was also second-team ABCA All-South Region and first-
team Daktronics All-South Region in 2011. As a junior, he hit .359 
with seven home runs and 51 runs batted in, adding 20 doubles 
and 38 runs scored. As a senior, he hit .351 with seven homers 
and 43 RBI, along with eight doubles, a triple and 41 runs scored.

UTL - Dylan Boston (2013-15) Sheffield, Ala.
A three-year starter from 2013-15, Boston earned starts at first 
base, third base and as the designated hitter for the Lions.
He earned second-team All-GSC honors in 2013 (DH), 2014 (3B) 
and 2015 (3B). As a sophomore in 2013, he was chosen second-
team ABCA All-South Region, first-team Daktronics All-South 
Region and second-team NCBWA All-South Region. He ranked 
fifth in the NCAA Division II in doubles in 2013 with 22 and his 55 
career doubles are tied for the second most in school history. His 
131 career runs batted in ranks sixth.

UTL - Josh Carpenter (2011-14) Harvest, Ala.
Carpenter started in 204 of 205 career games from 2011-14 and 
ranks second in school history in both categories. After being cho-
sen as the GSC East Division Freshman of the Year in 2011, he 
earned second-team All-GSC honors at shortstop in 2012 and at 
second base in 2013. He was also named second-team NCBWA 
All-South Region at shortstop in 2012. He claimed two GSC 
Player of the Week honors on February 28, 2011 and  March 11, 
2012 and was on the 2014 ABCA/Rawlings South Region Gold 
Glove Team. His career stats include 219 hits in 721 at bats for 
a .303 average. He scored 110 runs and drove in 96 and had 26 
extra-base hits. He also finished with 1,008 total fielding chances. 
His 721 at bats are the most in school history and his 219 hits 
rank third best at UNA.

SP - Chad Boughner (2009, 11-13) Florence, Ala.
Boughner is the winningest pitcher in UNA history with 31 wins. A 
first-team All-GSC pick in 2012 and a second-team All-GSC selec-
tion in 2011, he was also NCBWA South Region Pitcher of the 
Year in 2012, NCBWA All-American 2012 and honorable mention 
All-American by Daktronics. A first-team All-South Region pick in 
2012, he ranked second in the nation in strikeouts with 115. He 
earned four GSC Pitcher of the Week honors in 2012, while pitch-
ing a school record 114.2 innings. He has 56 career appearances 
and holds the  school-record for pitching starts with 52. He is also 
the UNA career record holder with 331.0 innings pitched and 280 
strikeouts. With a 31-13 career record, he was previously named 
to the GSC Team of the Decade.

SP - Brantley Claunch (2012-15) Florence, Ala.
Claunch posted an 18-13 record from 2012-15 at UNA, starring 
as both a starter and reliever. He ranks sixth in school history in 
career strikeouts (178), second in innings pitched (261.1), 10th 
in pitching starts (27) and third in pitching appearances (72). As 
a reliever in 2012 he made 31 appearances, which ranks as the 
second most in a season. For his career, he had 27 starts and 45 
relief appearances.

SP - Tyler Joyner  (2017-18) East Brewton, Ala.
Joyner was a two-time GSC Pitcher of the Year in 2017 and 2018 
and was previously named as the GSC’s Pitcher of the Decade. 
He was a two-time first-team All-GSC pick and two-time first-team 
All-South Region selection in 2017 and 2018. Currently a member 
of the Baltimore Orioles organization, he was a five-time GSC 
Pitcher of the Week and finished with an 18-7 career record that 
included a 10-2 mark in 2017. He ranks second in school history 
with 210 career strikeouts and is just the second pitcher in UNA 
history to pitch more than 100 innings in two different seasons 
(103.2 & 105.2). He had 13 complete games in 28 starts. He 
ranked fourth in Division II in complete games in 2017 (7) and 
15th in 2018 (6).

SP - Trey Mitchell (2008-11) Florence, Ala.
A four-year pitcher for the Lions from 2008-11, Mitchell finished 
his career by claiming the 2011 Gulf South Conference Commis-
sioner’s Trophy as the the top male student-athlete in the league. 
A first-team All-GSC pick in 2011 and second-team selection in 
2010, he had a 12-2 as a senior in 2011 and finished with a 22-10 
career record. Named to the 2011 College Baseball Lineup DII 
All-Star Team, Mitchell won four GSC Pitcher of the Week honors, 
was a 2011 second-team ABCA All-South Region pick and an 
NCBWA honorable mention All-South Region honoree. An Aca-
demic All-GSC selection in 2010 and 2011, Mitchell ranked fourth 
in the NCAA Division II in wins in 2011 with 12 and ranked 15th in 
Division II in complete games in 2011 with seven in 14 starts. He 
has the fourth most starts in school history with 29, as well as the 
fourth most career innings pitched at 256.2 and fourth most career 
strikeouts with 207.

SP - Riley Sanderson (2012-16) Owens Cross Roads, Ala.
Sanderson pitched for the Lions over a five-year span from 
2012-16 and is one of just six pitchers in UNA history with 20 or 
more career wins. A second-team All-GSC pick in 2016, he ranks 
second in UNA history with 45 pitching starts and is 10th in school 
history in career pitching appearances with 48. He has the third 
most career innings pitched at UNA with 258.1 and is third in 
school history with 208 career strikeouts. His 93 strikeouts in 2016 
rank ninth best for the Lions. Sanderson led UNA in wins in 2014 
(6) and 2016 (6) and led the Lions with a 2.79 ERA in 2013.

RP - Channing Wall  (2017-18)  Louisville, Miss.
A two-year reliever for the Lions in 2017-18, Wall earned first-
team All-GSC honors in 2018 with a 3-1 record, seven saves and 
a 2.48 ERA. He finished with a 6-2 career record with 11 saves. 
hose 11 saves rank fifth for most saves in school history.

RP - Jacob Westerhouse    (2012-15) Huntsville, Ala.
A second-team All-GSC honoree in 2014 as a relief pitcher, 
Westerhouse is UNA’s career leader in relief pitching appearances 
with 81 and ranks second in school history in total career pitching 
appearances with 81. His eight saves rank seventh best in school 
history. He led the Lions with a 1.49 ERA in 2015.

	 On March 11, 2008, the home of the 
University of North Alabama baseball team 
got a new name as the facility, long known 
as University Field, was renamed Mike D. 
Lane Field in honor of the Lions’ longtime 
baseball coach.
	 Lane, who later retired following the 2008 
season, guided UNA to 25 straight winning 
seasons, won 908 games at UNA and aver-
aged 36 wins per year from 1984 to 2008. 
	 A huge part of UNA’s overall success  
under Lane was built on a tremendous home 

field advantage. The Lions had a 571-156-4 
record at home under Lane for a 78 percent 
winning percentage. In Lane’s 25 years at the 
school, UNA won 20 or more home games 
20 times, including the last eight years in a 
row. 
	 The renovations to the stadium, which 
were completed midway through the 2008 
season, included  new grandstands, ticket 
booth, restrooms and entrance way.
	 In 1999 the Lions won both the Gulf South 
Conference and NCAA Division II South 
Central Regional Tournament championships 
on their home field and went 32-5 at home.
	 Those impressive records at home were  
crucial in Lane’s ability to turn the Lions’ pro-
gram into one of the most consistent winners 
in the country.  
	 The Lions participated in the NCAA play-
offs ten times under Lane.
	 In 1989, UNA hosted its first NCAA 
baseball event and drew record crowds to 
University Field to watch three Gulf South 
Conference schools - UNA, Jacksonville 
State and Delta State - battle for the regional 
crown . In 1995 UNA hosted its second re-
gional, which was again an All-GSC affair 
with UNA, Delta State and Valdosta State, 
and in 1997 UNA hosted Elon and Central 
Oklahoma in the South Central Regional. 
In 1999 UNA hosted its fourth regional that 
included Alabama-Huntsville, Delta State and 
Southeastern Oklahoma State. 
	 UNA struggled to go 11-7 at home in 1984 
but won the first GSC baseball championship 
in school history on the field with a sweep
