This will be North 
Alabama’s first appearance on an ESPN network since 2016 
when they appeared on ESPN2 in a 29-3 loss against Northwest 
Missouri State in the Division II National Championship Game
* This is North Alabama’s first game broadcast on ESPN since 
1995 in a 27-7 victory over Pittsburg State in the Divsion II 
National Championship Game.

* Mercer defeated UNA’s women’s basketball team in the 1984-85 
NCAA South Regional Final. 
* Mercer defeated UNA’s volleyball team 3-2 in 2018.
* UNA Softball defeated Mercer 12-0 in their lone meeting in 1986.
* The Lions are 1-1 against Mercer in beach volleyball. Mercer 
bested UNA in 2-3 in the 2022 Blazer Beach Bash. UNA returned 
the favor by defeating Mercer 4-1 in the 2023 Bears Beach Bash.

* This will be North Alabama’s lone game against a school from 
the state of Georgia in 2023.
* Mercer will be the ninth school from the state of Georgia that the 
Lions will have played.

NORTH ALABAMA IN SIXTH SEASON IN FCS
* This is North Alabama’s sixth season as a member of FCS but is 
just the Lions’ second as a full Division I member after a four-year 
transition period.
* A charter member of the Gulf South Conference and the NCAA 
Division II, the Lions officially moved to Division I status on July 1, 
2018, and began their transition in the Fall of 2018.
* UNA produced one of the most successful football programs in 
the history of the GSC and Division II, advancing to the Division II 
Playoffs 12 times in its final 15 seasons in the division and making 
21 total playoff appearances, winning 35 post-season games and 
three national championships. The 21 post-season trips and 35 
playoff wins rank second in DII history.
* During the transition, UNA went 7-3 in 2018, 4-7 in 2019, 0-4 in 
COVID shortened 2020 season, and 3-8 last season and 1-9 in 
2022 for a 15-31 record. 
*In the Lions first season as a full-fledged Division I member, they 
posted a 1-10 record. 

UNA ENTERING FIRST SEASON AS A MEMBER OF 
THE UNITED ATHLETIC CONFERENCE
*The ASUN and WAC have partnered for football for the third 
consecutive year and have rebranded as the United Athletic 
Conference (UAC)
* In 2023, the UNA football team is competing for the first time 
as a member of the United Athletic Conference. UNA’s other 13 
sports have competed in the ASUN since the Lions made the 
move to Division I in 2018. 
*UNA football competed as an FCS independent in 2018 before 
joining the Big South Conference as a football-only member 
in 2019. The Lions did not play as part of the Big South 2020 
spring season, opting for a four-game fall schedule instead. UNA 
returned to the Big South in 2021. North Alabama spent the 2022 
season as a member of the ASUN conference.

LIONS TO PLAY FIRST POWER 5 PROGRAM SINCE 1959
• In week 12 of the 2023 season the UNA football team will travel to Tallahassee to take on the Florida State Seminoles. 
This will be the first power five program that the Lions have had on the schedule since 1959 when the Lions fell 42-7 in 
Nashville to Vanderbilt.

LIONS FACING THREE SCHOOLS FOR THE FIRST TIME IN PROGRAM HISTORY
• North Alabama will be facing three opponents for the first time in school history in 2023. Mercer, Utah Tech and Florida 
State. The Lions will face Mercer in Montgomery, Ala. in the FCS Kickoff game to be broadcast on ESPN. UNA will meet 
United Athletic Conference member Utah Tech for the first time in the 2023 season in Florence on October 21. The Lions 
will also travel to Tallahassee to take on the Florida State Seminoles for the first time in program history, which will be the 
first power five opponent North Alabama has seen in over 60 years. 

LIONS IN SECOND SEASON OF POSTSEASON ELIGIBILITY
• Following a four year transition period, the Lions became fully eligible for the NCAA postseason at the Division I level for 
all sports beginning in the 2022-23 academic year. The Lions are searching for their first Division I NCAA tournament  
appearance across all sports this season.  

LIONS IN SEASON-OPENERS
• This game will kickoff North Alabama’s 75th season of collegiate football. The Lions are 42-28-4 all-time in their 74 
season-opening games. UNA is 2-3 in season openers at the Division I level, defeating Southern Utah 34-30 on the road 
in 2018, downing Western Illinois 26-17 at home to open the 2019 season, losing 28-7 at Liberty in 2020, 49-28 at home 
to 17th ranked Southeastern Louisiana in 2021 and 17-14 to Indiana State in 2023.
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LIONS AT BRALY
* UNA has an all-time 275-126-8 record at Braly Stadium.
• In the Division I Era, UNA was 4-1 at home in 2018, 3-2 in 2019,  
0-1 at home in a shortened 2020 season, 2-4 in 2021 and 1-3 this 
season for a 10-11 home record in Division I. 

UNA VS. RANKED OPPONENTS
* The Sept. 17 game at Chattanooga was North Alabama’s first 
game this season against a nationally ranked team, and the 10th 
by the Lions against a ranked Division I team since their move to 
Division I in 2018. 
* All-time, UNA is 0-12 against ranked FCS opponents, with the 
nine of those 12 games coming on the road.
* North Alabama faced four nationally ranked FCS teams in its first 
10 games in 2021 and one more in 2022. Mercer also opens the 
season nationally ranked in four FCS polls. 
* UNA has played 116 games against nationally ranked opponents 
since 1992. The  Lions are 61-54-1 in those 116  meetings with 
ranked opponents over the last 30 seasons.
* UNA has played 60 of those 116 games against teams ranked in 
the Top 10. The Lions are 31-29 in those previous 60 games.

* North Alabama has won seven total NCAA Division II National

* UNA won men’s basketball national titles in 1979 and 1991, 
football in 1993, 1994 and 1995, women’s voleyball in 2003 and 
women’s softball in 2016. 
* UNA is one of just four schools in NCAA history on all levels to 
have won at least two National Championships in football and 
men’s basketball. The others are Florida, Michigan State and 
Wisconsin-Whitewater. UNA was the first school to do it and is still 
the only Division II school to accomplish it.

UNA VS. FCS OPPONENTS
* UNA is 10-27 against FCS opponents since making the move to 
Division I in 2018.
* UNA has gone 5-11 in its 16 home contests against FCS oppo-
nents since 2018, 5-15 on the road and 0-1 at a neutral site.

UNA LED IN SIX OF TEN GAMES LAST YEAR
* Despite its 1-10 record last season, North Alabama held leads in 
six of its ten games in 2022.
* UNA led Indiana State 7-6 from the second quarter until the 
11:42 mark of the fourth quarter. The Lions later fell in overtime.
* UNA trailed Virginia-Wise early but rolled to a 49-17 win.
* At nationally ranked Chattanooga, the Lions never led but trailed 
just 20-14 late in the second quarter. 
* Against Tarleton State, UNA held leads of 7-6, 14-13 and 21-20 
at the half. 
* At Kennesaw State, UNA led 3-0, 20-17, 27-20 and 34-27 before 
falling 40-34 in double overtime. 
* UNA held a 53-49 lead at Eastern Kentucky until the Colonels 
scored with eight seconds left for a 56-53 win. 
* UNA led Austin Peay 14-0 early before suffering a 38-35 loss. 
* In fact, over the last six years, UNA has had a lead in 34 of its 47 
games on the FCS level.

UNA OFFENSE CAN BE EXPLOSIVE
* The North Alabama offense showed last season that it can be 
explosive, with 14 of the Lions’ touchdown drives ending in three 
plays or less. 
* UNA had three touchdown drives of one play, five of two plays 
and six of three plays in 2022.
* The Lions have also scored 21 of their touchdowns from 30 
yards or more, including six touchdowns of 60 yards or longer.

UNA ONLY SHUTOUT THRICE IN LAST 240 GAMES
* In the loss to Chattanooga back in 2021, North Alabama was 
shutout for the first time since 2010, and for just the second time 
in its last 239 games since 2001. 
* The final game of the 2022 season was a shutout loss to 
Memphis, marking just UNA’s third offensive shutout in 240 games.
* UNA scored in 107 straight from 2001-2010 before suffering a 
5-0 loss to Valdosta State. The Lions then scored in 113 straight 
before being shutout by the Mocs last season. 
* The shutout against Chattanooga also marked the first time that 
UNA had been shutout since moving up to the FCS level.
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WALTERS TAKES QUARTERBACK ROLE AS ROOKIE
* Sophomore quarterback Noah Walters of Lincoln, Neb. got a 
win in his first collegiate start on Sept. 10, 2022 at home against 
Virginia-Wise. It was just his second collegiate game overall. 
* The 2021 state of Nebraska Gatorade Player of the Year, 
Walters rallied the Lions in the fourth quarter to tie the game at 
Indiana State and force overtime in UNA’s season opener. 
* Against UVA-Wise, he was 7-for-21 for 96 yards and a touch-
down and rushed for 33 yards on seven carries. 
* The last true freshman to start at quarterback for the Lions was 
Luke Wingo on Oct. 18, 2012 in a road game at West Georgia. 
* Walters has already thrown one of the longest touchdown 
passes in school history with a 78-yarder to Demarcus Lacey 
against Tarleton State. It was the longest pass and touchdown 
pass of UNA’s FCS era - surpassing a 76-yarder from Rett Files to 
Takairee Kenebrew in 2021 against Charleston Southern. 
* At Kennesaw State, he threw three touchdown passes to 
Takairee Kenebrew from 62, 60 and 31 yards. 
* He had back-to-back 300+ yard passing games against Ken-
nesaw State and Jacksonville State. 
* He followed with 215 yards and three touchdown passes at 
Eastern Kentucky, and also ran for a TD.
* He threw for 333 yards and two touchdowns against Tennessee

* UNA quarterback Noah Walters was among 25 players nation-
ally on the Watch List for the 2022 Jerry Rice Award as the FCS 
Freshman of the Year. 

WALTERS HAS LED FOUR 4TH QUARTER RALLIES
* Although he has only played in 11 collegiate football games, 
UNA quarterback Noah Walters has already led four game-tying 
or lead changing drives in the final four minutes of three different 
games. 
* He rallied the Lions in the fourth quarter to tie the game at 
Indiana State and force overtime in UNA’s season opener, hitting 
Corson Swan with a 10-yard touchdown pass with 48 seconds left 
in regulation
* At Kennesaw State, he led a six-play, 60-yard drive to setup a 
Sam Contorno field goal to take a 20-17 lead with 11:38 left in 
the game.

PARKER DRIGGERS MADE RECORD-BREAKING RUN
* UNA junior (then redshirt freshman) Parker Driggers of Brantley, 
Ala., made a record-breaking run in the second quarter of the 
Lions 42-31 win over Robert Morris on October 16, 2021 at Braly 
Stadium. With the Lions backed up to their own one-yard line, 
Driggers took a handoff, bounced to right side and went 99 yards 
to the end zone.
* With 99 yards as the maximum distance for any running or pass 
play in collegiate football, Driggers run obviously would equal any 
previous record, but no one in school or conference play had ever 
run that far.
* The previous UNA record was 97 yards by Brian Satterfield 
against Fort Valley State in the 1993 season opener at Braly 
Stadium.
* The previous Big South Conference record was 96 yards by Nari 
Gaither of Gardner-Webb last spring.  
* Driggers run did not set or tie an FCS record, however. David 
Worlock, Director of Media and Statistics at the NCAA, provided 
the following policy information: A reclassifying school cannot be 
considered for statistical records (game, season or career) in a 
division until it is a full-fledged member of that division. Although 
reclassifying schools do not qualify for statistical records in their 
old or new divisions, they can qualify for “Collegiate Records” 
since they still are active NCAA members. Individuals or schools 
that qualify in this situation will be indicated as reclassifying in 
the records. For individual career records, only the years in which 
a school is a full-fledged member of a division will count toward 
career records of that division. So . . . Driggers did tie an NCAA 
Collegiate Record as well. 

PARKER DRIGGERS EARNED PLAYER OF THE WEEK
* Parker Driggers earned Big South Conference Offensive Player 
of the Week honors for his performance against Robert Morris 
on October 16, 2021. Driggers had 255 all-purpose yards 145 
yards rushing, 14 receiving and 96 on kickoff returns. He also 
scored three touchdowns and set UNA and Big South Conference 
records and tied the NCAA Collegiate Record for the longest run 
from scrimmage ever at 99 yards. 

DRIGGERS SETS SCHOOL FCS MARKS IN 2021
* UNA’s Parker Driggers of Brantley, Ala., recorded 255 
all-purpose yards in the Lions 42-31 win over Robert Morris on 
October 16, 2021, marking the most all-purpose yardage by any 
Lion in the school’s FCS era. Driggers had 145 yards rushing, 14 
receiving and 96 on kickoff returns. 
* Driggers also scored three touchdowns against Robert Morris, which 
are the most total TDs and rushing TDs by a Lion on the FCS level.

FLORENCE, Ala. (August 17, 2023) – After spending 
Wednesday away from the field, the University of North 
Alabama football team returned to the Bill Jones Athletic 
Complex for a Thursday afternoon practice.
 
Today’s UNA Football Notebook spotlight shines on the 
quarterback position.
 
UNA has eight quarterbacks listed on this year’s roster, 
including five players entering a freshman or redshirt 
freshman season. On the flip side, the Lions have three 
upperclassmen including returners Ben Harris and Noah 
Walters, as well as redshirt junior transfer TJ Smith.
 
Walters played in all 11 games last season, completing 
151 of 285 passes for 2,149 yards and 19 touchdowns 
as a freshman. Harris, a transfer from the University 
of Oklahoma, appeared in three games for the Lions in 
2022.
 
Prior to UNA and FAU, Smith spent his freshman season 
at Upper Iowa where he completed 12-of-34 passes for 
266 yards and one touchdown over two games. He is a 
former Riddell Florida Player of the Year out of McArthur 
High School.
 
Three quarterbacks on the roster come from within the 
state, including returning redshirt freshman Brayson 
Edwards out of Sylacauga. He is joined by true freshmen 
Carson Creehan from Madison Academy and Cade 
Golden out of Thompson High School.
 
Colton Shaffer, a Summertown, Tenn. native, enters his 
first season at UNA after spending the 2022 season at 
Middle Tennessee State. Another quarterback on the 
roster, true freshman Isaiah Tate, also comes from the 
Tri-Star State after a stellar career at Germantown High 
School near Memphis.
 
This group will be coached by former SEC quarterback 
Jake Bentley, who threw for over 10,000 yards and 78 
touchdowns in his collegiate career with stops at South 
Carolina, Utah and South Alabama.

FLORENCE, Ala. (August 9, 2023) – The University 
of North Alabama football team returned to the field 
Wednesday for the 11th day of fall camp. Today’s 
edition of the UNA football notebook highlights the 
running back position.
 
The running back room currently has seven players, 
one of which is sophomore Demarcus Lacey who is 
transitioning over from the wide receiver position. 
Lacey had 34 rushing attempts for 215 yards and a 
touchdown, while catching 19 passes for 316 yards 
and seven scores.
 
Including Lacey, five of the seven running backs on 
the roster are returners from last season. The most 
experienced of that group is redshirt junior Parker 
Driggers, who was a second team All-Big South 
selection in 2021. Driggers has 138 career carries for 
622 yards and 11 touchdowns.
 
Two freshmen were added to the mix this season 
with Huntsville native Nic Strong and Frisco, Texas 
product Dennis Moody.
 
This group is coached by Morgan Cruce, who spent 
the 2022 season as the head coach at Brighton 
(Tenn.) High School. Cruce also has four years of 
collegiate coaching experience, as he served as an 
assistant coach and offensive coordinator at Bethel 
University.

North Alabama Has Claimed Seven National Championships:
The University North Alabama athletic program has won seven NCAA Division II National Championships with three in 
football (1993, 1994, 1995), two in men’s basketball (1979, 1991), one in women’s volleyball (2003) and one in softball 
(2016).

UNA is One of Just Five Schools With at Least Two Basketball and Two Football Titles:
North Alabama is one of just five schools in NCAA history on all levels to have won at least two National Championships 
in football and men’s basketball. The others are Florida, Michigan State, Northwest Missouri State and Wisconsin-White-
water. 

Two National Player of the Year Awards Named for Former UNA Athletes:
The Division II National Player of the Year Awards in two sports are named for former North Alabama student-athletes: 
The Josh Willingham Award in baseball and the Harlon Hill Trophy in football.

FOOTBALL

North Alabama has Second Winningest Collegiate Football Program in Alabama Since 1990:
The University of North Alabama ranks second only behind the University of Alabama for football success by a school 
from the State of Alabama since 1990. Over the last 33 seasons, North Alabama has a combined 253-125-1 record in 
football, second behind Alabama’s 292 wins over the same period. Tuskegee and Auburn are tied for third with 245. 

North Alabama was First NCAA Scholarship 
Football Team to Win Three Straight National 
Titles:
With three straight NCAA Division II Football National 
Championships from 1993-95, North Alabama became the 
first school in the history of NCAA scholarship football to 
win three consecutive football national titles. The only other 
schools to match that feat since have been FCS members 
Appalachian State (2005-07) and North Dakota State (2011-
15).

UNA was First Collegiate Football Team to Win 
40 Games in Three Years:
North Alabama was the first college football program in 
NCAA history to win as many as 40 games in just three 
seasons when the Lions went 41-1 from 1993-95. The only 
loss during that three-year span was 17-10 on the road at 
Youngstown State in 1994. Youngstown State went on to win 
the FCS football national championship that season. 

North Alabama was First Integrated Collegiate 
Football Team in Alabama
On September 21, 1968, the University of North Alabama, 
then known as Florence State University, became the first 
predominantly white college in the state of Alabama to play 
an African American player in a collegiate football game.  
Freshmen Leonard “Rabbit” Thomas of Huntsville, Ala., 
and Bobby Joe Pride of Decatur, Ala., played in the Lions’ 
season-opening game against Central Arkansas on September 21, 1968, breaking the color barrier in the state. The duo 
not only played in every game that season but both went on to distinguished careers as four-year lettermen for the Lions 
and both are members of the UNA Athletic Hall of Fame. As far as other predominantly white institutions in the state of 
Alabama, West Alabama, Jacksonville State and Samford played their first African American football players in 1969.  
Auburn followed in 1970, Alabama and Troy in 1971. Alabama had five African American students walk-on on its football 
team in the spring of 1967 but none of them played in a game.

Five Former Lions Have Played in the Super Bowl:
Five former North Alabama Lions went on to play in the Super Bowl during their 
careers in the National Football League. The first was receiver Robert Steele who 
played as a backup with the Dallas Cowboys in Super Bowl XIII. A pair of former 
Lions were in the same secondary in Super Bowl XXIV as Lewis Billups and Daryl 
Smith were teammates on the Cincinnati Bengals. Wide receiver Stevie Hobbs was 
a team captain and special teams starter on the Washington Redskins in Super Bowl 
XXVI and defensive tackle Shawn Lee was a starting defensive lineman for the San 
Diego Chargers in Super Bowl  XXIX. Hobbs is the only former Lion on the winning 
team in the Super Bowl as Washington defeated the Buffalo Bills 37-24.

Lions Reached NCAA Football Playoffs in 12 of Last 15 Seasons:
The University of North Alabama football program advanced to the NCAA Division 
II Playoffs in 12 of the Lions' last 15 seasons in Division II (2003, 2005, 2006, 2007, 
2008, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016)

UNA’s 21 All-time Football Playoff Appearances Rank Second 
in Division II History:
The University of North Alabama football program advanced to the NCAA Division II 
Playoffs 21 times between 1980 and 2016. It is the second most appearances in the 
history of the Division II playoffs by current or former members. The Lions 35 all-time 
playoff wins also rank second in DII history. 

North Alabama's Ronald McKinnon was Inducted into
College Football Hall of Fame:
Former University of North Alabama All-American linebacker Ronald McKinnon 
(1992-95) was inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame in July of 2008. His 
class included such notables as Joe Paterno and Doug Flutie. A three-time con-
sensus All-American on three national championship teams, McKinnon is the only 
defensive player to ever be selected as the Harlon Hill Trophy winner as Division II 
player of the year. He went on to a 10-year NFL career where he recorded more than 
1,000 tackles.

	 The University of North Alabama’s Pride Rock tradition 
at Braly Stadium began in 1994, with the rock making its 
first appearance at a Lion football game on Sept. 10 at Braly 
Stadium against Alabama A&M. 	
	 Pride Rock is a 60-pound, engraved 

granite stone with an actual paw 
print from Leo, UNA’s live lion 
mascot. The rock is used as a 
motivational tool for the Lion 
players. It is placed just behind 
the north end zone at all Lion home games and the players file past and touch the rock on their 
way to the field. It serves as a reminder to the current Lion players of the proud tradition that 
has been established at the school and of all the former players who have played a part in 
building that tradition. It also symbolizes the pride and unity of the team and the university.
	  UNA sports information director Jeff Hodges originated the idea of the Pride Rock after the 
home of the Pride of Lions in the movie the Lion King. 
	 Leo’s former trustee, Joe Wallace, designed the rock, and it was crafted and donated to the 

university by Richard Beckman of Florence Marble Works. 
	 Webster’s Ninth New Collegiate Dictionary defines pride as, 1: The quality or state of being proud; a: 
delight or elation arising from some act, possession, or relationship; 2: a source of pride: the best in a group 
or class; 3: a company of lions. 

Victory Flame
The victory flame returned to the UNA campus in 1995 through the efforts of the UNA National Alumni 
Association. An important University symbol, the Victory Flame burned on the UNA campus from 1962 to 
1986 but was extinguished with the building of the Guillot University Center. The new Victory Flame and 
Victory Garden stand between Bibb Graves Hall and the Memorial Amphitheater, directly across the street 
from the flame’s former site. The flame is lit following every Lion victory or significant event in the life of the 
University. A miniature replica of the Victory Flame also stands atop the Lion football dressing room at Braly 
Stadium and is lit on game days.

THE TRADITION
	 The University of North Alabama boasts the only live 
Lion mascot in the country living on a college campus. 
Leo III, born on November 18, 2002,  resides on the UNA 
campus in the 12,764 square-foot George H. Carroll Lion 
Habitat and carries on a tradition that has covered more 
than 40 years.
	 His sister Una, passed awayin 2021 after also 
serving as a mascot at UNA since 2002.
	 On July 22, 1974, former UNA president Dr. Robert 
M. Guillot brought a 35-pound lion cub to the campus 
and Leo spent the next 14 years “roaring” the school to 
victory. The original Leo died on Jan. 20, 1988, and a 
great outpouring of support from the Shoals community 
resulted in Leo II being brought to UNA in July of 1988.
	 Leo II lived in the compound that once housed  the 
original Leo and  grew to a weight of more than 600 
pounds at eleven years of age. In 1997, Leo II was 
selected as the nation's "Second Best Mascot" by 
Sports Illustrated. He died in February of 2000.
	 Approaching his 18th birthday, Leo III is exhibited 
seven days a week from approximately 8 a.m. until 5 
p.m. (weather conditions permitting).
	 In 2012 Leo III and UNA were ranked No. 1 of the 
25 Best Real Animal Mascots in College Football by 
totalprosports.com. UNA was the only non-Division 
I institution to make the list, joining the company of 
competitive NCAA teams such as the Baylor Bears, 
LSU Tigers and Texas Longhorns.
	 All funds associated with the care and feeding 
of Leo III,  the operation of his habitat, and the 
conduct of a related educational program are funded 
exclusively by charitable contributions.
