The 2023 campaign marks the 66th varsity season in North Carolina
men's lacrosse history. After starting the program in 1949, the
program would be relegated to a club program begining in 1955, but
would be reinstated as a varsity program prior to the 1964 campaign.

This season marks year 15 for head coach Joe Breschi at the helm of
the Tar Heels. A 1990 graduate and four-year member of the Tar Heel
program, Breschi became the 12th head coach in program history on
June 18, 2008.

Through his 14 seasons as the leader in Chapel Hill, head coach Joe
Breschi sits at a program best 147 wins at UNC. In his 25 seasons
as a head coach thus far, Breschi sits at 239 career wins, fifth best
among active Division | coaches.

Following the loss of 11 letterwinners from a season ago, the Tar
Heels return 34.1 percent of point production from 2022. Most
notably graduated in NCAA career point leader Chris Gray's 80-points
(48-32).

North Carolina has won 25-straight season opening contests, a streak
that started on Feb. 26, 1999 against Colgate. The last time UNC
did not win the season opener was Feb. 22, 1998, a one-goal loss
against Butler, 13-12.

&

The shakeup of the 2023 roster includes 21 new faces representing
the Heels, including 15 freshmen and six graduate transfers.

Since Joe Breschi took over in 2009, the Tar Heels are 138-31 when
scoring 10-or-more goals in a game. Last season, North Carolina was
8-2 when eclipsing the double-digit mark in the scoring column.

= Joe Breschi’s coaching philosophy is summed up in three words....

FAMILY e ACADEMICS ¢ LACROSSE
Breschi has installed his philosophy at every level of the program and its outreach to alumni,
student-athletes, their families, and the Chapel Hill community. Carolina men’s lacrosse is

achieving at the highest levels on the field, in the classroom, and in the community. The credit for
that goes to Breschi, one of the sharpest minds in collegiate coaching circles.

Breschi enters his 15th year as the head coach of Carolina’s men’s lacrosse program in 2022-23.

Following the 2016 and 2017 campaigns, the words “big winner” were added to the resume.
Breschi always had successful programs at Ohio State and UNC, but on Memorial Day weekend
2016, he took the Tar Heel program to heights it had not achieved since 1991 — the NCAA
championship.

In December 2018, he signed his first-ever long-term contract at Carolina, inking a deal with
athletic director Bubba Cunningham for an additional five-year tenure as the Tar Heels’ head
mentor.

Breschi, a 1990 Carolina alumnus and former assistant coach for the Tar Heels, became the 12th
head lacrosse coach in Carolina history on June 18, 2008. Breschi came to Chapel Hill from Ohio
State, where he had served as the head coach for the previous 11 seasons. Young men pursuing
college lacrosse careers and college degrees want to play for a man with the character of Breschi.
A solid recruiter, excellent tactician, and tremendous communicator, Breschi and his staff know
they have put the Tar Heel program on sound footing talent-wise. The Tar Heel players have also
achieved at high levels in the classroom being community service leaders.

A native of Baltimore and a 1986 alumnus of Loyola-Blakefield School, Breschi compiled a 92-63
record in his 11 years at OSU along with a 34-18 regular-season Great Western Lacrosse League
mark. The Buckeyes shared GWLL regular-season titles in 1999, 2003, and 2008 and won the
conference championship outright in 2004.
