This year marks the 17th appearance for UNCG at the Southern Conference Tournament ...
The Spartans are 14-16 all-time in the SoCon Tournament and have won at least one game
in four out of the last six tournaments ... The Spartans won the 2001 SoCon Tournament
and advanced to the SoCon Finals in 2005 ... Last season, UNCG dropped an 86-76 loss to
The Citadel in the First Round in Asheville ... The Spartans will face ninth-seeded Samford,
marking the first-ever meeting against the Bulldogs in the SoCon Tournament ... UNCG
has also never faced VMI, ETSU and Mercer while having played Chattanooga, Western
Carolina and Davidson five times each.

Saddler Named Third Team All-SoCon . . .

Sophomore guard Tevon Saddler was named Third Team All-Southern Conference as
voted by the SoCon News Media Association ... Saddler leads the Spartans and ranks 10th
in the league in scoring at 13.6 points per game ... He has scored in double figures 21
times, including six games of 20-plus points ... He ranks third in the league with 120 assists
and over the last eight games of the season, led the league with 5.6 assists per game.

Saddler has started and played in 29 games this season, missing two games due to an inju-
ry ...He scored over 20 points against league foes four times and dished out a career-high
eight assists against Samford last week ... Through his first two seasons with the Spartans,
he has already scored 779 points in his first 60 career games to go along with 209 assists.

The Spartans have started to turn the cor-
ner on the defensive end during the last
eight games where they own a 4-4 record,
including two road victories ... Over the last
eight games, UNCG is averaging 70.9 points
per game while holding opponents to just

61.6 points per game ... During the time,
opponents are only shooting 36.3 percent
(154-0f-424) from the field and 27.6 per-
cent (42-o0f-152) from 3-point land ... The
Spartans on the other hand are shooting
46.3 percent (205-0f-443) from the field
and 45 percent (63-0f-140) from distance
... Opponents are still getting to the free
throw line though as they are averaging
26.2 free throw attempts over the last sev-
en games, hitting 68.4 percent while UNCG
goes just 17.6 percent (62.4) from the line.

Freshman Stepping Up .. .

Freshman forward Marvin Smith has seen
his workload increase in Southern Confer-
ence play and saw his minutes jump when
sophomore forward Jordy Kuiper went
down with an injury ... Smith is averaging
7.3 points and 3.1 rebounds over the last
eight games when the Spartans are 4-4 ...
He is shooting 45.8 percent (11-of-24) from
3-point land during that stretch and hitting
66.7 percent (8-of-12) from the free throw
line.

Last Time Out . . .

The Spartans closed out the regular sea-
son in heartbreaking fashion last Saturday
evening, falling to Chattanooga 61-58 on a
much debated 3-pointer at the buzzer by
the Mocs’ Ronrico White ...

The loss pushed the
Spartans out of the sixth and final bye with
the No. 6 seed all the way down to the No.

Redshirt sophomore center R.J. White led
the Spartans with 14 points off the bench
as seven different players scored at least
five points in the balanced scoring attack
... White connected on 5-of-7 from the field
and hit just 4-of-9 from the free throw line
while grabbing eight rebounds ... He was
also strong on the defensive end posting
four blocked shots and three steals in 24
minutes.

Sophomore guard Diante Baldwin added
nine points and five steals, including the
game-tying free throws with 35.9 seconds
remaining ... Sophomore Tevon Saddler
finished with seven points, seven rebounds
and five assists as he continued his all-
around play ... UNCG (10-21, 6-12) saw its
two-game winning streak come to an end
as the Spartans connected on 36.8 per-
cent (21-of-57) from the field and hit 3-of-
9 (33.3%) from distance ...

The Spartans enter the Southern Confer-
ence Tournament with a 10-21 overall
record and a 6-12 mark in league play ...
UNCG finished in a tie for seventh overall
but picked up the No. 8 seed due to tie-
breakers ... The Spartans are averaging
69.6 points per game while allowing 70.7
points per game ... UNCG has won two out
of its last three games entering the tour-
nament, with its lone loss coming at the
buzzer.

Sophomore guard Tevon Saddler leads
the team in scoring at 13.6 points per game
... Saddler leads the team and ranks third
in the SoCon with 120 assists ... Addition-
ally, he adds 4.6 rebounds per game and
43 steals ... Junior forward Kayel Locke
is second on the team in scoring at 12.5
points per game and second on the glass
at 5.5 caroms per game ... Locke is shoot-
ing 46.1 percent (147-0f-319) from the field
and has gone to the free throw line 139
times.

Redshirt sophomore center R.J. White is
third on the team in scoring at 12.0 points
per game and leads the team with 7.1 re-
bounds per game ... White is shooting 57.1
percent (149-of-261) from the field, rank-
ing second in the league ...

Darius Jones-Gibson leads the Bulldogs
in scoring at 11.0 points per game and is
second with 69 assists ... Jones-Gibson
ranks second in the conference with 198
free throw attempts, hitting 123 ... He also
leads the team with 42 steals as Samford
has notched 231 thefts collectively ... Ty-
ler Hood is second on the team in scoring
at 11.0 points per game ... Hood leads the
team with 67 3-pointers, hitting at a 40.6
percent clip.

Christen Cunningham was named to the
SoCon All-Freshman Team and was one of
the frontrunners for SoCon Freshman of the
Year honors ... He rounds out the Bulldogs

year ... Paulos has connected on 86 3-point-
ers this year, which is 23rd overall in all of
NCAA Division I ... Damon Lynn of NJIT
leads the nation with 109 total 3-pointers
... Paulos also ranks 19th in the nation in
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3-point percentage at 43 percent from dis-
tance.

Sophomore guard Clay Byrd suffered an

ankle injury against Furman and is a game
time decision ... Sophomore forward Jordy
Kuiper suffered a fractured right forearm
against VMI ... Kuiper is out indefinitely
after undergoing surgery ... Senior guard
Jamal Mitchell suffered a season-ending
knee injury at Eastern Michigan ... Fresh-
man guard C.J. Coleman is out for the
season after having another surgery on his
ankle he injured in high school.

UNCG head coach Wes Miller announced

the signings of four high school standouts
to National Letters of Intent Tuesday during
the early signing period ... Joining the Spar-
tans for the 2015-16 season are Deme-
trius Troy (Raleigh, N.C./Word of God),
Taqqi Muhammad (Richmond, Va./John
Marshall), Jelani Mofford (Mississauga,
Ontario/Athlete Institute Basketball Acad-
emy) and James Dickey (Raleigh, N.C./
Word of God), in the highly touted recruit-
ing class.

Troy, a 6-0 point guard from Raleigh, plays
interscholastically at Word of God School
and for Team Loaded North Carolina on
the AAU circuit ... He was rated the No. 3
point guard in North Carolina for the class
of 2015 by the Phenom Hoops Report and
was the No. 16 overall player in the state in
the same report.

Troy earned First Team All-State honors last
season by the NCISAA as he helped Word
of God post a 15-8 record, advancing to
the state quarterfinals ... He participated
in the NC Top 80 event this summer and
also helped Team Loaded NC in the adidas
events this year ... He averaged 15.0 points
for Team Loaded this summer, helping it
post a 15-3 record as he shot 40 percent
from 3-point land.

Muhammad, a 6-4 shooting guard from
Richmond, Virginia, plays for John Marshall
High School where he is the team captain
this season ... He helped the Justices win
the 3A Virginia State Championship last
season as a junior, averaging 10.9 points
and 4.0 rebounds per game ... VirginiaPre-
ps.com named him First Team All-Under-
classman in the state as he shot 59 percent
(107-0f-181) from the field.

Muhammad is one of the top defenders in
the state of Virginia, having the ability to
guard anywhere from the point guard to
the four position on the court ... He was
named Second Team All-Underclassman as
a sophomore when he helped John Marshall
finish as the state runner-up in Virginia ...
He plays AAU Basketball for Team Loaded
Virginia.

Mofford, a 6-5 wing form Brampton, On-
tario, is playing this season at the Athlete
Institute Basketball Academy in Ontario,
Canada, one of the top prep schools in
North America ... He played AAU Basketball
this summer for the CIA-Bounce team.

Dickey, a 6-9 power forward from Raleigh,
also plays at Word of God School and for
Team Loaded North Carolina in the AAU
circuit as a teammate with Troy ... The
Phenom Hoops Report rates him the No.
20 overall prospect for the class of 2015 in
North Carolina and is the fourth rated pow-
er forward in the class by the report.

Dickey also is a NC Top 80 Alum this year
and made a name for his self this summer
were he finished in the top 10 in points
and rebounds for the NC Top 80 ... He also
helped Word of God to a 15-8 record last
season and helped the team win the 2013
NCISAA State championship.

Wes Miller enters his fourth season as the UNCG men'’s basketball coach in 2014-15 after taking
over the reins of the program in December of 2011 on an interim basis. Miller has spent his first three
years building a championship-mentality throughout the program and has laid the groundwork for
future success.

Miller led the Spartans to 14 wins last season, their highest-win total since 2007-08. Included in
that mark was the program’s first victory over an ACC school since 2007 and just their second victory
all-time against the conference with a come-from-behind win at Virginia Tech. Freshman Tevon Saddler
was named as the Southern Conference Player of the Year in 2013-14, the Spartans first such honor
since Kyle Hines won the award in 2005.

Junior Kyle Cain was named First Team All-SoCon and Second Team All-Region last year. Cain
became the second straight Spartan to sign a professional contract overseas, inking with Ramat Ha-
sharon in Israel. Trevis Simpson is in his second year playing professionally in Greece after starring for
the Spartans from 2011-2014.

Miller and his staff were very active on the recruiting trail in his first full season as the Spartans
bringing in seven newcomers for the 2013-14 season, the first full recruiting class under Miller’s ten-
ure. The highly-touted class includes six freshmen and one transfer. The Spartans were aggressive in
recruiting North Carolina where they signed three All-State selections, including Clay Byrd and Diante
Baldwin.

Miller and his staff also built on their success recruiting from the Baltimore area as they signed the
Maryland Player of the Year, Tevon Saddler, a year removed from signing another Baltimore area standout in top-returning scorer Kayel Locke.

Miller, who was the youngest head coach in NCAA Division I at the time of his hire, made the removal of the interim tag an easy decision as
he was named the Southern Conference Coach of the Year after leading the Spartans to the SoCon North Division title at the end of the 2011-12
season.

Miller took control of the program Dec. 13, 2011 with the Spartans sitting at 2-8 and led them through one of the biggest turnarounds in
program history. Miller guided the Spartans to an 11-11 record the rest of the season to finish with a 13-19 overall record, including a 10-8 mark
in SoCon play.

The Spartans lost their first six games under Miller to fall to 2-14 on the season but the program made an 180-degree turnaround posting
an 11-5 record down the stretch. UNCG posted a seven-game winning streak during league play, which included several dramatic victories. The
Spartans carried that momentum into the conference tournament where they advanced to the SoCon semifinals for the first time since the 2007-
08 season.

Miller, who also spent the 2010-11 season as an assistant coach at UNCG, is no stranger to the state of North Carolina. He played three
seasons at the University of North Carolina and spent two seasons as an assistant coach at Elon and High Point. Miller also ran his own basketball
camps in Charlotte and Greensboro for two summers.

In three seasons as a player at North Carolina under head coach and mentor Roy Williams, Miller helped the Tar Heels to the national cham-
pionship in 2005, two Atlantic Coast Conference regular-season championships and one ACC Tournament title. He was team captain as a senior in
2006-07, leading UNC to 31 wins and the NCAA Elite 8 as well as the ACC regular-season and tournament titles, and a final No. 3 national ranking.

As a junior, Miller shot 44.1 percent from the 3-point line, which was seventh-best in a single season in the UNC record book. His 64 treys
that season ranked eighth in the ACC. He earned the team’s Defensive Player of the Year and Most Improved Player awards that season, as well.

A fan favorite at UNC, Miller authored a book entitled The Road to Blue Heaven, which was published as a diary of his experiences as a North
Carolina basketball player. In addition to his success on the floor, Miller excelled off the court, earning ACC Academic Honor Roll recognition and
the UNC Athletic Director’s Scholar Athlete-Award. He

earned his degree in political science from North Carolina WEs MiLLeErR's CoAacHING CAREER

in 2007.
