SCOUTING NEW MEXICO

In their 2026 series opener, the Lobos
brought an aggressive, contact-driven of-
fense into the matchup, hitting .408 as a
team with a 1.198 OPS over four games.
They consistently apply pressure at the
top of the order and capitalize on traffic,
scoring 44 runs on 40 hits while posting
a strong .555 on-base percentage.

This group shows good gap power (11
doubles, 4 home runs) and is difficult to
pitch around, drawing 31 walks with only
18 strikeouts. Several hitters are produc-
ing in run-scoring situations, helping the
Lobos total 43 RBIs in a short sample.

On the other side, opponents have hit
.309 against them with a .932 OPS, indi-
cating the Lobos’ pitching staff has been
solid but still allows baserunners and ex-
tra-base damage (10 doubles, 4 homers
allowed). Overall, New Mexico profiles as
a high-tempo offensive team that thrives
on getting on base and forcing defenses
to execute.

RECAP AT WICHITA STATE

Northern Colorado dropped four games at
Wichita State to open the 2026 season,
falling 11-4, 14-1,11-0 and 7-3.

The Bears collected 11 hits in the opener
but stranded 10 runners, while Wichita
State used four home runs to secure the
win. Saturday, the Shockers went 7-for-
12 with runners in scoring position in a
14—1 victory.

In Sunday’s doubleheader, UNC was
limited to four hits in an 11-0 loss before
battling back in the finale. Jaden Stone
had two hits and two runs in the 7-3
game, and the Bears tied it early before
Wichita State pulled away.

Northern Colorado will look to bounce
back after a tough opening weekend on
the road.

Wichita State, the Bears will head to Al-
burqueque, New Mexico for a four game
seires against New Mexico starting on
Friday, February 20.
