UNCW NEWS AND NOTES
 » After being picked fourth in the Coastal Athletic Association preseason poll, UNCW improved its win total from the 2024 campaign 

by seven and captured the 2025 CAA South Division Championship and the No. 1 overall seed for the 2025 CAA Championship 
with a league-high 23 points in CAA play.

 » The	Seahawks	finished	the	2025	regular	season	with	an	11-3-3	overall	record	and	a	7-0-2	record	in	league	play,	marking	the	first	
time in program history (32 seasons) that the Seahawks ended a full slate of conference play undefeated. UNCW also became the 
first	team	in	the	league	since	Hofstra	in	2019	to	finish	a	non-shortened	conference	season	unbeaten.	

 » Chris Neal earned 2025 CAA Coach of the Year honors for the second time in his career. Neal also earned the award in 2021 with 
UNCW. Neal spent 10 seasons as the head coach at Elon from 2008-18 and is the winningest coach in Elon’s program history 
with	90	wins.

 » UNCW’s nine-match unbeaten streak tied the second-longest unbeaten streak in program history, which occurred  back in 2015. 
The	last	time	UNCW	was	unbeaten	in	10	straight	matches	was	in	2004	when	they	started	9-0-1.	UNCW	also	went	5-0-3	on	the	
road during the 2025 regular season, their only unbeaten regular season on the road in program history. 

 » Hailey Longwell (R-So./F) was named the 2025 Coastal Athletic Association Attacking Player of the Year. After transferring to 
UNCW	from	Duquesne	during	the	offseason,	Longwell	became	the	Seahawks’	first-ever	CAA	Attacking	Player	of	the	Year	since	
the	program’s	inception	in	1994.	

 » Longwell led all players in the CAA with six goals and 15 points during conference play. She also tallied at least one point against 
all opponents in the CAA South Division, including two match-winning goals. 

 » Longwell has scored at least one point in seven straight matches and leads the team with seven goals. She is currently tied with 
Kayla Adams (Gr./F) for the most assists on the squad with four.

 » In UNCW’s last match of the regular season, a 1-1 draw at Campbell on Oct. 26, Adams scored a goal on a diving header in the third 
minute off a left-footed cross from Longwell.

 » Ava Chuderewicz (So./D) also earned	a	spot	on	the	All-CAA	first	team.	Chuderewicz	is	the	first	defender	for	UNCW	to	earn	a	spot	
on	the	first	team	since	Sophie	Trepohl	in	2021.	Both	of	Chuderewicz’s	goals	came	against	two	teams	that	qualified	for	the	league’s	
postseason	tournament,	including	the	match-winner	against	Stony	Brook	on	Oct.	19.

 » Rachel Fry (Jr./D), Morgan Hobbs (R-Jr./GK) and Ava Vaughan (So./M) all earned a spot on the league’s second team. 
Hobbs	made	43	saves	on	the	year	and	had	a	goals	against	average	of	1.02,	allowing	the	second-fewest	goals	in	the	league	while	
having the second-best goals against average out of all goalkeepers in the CAA.

 » Lindsay Lenhard (Fr./M) earned a spot on the league’s all-rookie team.
 » In	the	Seahawks’	last	meeting	against	Elon	(Oct.	2),	Longwell	scored	the	equalizer	for	UNCW	in	the	73rd	minute,	helping	UNCW	

salvage a 1-1 draw. Reese Bodas (Sr./M) and Allie Planeaux (So./M) were credited with assists.
 » Against	Elon,	the	Seahawks’	offensive	unit	produced	three	corners	in	the	first	10	minutes	of	the	match.	The	Seahawks	ended	the	

contest	with	a	5-4	advantage	in	shots,	a	4-2	edge	in	shots	on	goal,	and	a	7-3	edge	in	corners.
 » Taylor O’Brien (Sr./D)	nearly	recorded	the	match-winner	for	UNCW	in	the	final	seconds	against	Elon.	Although,	a	foul	call	pre-

ceding O’Brien’s shot from inside the six-yard box negated the goal.
 » The	Seahawks	are	outscoring	their	opponents	17-3	in	the	first	half	this	season.	
 » The	only	time	UNCW	and	Elon	have	met	in	the	postseason	was	during	the	COVID-19	season	in	the	CAA	championship	match	in	

Towson,	Maryland	on	April	17,	2021.	Elon	earned	a	1-0	win	and	the	title	on	a	goal	by	Carson	Jones	in	the	82nd	minute.
 » The	Seahawks	last	home	victory	in	the	postseason	was	a	4-0	win	against	Delaware	in	the	CAA	quarterfinals	on	Nov.	1,	2015.
 » UNCW	is	9-1-1	all-time	at	home	against	Elon.	The	Phoenix	earned	a	2-1	win	in	the	last	meeting	in	Wilmington	(Oct.	27,	2024).
