SEAHAWKS START THE 2025-26 CAMPAIGN TONIGHT
UNCW begins its 53rd season of basketball tonight. The Seahawks 
were picked to finish 10th in the 2025 Coastal Athletic Association 
Preseason Poll. UNCW returns eight players from last season's roster 
while adding four newcomers for the 2025-26 campaign.

WOODS' WAY
Nicole Woods begins her third season as UNCW's head coach. Last 
season, Woods navigated the Seahawks to an appearance in the 
second round of the Coastal Athletic Association tournament. During 
the 2024-25 campaign, the Seahawks improved their overall win total 
by nine, finishing with a 14-18 record. The Seahawks' 8-10 record in 
Coastal Athletic Association play matched their league-win total from 
the previous four seasons combined.  

SERIES HISTORY
Since 1974, UNCW is 25-35 all-time against their former CAA foe East 
Carolina. The Pirates have won the last three matchups, including a 71-
56 triumph in last season's meeting in Greenville on Dec. 21, 2024. 

SILVER RETURNS TO THE COURT IN HER HOMETOWN
After missing all of the 2024-25 season with an injury, UNCW's red-
shirt sophomore guard Kylah Silver, a Greenville native, will make her 
return to the court tonight. Silver will end a streak of over 600 days 
without appearing in a game. She averaged 11.2 points and 4.6 re-
bounds as a freshman for UNCW during the 2023-24 season. Silver's 
mother, Tomekia Blackmon-Silver was a four-year letterwinner (1992-
96) at  East Carolina for coaches Rosie Thompson and Anne Donovan. 
She was inducted into the ECU Hall of Fame in 2019. Blackmon was 
a two-time second-team All-CAA selection. She finished her career 
ranking seventh on the school's all-time scoring list with more than 
1,200 points.

UNCW WILL LOOK FOR IMMEDIATE IMPACT OFFENSIVELY
The Seahawks lost their top four scorers from a year ago, including CAA 
first-teamer and Defensive Player of the Year Ali Zelaya (12.3 PPG - 
graduated), Taylor Henderson (12.0 PPG - transferred to Purdue), Jania 
Hall (9.2 PPG - graduated), and Evan Miller (8.8 PPG - graduated), the 
program's all-time leader in games played.

HOLLIFIELD LOOKS TO STAY HOT FROM 3-POINT RANGE
Senior guard Kate Hollifield started in 31 of 32 games last season 
and averaged 6.8 points per game, the most by any returning player 
for the Seahawks. Hollifield also led all players in the CAA in 3-point 
percentage during conference play, shooting 43.5% from beyond the 
arc in 18 CAA contests.

DOBSON LOOKS TO DISH OUT MORE DIMES
Sophomore guard Tia Dobson averaged 5.8 points, 3.3 rebounds, 2.2 
assists and 1.4 steals in 29 games, including 18 starts as a freshman 
last season. Dobson also led all freshmen in the CAA with 65 assists 
during the 2024-25 campaign.

UNCW will travel to take on N.C. Central in Durham on Friday, Nov. 7, at 
6:30 p.m. It will be a homecoming game for freshman forward Icyss 
Storm who won won three state championships during her prep ca-
reer and scored 1,299 points. She averaged 13.4 points, 8.2 rebounds, 
two assists, 2.6 steals and two blocks per game in high school.
