UNCW DROPS SEASON-OPENING BATTLE AT EAST CAROLINA
UNCW began the 2025-26 campaign with an 82-63 setback at East 
Carolina on Monday, Nov. 3. After East Carolina grabbed an early 
12-3 lead in the first quarter, UNCW went on an 11-2 run to the close 
quarter. The Seahawks continued their momentum into the second 
quarter, ending the first half with a 35-34 lead. East Carolina stormed 
back in the third quarter, outscoring UNCW 25-14 in the period to 
regain a 10-point lead. The Pirates started the fourth quarter on a 10-2 
run to secure the victory.

SILVER TALLIES 16 PTS, 10 REB, 5 AST IN HER HOMETOWN
After missing all of the 2024-25 season with an injury, redshirt sopho-
more guard Kylah Silver returned to the court in her hometown against 
East Carolina. The Greenville native filled the stat sheet with 16 points, 
10 rebounds and five assists, all team-highs in the game. After not 
playing in a game for over 600 days, Silver matched her career-high 
with 38 minutes played. 

STORM RETURNS TO DURHAM AFTER A DAZZLING DEBUT
Freshman forward and Durham native Icyss Storm returns to her 
hometown tonight. In her collegiate debut at East Carolina on Monday, 
Storm made her first career start and scored 13 points while hauling in 
six rebounds in 35 minutes of action. Storm scored the most points by 
a UNCW freshman in a collegiate debut since Silver scored 17 in 2023.

WOODS' WAY
Last season, Nicole Woods navigated the Seahawks to an appearance 
in the second round of the Coastal Athletic Association tournament. 
During the 2024-25 campaign, the Seahawks improved their overall 
win total by nine, finishing with a 14-18 record. The Seahawks' 8-10 
record in Coastal Athletic Association play matched their league-win 
total from the previous four seasons combined.

The Seahawks lost their top four scorers from a year ago, including CAA 
first-teamer and Defensive Player of the Year Ali Zelaya (12.3 PPG - 
graduated), Taylor Henderson (12.0 PPG - transferred to Purdue), Jania 
Hall (9.2 PPG - graduated), and Evan Miller (8.8 PPG - graduated), the 
program's all-time leader in games played.

HOLLIFIELD LOOKS TO STAY HOT FROM 3-POINT RANGE
Senior guard Kate Hollifield started in 31 of 32 games last season 
and averaged 6.8 points per game, the most by any returning player 
for the Seahawks. Hollifield also led all players in the CAA in 3-point 
percentage during conference play, shooting 43.5% from beyond the 
arc in 18 CAA contests. Hollifield scored two points on 1-of-5 shooting 
against East Carolina and was 0-for-4 from downtown.

DOBSON LOOKS TO DISH OUT MORE DIMES
Sophomore guard Tia Dobson averaged 5.8 points, 3.3 rebounds, 2.2 
assists and 1.4 steals in 29 games, including 18 starts as a freshman 
last season. Dobson also led all freshmen in the CAA with 65 assists 
during the 2024-25 campaign. Dobson fouled out against East Caro-
lina in just 15 minutes of action. She finished with nine points, four re-
bounds and three assists.
