NORTH FLORIDA ADVANCES TO FIRST-EVER ASUN FINALS WITH WIN OVER BELLARMINE
•	 North Florida Women’s Soccer is headed to its first first-ever ASUN Championship title game with a 2-0 semifinal win over 
Bellarmine on Sunday afternoon at Pickering Field.
•	 With the win, UNF moves to 9-8-4 overall. 
•	 Senior midfielder Chloe Lynch put the Ospreys on the board in the fifth minute off an assist from redshirt junior forward/mid-
fielder Isabella Pontieri to give the Ospreys an early 1-0 advantage. The score was Lynch’s season-high third goal of the season 
and first game-winner of the season. For Pontieri, it marked her ASUN-best 10th assist of the season.
•	 UNF was stout defensively in the first half of play not allowing Bellarmine to record a shot on goal. 
•	 Adding to the Osprey lead, Paige McSwigan fired in a goal off an assist from redshirt junior defender Brenna Robinson in the 
82nd minute. It was McSwigan’s second goal of the season, and Robinson’s first collegiate assist.
•	 Redshirt freshman Chrissa Avery secured her fifth clean sheet of the season with a pair of saves, including a diving save 
during the 59th minute of action.
•	 Overall, North Florida limited Bellarmine to just two shots on goal boasting a 6-2 shot on goal advantage.

•	 The Ospreys ranked top five in the ASUN in nine statistical 
categories: third in assists per game (1.35), fourth in goal 
differential (0), fourth in goals-against average (1.350), fourth 
in points per game (4.05), fifth in scoring offense (1.35), third 
in shutout percentage (0.300), fourth in total assists (27), 
fourth in total points (81) and third in won-lost-tied percentage 
(0.625).

•	 North Florida has recorded a 56-40-26 overall mark under 
Faulconer and posted a winning record in five of seven seasons.
•	 With the win over West Georgia on Sept. 18, Head Coach Eric 
Faulconer earned his 50th win at North Florida and surpassed 
Linda Hamilton (2007-13) for the most wins in the program’s 
Division I era.
•	 In 2024, Faulconer guided the program to a 10-match unbeat-
en run, which marked the longest streak in the program’s DI era.
•	 Faulconer guided North Florida to its first-ever win over a 
Power-Four opponent when it defeated Miami (Fla.), 1-0, on the 
road to open the 2024 season.
•	 With Faulconer at the helm, North Florida has earned three 
ASUN Postseason Superlative awards with Thais Reiss earning 
2021 ASUN Player of the Year and Mercedes Sapp garnering 
2021 ASUN Goalkeeper of the Year. Zara Siassi was named the 
2024 ASUN Defensive Player of the Year. 
•	 20 Ospreys have been named ASUN All-Conference and 14 
Ospreys have earned USC All-Region Honors. 

•	 Zara Siassi earned the program’s first ever All-American 
selection in 2024, when she was named to the United Soccer 
Coaches All-American Fourth Team. 
•	 North Florida has had its only two Academic All-Americans 
Ari Munoz and Siassi under Faulconer.

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HEAD COACH ERIC FAULCONER

Eric Faulconer enters his seventh season at the helm of North Florida women’s soccer in 2025. 

Faulconer was promoted to the position of head coach at North Florida in November 2018. He 
joined the program in 2017 after 12 seasons at the helm of Armstrong State University women’s 
soccer. He was promoted to associate head coach at North Florida in 2018. 

Faulconer has led North Florida to an OVERALL RECORD OF 56-40-26. His overall career 
record stands at 296-139-55 in 25 seasons. He currently ranks 30th in Division I in winning 
percentage for active coaches. He has been selected as the United Soccer Coaches Region Coach 
of the year on six occasions during his career. FAULCONER HAS RECORDED A WINNING 
RECORD IN 22 OF HIS 25 SEASONS AS A HEAD COACH.

Faulconer has led the Ospreys to several program best or first-time accomplishments. In 2020, 
North Florida recorded a 10-2 record and claimed the 2020 ASUN South Division title. The program 
also finished with a program best USC South Region final ranking of sixth. In 2021, North Florida 
spent a program record six weeks in the South Region top-10 and finished the season with a 
historical best top 100 RPI ranking. IN 2024, THE OSPREYS RECORDED THEIR FIRST WIN 
OVER A POWER-FOUR OPPONENT, DEFEATING MIAMI (FL) 1-0 ON THE ROAD IN THE 
SEASON OPENER. 

NORTH FLORIDA HAS ALSO HAD AN UNPRECEDENTED NUMBER OF ASUN POSTSEA-
SON HONORS UNDER FAULCONER. NORTH FLORIDA HAS EARNED THREE ASUN POST-
SEASON SUPERLATIVE AWARDS WITH THAIS REISS EARNING 2021 ASUN PLAYER 
OF THE YEAR AND MERCEDES SAPP GARNERING 2021 ASUN GOALKEEPER OF THE 
YEAR.  ZARA SIASSI WAS NAMED THE 2024 ASUN DEFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE YEAR. 
Under Faulconer, 20 OSPREYS HAVE BEEN NAMED ASUN ALL-CONFERENCE and every USC 
All-Region selection in program history - 14 overall - has been since Faulconer’s arrival in 2017. 
SIASSI EARNED THE PROGRAM’S FIRST EVER ALL-AMERICAN SELECTION IN 2024, and 
the program had its only two Academic All-Americans Ari Munoz and Siassi under Faulconer. THE 
OSPREYS HAVE HAD SEVERAL PLAYERS GO ON TO SIGN PROFESSIONAL CONTRACTS, 
HIGHLIGHTED WITH REISS JOINING THE ORLANDO PRIDE OF THE NWSL AND SIASSI 
SIGNING WITH THE USL SUPER LEAGUE’S SPORTING JAX.

In 12 seasons at Armstrong State, Faulconer compiled a 172-55-23 record for the Pirates, leading 
them to the NCAA Championships nine times, earning three Peach Belt Conference regular season 
and three tournament titles, two NCAA Southeast Region titles and advancing to the NCAA DII 
Final Four in 2011. He is a member of the Armstrong State Athletic Hall of Fame, being inducted 

in 2017 and was selected to the Armstrong State University Wall of Honor recognizing the top 250 
employees in the 83-year history of the institution.

Faulconer was tabbed to start the Armstrong State women’s soccer program in 2005 after a 
successful stint at Thomas University, where he also built the Night Hawks program from scratch, 
beginning in 1999.

He led the Night Hawks to the NAIA National Championships in 2003, also earning NSCAA and 
NAIA Region Coach of the Year honors. During his last three seasons at Thomas, his squad was 
ranked nationally in the NAIA.

In his career, Faulconer has produced 14 All Americans, 16 Scholar All Americans, 67 All 
Region selections, 90 All Conference Selections, 6 Conference Players of the Year, 1 Conference 
Goalkeeper of the Year, 1 Conference Defender of the Year, 2 Region Players of the Year and 2 
Freshman of the Year. His squads have earned 23 United Soccer Coaches Team Academic Awards.

In addition to his coaching duties, Faulconer served as the Interim Athletic Director at Armstrong 
State University from April 1-July 1, 2009 while also serving as the NSCAA National Chair of NCAA 
Division II Women (2014-2017), the NSCAA National Advocacy Committee College Coaches Repre-
sentative (2015-2017) and the Region Chair of NSCAA Southeast Ranking Committee (2011-2013). 
He is currently the ASUN representative on the USC National Top 25 ranking committee. He has 
also co-authored three successful soccer training session plan books.

Born in New Jersey, Faulconer’s family moved to Naples, Florida, in 1979. He graduated from Flor-
ida State University with a bachelor’s degree in political science in 1992 and a master’s degree in 
public administration in 1996, with additional graduate course work in sports administration.

He holds a USSF National B License and also served as an assistant coach with United States 
Youth Soccer South Region 2003 Girl’s Olympic Development Program team from 2016-2019.

Faulconer has two sons, Zachary and Ethan. He resides in St. Augustine, Fla.
