NORTH FLORIDA HEADS TO PHOENIX ARIZONA FOR PURPLE CLASSIC

e North Florida travels to Phoenix, Ariz., for the Purple Classic hosted by Grand Canyon. The Ospreys will play five games against
four different opponents from Feb. 20-22.

o The Ospreys begin the Purple Classic against San Diego on Friday, Feb, 20, at 4:30 p.m. ET.

UNF will play their second game of the day against Grand Canyon at 9:30 p.m. ET on the Mountain West Network.

o Friday marks the first-ever meeting between North Florida and Grand Canyon.

North Florida was ranked ninth and Grand Canyon was ranked second in the most recent D1Softball Mid-Major Rankings on Feb. 16.

North Florida is one of four programs in the nation with at least 11 wins. Four of the 11 wins were by run rule and five have been
shutouts.

NORTH FLORIDA OFF TO HISTORIC START

o Farlier this season, North Florida picked up an eight inning walk-off win against Stony Brook, 4-3, on Feb. 15 to improve to 11-1 on the season.
o The 11-1 start was the best start in D-I program history, surpassing an 8-1 start in 2022. It is also the best start to a season since the
all-time program record in 2004, when North Florida started 13-1.

o North Florida went 6-0 last week with a midweek win over Marshall on Feb. 11 and a 5-0 mark this past weekend at the UNF-JU
Invitational at UNF Softball Complex on Feb. 13-15.

CAMERON PONICH AND BELLA CIMINO LED THE WAY FOR THE OSPREYS LAST WEEK

o Junior pitcher Cameron Ponich posted a 3-0 record and two complete-game shutouts in 13.0 innings pitched with 16 strikeouts, no
runs and only four hits and one walk allowed at the UNF-JU Invitational on Feb. 13-15.

o Ponich was named ASUN Pitcher of the Week on Tuesday, Feb. 17.

o Ponich spun a perfect game through 6.1 innings and finished with nine strikeouts and no runs allowed in a one-hit complete-game
performance against lona on Feb. 13.

o Ponich earned another win against Stony Brook on Feb. 14 with five strikeouts and three hits allowed in another shutout start. Ponich
earned the win against Stony Brook on Feb. 15 with two strikeouts in the eighth inning leaving the inherited ghost runner on base to
garner her third win of the weekend.

o Junior infielder Bella Cimino batted .375 (6-for-16) last week with six hits, five RBIs, five runs, a double and a home run against Marshall
and at the UNF-JU Invitational against lona, Princeton and Stony Brook on Feb. 13-15. Cimino also slugged .625 SLG% and had a .421 0B%
with two walks drawn and a steal. Cimino recorded eight hits (.421 BA) with runners in scoring position and four hits (.364 BA) with two outs.
o (Cimino recorded at least one hit in all five games at the UNF-JU Invitational, including a two-hit game in the weekend, extra-inning
finale against Stony Brook on Feb. 15. Cimino hit the game-tying two-run homer against Princeton in a 7-6 win on Saturday, Feb. 14, as
well as the game-tying RBI double against Stony Brook in a 4-3 win on Sunday, Feb. 15.

e Cimino belted a two-run homer at No. 4/5 Florida on Feb. 17.

o Cimino holds a .412 batting average (14-for-34) with 11 RBIs, nine runs and a 1.176 OPS in 2026.

o Cimino has reached base in all 14 of the Ospreys contests this season.

o |n the Columbia Regional, North Florida went on to beat sec-
ond-seeded Virginia twice, including a walk-off win to advance
to the Regional Final.

ALL-FRESHMAN TEAM TRI0 READY FOR ROUND TWO

o North Florida returns a trio of ASUN All-Freshman Team
selections from 2025 with outfielder Grace Shaw and pitchers
Macie Hunolt and Taylor Cook returning to the fold.

o (race Shaw was also a Second Team AU-ASUN selection
after an impressive collegiate debut season of batting .357
(35-for-98) with 25 RBIs, 26 runs, seven doubles, two triples
and two home runs. Shaw was also named ASUN Player of the
Week on Mar. 17, 2025.

o Shaw has started all 12 games and is batting .382 (13-for-
34) with 12 RBIs, nine runs, two triples, one double and one
home run in 2026.

o Hunolt picked up ASUN Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 18,
2025, while Cook won the weekly honor on Apr. 21, 2025.
