HEAD COACH MATT ULMER

Matt Ulmer was named head coach in April 2017
and has spent the last five seasons on the Oregon
staff. He was an assistant coach for two years and
associate head coach in 2016 before taking over
the head coaching role prior to the 2017 season.

On Nov. 30, 2017, Oregon director of athletics
Rob Mullens announced that Ulmer had signed
a four-year contract to remain at the helm of the
Ducks through at least 2021. In two seasons as
head coach, Ulmer is 41-23 overall and 23-17
in Pac-12 play while going 3-1 in two NCAA
Tournament appearances.

Ulmer guided Oregon to a historic season in 2018,
his second as head coach. The Ducks went 23-11
overall and 13-7 in Pac-12 play to tie for second,
matching the program'’s best-ever conference
finish, and made a thrilling postseason run to reach
UO's second NCAA Elite Eight. After beating New
Mexico State and Baylor at home to reach the
Sweet Sixteen, the Ducks pulled off a huge upset
of No. 2 Minnesota on its home floor, using an epic
41-39 set two win to fuel a four-set win. Ulmer
coached a UO single-season record five AVCA
all-America selections, including second-team pick
Ronika Stone and third-teamers August Raskie
and Lindsey Vander Weide.

In his first match as the Ducks’ head coach, Ulmer
led Oregon to a four-set upset of No. 5 ranked
and eventual national champion Nebraska at the
VERT Challenge, securing the program'’s first win
over a top-five team since 2012. Ulmer guided the
2017 Ducks to an 18-12 overall record, 10-10 in
the Pac-12, and a trip to the second round of the
NCAA Tournament.

Ulmer came to Eugene after spending seven
seasons at Long Beach State, five of which were
served as a full-time assistant. He was also the
sand volleyball program’s head coach at Long
Beach, where he led the 49ers to a national
championship during the 2013 season to become
the youngest head coach to win a Division |
volleyball championship (indoor included, men and
women).

The Ducks have made the NCAA Tournament in
each of Ulmer’s five seasons, including a run to the
Sweet Sixteen during his first season in 2014. In
2016, with Ulmer in an elevated role as associate
head coach, the Ducks finished fourth in the Pac-
12 and reached the second round of the NCAA
Tournament. Ulmer was in charge of the Oregon
defense, which held opponents to a .194 hitting
percentage overall, the best since 2005, and a
.198 hitting percentage in Pac-12 play, the best
mark in conference play since 2006.

Ulmer has helped mentor nine AVCA all-American
selections since arriving at Oregon, including six
since taking over as head coach, with Willow
Johnson and Brooke Nuneviller earning honorable
mention honors in 2018 to join Stone, Raskie and
Vander Weide. Vander Weide was also a third-
team selection as a sophomore in 2016, the same
year libero Amanda Benson garnered honorable
mention recognition, and Taylor Agost was an
honorable mention pick in 2017. Ulmer has also
coached nine all-Pac-12 selections and four Pac-
12 all-freshman picks at Oregon, with Nuneviller
becoming the latest to earn the all-freshman honor
in 2018 while also being named the AVCA Pacific
North freshman of the year.

As the recruiting coordinator for the Ducks in
2016, Ulmer brought in a class that garnered

the No. 2 national ranking and proved vital to

yet another tournament run for Oregon. Ulmer
followed that by adding the No. 4 ranked class in
2018 and No. 7 ranked class in 2019, and was
also a part of two more top 10 classes in 2014
and 2015. While at Long Beach, each of Ulmer's
six recruiting classes garnered rankings, including
three in the top 20 and a No. 10 ranking in 2014
that made LBSU the highest-ranked mid major
program.

As a beach coach, in addition to guiding Long
beach to the title in 2013, Ulmer has coached
five athletes who have won FIVB medals and
four that have made main draws in AVP events.
He has coached four beach all-Americans, and
was the only coach to appear in every national
championship match, pairs and teams, in 2012
and 2013.

In total, Ulmer has coached 25 players who have
played at the professional level.

In addition to molding success on the court, Ulmer
has been instrumental in academic excellence

for his players. Ulmer's student-athletes have
garnered 12 Pac-12 all-academic honors in his
time at Oregon, and 28 Big West all-academic
awards during his time at Long Beach.

Away from the collegiate game, Ulmer has worked
with USA Volleyball Select A1 for the past three
years. In 2014, he was honored with the Long
Beach Century Club Ernie Pollman Award,

which recognizes an individual who impacts the
community’s youth through sports.

In 2012, Ulmer was honored by the American
Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) as

a recipient of the “Thirty Under 30" award,
recognizing outstanding up-and-coming coaches
in the profession throughout all levels under

the age of 30. Ulmer was one of 10 coaches
recognized from Division .

Ulmer spent his playing days at Carthage College,
where he was a setter under head coach LJ Marx.
While at Carthage, he led the team to two National
Championship appearances, and was named

a first-team D-lIl All-American as a senior. He
finished his college career as the Carthage career
leader in both assists and service aces, and in
2015 he was inducted into the Carthage Hall of
Fame.

While at Carthage, Ulmer also worked as an
assistant coach for the women's team, serving for
five years from 2002-2006. He also worked as the
club coach for TNT Volleyball Club from 2003-07,
and has served with the Cal Juniors club team
while in Southern California, helping the team earn
two All-America selections on the way to a bronze
medal in the Junior Olympics.

Ulmer completed his Master's degree in education
in 2008 at Carthage. He graduated from Carthage
in May 2006.

Ulmer and his wife, Kara, have one son, Camden,
and one daughter, Harper.
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2019 PREVIEW NOTES

DUCKS PICKED THIRD IN PAC-12 PRESEASON POLL
Ranked 11th in the AVCA preseason coaches poll, the Ducks
received one first-place vote and were picked to finish third in
the Pac-12 this season in a vote of the conference’s coaches.
No. 1 ranked and defending national champion Stanford
received the remaining 11 votes while being picked to repeat
as Pac-12 champions, with USC coming in second and
Washington fourth, one point behind the Ducks.

STONE, JOHNSON, NUNEVILLER LEAD DUCKS IN 2019
The Ducks return three AVCA all-Americans for the first time
in program history in 2019, giving Oregon a solid core to a
build a young, talented roster around. SR MB Ronika Stone
was a second-team all-American and one of the nation's
top middles as a junior in 2018, averaging career-highs of
3.87 points, 3.02 kills and 1.19 blocks per set while hitting
a team-high .342. SR RS Willow Johnson also enjoyed a
breakout year while earning all-America honorable mention
status, hitting .312 while averaging a career-high 2.76 kills per
set. SO OH/L Brooke Nuneviller was stellar as the Ducks'
libero as a freshman, racking up the third-most digs (580) in
UO single-season history while earning all-America honorable
mention, and she will take on an even bigger role in 2019 as
she transitions to outside hitter. All three Ducks were named
to the preseason all-Pac-12 team. Oregon will also lean on
the leadership of SR OH Taylor Borup, though she won't be
ready for the start of the season as she rehabs an injury.

DUCKS BOAST PLETHORA OF YOUNG TALENT
Outside of the Ducks' four returning veterans, the 2019
squad is loaded with talented, yet unproven, young players.
The rest of Oregon's roster consists of three redshirt
freshmen and seven true freshmen, giving the Ducks 10
players who have yet to play a point in an official NCAA
match. RFR S Kylie Robinson and RFR MB Karson
Bacon, two of UO's three highest-ranked recruits ever,
are poised to make an impact after redshirting in 2018, and
Oregon added RFR MB Abby Hansen from USC to the
mix in the middle as well. Oregon’s incoming freshman class
was ranked No. 7 in the nation and was led by three top-
30 recruits in FR OH Taylor Williams (No. 23), FR MB/
RS Morgan Lewis (No. 25) and FR L Georgia Murphy
(No. 27). Williams and Lewis will likely both see immediate
playing time, and Murphy is set to take over as the libero
with Brooke Nuneviller moving to outside hitter. FR OH Alex
Laita (No. 56) and FR S Elise Ferreira (No. 80) were also
top-100 recruits, and FR DS Bea Wetton brings depth and
stability in the back row. Oregon finalized its roster in early
August with the addition of FR OH Jade Sadeiko, a 6'3"
native of Estonia who will also be in the mix on the outside.

SIX PAC-12 TEAMS IN AVCA TOP 25

At No. 11 in the AVCA preseason coaches poll, the Ducks
are one of six Pac-12 teams ranked in the top 25 to open
the 2019 season. Defending NCAA champion Stanford was
the runaway pick as the preseason No. 1, receiving 62 of 64
first-place votes, with Oregon the next Pac-12 team. No.
13 Washington and No. 14 USC give the conference four
top-15 squads, and Washington State (No. 22) and Arizona
(No. 24) round out the poll. Three more Pac-12 teams -
Utah, UCLA and Colorado - also received top-25 votes.
The Ducks were in the top 25 for the entire 2018 season,
closing at No. 9 after their Elite Eight run.

OREGON SET FOR RIGOROUS 2019 SCHEDULE

The path back to the Elite Eight and beyond will not be
an easy one for the Ducks, who have 13 matches on their
schedule against teams ranked in the AVCA preseason
coaches poll, and four more against teams receiving votes.
Oregon will face a trio of top-15 teams after opening its
season this weekend, going to Pennsylvania to take on No.
12 Pittsburgh on Sept. 11 before playing No. 3 Minnesota
and No. 8 Penn State at the Pac-12/Big Ten Challenge on
Sept. 13-14. Oregon beat Minnesota twice in 2018, once
when the Gophers were ranked No. 1 and again in the epic
NCAA Sweet Sixteen showdown in Minneapolis.

STONE CHASING ALL-TIME RECORDS

SR MB Ronika Stone enters her senior season with
a chance to etch her name at the top of multiple all-time
lists. The all-American is currently tied for second in Oregon
history with 332 career block assists, just 57 behind all-
time leader Neticia Enesi (389, 2006-10). Stone also ranks
eighth all-time with 375 total blocks, sitting 167 blocks
behind all-time great Sue Harbour (542, 1981-85). The San
Jose, Calif., native is also going after Harbour's career attack
percentage record of .333 - Stone sits at a whopping .358
mark entering 2019 - and she is just 113 kills away from
reaching 1,000 in her career.

NUNEVILLER SHINES FOR USA WINT

SO OH/L Brooke Nuneviller enjoyed an eventful
summer following a tremendous freshman year with the
Ducks, playing libero for the USA Volleyball Women's
Junior National Team at the FIVB Women's U20 World
Championship in Mexico. Nuneviller helped the red, white
and blue to an eighth-place finish in her fourth straight
summer as part of the national team program. Nuneviller
played libero for Team USA before retuming to Eugene to
continue her transition to outside hitter as a sophomore. The
2018 AVCA Pacific North freshman of the year was one
of the nation's top rookies in 2018 as UO’s libero, ranking
third in Oregon single-season history in total digs (580) and
fourth in digs per set (4.92).

DUCKS MAKE LASTING MEMORIES ON EURO TOUR
Boasting a young squad with only four returning players
with collegiate match experience, the Ducks got the ultimate
bonding experience over the summer on an 11-day tour
throughout Europe. Oregon made stops in the Czech
Republic (Prague), Austria (Vienna), Slovenia (Maribor)
and ltaly (Venice and Milan) throughout the tour while
getting its young team invaluable match experience against
international squads. The Ducks went 5-1 on the trip,
including a hard-fought five-set win over the Switzerland
National Team to close out the tour, and made lasting
memories while seeing some of Europe’s top landmarks.

“LITTLE DUCK” READY FOR YEAR TWO

2019 will mark the second season on the Oregon volleyball
team for the Ducks’ “Little Duck,” nine-year old Danielle
Bixby, who joined the squad in August 2018 through
Team IMPACT. A mainstay at home matches and team
events, Bixby has been fighting a rare form of cancer called
Langerhans Cell Histiocytosis and last year finished her last
round of chemotherapy.

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2018 RECAP NOTES

HISTORIC 2018 SEASON ENDS IN ELITE EIGHT

The Ducks put together a historic season in 2018, going 23-
11 overall and making a magical run to the NCAA Elite Eight,
the program’s second-ever trip to a regional final. The Ducks
earned a host seed in the NCAA Tournament and opened the
postseason with a four-set win over a scrappy New Mexico
State team. With a trip to the Sweet Sixteen on the line,
UO pulled out a thrilling five-set victory over Baylor to punch
its ticket to Minneapolis. After dropping the opening set in
the Sweet Sixteen to No. 2 Minnesota, Oregon persevered
through one of the wildest sets in NCAA volleyball history,
winning 41-39 to even the match and steal the momentum.
The Ducks came out of intermission and dominated set
three, 25-14, before pulling out a 26-24 fourth set to win
the match and earn their spot in the Elite Eight, with Ronika
Stone putting down her career-high 20th kill to seal the
win. Oregon played close with No. 7 Nebraska in the first
two sets of the Elite Eight, but were unable to break through
as one of the most memorable season's in program history
came to an end one step short of the Final Four.

DUCKS MATCH BEST-EVER CONFERENCE FINISH
Playing in a loaded Pac-12 Conference, the Ducks went
13-7 in league action last season and finished tied for
second to match the program'’s best-ever conference finish.
Oregon won seven of its final 10 conference matches to
secure its host bid in the NCAA Tournament, including a
five-set comeback win against No. 19 Washington in
Seattle. Perhaps Oregon’s most dominant weekend of the
season came in early October, when the Ducks went to L.A.
and swept No. 17 UCLA and No. 12 USC without dropping
a set. In total, Oregon won eight matches against top-25
opponents, including a pair of wins over Minnesota. UO's
win over the No. 1 Gophers on Sept. 7 was the program's
first win over a top-ranked team since 2012.

PROGRAM-RECORD FIVE DUCKS EARN AVCA
ALL-AMERICA HONORS

Oregon's historic season resulted in a historic number of
postseason accolades as a program-record five Ducks
earned AVCA all-America recognition. Ronika Stone
led the way with second-team all-America honors after a
phenomenal junior season, and seniors August Raskie
and Lindsey Vander Weide both landed on the third
team. Willow Johnson and Brooke Nuneviller each
earned honorable mention honors to round out the group.
Nuneviller was also the AVCA Pacific North freshman of the
year while Stone and Vander Weide earned spots on the all-
region team and Raskie and Johnson joined Nuneviller with
all-region honorable mention accolades.

STONE, VANDER WEIDE NAMED ALL-PAC-12

2018 also saw the duo of Ronika Stone and Lindsey
Vander Weide earn a spot on the all-Pac-12 team for the
second straight year. Vander Weide capped her career with
her third all-Pac-12 honor, while Stone earned her second.
Brooke Nuneviller was named to the Pac-12 all-freshman
team and joined August Raskie and Willow Johnson
with all-Pac-12 honorable mention honors.

DUCKS AMONG NATION’S BEST

Oregon was among the nation’s top teams in 2018, and
the statistics back that up. The Ducks ranked fourth in
the country in assists per set (13.81), sixth in kills per set
(14.69) and 16th in attack percentage (.266), ranking only
behind Stanford in the Pac-12 in each category. Individually,
setter August Raskie was sixth in the nation and second in
the Pac-12 with 11.79 assists per set. Brooke Nuneviller
was also second in the conference with 4.92 digs per set,
Ronika Stone ranked sixth in both hitting percentage
(.342) and blocks per set (1.19), Sumeet Gill was eighth
in attack percentage (.336) and Lindsey Vander Weide
ranked 10th in points per set (4.04).

OREGON A TOP-25 STAPLE

After falling out of the top 25 in the final poll of 2017, the
Ducks were an AVCA top-25 team for all of the 2018 season.
The Ducks opened 2018 at No. 18 and reached as high as
No. 12 throughout the regular season. After its run to the
Elite Eight, Oregon closed 2018 at No. 9 in the final AVCA
poll. The Ducks are No. 11 in the 2019 preseason poll.

VANDER WEIDE LEAVES LASTING LEGACY

Outside hitter Lindsey Vander Weide closed out a
tremendous Oregon career with a great senior season in
2018, earning third-team all-America honors for the second
time in her career. Vander Weide closed her career ranking
fourth all-time in points (1,687.0), fifth in attack attempts
(3,985), sixth in kills (1,447), sixth in digs (1,242) and ninth
in service aces (108). The Turlock, Calif., native started and
played in all but one match throughout her four years as a six-
rotation player, and she became just the fifth Duck in program
history to have 1,000 kills and 1,000 digs in a career.

RASKIE SHINES AS A SENIOR

August Raskie took full advantage of her lone season as
the primary setter in a 5-1 offense last season as a senior,
receiving third-team all-America status while becoming one
of the nation's most dynamic setters. Raskie established
herself as perhaps the country's most aggresive setter with
148 total kills, paving the way for the Colorado Springs,
Colo., native to record the first two triple-doubles for Oregon
since 2001. Raskie racked up 41 assists, 11 digs and 10
kills on Oct. 12 against Colorado in front of her hometown
fans in Boulder for her first triple-double, and then shined
on the brightest stage with 60 assists, 11 digs and 10 kills
in a spectacular showing against Minnesota in the Sweet
Sixteen.

ULMER KEEPS DUCKS FLYING HIGH

Head coach Matt Ulmer continues to establish himself as
one of the game's top coaches after two seasons at the helm
of the Ducks. Ulmer has guided Oregon to the postseason
in each of his two seasons as head coach, including last
season’s epic run to the Elite Eight. Through two seasons,
Ulmer owns an overall record of 41-23, giving him the
most wins by a UO head coach in their first two seasons
since Chris Voelz won 52 in 1978-79 while playing almost
twice as many games. Ulmer has also been an ace recruiter
throughout his five years on staff with the Ducks, signing
three top-10 classes in the last four years.
