Nothing encapsulates the University of Oregon’s unparalleled mix of natural beauty and
cutting-edge modernity quite like the gameday experience at Autzen Stadium.

Located just north of campus, Autzen Stadium is reached by a short walk through groves of
maple and ash, oak and alder. After fans cross its namesake footbridge over the Willamette
River and follow a wooded path through Alton Baker Park, Autzen Stadium emerges - the
centerpiece of a U0 Athletics complex that includes PK Park, the Casanova Center, Papé Field,
the Moshofsky Center and the home of Oregon football, the Hatfield-Dowlin Complex.

Originally built in 1967, Autzen Stadium underwent an extensive expansion and upgrade
in 2002. That project enhanced the gameday experience for fans on the south side of the
stadium bowl, and the north side was itself upgraded in 2013. Most recently, prior to the
2020 season, the east end zone was remade to house one of the largest scoreboards in the
country, a massive video screen and upgraded sound system, all funded by private donations.

As fans crowd through the gates and to their seats prior to kickoff, a clear day yields a
magnificent view of the Cascade Range's Three Sisters to the east. Later, the sun will set
behind the west end zone, tucking itself behind the Coast Range, which lies between the
Willamette Valley and the Pacific Ocean. As everyone in attendance can attest, and in the
immortal words of longtime public-address announcer Don Essig, “it never rains in Autzen
Stadium.”

But it's the action between the lines that primarily commands the attention of Oregon fans.
Playing on a field named for former head coach Rich Brooks, the Oregon football team has
won eight conference titles since moving into Autzen Stadium. The Ducks are 19-7-1 against
in-state rival Oregon State in Autzen Stadium, and 16-11 against Washington in games played
there.

In the process, Oregon fans have come to be known as some of the loudest and most
passionate in the nation, providing a homefield advantage that's the envy of some schools
with much larger capacities. The noise level created by Duck fans was once measured at 127
decibels, louder than a jet airplane at takeoff, and akin to the volume of a jackhammer at
close range.

The Ducks have given fans much to celebrate over the years, moments that have become
legend. Terry Obee's endaround to beat Washington in 1988. Bill Musgrave to Vince Ferry for
a game-winning touchdown against UCLA in 1990. Joey Harrington directing fourth-quarter
comebacks against Arizona State in 1999, and Cal in 2000, and USC in 2001. Matthew Harper's
interception to clinch a win over the Trojans in 2007. Marcus Mariota to Josh Huff in the
waning minutes of the 2013 meeting with Oregon State.

And of course: Kenny Wheaton's gonna score! Kenny Wheaton's gonna score!
Plenty of other moments merit inclusion among those highlights. And there are plenty more

memories still to be made, in one of college football's most bucolic settings, the home of
Oregon football, Autzen Stadium.

2017, Oregon’s .940 home win percentage (47-3) ranks third nationally.

Oregon has gone undefeated at home in a single season in conference
play 14 times at Autzen Stadium, including in 2024 in the Ducks' first
season in the Big Ten Conference.
