1. USC Upstate is looking to avoid their first 0-5 start to a season since the 2015-16 men’s basketball season. The Spartans are
coming off a 72-69 loss to Georgia Southern on Saturday evening. The loss dropped the Spartans to 0-2 all-time against the

Eagles of Georgia Southern.

2. Four Spartans reached the double-digit point threshold against Georgia Southern on Saturday evening. Bryson Mozone
(North Augusta, S.C.) led the Spartan offense for the second time this season with 13-points, Dalvin White (Norcross, Ga.) and
Everette Hammond (Silver Springs, Md.) each contributed 11-points in the loss. Sophomore forward Khydarius Smith (Fort

Mill, S.C.) recorded 10-points off the bench.

3. Sophomores Khydarius Smith and Mysta Goodloe (Winston-Salem, N.C.) have both been playing well over the last two
games. Smith scored a career high 10-points and recorded a career best four blocks against Georgia Southern. Goodloe, mean-

while, tied his career high in points (8) and went a career best 2-for-3 beyond the arch against Georgia Southern.

. Tommy Bruner is just 2-points away from 500 career points, the sophomore is currently averaging 14 points per game for his

career. Everette Hammond is now 249-points away from joining the 1,000 point club.

5. In two games this season Winthrop has gone 2-0 with wins over UNC Greensboro and Little Rock. Both games took place in
Louisville, KY at the KFC Yum! Center. This will be the Eagles first true road game of the season.

Winthrop University is a public university located in Rock Hill, S.C. and

was founded in 1886.

The Eagles are 2-0 this season in neutral site competitions against UNC
Greensboro and the University of Arkansas at Little Rock. Chandler
Vaudrin and D.J. Burns Jr. currently lead the team with 12.5 points each,
while Adonis Arms and Charles Falden are both contributing dou-
ble-figures in the scoring column as well. Vaudrin, leads the team with
15 assists on the season, while Arms leads the team with 10 defensive
rebounds off the bench.

Winthrop is the defending Big South Tournament Champion and was
picked to finish first in the 2020-21 Big South Preseason Poll. Chandler
Vaudrin and D.]. Burns Jr. were both selected as Preseason First Team
All-Big South honorees.

Against Winthrop
This is the 21st All-Time meeting between USC Upstate and Winthrop.

The series dates back to January 18, 1979, when Winthrop won the
first meeting in Rock Hill 69-66 over the Spartans. Winthrop holds the
overall series lead 12-8 and the Eagles are 6-4 against the Spartans in
Spartanburg, S.C.

Since the 2009-2010 basketball season, Winthrop has won eight straight
in the series, including a trio of wins a season ago against the Spartans.
The last time these two squads met, Winthrop walked away with a
106-70 victory over the Spartans in the Quarterfinals of the Big South
Tournament in Radford, Va.

Although the Spartans last win in the series came on February 20, 1984,
USC Upstate played the Eagles close in an 90-82 loss inside the G.B.
Hodge Center a season ago. That night the Spartans made a school
record 16 three-point field goals against Winthrop. A win this weekend
would give the Spartans their first home win against Winthrop since
January 25, 1984.

Spartan Trio lead Upstate in points against Eastern Kentucky

A trio of Spartans recorded double-figure outings against Eastern
Kentucky on Wednesday evening. Sophomore guard Tommy Bruner
scored 19-points off the bench, with 10 of his 19 points coming
from the free throw line. Everette Hammond contributed 13-points
and tied for the team lead with 7 rebounds. Bryson Mozone added

a 10-point and 6 rebound effort in the loss, while Mysta Goodloe
scored a career high 8-points.

Free Throws Galore

USC Upstate has made it a point to get to the line against Eastern
Kentucky over their past two meetings, the Spartans have made 57
free throws against the Colonels dating back to last season.

Career Outings by Jernigan and Smith
Sophomores Cartier Jernigan (Charlotte, N.C.) and Khydarius

Smith (Fort Mill, S.C.) both set career bests against the Paladins on
Saturday afternoon. Jernigan scored a career high 12-points off the
bench and connected on a career best 4-3pt attempts. Smith mean-
while stayed perfect from the field on Saturday as he tied his career
high with 8-points in the contest. Junior center Nevin Zink (New-
town, Conn.) was a rebound shy of a double-double, finishing with
12-points and 9 rebounds.

Stunner at Home

For the first time in the Division-I era the Spartans lost to a Division
IT team when they fell to Southern Wesleyan in the home opener. The
Warriors win against the Spartans marked their first victory inside
the G.B. Hodge Center since the 1997 season.

Home Openers
USC Upstate is 4-1 in home openers dating back to the 2015-16

season and the Spartans will look to make it five in a row on Wednes-
day afternoon. The last time the Spartans opened at home against a
Division II opponent was during the 2016-17 campaign, when they
beat Mars Hill 91-66 on opening night.

Palmore Named Acting Game Day Coach

Due to COVID-19 concerns USC Upstate head coach Dave Dicker-
son will not attend games or practice in person this season. Upstate
assistant coach Stacey Palmore will be acting head coach at both
practice and games this season.

USC Upstate Slated 5th in BSC Preseason Poll

The Big South coaches selected USC Upstate to finish in 5th place
in this year’s preseason poll. This is the highest preseason ranking
for the Spartans since the 2017 ASUN poll, when USC Upstate was
slated to finish 4th.

Bruner and Hammond Named All-Conference

For the first time since 2013, USC Upstate has two players named to
the Preseason All-Conference team. Everette Hammond and Tommy
Bruner were the top two scorers for the Spartans from a season ago.
In 2013, Torrey Craig, Ricardo Glenn and Ty Greene were all named
to the ASUN Preseason Conference Team.

Spartan Notes

Freshmen All-America

Tommy Bruner became the first Spartan since Ty
Greene (2012) to be named to the College Insider Kyle
Macy Freshmen All-American Team. Bruner joined
Winthrop forward D.]. Burns as the only players in
either the Big South Conference or the state of South
Carolina to earn the recognition. Bruner earned a spot
on the All-Big South Freshman team after he finished
with a Division I school era freshman record of 461
points. The publication also named Bruner National
Player of the Week (2/2/2020).

Avoiding the Sophomore Slump

Everette Hammond had a breakout season for the
Spartans. Hammond led the team in scoring (478 pts),
defensive rebounds (123), steals (39) and he led the Big
South in free throw percentage (.831).

Joining the Club

USC Upstate sophomore guard Everette Hammond

is nearing the 1,000 point mark in his career. The
Maryland native currently has 710 career points and is
on pace to become the 24th member of the 1,000 point
club. Malik Moore was the last Spartan to join the
1,000 point club during the 2018-19 season.

Stepping UP into Supporting Roles
Nevin Zink, Bryson Mozone and Dalvin White all

played pivotal roles for the Spartans a season ago. Zink
has started 60 consecutive games and led the team
with a trio of double-doubles a season ago. Zink also
led the team in total rebounds (154) and blocked shots
(22). Mozone led the team in 3pt-field goals made (62)
and finished third in the Big South with 8.8 points off
the bench. White protected the ball last season and
finished second in the league in assists to turnover
ratio (2.9). Brandon Martin, Cartier Jernigan, Mysta
Goodloe, Khydarius Smith, Jatayveous Watson and
Josh Aldrich all provide depth and experience to a
growing team.

Young Guns
USC Upstate is one of the youngest teams in the

nation with over 95% of their statistics coming from
underclassmen. This season the Spartans join Auburn,
Belmont, Colorado State, Florida, Memphis, Rice, St.
Bonaventure and Tulane as programs without a senior
on the roster.

DAVE DICKERSON

Head Coach « 3rd Season at USC Upstate « Maryland, 1990

Dave Dickerson is in his third season as the head men’s basketball coach at USC Upstate.

Dickerson was introduced as the program’s tenth head coach during a press conference on April 5, 2018 at the G.B.
Hodge Center.

A native of Olar, S.C., Dickerson has over 20 years of college coaching experience with stops at Gardner-Webb, James
Madison, Radford, Maryland, Tulane and Ohio State. He was hired at USC Upstate after spending one year as a scout
for the NBA’s Utah Jazz.

In just his second season at USC Upstate, Dickerson guided the Spartans to a double-digit win season and a birth in
the Big South Quarterfinals. The Spartans Big South Tournament First Round victory over High Point was the pro-
grams first postseason win in five years. Under the guidance of Dickerson, freshman guard Tommy Bruner became
the first Freshman All-American at Upstate since the 2012 season.

Dickerson spent seven seasons on the coaching staff for Thad Matta at Ohio State from 2010-16, serving as the asso-
ciate head coach for the last six. In those seven years on the sidelines for the Buckeyes, Dickerson was a part of 181
victories, two Big 10 Regular Season titles, three Big Ten Tournament title game appearances, three Sweet 16 appear-
ances, an Elite Eight run in 2013 and the 2012 Final Four. Ohio State participated in NCAA Tournament play in five
of his seven seasons.

Dickerson spent five years as head coach at Tulane prior to being hired at Ohio State. He compiled a 68-84 record,
31-47 in Conference USA, after inheriting a Green Wave basketball program that had registered just one winning
season during the five years prior to his arrival. He guided the Green Wave to back-to-back winning seasons in 2006-
07 and 2007-08, a feat that had not been achieved in the 11 previous years. To start his tenure, he led Tulane to four
consecutive opening-round wins in the Conference USA Tournament.

Prior to being named head coach for the Green Wave, Dickerson served as assistant coach at Maryland, his alma
mater, under head coach Gary Williams for nine years. In 2004-05, Dickerson was elevated to associate head coach.
He helped the Terrapins to nine consecutive postseason appearances, including five Sweet 16s, two Final Fours and
the program’s first-ever National Championship in 2002. Maryland also enjoyed eight 20-win seasons during his ten-
ure. Serving as the lead recruiter for the Terrapins, Dickerson recruited and coached two NBA lottery picks — Steve
Francis (1999) and Chris Wilcox (2002) - and four overall first round picks in Keith Booth (1997), Francis, Wilcox

and Juan Dixon (2002).



After leaving James Madison, Dickerson was on the coaching staff at Radford for four seasons as an assistant coach.
The recruiting classes he helped assemble were ranked among the nation’s best. The 1994 season saw the Highlanders
compile a 20-8 record and a school-record winning percentage of 71.4. Radford also gained national acclaim and
became one of the Big South’s most successful programs during his tenure. Radford defeated LSU, 73-72, on Dec. 30,
1993, to gain the biggest victory in school history.

Soon after graduating from college, Dickerson began his coaching career at Gardner-Webb for one season. He then
joined former head coach Lefty Driesell at James Madison for a 1992 season that culminated in a bid to the NIT.

Coaching accolades for Dickerson throughout his coaching career include AFLAC Assistant Coach of the Year in
2003, the ACC’s No. 1 Assistant Coach as named by Basketball News (2003-04), Athlon Sports’ No. 4 Assistant Coach
in the nation (2003-04) and an “Assistant Coach on the Rise” as tabbed by ESPN’s Andy Katz. He was the National
Association of Basketball Coaches District 8 Coach of the Year in 2007-08.

Dickerson played forward at Maryland from 1986-89 and earned four varsity letters. He was co-captain as a senior
in 1989. Dickerson saw action in the 1986 and 1988 NCAA Tournaments and was a member of three teams that
advanced to the ACC Tournament semifinals. The Terps won 19 games his freshman year and 18 during his junior
season. Dickerson was a starter on the 1989 team that became the first No. 8 seed to defeat a No. 1 seed in the ACC
Tournament when the Terps knocked off N.C. State.

He graduated from Maryland in 1990 with a bachelor’s degree in government and politics.

Dickerson and his wife, Laurette, have one son, Dave III.
