* No. 16 USC CLOSES REGULAR SEASON AT RIVAL UCLA -

e Winner Takes Second In The Pac-12 Regular Season Standings °

TONIGHT’S GAME -- The No. 16 USC Trojans (25-5, 14-5) will play at the No. 17 UCLA
Bruins (22-6, 14-5) at Pauley Pavilion in Westwood, Calif. on March 5 at 7 p.m. The game will
air on ESPN with Roxy Bernstein and Bill Walton calling the action and Molly McGrath providing
insightful courtside commentary. USC’s 25 wins are a regular season school record. The most
wins in school history (including postseason) is 26 set in the 2016-17 season (26-10). USC'’s
83.3 winning percentage currently is the Trojans’ best since going 24-2 (92.3 winning percentage)
in the 1970-71 season. USC is 8-2 in its last 10 games, both setbacks coming against Arizona.

WINNING WAYS -- USC has won a school-record 72 games over the last three seasons (22
in 2020, 25 in 2021 and 25 in 2022). The previous school record for wins in three consecutive
seasons was 71 (2016-18). The three consecutive seasons of 20+ wins also equals the school
record for most consecutive 20-win seasons set from 2016-18.

FACING No. 17 UCLA -- No. 17 UCLA (22-6, 14-5) is coming off a 77-66 win at Washington
on Feb. 28. UCLA is led in scoring by Johnny Juzang at 17.0 points per game. The Trojans
defeated the Bruins 67-64 at the Galen Center on Feb. 12 to run its winning streak to five against
UCLA, its longest such streak since winning 42 straight from 1932-43. UCLA has won 5 of its last
6 games since falling at USC. USC trails 114-143 in the all-time series (1 win in 2008 vacated
due to NCAA penalty, original record 115-143).

IT USUALLY STARTS WITH DEFENSE -- Despite allowing Arizona to make 55.6 percent
of its field goals on March 1, the highest percentage by a Trojan opponent since 2019, USC
has held 20 of its 30 opponents to under 40 percent shooting this season. USC is holding the
opposition to a 38.7 shooting percentage, 14th in the country (6th entering the Arizona game).
USC held its first 12 opponents under 40 percent shooting in each game and to a combined
35.2 shooting percentage, which was second in the country. The Trojans were the first team in
the last 15 seasons to hold its first 12 opponents to under 40 percent shooting in each game.

USC FALLS TO ARIZONA BEFORE A SELLOUT CROWD -- In its first game hosting a
team ranked as high as No. 2 since 2014, the No. 16 Trojans came up short in a 91-71 loss to
No. 2 Arizona at the Galen Center on March 1. USC fell behind 21-8 seven minutes into the
game and got no closer than 9 points the rest of the game. USC never led in the game and
suffered its worst loss of the season and worst against Arizona since 2015. Arizona efficiently
dissected the USC defense, taking a 51-27 lead into halftime and a 30-point margin 5 minutes
into the second half. The Wildcats made a USC opponent high 55.6 percent ot their shots, while
USC made 39.7 percent of its shots. The Arizona shooting percentage was the highest by a
USC opponent since Oregon made 55.8 percent of its shots on Jan. 13, 2019. Max Agbonkpolo
led USC with 14 points. USC'’s three leading scorers entering the game Isaiah Mobley, Drew
Peterson and Boogie Ellis combined to make 8 of 34 shots (23.5 percent). Arizona made 12 of
25 3-pointers (48 percent), while USC was 4 of 18 from beyond the arc (22.2 percent). Bennedict
Mathurin led Arizona with 19 points. USC had its second sellout of the season and set a Galen
Center record for student attendance of 2,960. USC outscored Arizona 44-40 in the second half..

GOODWIN EYES THE TOP OF THE HILL -- USC forward Chevez Goodwin has played
in 168 career games, second all-time among NCAA Division | players behind Jordan Bohanon
of lowa who has played in 172 through March 3. The NCAA record for games played entering
this season was 157 by David Lighty of Ohio State (2007-11). Goodwin has played in 63 games
as a member of the Trojans’ program.

THE TOASTS OF THE COASTS AND NCAA - When USC defeated Pacific 74-68 on Feb.
8 it completed an undefeated nonconference slate of 11-0. USC was also undefeated during
the 2016-17 nonconference schedule. Only USC and Villanova (2016-17 and 2017-18) have
posted two perfect nonconference seasons of 10 or more wins in the last six years.

PAC-12 TOURNAMENT ON DECK -- USC’s next game will be at the Pac-12 Tournament
on March 10 at T-Mobile Arena in Las Vegas, Nev. If USC is the No. 2 seed it will play the winner
of the No. 7/No. 10 game at 6 p.m. If USC is the No. 3 seed, it will play the winner of the No.
6/No. 11 game at 8:30 p.m.. USC is *19-20 all-time at the Pac-12 Tournament (1 win vacated
in 2008, original record 20-20). USC went’ 1-1 at the 2021 Pac-12 Tournament, defeating Utah
91-85 in 2 OT before falling to Colorado, 72-70, on a tip-in at the buzzer.

LEADERS OF THE PAC -- USC is tied for the conference lead in wins among Pac-12 teams
for the past five seasons (since the 2017-18 season) through games of March 3. USC is 60-33
in conference games during that stretch as is Arizona at 60-33, while UCLA is 59-33, Oregon is
58-33 and Colorado is 53-40.

TROJAN TIDBITS:

ALL ABOUT ENFIELD -- Andy Enfield, 52, a proven winner as a player, assistant coach and head coach,
was named the USC men’s basketball head coach on April 1, 2013 and has quickly brought success to the
Trojans’ basketball program. Results came immediately with the Trojans setting the school single-season
win record and the most wins in program history over a two-year, three-year, four-year, five-year and six-
year period. USC has won 134 games over the last six seasons which is the third-most wins in the Pac-12
and tied for the 15th-most wins in the nation among power conferences during that time. USC has had one
of the top two records in the Pac-12 three of the last four seasons (24-12 in 2018, 22-9 in 2020 and 25-8 in
2021). He guided the Trojans into the postseason in three consecutive seasons (2016-18), the first time for
USC since 2007-09, all while his athletes have set the program’s top team GPAs for the Spring, Fall and
Summer sessions. Enfield has brought in seven consecutive Top 30 recruiting classes, with the 2021 class
ranking No. 12. Over the last three seasons, USC has had a player selected in the first round of each of
the last three NBA Drafts (Kevin Porter Jr. in 2019, Onyeka Okongwu in 2020 & Evan Mobley in 2021), one
of only four schools (USC, Florida State, Kentucky & North Carolina). Enfield now has an 182-115 record
in his nine seasons as the USC head coach (4th-most wins in school history) and is 223-143 in 11 seasons
as a head coach. The 2019-20 Trojans went 22-9, finished tied for 3rd in the Pac-12 and were getting better
as the season was cancelled due to COVID-19. USC won three straight and five of its last seven to closeout
the season. The Trojans led Pac-12 teams in defensive field goal percentage and points per game allowed in
Conference play. The 2018-19 Trojans were bitten by the injury bug beginning late in the summer and only
had as many as 10 scholarship players available for preseason practice four of the 30 sessions. Ultimately
USC players missed 54 games due to injury and finished with a 16-17 record after falling to regular season
champion Washington 78-75 in the quarterfinals of the Pac-12 Tournament. Enfield guided the 2017-18
Trojans to a 24-12 record and to a second place finish in the Pac-12, its highest conference finish since tying
for second in 2002 and its first outright second-place finish since 1992. USC reached the Pac-12 Tournament
final for the first time since winning itin 2009. USC set school records with 296 three-pointers made, 1022 FG
made and 569 assists. The Trojans also scored the second-most points by a USC team in history (2,798).
The Trojans accomplished all of this and achieved a No. 10 ranking in the preseason, its highest since the
1974-75 season, despite 40 percent of its projected starting lineup missing much of the season. USC went
26-10 in the 2016-17 season to set the school record for wins in a season, was in the top 25 rankings for five
weeks with a high of No. 22 and won two NCAA Tournament games. The Trojans won their first 14 games
which was tied for the fourth-longest winning streak in school history and was the best USC start since the
1971 season. The 13-0 mark in nonconference regular season action was just the sixth time in school history
USC had gone undefeated in the nonconference slate. USC defeated Providence in a 2017 First Four game
for its first NCAA Tournament win since the 2009 season, then defeated No. 11 SMU before falling 82-78 to
No. 12 Baylor, one win away from a Sweet 16 berth. USC won consecutive NCAA Tournament games for the
first time since also winning two straight in the 2007 Tourney. After bringing in his recruits and establishing
his system during the first two seasons, his Trojans took a big leap forward in the 2015-16 season. USC
went 21-13 and advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since 2011. The Trojans had an 8.0
game improvement from the 2014-15 season which was tops among the Power 5 conference teams. They
matched a school record with four 100-point games in a season, after not having broken the century mark
since 2002. USC went 12-20 during the 2014-15 campaign, with impressive wins at New Mexico and Boston
College, as well a Pac-12 Tournament first-round upset win over Arizona State. USC went 11-21 in his first
season, but Enfield developed freshmen Nikola Jovanovic and Julian Jacobs into impact Pac-12 players,
Jacobs ultimately becoming an All-Conference player. Enfield captivated the nation during the 2013 season
as the head coach at Florida Gulf Coast University as he guided the first No. 15 seed into the NCAA Sweet
16 with impressive wins over No. 2 seed Georgetown and No. 7 seed San Diego State and introduced the
world to “Dunk City,” the nickname for FGCUs high-flying and high-speed offense which often ended with
thunderous dunks. In Enfield’s two-year run at FGCU, the Eagles won 41 games, advanced to the A-Sun
Championship game both seasons - its first two playing at the Division | level. FGCU had a 41-28 record in
his two seasons as head coach (2011-12, 2012-13), equaling the win total of the program the previous four
seasons. Prior to FGCU, Enfield spent the previous five seasons (2007-11) as an assistant coach at Florida
State, helping the Seminoles to three consecutive NCAA Tournaments, including the Sweet 16 in 2011. FSU
posted four 20-win seasons during his time on the staff and won 31 ACC games, the second-most in the
conference behind Duke. In 2011 and 2012, FSU became the first program since Georgetown (1991-92)
to lead the nation in defensive field goal percentage two straight seasons. He began his coaching career in
the NBA, serving as the shooting coach for Milwaukee (1995, 1996). Then he was an assistant coach with
Boston for two seasons (1999, 2000). Enfield played four seasons (1988-91) at Johns Hopkins, scoring a
program-record 2,025 points. He also set the NCAA all-divisions career free throw percentage record of 92.5
percent, making 431-0f-466 free throws. He was inducted into the school’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 2001.

TROJANS ON THE RADIO -- USC’s radio flagship station will be AM 790 KABC with Jordan Moore
calling the action. The USC graduate is in his seventh season of working on USC basketball broadcasts,
his fourth season as the play-by-play announcer.

PAC-12 PREDICTIONS -- USC was picked to finisth 3rd in the 2021-22 Pac-12 preseason poll by league
media. The rest of the predictions went as follows: 1.) UCLA (404), 2.) Oregon (373), 3.) USC (320), 4.)
Arizona & Oregon St. (245), 6.) Colorado (235), 7.) Arizona St. (224), 8.) Washington St. (221), 9.) Stanford
(151), 10.) Utah (105), 11.) Washington (85) and 12.) California (44). USC was picked to finish 6th in 2020-
21 and finished 2nd, percentage points behind Oregon.

A HISTORY OF WINNING -- USC has compiled a record of 1,672-1,228" in its 116 years of intercol-
legiate basketball competition. USC has had a .500 or better record in 82 of the first 116 seasons.

THE GALEN ADVANTAGE -- USC is 188-76 in 16 seasons at the Galen Center since it opened on Nov.
16, 2006. USC is also 96-22 in nonconference games at the Galen Center. USC is 57-8 in home noncon-
ference games with Enfield as the head coach, including 45-5 in its last 50 regular season nonconference
home games.

OUT IN THE COMMUNITY -- The USC men’s basketball team tries to be a conscientious member of
the community and has routinely had youth groups or schools visit practice or ventured out into the com-
munity for an event over the last several years. One of their biggest involvements the past several years
has been with the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society’s Light the Night Walk.

RANKINGS ROUNDUP -- USC is ranked No. 16 in the AP Poll this week. USC was ranked as high as No. 5 on Jan. 10, its highest regular
season ranking since also being ranked No. 5 on Dec. 30, 1974.

KING OF THE ROAD - With its win at Oregon on Feb. 26, USC is 9-2 on the road with wins at Temple, FGCU, WSU, California, Colorado,
Utah, ASU, OSU & Oregon. USC’s nine true road wins are tied for the most by any power conference team with Wisconsin (9-2), Arizona (9-3),
Duke (9-2) and Miami (9-2) through games of March 3. USC was 7-3 in road games last season.

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN STREAK SNAPPED -- With USC'’s 75-69 loss at Stanford on Jan. 11, the Trojans suffered their first loss to a
team from the state of California since Feb. 28, 2019 (1,047 days). USC had won 20 consecutive games against teams from California.

MOBLEY DIALING LONG DISTANCE -- Isaiah Mobley has made 40 three-pointers this season and has a 37.7 shooting percentage from
beyond the arc (40-for-106). For his career, he has made 37.6 percent from three-point range (65-for-173). Mobley found his long-distance
stroke late last season, making 10 of 15 three-pointers in USC'’s final six games. In his first 57 college games, Mobley made a total of 15 three-
pointers (15-for-52, 28.8 percent), while he has made 50 in his last 33 games (50-for-121, 41.3 percent). Mobley had gone 0-for-8 from beyond
the arc after injuring his nose during the 2nd half at Arizona on Feb. 5-Feb. 24 at OSU, before going 3-for-6 from 3-point range the last two games.

THE FAST START -- USC’s 13-0 start to the 2021-22 season tied for the fourth-best start by the Trojans in school history (also in 1940).
USC’s best start of a season was 17-0 in 1910, followed by 16-0 in 1971 and the 14-0 start to the 2017 season. USC’s 3-0 start in Pac-12 play
before losing was its best since beginning the 2002 conference season at 5-0.

STREAKS - USC'’s 13-game winning streak before losing on Jan. 11 at Stanford tied for the 6th longest in school history.

CHEVEZ THE CERTIFIED BUCKET GETTER -- USC forward Chevez Goodwin scored 12 points at Cal on Jan. 8 to give him 1,000
career points scored exactly. He had his second double-double of the season with 20 points and 12 rebounds vs. Oregon State on Jan. 13.
He picked up his third double-double with 14 points and a career-high 18 rebounds at Colorado on Jan. 20. His 18 rebounds were the most
by a Trojan since Nick Rakocevic also had 18 on Nov. 11, 2018 vs. Vanderbilt. His rebound total also set a CU Events Center record by a
Pac-12 opponent. Goodwin now has scored 531 of his points as a Trojan, with 566 coming while playing for Wofford and 79 at Charleston.

THE MAGIC MARK -- With its 70-69 win at Oregon on Feb. 26, USC is now 19-1 this season and 109-6 in its last 115 games when hold
the opposition to under 70 points, dating back to Feb. 28, 2015. USC’s 64-61 loss to Stanford on Jan. 27 was its first this season when holding
the opposition under 70 points and the first time since Jan. 19, 2021 at Oregon State (25 consecutive wins). USC has held 44 of its last 64
opponents to under 70 points dating back to the 2019-20 season.

BALANCED PRODUCTION -- USC currently has four players averaging in double figures in scoring, led by Isaiah Mobley (14.4), Drew
Peterson (12.4), Boogie Ellis (12.23) and Chevez Goodwin (11.5). In addition, seven players are averaging at least 4.3 points and 10 are
scoring at least 3.0 points per game. There are four different Trojans with at least 65 assists, nine with at least 11 steals and five with at least
15 blocks. In 11 of its 30 games, USC has had 4 or more players score in double figures.

PETERSON FILLING UP THE STAT SHEET -- Guard Drew Peterson leads USC with 100 assists and in minutes played (980), is second
in FTs made with 70, is third on the team in blocks (25), and in rebounds per game (6.3). In the last 6 games has scored 111 points (18.5 ppg),
grabbed 44 rebounds (7.3 rpg) and has 22 assists (3.7 apg).

ELLIS HAVING AN IMPACT -- Memphis transfer Boogie Ellis has been one of USC’s top two scorers in 15 of the 29 games he has played
this season, currently averaging 12.2 points per game. Ellis leads the Trojans in three-pointers made (45), is third in assists (74), is third in
minutes played (871), and leads the team with 26 steals. The junior guard has started 29 of USC’s 30 games this season for USC and has
scored at least 14 points in 14 of them. Ellis averaged 10.2 points per game and was the AAC co-Sixth Man of the Year last season at Memphis.

ENFIELD INDUCTED INTO THE FGCU HALL OF FAME - Andy Enfield and his 2012-13 Florida Gulf Coast basketball team were
inducted into the FGCU Athletics Hall of Fame on Nov. 15, as part of its first-ever class.

THE STRENGTH OF THREE -- A cord of three strands is not easily broken and a USC team with three players scoring 10 or more points
is not easily defeated. The 2020-21 Trojans went 22-1 when they had at least three players scoring in double figures, only losing when three
or more scored 10 or more points in the final game of the season vs. Gonzaga in the NCAA Tournament. USC is 21-3 this season when it
has three or more players registering double digits in points. USC had a season-low one person reach double figures at Arizona on Feb. 5.

CHEVEZ GETS OFFENSIVE ON THE BOARDS -- Nine of Chevez Goodwin’s 12 rebounds vs. Oregon State on Jan. 13 were on the
offensive end of the court. His nine offensive boards were the most by a Trojan in a game since Taj Gibson grabbed 10 on Nov. 2008 vs. Seton
Hall. The last time USC had a player register more offensive rebounds in a Pac-12 game was when Nick Young had 10 vs. Oregon State on
Feb. 25, 2006.

FORWARD MOBLEY WORTH WATCHING - USC forward Isaiah Mobley was named to a variety of preseason watch lists, being named
to the John R. Wooden Award list for the Most Outstanding Player, the Naismith Trophy watch list for Division | Player of the Year, the Lute
Olson Award watch list for National Player of the Year and the Karl Malone Power Forward of the Year Award. In January he was announced
as being on the midseason watch list for the Lute Olson Award and the late-season watch list for the John R. Wooden Award. He was named
a Karl Malone top 10 finalist on Feb. 3.

THE WINNING WAYS -- Since the beginning of the 2016 season, USC has picked up 159 victories, are 13th-most by any team in the six
Power basketball conferences over that period (ACC, Big 12, Big East, Big Ten, Pac-12 & SEC). The last three seasons, USC’s 72 total wins
are third-most among all six basketball power conference teams through games of March 3.

TROJANS HOPE TO SOAR TO NEW HEIGHTS -- USC hopes that height translates into success as seven players on the 2021-22 roster
are 6-9 or taller. According to KenPom.com, USC'’s roster ranks as the fourth-tallest, behind Florida State, Arizona and Stanford.

TROJANS AFTER DARK - USC is scheduled to play 12 of its 31 regular seasons games at 8 p.m. or later during the 2021-22 season.

TROJANS’ 2022 RECRUITING CLASS PROJECTED NO. 5 - USC men’s basketball has signed center Vincent Iwuchukwu and forward
Kijani Wright to National Letters of Intent (NLIs) it was announced by head coach Andy Enfield on Nov. 10. USC’s announced signings are part
of a 2022 recruiting class projected No. 5 overall by 247Sports.com. Wright was named a McDonald’s All-American in January. Itis the eighth
consecutive USC recruiting class ranked inside the top 30 and its fifth class inside the top 20. lwuchukwu is a 7-0, 225-pound center from Mont-
verde Academy in Florida and he is ranked as the No. 11 recruit by ESPN.com and is a consensus five-star, top-15 national recruit in the Class
of 2022 by all major scouting services. The native of Imo State, Nigeria is, USC’s fourth five-star bigman in the last four recruiting classes. He
attends Montverde Academy where he is the starting center for one of the top five high school powerhouse programs in the country. Wright is
a 6-9, 235-pound starting forward at high school powerhouse Sierra Canyon School in Chatsworth, Calif. He played his first three seasons of
scholastic basketball at Windward School in Los Angeles. The four-star recruit is one of the top high school rebounders in the country and is
ranked No. 37 by ESPN.com and No. 38 by 247Sports.com. Wright is a member of the USA Basketball develpment systems and started all six
games for the 2019 USA U16 National Team that went undefeated and won a gold medal in Belem, Brazil.

PAC-12 PRESEASON RECOGNITION - Isaiah Mobley was named to the 2021-22 Pac-12 preseason first team and Boogie Ellis was
named to the conference’s second team.

ENFIELD NAMED 2021 PAC-12 COACH OF THE YEAR -- USC head coach Andy Enfield was named the 2021 John R. Wooden Pac-
12 Coach of the Year recipient as he guided the Trojans to a 22-7 regular season record and second place in the Pac-12 with a 15-5 record,
percentage points behind Oregon (14-4). USC finished 25-8 and its 25 victories were the most by a Pac-12 team and only six Division | teams
won more games. Enfield guided the Trojans to a 157-110 record in his first eight seasons as USC’s head coach, the fourth most wins in school
history. Enfield is the first USC head coach to be named the conference’s Coach of the Year since George Raveling in 1992. USC'’s other Con-
ference Coach of the Year winners were Stan Morrison in 1985 and Bob Boyd in 1979.

STAFF CHANGES -- Chris Capko was elevated to associate head coach during the summer and Jay Morris was added to the staff as an
assistant coach, following three seasons at San Diego State. Former associate head coach Jason Hart was hired to coach the NBA Ignite in
the G-League.

2020-21 RECAP -- USC went 25-8 during the 2020-21 season and advanced to the NCAA Tournament Elite Eight before falling to champion-
ship finalist and then undefeated Gonzaga. It was USC'’s fourth Elite Eight run and first since 2001 and its No. 6 seed in the Tournament was
its highest since being the same in 2008. The Trojans also went 15-5 in Pac-12 play to finish second, percentage points behind Oregon (14-4)
who it defeated in the regular season and in the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16. USC was ranked No. 9 in the final Coaches Poll of the season,
its highest final ranking ever.

USC’s NBA DRAFT SUCCESS CONTINUES -- Evan Mobley was selected No. 3 overall by the Cleveland Cavaliers in the 2021 NBA
Draft. He became the fifth Trojan ever selected in the top 10 of the draft. Only USC and Florida State have had a player taken in the top 10
in each of the last two NBA Drafts and only USC, FSU, Kentucky and North Carolina have had at least one first-round selection in each of the
last three NBA Drafts. USC currently has 10 players on 2021-22 NBA rosters.

Boogie Ellis scored 17 points on 8-0f-14 shoot-
ing as No. 24 USC men’s basketball cruised
over Saint Joseph’s, 70-55, in the semifinal
round of the Paycom Wooden Legacy in Ana-
heim on Thanksgiving Day. Joshua Morgan
scored a USC career-high 13 points off the
bench in his second year with the Trojans. The
USC bench combined for 28 points. Chevez
Goodwin had 10 points and eight rebounds.
Isaiah Mobley grabbed a game-high 10 boards.
The Trojans’ win marks a 5-0 for the second
straight season. Despite making just four
3-pointers, USC'’s size bothered Saint Joseph’s

Chevez Goodwin completed a three-point play
with 16 seconds left to lead No. 20 USC to a
hard-fought 63-61 win at Washington State in
its Pac-12 road opener. There were 7 lead
changes and 7 ties in the game. After an Isa-
iah Mobley 3-pointer tied the game at 54 with
just over 4 minutes remaining, the Trojans and
Cougars traded 2-point baskets until a Drew
Peterson turnaround jumper put USC up 60-58
with 51 seconds remaining. WSU’s TJ Bamba
then hit a 3-pointer with 35 seconds left for a
61-60 lead, setting up Goodwin’s heroics. Max
Agbonkpolo blocked Noah Williams’ shot with
6 seconds remaining, then after a missed FT
by Josh Morgan, Williams well-defended forced
shot at the buzzer fell short and USC improved
to 8-0, its 11th consecutve win against WSU.
Goodwin led USC with 14 points and Peterson
added 13. USC trailed 32-30 at the break, its
first time all season behind at halftime. Good-
win scored the first 7 points of the second half
to give the Trojans the lead after trailing by as
many as 7 points in the first half. USC actually
had a 12-0 scoring run from the final minute of
the first half to the first 3 minutes of the second
half to open up a 39-32 lead, after trailing for
all by 32 seconds of the first half. USC made
50 percent of its shots, while holding WSU to
37.9 percent shooting.

Isaiah Mobley had career highs in points (23)
and 3-pointers (5) as No. 16 USC remained
perfect with an 80-68 win over Eastern
Kentucky on Dec. 7. Mobley reached his
milestones while scoring efficiently, shooting

Isaiah Mobley scored 19 and Drew Peterson 17
as USC extended its season-opening winning
streak to 13 and ended California’s 9-game
home winning streak with a 77-64 win at Haas
Pavilion in Berkeley, Calif on Jan.6. USC had
not played since Dec. 18 due to Covid-19
protocols, but showed no rust as it made 53.4
percent of its shots, outrebounded California
39-24 and outscored the Bears 50-14 on points
in the paint. There were 10 lead changes and
6 ties in the first half, but USC took a 36-31
lead to the break and never looked back. USC
made 64.3 percent of its shots in the second
half (18 of 28), made 3 of 4 three-pointers and
both free throws after the break. The Trojans
also had just 3 turnovers in the second half and
9 for the game. Cal made 45.8 percent of its
second-half shots to finish with a 40.7 field goal
percentage, the first team all season shooting
over 40 percent against USC. USC was the
first team in 15 seasons to hold its first 12 op-
ponents under 40 percent shooting. Boogie
Ellis scored 14 points and Chevez Goodwin
added 12 as USC pushed its winning streak
against Cal to seven games. Grant Anticevich
led Cal with 19 points. The Trojans matched
their season-best free throw result by making
11 of 13 for a 84.6 shooting percentage from
the charity stripe.

In its first game being ranked No. 5 since Dec.
30, 1974, the Trojans fell 75-69 at Stanford in
Palo Alto, Calif. with a limited crowed of 100 due
to Covid-19 restrictions and a 2 p.m. starton a
Tuesday. The game was originally scheduled
for Jan. 8, but was postponed due to health and
safety protocols within the Stanford program.
The game was tight throughout with neither
team holding more than a 7-point lead and the
game featuring 10 lead changes and 5 ties.
USC held a 7-point lead with 1:56 remaining in
the first half, but Stanford’s Spencer Jones went
on a personal 6-0 run in 36 seconds at the 1:28
mark to cut USC’s lead to 33-32 at the break.
The game went back and forth throughout the
second half. With USC up 4 and just under 5
minutes remaining, Stanford wenton a 9-1 run
to take control of the game. USC was 1-for-6
from the floor and 4-for-8 from the free throw
line in the final 5 minutes, while Stanford was
4-for-6 from the floor and 7-for-8 from the line.
Stanford posted opponent high to date of 75
points, 43.9 field goal percentage and a 41.7
percent from three-point range, making 10 of
24 attempts. USC made 6 of 21 three-point
attempts and shot 42.9 percent from the floor.
Isaiah Mobley led USC with 16 points on 5 field
goal attempts.

Boogie Ellis scored USC’s final seven points to
finish with 21 to lead the Trojans to a 58-53 win
at Arizona State in Tempe, Ariz. on Feb. 3. USC
trailed by 8 points with 11 minutes remaining,
but finished the game on a 26-13 run to earn a
tough road win. After Isaiah Mobley hit a layup
to tie the score at 51, Boogie Ellis made 5 of
6 FTs and ended the game with an emphatic
dunk for the 5-point win. Mobley finished with
12 points and 9 rebounds. Defense ruled as
USC held ASU to 32.8 percent shooting and
itself was held ot a season-low 30 percent
from the field. USC jumped out to a 14-2 lead
5 minutes into the game, only to make 3 of its
21 shots the rest of the half to lead 26-24 at the
break. USC 6 of is 24 3-point attempts in the
game and held ASU to 3 of 21 from beyond the
arch. ASU forwards Jalen Graham and Kimani
Lawrence combined to score 25 of the Sun
Devils 29 second-half points and finished with
19 and 14 points respectively. Despite being
outscored 38-24 on points in the paint, USC
had 58 rebounds, its mostin a game since also
getting 58 vs. LBSU on Nov. 24, 2006. The 58
rebounds were also USC’s most in a Pac-12
game since also getting 58 vs. Oregon on Feb.
27, 1997. USC won when shooting only 30
percent for the first time in at least 30 seasons.

In a game that featured 14 lead changes and
11 ties, Arizona finished on an 18-3 run over the
final 6:17 for a 72-63 win at the McKale Center
before 14,644 fans. The No. 7 Wildcats were
the first ranked opponent USC had faced this
season and it didn’t seem like it mattered to the
Trojans as they led 60-54 at the 6:30 mark of
the second half. However, USC missed all but
one of its final 14 shots down the stretch and the
final margin became the biggest lead for either
team during the game. USC trailed by one at
halftime, 29-28, as Ethan Anderson’s jumper
at the buzzer was downgraded to a 2-pointer
from a 3-pointer. Arizona built the lead to as
much as 6 points 4 minutes into the second
half, but when Max Agbonkpolo’s jumper went
through the net at the 13:00 mark USC had tied
the game at 42-all. USC took 15 more shots
than Arizona, but made only 34.3 percent, while
Arizona made 47.3 percent of its shots. The
Wildcats also outrebounded USC 42-37 and
outscored the Trojans 42-28 on points in the
paint. Isaiah Mobley led USC with 15 points
and Isaiah White scored 9 points by going 3 of
7 on 3-pointers. Chevez Goodwin, Boogie Ellis
and Anderson added 8 points each. USC lost
for the first time when committing less turnovers
than its opponent (6-1).

Harrison Hornery came off the bench to hit
three 3-pointers to help ignite USC’s 13-point
second half comeback in a 74-68 win at the
Galen Center. USC made 17 of its final 27
shots (63 percent). After falling behind 39-26
three minutes into the second half, USC used a
full-court press and some hot shooting to mount
the comeback. Hornery’s third 3-pointer with
8:01 remaining gave USC a 53-51 lead, its first
lead since three minutes into the game (4-3).
Two and a half minutes later, Drew Peterson’s
floating jumper in the paint gave USC the lead
for good at 57-56. Peterson scored 8 of his 12
points after the break and Boogie Ellis scored
11 of his team-high 13 points in the second half.
Chevez Goodwin also reached double figures in
points with 12. Hornery, seeing added minutes
as Isaiah Mobley missed the game with a non-
displaced nasal fracture, had career-bests with
9 points and 6 rebounds in 14 minutes off the
bench. Hornery had scored five points and had
one rebound in 17 minutes of action in USC’s
first 23 games. Fellow freshman Reese Dixon-
Waters matched a career best with nine points,
going 6-for-6 from the FT line. USC made its
final shot of the first half to finish at 31.0 percent
(9-for-29) and went 0-for-7 from 3-point range
before the break.

Drew Peterson scored a career-high 27 points,
with 12 rebounds, four assists and five blocks
as No. 21 USC defeated rival No. 12 UCLA, 67-
74, in front of a sold-out crowd Feb. 12. Peter-
son was 4-of-5 from the 3-point line and willed
a 18-6 run late in the second half that helped
the Trojans seal the win. Chevez Goodwin
had 10 points and nine rebounds and Reese
Dixon-Waters added a career-best 10 points,
going 2-of-3 from the 3-point line.The Trojans
were without and leading scorer and rebounder
Isaiah Mobley, who missed his second-straight
game due to concussion like symptoms as a
result of a nondisplaced nasal fracture suffered
on Feb. 5. The victory extended the Trojans’
win streak over the Bruins to five games. USC
has won five straight against the Bruins for the
first time since winning 42 consecutive games
against UCLA from 1932-43. It was the first
time the Trojans and Bruins faced off against
each other both as ranked teams since Feb. 7,
2007. USC went 5-0f-10 from the 3-point line in
a tight first half to help give the Trojans a 33-31
edge at halftime. UCLA opened the 2nd half on
a 14-8 run to match its biggest lead at 45-41,
but USC responded with a 20-8 run to match its
biggest lead at 61-53 with 4 minutes left. USC
went 1-for-8 in FGs with 3 turnovers.the rest of
the way, but secured the win.

Chevez Goodwin scored his USC high of 24
points to lead the Trojans to a 79-69 win over
Washington at the Galen Center on Feb. 17.
The 22-4 start for the Trojans is its best 26-
game start since also beginning 22-4 during the
1974 season. USC started slow and trailed by
5 points early, but Goodwin scored 16 of his 24
points before the break to lead the Trojans to a
42-25 bulge at halftime. Drew Peterson had 14
points with seven assists. Isaiah Mobley, who
missed the last two games due to concussion
like symptoms, wore a protective mask and
scored 12 and added eight assists in his return.
USC overcame Washington’s signature zone
defense by moving ball. The Trojans had 28 as-
sists on its 30 field goal attempts. It was USC’s
most assists in a game since also registering
28 on Feb. 28,2019 at UCLA. USC also made
48.4 percent of its shots, including 40 percent
from 3-point range, while holding Washington
to 36.7 shooting. Boogie Ellis scored 9 points,
matched a career best with 2 blocks and had
a season-high 4 steals. USC led by as many
as 23 in the second half, but committed 11
second-half turnovers and won by 10 points, the
closest margin since three minutes remained
in the first half.

Washington State made 15 3-pointers, but it
was a 2-pointer from Boogie Ellis just inside
the free throw stripe which decided USC’s
62-60 win on Feb. 22. USC trailed 57-51 with
5:30 remaining, then outscored the Cougars
11-3 for the win. Buckets by Chevez Goodwin
and Drew Peterson, plus a pair of free throws
by Ellis tied the game at 57-all with 4:18 left.
WSU then made a free throw and FG to take
a 3-point lead, only to have a Max Agbonkpolo
corner 3-pointer tie the game at 60-60 with
2:15 remaining. WSU missed its next 3 shots
and USC its next 2. After Andy Enfield called a
timeout with 20 seconds left, Ellis drove into the
lane and hit a pull-up jumper over Tyrell Roberts
with 0.2 seconds left for the win. WSU made 20
baskets, 15 of which were 3-pointers, scoring
45 of its 60 points from beyond the arc. The
15 3-pointers made were the most by a USC
opponent since Cal Baptist made a USC op-
ponent record 20 3-pointers on Nov. 25, 2020.
WSU led 32-28 at halftime and by as many as
8 points in the second half. USC committed 14
turnovers and was outscored 25-7 on points off
turnovers. Ellis finished with a game-high 21
points and Peterson added 17 points. Despite
WSU making 48.4 percent from 3-point range,
it was held to 31.7 percent shooting overall.

Drew Peterson had a 21-point, 10-rebound
double-double to lead No. 16 USC to a double-
overtime win at Oregon State, 94-91, in Cor-
vallis, Ore., on Feb. 24. Four other Trojans
— Isaiah Mobley (19 points), Max Agbonkpolo
(16), Reese Dixon-Waters (14, career-high)
and Ethan Anderson (12)— also scored in
double-digits. Mobley added 10 rebounds and
Anderson had six assists and five steals. USC
played without Boogie Ellis (left ankle sprain)
and Isaiah White (right wrist strain). USC led
40-33 at halftime, but the Beavers immeadiately
erased that lead with a 7-0 run to begin the
second half. AMaxAgbonkpolo fastbreak dunk
gave USC a 52-51 lead at the 10:47 mark of the
second half, a lead they maintained until the fi-
nal three seconds of regulation when Dashawn
Davis hit a 3-pointer to send it to overtime.
Davis was unstoppable as he scored OSU’s
final 19 points in regulation, making 9-straight
shots. Mobley scored 7 points in the first OT, but
a Davis floater with 19 seconds remaining sent
the game to the 2nd OT. USC took the lead for
good in the 2nd OT on a driving hook shot in
the lane by Anderson with 1:13 remaining. Two
FTs by Peterson and 1 by Agbonkpolo sealed
the win. OSU made 53.8 percent of its shots,
just the 3rd opponent to make over 50 percent.
USC made 21 of 25 free throws (84 percent).
USC’s 13 steals were its most since registering
15 vs. Washington on March 8, 2017.

Drew Peterson scored 20 points, including
the game winning 3-pointer with 11.5 seconds
remaining, and USC came away with a hard-
fought 70-69 victory at Oregon on Feb. 26.
Isaiah Mobley scored all 17 of his points in the
second half as USC picked up its 25th win of
the season, a school record for regular season
wins. The game was tight throughout with their
being seven ties and 19 lead changes. USC
had built a 12-point lead with 4:57 remaining in
the first half, only for Oregon to close the half on
an 11-0 run to take a 32-31 lead at the break.
Neither side could put away in the second half.
Oregon took its biggest lead of the game at
64-61 with 3:04 remaining when Jacob Young
drained a long 3-pointer at the end of the shot
clock. Mobley answered with a pair of free
throws to cut it to one, but Davion Harmon it a
driving layup to up the lead to 3 again at 66-63.
Baskets by Agbonkpolo and Mobley around a
missed Oregon shot gave USC a 67-66 lead
with 42 seconds remaining. Quincy Guerrier
hit a 3-pointer with 22 seconds remaining for an
Oregon 69-67 lead and setting up Peterson’s
heroics. After a timeout, Peterson found space
and launched a 3-pointer from right of center
to give USC a 70-69 lead and ultimately the
victory. USC made 44.1 percent of its shots
and held the Ducks to 38.7 shooting. USC
outrebounded Oregon 21-12 in the second half.

In its first game hosting a team ranked as high
as No. 2 since 2014, the No. 16 Trojans came
up shortin a 91-71 loss to No. 2 Arizona at the
Galen Center on March 1. USC fell behind 21-8
seven minutes into the game and got no closer
than 9 points the rest of the game. USC never
led in the game and suffered its worst loss of
the season and worst against Arizona since
2015. Arizona efficiently dissected the USC
defense, opening up a 51-27 lead at halftime
and a 30-point margin 5 minutes into the sec-
ond half. The Wildcats made a USC opponent
high 55.6 percent ot their shots, while USC
made 39.7 percent of its shots. The Arizona
shooting percentage was the highest by a USC
opponent since Oregon made 55.8 percent of
its shots on Jan. 13, 2019. Max Agbonkpolo
led USC with 14 points. USC'’s three leading
scorers entering the game Isaiah Mobley, Drew
Peterson and Boogie Ellis combined to make 8
of 34 shots (23.5 percent) and finished with a
combined 28 points. They entered the game
averaging nearly a combined 41 points per
game. Arizona made 12 of 25 3-pointers (48
percent), while USC was 4 of 18 from beyond
the arc (22.2 percent). Bennedict Mathurin led
Arizona with 19 points.
