	 With the win over Georgetown, USF won its fifth BIG EAST game of the season, the most ever for the 
Bulls in their five seasons in the league.
	 USF defeated a ranked team for the second-straight game following a 70-61 win over No. 17 Pitt 
Sunday. The win was the 11th all-time against a ranked opponent.
	 The Bulls also secured a win against the highest-ranked opponent ever. Prior to tonight, the previous 
best was a 57-56 win over No. 8 Marquette Feb. 6, 2009.
	 It also marked the third time ever USF won two straight games against ranked opponents, but the 
first time those two wins occurred in back-to-back games.
	 The last time USF had two wins over ranked opponents in the same season was the 2004-05 season, 
when the Bulls earned wins over No. 18 Charlotte and No. 21 Cincinnati over a three-game stretch in 
March 2005.
	 The win was USF’s first over a ranked BIG EAST team on the road. The last time the Bulls beat a ranked 
team in a true road game occurred Feb. 24, 1992, against No. 15 Tulane, an 81-76 victory.
	 The Bulls haven’t won four conference games in a row since the 1991-92 season, when the Bulls won 
six straight Metro Conference games late in the year, the last season USF was in the NCAA tournament.
	 USF scored just 26 points in the first half, a season low after scoring 27 in the first half against Seton 
Hall Jan. 28.
	 At one point, USF outscored Georgetown 30-13 in the second half. 
	 For the seventh game in a row, USF had fewer or equal number of turnovers as the opponent, as the 
Bulls committed just eight on the night. USF has been in single digits in turnovers in four straight games 
and five of the last six. USF is averaging just 7.8 turnovers in the last six games.
	 USF outscored the Hoyas, 42-30, in the paint, and held a 15-6 advantage in points off turnovers.
	 USF’s bench outscored Georgetown’s, 10-2, the first time since Nov. 27 USF had more bench points 
than its opponent, when USF held a 10-5 advantage in the category against FAU.
	 Junior Dominique Jones posted his ninth straight game with 20 or more points, and the 35th time in 
his career, as he has averaged 29.4 points, 7.1 rebounds and 3.8 assists during that span while shooting

It was also 
only the second time ever a player for USF has scored 40 or more points. 
• With 46 points against Providence, junior guard Dominique Jones set his season and career high for points. His previous season high was 30 at 
Syracuse on Jan. 10, while his previous career high was 36 against Iona on Dec. 27, 2008. 
• Jones also ended his night two points short of tying the BIG EAST single-game record. The BIG EAST record is held by Eric Murdock of Providence, 
who scored 48 points against Pitt exactly 19 year ago on Jan. 23, 1991. Murdock also owns the third-highest game by a BIG EAST player when he hit 
for 45 against Arizona.
• He also scored the third-most in a game this season in Division I behind Arkansas’ Rotnei Clarke, who had 51 in a game against Alcorn State, and 
BYU’s Jimmer Fredette, who had 49 against Arizona.

USF Athletic Facilities Upgrades
	 A $30-million package of facility upgrades for USF’s athletic district 
got its final approval on Dec. 11 as the state’s Board of Governors approved 
a financing plan for a fixed-rate debt of $23.5-million. Included in construc-
tion that is expected to begin in the first quarter of 2010 are facilities for 
football, baseball, softball and basketball (Pam and Les Muma Basketball 
Center). The USF Soccer Stadium, also part of the Athletic District Master 
Plan, is being evaluated for possible inclusion in this phase.

Pam AND LES Muma Basketball Center
	 The Pam and Les Muma Basketball Center is part of the USF facility 
upgrade which will include men’s and women’s basketball practice gymna-
sia and team support facilities including locker rooms, offices, meeting 
rooms, athletic training, strength training and equipment management 
facilities. The center will allow internal access to the event level of the exist-
ing Dome. The footprint for the Muma Center is currently located on the 
south side of the Sun Dome. The basketball teams will continue to compete 
in the Sun Dome and practice in the Sun Dome and Corral while construc-
tion occurs on the Muma facility, however the baseball and softball pro-
grams will have to relocate for the duration of the 2009 competition calen-
dar.

MAC Books to All USF Student-Athletes
	O n Dec. 19, 2009, the University of South Florida announced a unique 
educational program providing all of its student athletes with access to a 
MacBook Pro 13-inch notebook computer every semester. The MacBook Pro 
notebooks provided to all student-athletes will give them the opportunity 
to work on course assignments and view academic materials at any time 
and in any location. As part of the program, USF will be adding new lectures 
to iTunes U, an area of the iTunes Store dedicated to educational material. 
With the MacBook Pro and a wireless internet connection, USF athletes will 
be able to access the lectures and other learning materials no matter where 
they are.

Bulls Ink Dority & Austin

	 The University of South Florida men’s basketball 
coach Stan Heath announced the signing of point 
guard LaVonte Dority and center Waverly Austin 
to NCAA Letters of Intent during the November sign-
ing period. 
	 Dority is a 6-0, 180-pount point guard from Chi-
cago’s Edwin G. Foreman High, where he averaged 20 
points, six assists and 4.8 rebounds last season. One of 
four Division I signees on his high school team, Dority 
led the Hornets to a 19-7 record in the Chicago Public 
League. Dority’s strengths include creating scoring 
opportunities and attacking the basket. He is rated by 
ESPN as one of the top 50 point guards in the coun-
try. 
	 Austin, at 6-10, 250-pounds, is ranked by ESPN 
as the 54th-best center in the country. Hailing from 
Fredericksburg, Va., Austin currently plays for Heat 
Basketball Academy in Martinsville, Va. Last season he 
helped God’s Academy, a prep school in North Texas, 
to a 35-9 record in 2009, averaging 16.2 points, 7.9 
rebounds and 3.4 blocks. He has also attended Court-
land High School in Virginia and Yulee High School in 
Jacksonville, where his mother lives, and played AAU 
ball for the Delaware Takeover.
	 Austin runs the floor well and does a good job of 
crashing the boards on both ends while having a nice 
mid-range game. Defensively he has the ability to al-
ter or block a lot of shots with his jumping ability.
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USF vs. SMU
With the win, USF tied the series, 2-2, with back-to-back wins the 
last two seasons. In 2008-09, USF grabbed a 60-46 win in last sea-
son’s opener for both clubs ...  USF opened the season with SMU for 
the second-straight season and the Bulls hit the road for the season 
opener for the first time in Coach Stan Heath’s tenure at USF ... Heath’s 
teams had not won a road opener since Dec. 7, 2004 when his Arkan-
sas team defeated Missouri by 10 ... USF was 1-6 in non conference 
games on the road last year ... USF is now 30-9 in openers and 7-6 in 
road openers all time. The last time USF opened on the road was in 
the Top of the World Classic in Fairbanks, Alaska. USF won that game 
over Davidson, 96-70, to begin the 2000-01 season ... USF’s first field 
goal of the season was an alley-oop dunk from a pair of seniors - 
Chris Howard to Mike Mercer ... Mercer scored the first five points 
of the game and added two 3-pointers as well. Mercer had one trey 
last season in four games played ... With seven assists in the game, 
Howard took eighth place in USF career assists. He started the game 
in ninth, with 360, just four behind Penny Greene’s 364 ... Sophomore 
Augustus Gilchrist set a new career high with 23 points, topping 
his previous best of 22 set at Pitt Jan. 14, 2009. He also sank six free 
throws, the most since posting a career-best six at Seton Hall Feb. 25, 
2009 ... USF’s starters for the game were seniors Chris Howard and 
Mike Mercer and junior Dominique Jones at guard, junior Jarrid Fa-
mous at forward and sophomore Augustus Gilchrist at center. All 67 
of USF’s points on the night came from the starting five ... USF’s three 
captains this season are senior Chris Howard, junior Dominique Jones 
and sophomore Augustus Gilchrist.

USF vs. VIRGINIA
USF is 30-9 in home openers, and 21-1 in the last 22 seasons. Heath 
is 8-1 in home openers all-time and 86-36 in home games ... USF ex-
tended Virginia’s losing streak in the state of Florida to 11 (1 at USF, 7 
at FSU, 2 at Miami, 1 in ACC Tournament in Tampa) ... USF has beaten 
an ACC team in three of the last four years – Virginia (Nov. 16, 2009), 
Florida State (Nov. 18, 2007), Wake Forest (Dec. 29, 2006) ... USF held 
preseason Naismith and Wooden award candidate Sylven Landesberg 
to just 14 points, 2.3 below his 16.6 ppg average from last season ...  
Sophomore guard Justin Leemow was the first reserve to score in 
the 2009-10 season, collecting nine points for the night, which ties a 
career high. Only USF’s starters scored in the season opener at SMU on 
Nov. 13 ...  Junior Dominique Jones scored 13 points in the first half, 
which tied his game total at SMU. He ended the night with 22 points, 
which was the high scoring total for the game.

USF vs. Davidson 
After hitting only 4-11 (36.4%) from the free throw line in the first 
half, USF finished the game 22-34 (64.7%) after draining eight-
straight to open the second half … Sophomore forward Augustus 
Gilchrist drained 15 free throws in the game, the second-most of 
all-time at USF, setting personal best marks in free throws made in 
a game and attempted, … After scoring just two points in the first 
half, Gilchrist ended the night with 21 points, 15 of which were one-
by-one … Junior guard Dominique Jones recorded his third career 
double-double with 17 points and 10 rebounds … Gilchrist and 
Jones combined for 29 of USF’s 37 second-half points … Freshman 
forward Toarlyn Fitzpatrick scored his first bucket with six minutes 
left in the first half … Sophomore Justin Leemow continued his hot 
streak by hitting his first two threes of the game. He ended the game 
2-4 from the arc. Dating back to the Virginia game, when Leemow 
was 3-of-3 from long range, he hit five consecutive threes.

USF vs. South Carolina 
South Carolina, which was receiving votes in the AP Poll Nov. 16, was 
averaging 19.3 points per game more than USF heading into the 
game, and USF only lost by three points ... USF outrebounded USC 22-
15 in the first half, but were upended in that category, 24-15 in the 
second half ... USF hit 43.8 percent from the field, 38.5 percent from 
the arc and 70.4 from the line while USC was 37.1 from the field, 11.8 
percent from long range and 70 percent at the line … Junior Do-
minique Jones was one rebound away from recording back-to-back 
double-doubles, after he had 10 rebounds and 17 points against Da-
vidson (Nov. 19). He had 17 points and nine rebounds against South 
Carolina (Nov. 20) … Sophomore Augustus Gilchrist had 19 points, 
10 of which came at the free throw line ... Gilchrist hit at least 10 free 

throws in back-to-back games. Against Davidson, he was 15-of-16 
and against USC he hit 10-of-12 ...  Freshman Shaun Noriega scored 
his first points of his career, a three-pointer with 55 seconds left in the 
game, to bring the score within five. 

USF vs. UNC-Wilmington
Against UNCW, USF scored 74 points, a season high.  The previous 
high in USF’s first three games was 67 at SMU in the first game of the 
season ... USF’s point total was also the most since the Bulls scored 
80 in a win at DePaul Jan. 10, 2009, a span of 20 games. USF scored 
more than 74 points last season on three occasions ... Sophomore 
forward Augustus Gilchrist didn’t score in the first half, but ended 
with 14, after shooting 5-of-10 from the field and 4-of-6 at the line 
... Gilchrist has scored in double-digits in all five games this season, 
including a career-high 23 in the season opener at Southern Meth-
odist ... Junior guard Dominique Jones came up two points short 
of his eighth-career 30-point game with 28 points. He did, however, 
set a new career high with six steals, surpassing his previous best of 
four accomplished on six previous occasions ... Jones has now gone 
24 straight games scoring in double digits. The last time he failed to 
pass the 10-point mark was on Dec. 22, 2008 vs. Oral Roberts in the 
San Juan Shootout.

USF vs. KENT STATE
The Bulls hit nine threes on the night, which broke their previous 
high for the season which was seven in the season opener at SMU 
... USF’s 41 first half points was the most in the first half this season 
for the Bulls. It broke the previous high of 37 which came against 
UNC-Wilmington on Nov. 22 ... The Bulls also set a season high for 
points in a game with 76. The 76 points broke the previous high of 74 
against UNCW ...  With a three-point field goal with 11:58 remaining, 
freshman Jordan Dumars scored the first points of his USF career ...  
Freshman Shaun Noriega scored for the second time in his USF ca-
reer. He hit a three in the second half of USF’s fifth victory ...  Freshman 
Toarlyn Fitzpatrick doubled his season point total, scoring nine 
against KSU. Through five games Fitzpatrick had scored nine points, 
and in the 76-54 win over Kent State he put up nine in one game.

USF VS. FAU
With a 19-0 run in the second half against FAU, USF had back-to-back 
games with 19-0 runs ... USF has had three Bulls score in double fig-
ures in five of six games. Against FAU, Chris Howard (15), Domin-
ique Jones (11) and Augustus Gilchrist (27) all had double-digits 
... USF hit 10 3-pointers for the first time since Dec. 27, 2008 against 
Iona, a span of 25 games ... USF scored a season high 78 points against 
FAU ... USF held the Owls scoreless for 6:32 in the second half, as FAU 
went 0-of-11 from the floor during that stretch ... USF last defeated 
an opponent by 20 or more points on Jan. 10, 2009, an 80-58 win over 
DePaul ... Junior Dominique Jones had 10 assists in the game, set-
ting a new career high ... Sophomore Augustus Gilchrist was held 
to four points in the first half, but exploded in the second half with 23 
points, setting a new career high with 27 ... With 27 points against 
FAU, Gilchrist had scored at least 14 points in every game this season. 

USF vs. HAMPTON
The Bulls’ 74 points against Hampton is the third highest output this 
season, as USF is now averaging 75 points per game in the last four 
games after starting the season with 66 per game in the first four 
outings ...  With the win, the Bulls improved to 7-1, the best start 
since the 2006-07 season ... Jarrid Famous led the Bulls in scor-
ing for the first time this season as he put up 16 points on the night. 
The junior college transfer also grabbed 10 rebounds to give him his 
first double-double of the season ... Senior Chris Howard scored in 
double-digits for the second straight game and for the third time this 
season as he put up 13 points against Hampton ... Howard, with eight 
assists against Hampton, moved into fifth place in school history in 
career assists with 396, passing Brian Swift, who finished his career 
with 388 helpers from 2002-05 ... Freshman Toarlyn Fitzpatrick re-
cord a career high 11 points on the night, eclipsing his previous career 
high of nine which came against Kent State on Nov. 25.

USF VS. CENTRAL MICHIGAN
Only seven players saw court time for the Bulls, while 10 Chippewas 
racked up at least four minutes ... With the loss USF has now come up 

short in two games this season by a total of six points. The first was a 
three-point, 69-66, defeat to South Carolina at the Charleston Classic. 
The second was today’s 59-56 setback ...  CMU hit 11 long balls 
against USF, the most the Bulls have given up this season. The previ-
ous high was FAU’s seven on Nov. 27. USF was leading the BIG EAST in 
three-point defense (.262) prior to the game ... As a team, USF hit 
72.7 percent (16-22) from the free throw line, the team’s best per-
centage of the year ... Junior Dominique Jones had 13 points in the 
first half, tying his season-best first period, a mark he hit against 
Virginia on Nov. 16. Jones ended the night with 24 points ... Jones was 
8-of-8 (100%) from the free throw line, the team’s season-best per-
centage, tying teammate Augustus Gilchrist’s 7-of-7 outing against 
Virginia (11/16) ... Freshman Toarlyn Fitzpatrick grabbed seven 
rebounds, his season best. His previous season-high was six against 
UNC-Wilmington in the Charleston Classic.

USF VS. UCF
USF held UCF to only two offensive rebounds in the second half ... UCF 
never led in the game ...  USF set season-best marks in free throws 
made (25), free throw percentage (75.8%) and steals (13) ... With 
Augustus Gilchrist and Justin Leemow out of the lineup against UCF, 
freshman Toarlyn Fitzpatrick earned the first start of his career.  
Fitzpatrick ended the night with two points and a career-high nine 
rebounds ... Senior Jarrid Famous responded from a one-rebound 
game against Central Michigan by picking up the second double-
double of his season, putting up 11 points and 10 rebounds ... In the 
second half against UCF, senior Ryan Kardok drained a three from 
the corner for his first-career bucket. He ended the night with three 
points, four rebounds, an assist and a steal ... Kardok’s three points 
were the team’s only bench points in the game ... Junior Domin-
ique Jones ended his night with 27 points and six rebounds, his 
third game in a row with at least 24 points ... Senior Mike Mercer 
set career highs with 12 points and four assists ... The Bulls had four 
players score in double-digits against UCF, Jones (27),Chris Howard 
(14),  Mercer (12) and Famous (11). That is the second time this 
season that USF has had four players score in double-digits in the 
same game.

USF vs. san francisco
 The Bulls take a 1-0 lead in the all-time series with the victory ... 
USF improved to 2-4 in games in the state of Nevada ... USF tied its 
season-high 10 three pointers and held the Dons to just three ...  With 
23 points against the Dons, junior guard Dominique Jones has 
scored 20 points or more in 27 games at USF. In 12 games last season, 
Jones tallied at least 20 points and he did it 10 times in 2007-08 ... 
Jones hit five threes in the game, the team’s season high this season. 
Jones’ personal career-high is seven, which he hit against Iona on Dec. 
27, 2008 ... Senior guard Chris Howard set a personal season high for 
rebounds with seven against the Dons ... Howard scored at least 13 
points in his fifth-straight game, racking up 14 against San Francisco 
... Junior forward Jarrid Famous tallied his third double-double of 
the season with 11 points and 10 rebounds ... Freshman guard Mike 
Burwell tied his career-high seven points and set a new personal 
best with four rebounds. 

USF vs. san diego
 The Bulls are 10-2 for the first time since 1991-92, the same year USF 
played in the NCAA tournament after posting a 19-10 overall record ... 
USF also defeated San Francisco on Dec. 19 to go undefeated in a tour-
nament for the first time since a pair of wins over South Alabama and 
New Orleans in the 2003 USF Holiday Hoops Classic ... USF outscored 
USD 34-14 in the paint and scored 15 points off of turnovers, com-
pared to just seven by the Toreros ... USF is now 3-0 when four Bulls 
score in double digits. Against USD, those four Bulls were Mike Mercer 
(19), Dominique Jones (18), Jarrid Famous (14) and Chris Howard (11) 
... Senior guard Mike Mercer’s 19 points are a career-best, surpassing 
his previous high of 12 against UCF on Dec. 16, 2009 ... Junior guard 
Dominique Jones hit 9-of-11 from the free throw line, matching his 
season-best nine made free throws against UNC Wilmington on Nov. 
22 ... Jones tallied six assists, the fifth time this season for collecting 
six or more helpers ... After collecting back-to-back double-double 
games, junior forward Jarrid Famous scored 14 points and grabbed 
seven rebounds to lead the Bulls in boards for the seventh time this 
season. He has also shared the lead two other times. 
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USF at louisville
	 Freshman forward Toarlyn Fitzpatrick scored USF’s first five 
points of the game and had four rebounds in the first four minutes 
... Fitzpatrick recorded his first-career double-double with 11 points 
and 11 rebounds, both career highs. He also had two blocks, a ca-
reer high ... With a pair of steals in the first half, junior Dominique 
Jones moved into 10th on the USF career steals list ... Jones ended 
the night with three steals ... Jones ended the night with five points 
and three rebounds. It’s his second-lowest point total of his career. 
Against Wright State on Dec. 21, 2009, he didn’t score in 39 minutes 
on the court. In that game he was 0-12 from the field, 0-5 from be-
yond the arc. Jones has scored in single figures only seven times in 
three seasons at USF ... Junior forward Jarrid Famous collected his 
fourth double-double of the season, racking up 12 points and 10 re-
bounds ... Famous has now recorded four consecutive double-figure 
scoring games and nine overall this season. He also has five double-
digit rebound nights ... The game was the first time two players have 
had a double-double in the same game since Nov. 17, 2007, against 
FAU, when Kentrell Gransberry and Chris Howard each posted double-
doubles.

USF vs notre dame
	  The game saw 13 lead changes and 11 times the score was tied 
... USF overcame a 13-point deficit in the second half, but was unable 
to hold on to the margin ... The Bulls outscored Notre Dame 34-26 in 
points in the paint, 11-5 in points off of turnovers and 4-0 in fast break 
points ...  Both teams got production from their starting five, as there 
were only five points scored between the two benches. Notre Dame 
got three points from Carleton Scott, while the Bulls got two points 
from Mike Burwell ... Mike Mercer picked up a double-double, the 
first of his career, and pulled down 10 boards on the night, a career 
high, eclipsing his previous high of seven. He also set a career high in 
steals with four  ... The Bulls swatted away eight Notre Dame shots on 
the night led by Jarrid Famous with four and Toarlyn Fitzpatrick 
with three ... Fitzpatrick was matched up with BIG EAST Preseason 
Player of the Year, Luke Harangody, for most of the game, and set his 
career high of 13 points ... He played a career high 36 minutes in the 
effort ... Famous recorded his fifth straight game with double-digit 
points by recording 14 points on 7-10 shooting. It is also the eighth 
time in the past 10 games in which he has posted double-digits in the 
points category.

USF AT NO. 7 SYRACUSE
	 USF outrebounded Syracuse 38-36 ... USF drew the score  to with-
in two, 19-17, with 9:09 left in the first, but a 16-4 run by Syracuse 
downed the Bulls ...  After scoring just six points in the first half, junior 
guard Dominique Jones tallied 14-straight to start the second half. 
He ended the day with 30 points, the eighth time Jones has scored at 
least 30 points in a game. The 30 points also set his season high ... In 
four career games against Syracuse, Jones has gone for 17, 23, 29 and 
now 30 points ... Jones was 10-11 from the free throw line in the sec-
ond half and 13-17 overall ... Jones and senior Mike Mercer scored 
33 of USF’s 37 second-half points ... Junior Jarrid Famous came up 
just one point shy of recording his team-high fifth double-double of 
the year with nine points and 12 rebounds ... Senior forward Alex Ri-
vas earned his first minutes of the season and scored his first bucket 
with 5:54 left in the first half. He ended the game with two points 
and no rebounds. Rivas spent the first half of the season recovering 
from bilateral tibial surgical revision that replaced the metal rods in 
his legs ... Sophomore guard Anthony Crater made his USF debut 
after sitting out due to NCAA transfer rules. Crater, who adds tremen-
dous speed at the point guard position, had two assists but was held 
scoreless in 25 minutes of action. He attempted six shots. 

USF VS. WEST VIRGINIA
USF bullied West Virginia in the first half outscoring the Mountain-
eers 22-14 in points in the paint during the opening half, and ended 
the contest with 26 points in the paint compared to 34 by WVU ... 
USF shot a blistering 57.1 percent in the first half, but dipped to 16.1 
percent in the second half. Neither team could make the long ball, 
as USF finished 1-of-17 (5.9 percent) and West Virginia was 3-of-17 
(17.6 percent) ... West Virginia handed out 15 assists on their 27 made 
shots, while USF had four assists on 17 baskets ... Dominique Jones 
finished the opening half with 19 points which tied for the most in an 
opening half by any Bull this season. Jones also had 19 against San 
Francisco on Dec. 19 ... Jones finished the game with 28 points against 
the Mountaineers, which gave him three consecutive games with 

at least 26 points. Jones scored 26 against Notre Dame, 30 against 
Syracuse and finished with 28 points against West Virginia. Jones 
also scored 30, 30 and 25 in three straight games his freshman year ... 
Jones’ 28 points against West Virginia (1/13) was just two points shy 
of 30 for the second-straight game, after hitting No. 7 Syracuse for 30 
on Jan. 10. Had Jones scored 30, vs. WVU, it would have been back-to-
back 30-point games for the second time in his career, and the first 
time in his BIG EAST career. The first time was during his rookie cam-
paign. ... Jones finished the night with 28 to give him 1,404 career 
points, one of only seven players to accomplish the feat. 

USF vs. RUTGERS
USF earned its first BIG EAST victory of the season by beating Rutgers, 
73-64. The conference victory is the first since the Bulls defeated Cin-
cinnati, 70-59, at the Sun Dome on March 3, 2009 ... The 73-64 victory 
over Rutgers is the fourth win in the last five attempts for the Bulls 
against the Scarlet Knights dating back to 2007 ... The Bulls dominat-
ed Rutgers in the paint, outscoring the Scarlet Knights 42-28 ... USF 
had five Bulls in double-figure scoring for the first time this season. 
The last time USF had five players score 10 or more points was Nov. 
24, 2007, when five players accomplished the feat against East Caro-
lina ... With just under 12 minutes to play in the first half, freshman 
Toarlyn Fitzpatrick spotted up for three on the wing and knocked 
down the first three of his career to put USF up, 15-9 ...  Junior Domi-
nique Jones finished with 20 points in the victory over Rutgers. The 
20-point effort was the 31st time during his career that he has scored 
at least 20 points in a game and the ninth time this season. Jones also 
has had four-straight 20 point games ... Junior Jarrid Famous put up 
11 points on the night, and also added 12 rebounds to earn his fifth 
double-double of the season ... Sophomore Anthony Crater scored 
the first points of his career in the win over Rutgers on a three from 
the wing during the second half. Crater finished with 10 points, two 
rebounds and a steal. 

USF AT CINCINNATI
USF just edged Cincinnati in the rebounding battle, 32-31.  Cincinnati 
came into the game leading the league in rebounding, outrebound-
ing opponents by 7.9 per game ... USF gave up 41 points in the first 
half, the most of the season so far, topping the 40 allowed at Syracuse 
on Jan. 10 ...  The two teams combined to commit just 15 turnovers. 
USF had seven, tying the season low for the 2009-10 campaign set 
against San Diego ... After hitting two free throws in the first half, 
junior guard Dominique Jones moved into third on USF’s all-time 
free throws made list. With four in the game, he now has made 329 
free throws in his career, passing Terrence Leather’s 326. He now trails 
Altron Jackson’s 335 to move into second all time ... Senior guard 
Chris Howard posted a season-high 16 points, three off his career 
high of 19, and added his fourth career double-double with 10 re-
bounds, but his first with points and rebounds. Howard also posted 
10 rebounds for the first time in his career, two more than his previous 
high of eight.

USF AT PROVIDENCE
USF scored a season high 109 points against Providence. The Bulls’ 
previous high was 78 against FAU on Nov. 27, 2009. The last time 
USF scored 100 in the regular season was Nov. 17, 2007, when USF 
knocked down 100 against FAU ... USF outrebounded PC 40-36. Head-
ing into the game, the Friars led the league in offensive rebounds, 
averaging 42.0 per game ...  For the second straight game USF has 
committed less turnovers than its season average, as the Bulls had 
11 on the night against the Friars. USF now averages 13.6 per game 
... The contest marked USF’s first OT game of the season. The last time 
USF won an overtime game was Nov. 27, 2006 when the Bulls beat 
Stetson, 77-72. USF lost its previous two overtime games before 
Providence ... USF scored 56 points in the second half, the first time 
scoring 50 or more points in a half since Nov. 17, 2007, when USF had 
52 points against FAU in the first half ... After hitting their first three 
of the game at 6:07 left in the second half, USF went on to hit four 
long balls in the game, shooting 4-of-14 overall ... The game marked 
the eighth-highest point total ever for USF. The record is 120 points 
scored against UCF back in the mid-70s. It was the Bulls’ highest point 
total since Jan. 5, 2002, when USF put up 117 points against TCU in an 
overtime contest ... The 214 points also marked the second-highest 
combined total points scored in a USF game. The most points scored 
ever between USF and another team was 225, in the 117-108 win 
against TCU ... USF won just its third BIG EAST road game since joining 
the league prior to the 2005-06 season. USF stands 3-35 all-time in 

BIG EAST road games ... Freshman Toarlyn Fitzpatrick hit his second 
three of the season to send the Bulls to their first overtime game of 
the season ... Dominique Jones set the single game scoring record 
in a game, passing Charlie Bradley’s 42 against Florida State on Dec. 
10, 1982. It was also only the second time ever a player for USF has 
scored 40 or more points ...  With 46 points against Providence, junior 
guard Dominique Jones set his season and career high for points. His 
previous season high was 30 at Syracuse on Jan. 10, while his previous 
career high was 36 against Iona on Dec. 27, 2008 ...  Jones also ended 
his night two points short of tying the BIG EAST single-game record. 
The BIG EAST record is held by Eric Murdock of Providence, who scored 
48 points against Pitt exactly 19 year ago on Jan. 23, 1991 ... Jones 
also scored the third-most in a game this season in Division I behind 
Arkansas’ Rotnei Clarke, who had 51 in a game against Alcorn State, 
and BYU’s Jimmer Fredette, who had 49 against Arizona ... Jones was 
two assists shy of a triple double, as he also posted 10 rebounds along 
with his 46 points ... Junior forward Jarrid Famous set a new career 
high with 17 points against Providence. His previous high was 16 
three times ... With 19 points against Providence, senior guard Mike 
Mercer has scored in double-digits in three-straight games, including 
13 against Rutgers and 10 at Cincinnati ... Mercer also tied his career 
high with 19 points in the game, set against San Diego earlier in the 
year.

USF vs. SETON HALL
 The win over Seton Hall was the first win for the Bulls over the Pirates, 
USF was previously 0-7 against Seton Hall ...  The victory was the first 
time in program history that USF won back-to-back BIG EAST con-
tests .. .  The back-to-back overtime contests (109-105 vs. PC, 76-74 
vs. SHU) was the first time that the Bulls have gone to extra periods in 
two straight games for the first time since 2000 ...  It also marks the 
first time USF has won two straight overtime games ever ... Prior to 
winning the last two games, USF had been 1-9 in its past 10 overtime 
games ... For the third game in a row USF posted fewer turnovers than 
its season average, as the Bulls committed eight against Seton Hall. 
The Bulls currently average 13.4 turnovers a game ...  Junior guard 
Dominique Jones finished the game against Seton Hall with 28 
points to give him 1,517 career points, one of only six players to ac-
complish the feat ...  Jones hit 10-of-11 from the free throw line and 
is now 28-of-33 (84.8 percent) over his last three games ... Junior Jar-
rid Famous collected his sixth double-double of the season as he ac-
counted for 15 points and 14 rebounds on the night. His 14 rebounds 
marks a new career high.

USF vs. No. 17 PITTSBURGH
USF recorded its fourth win against a ranked team since joining the 
BIG EAST Conference. USF is now 4-20 against ranked teams since 
2005 ... The last time USF had three-straight conference wins was 
in 2003: Feb. 1 vs. Charlotte (67-64), Feb. 4 at TCU (71-67) and Feb. 
8 vs. Saint Louis (71-64), in Conference USA action ...  The last time 
USF defeated a nationally ranked team was Feb. 6, 2009 vs. No. 8 Mar-
quette, 57-56 ...  Against No. 17 Pitt, USF recorded only five turnovers, 
the third time since the 2002-03 season USF has had five turnovers 
in a game. The Bulls also had five vs. Iona (12/27/08) and vs. Tulane 
(2/5/05) ... No. 17 Pittsburgh entered the game as the 17th-best 
team in the country in rebounding margin, but USF grabbed more 
boards, 35-34, on the day ... The home attendance of 5,370 was the 
second-highest of the season, behind the 6,110 who watched the 
USF-Notre Dame game on Jan. 13 ... Junior Dominique Jones has 
scored 30 points in 10 games in his career, three times as a rookie, 
four as a sophomore and three in his junior campaign ... Jones’ 37 
points was the second-most of his career behind his 46 at Providence 
(Jan. 23, 2010) ... Jones has been the game’s high scorer (both teams) 
in seven-straight BIG EAST games. Six times he was the outright high 
scorer and once he tied the opponent (Jeremy Hazell - Seton Hall, Jan. 
28) ... Jones has pulled down at least eight rebounds seven times this 
season ... With 10 boards against Pitt, freshman Toarlyn Fitzpatrick 
has grabbed double-digit rebounds for the second time in his career. 
His season high is 11 at Louisville on Dec. 30, his first double-double 
of the year ... Senior Chris Howard has scored in double-digits in 
four-straight games, dating back to the Cincinnati game on Jan. 20 
... Senior Alex Rivas set a season high in minutes played, collecting 
seven. Rivas, who has missed much of the season following surgery 
on his legs, averaged 17.8 minutes per game last season.
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USF at No. 7 GEORGETOWN
	 With the win over Georgetown, USF won its fifth BIG EAST game 
of the season, the most ever for the Bulls in their five seasons in the 
league ... USF defeated a ranked team for the second-straight game 
following a 70-61 win over No. 17 Pitt Sunday. The win was the 11th 
all-time against a ranked opponent ... The Bulls also secured a win 
against the highest-ranked opponent ever. Prior to tonight, the pre-
vious best was a 57-56 win over No. 8 Marquette Feb. 6, 2009 ... It 
also marked the third time ever USF won two straight games against 
ranked opponents, but the first time those two wins occurred in back-
to-back games ... The last time USF had two wins over ranked op-
ponents in the same season was the 2004-05 season, when the Bulls 
earned wins over No. 18 Charlotte and No. 21 Cincinnati over a three-
game stretch in March 2005 ... The win was USF’s first over a ranked 
BIG EAST team on the road. The last time the Bulls beat a ranked team 
in a true road game occurred Feb. 24, 1992, against No. 15 Tulane, an 
81-76 victory ... The Bulls haven’t won four conference games in a row 
since the 1991-92 season, when the Bulls won six straight Metro Con-
ference games late in the year, the last season USF was in the NCAA 
tournament ... USF scored just 26 points in the first half, a season low 
after scoring 27 in the first half against Seton Hall Jan. 28 ... At one 
point, USF outscored Georgetown 30-13 in the second half ... For the 
seventh game in a row, USF had fewer or equal number of turnovers 
as the opponent, as the Bulls committed just eight on the night. USF 
has been in single digits in turnovers in four straight games and five 
of the last six. USF is averaging just 7.8 turnovers in the last six games 
... USF outscored the Hoyas, 42-30, in the paint, and held a 15-6 
advantage in points off turnovers ... USF’s bench outscored George-
town’s, 10-2, the first time since Nov. 27 USF had more bench points 
than its opponent, when USF held a 10-5 advantage in the category 
against FAU ... Junior Dominique Jones posted his ninth straight 
game with 20 or more points, and the 35th time in his career, as he 
has averaged 29.4 points, 7.1 rebounds and 3.8 assists during that 
span while shooting 50.9 percent from the floor and 78.2 percent 
from the free throw line ... Jones’ 12-of-17 performance from the free 
throw line marked the fourth-straight game he has made 10 or more 
free throws, hitting 79.3 percent (50-of-63) during that time ... Jones, 
who entered averaging 26.8 points in league play, needed more than 
11 minutes to score his first points ... On the eve of the game, senior 
guard Chris Howard’s mom cooked dinner for the team: chicken, 
ribs, brisket, yams, mac and cheese, green beans, rolls and pies.

USF AT NOTRE DAME
	 USF’s one turnover in the first half was the lowest of the last five 
games. The Bulls had two in the first half against Pitt and ended that 
game with just five. USF ended the game at Notre Dame with just 
five, marking the fourth-straight game and the fifth-time in six 
games USF had less than 10 turnovers in the game ... ND led by 15 at 
8:28 in the first half, but a 10-0 run allowed USF to chip its way back 
into the game ... The game featured nine different tie scores as the 
lead changed on 10 different occasions ... Sophomore guard Anthony 
Crater made his first career start in the game at Notre Dame. Crater, 
who has now played in nine games for the Bulls, had three points, 
five assists and two rebounds and steals in his first start. Crater 
started in senior guard Mike Mercer’s spot because Mercer missed 
practice this week due to the birth of his son, Michael ... Senior guard 
Chris Howard scored 23 points, topping his season high of 16 at 
Cincinnati Jan. 20 and his career high of 19 set at Syracuse on Jan. 5, 
2008 ... Howard scored 12-straight points for the Bulls from 12:36-
3:17 in the second half. He had 14 second-half points all together ... 
Junior Jarrid Famous posted 18 points on the afternoon to set a 
new career high, topping his previous best of 17 set at Providence 
Jan. 23. He hit 8-of-9 from the field ... Senior Alex Rivas played a 
spectacular game against preseason BIG EAST Player of the Year Luke 
Harangody. Rivas grabbed six rebounds in 14 minutes while holding 
Harangody to under his season average in points on 5-of-17 shooting 
before Rivas fouled out with 2:57 left ... For two straight games, 
Dominique Jones did not score in the first 11 minutes of the game. 
At Notre Dame, his first bucket was at 8:04 and at Georgetown he first 
scored at 8:25. Jones was just 3-of-17 on the afternoon from the floor, 
but collected eight assists with no turnovers ... Jones ended the day 
with 10 points, marking the first time in 10 games he did not score 20 
or more points. The last time was USF’s BIG EAST season opener at 
Louisville, when Jones contributed just five points.

USF AT MARQUETTE
	 Both teams started the game with a long ball. Senior Mike Mercer 
started the scoring with a try from the corner at 19:24, while Mar-
quette’s first points came off a trey from Darius Johnson-Odom at 
17:52 ...  USF held a sizeable advantage in rebounds, 42-30, including 
a 14-4 advantage in offensive rebounds. The 12-rebound differential 
was the largest of the season for the Bulls. USF has now outrebound-
ed its opponents in six of the last eight games ... USF attempted 20 
3-pointers on the night, the most 3’s attempted in the last 13 games 
since shooting 31 against the University of San Francisco at the Las 
Vegas Holiday Hoops Classic ... USF held a slight 7-2 advantage in 
bench points, outscoring the opponent’s bench for the third straight 
game after having not accomplished the feat since Nov. 27, a stretch 
of 15 games ... USF’s 52 points tied for the second lowest this sea-
son. USF’s low was 50 against West Virginia, while the Bulls hit for 
52 against Louisville in the BIG EAST opener ... After going 4-for-9 in 
the first half from 3-point range, USF failed to hit a trey in the second 
half, going 0-for-11 in the second stanza ... The game also marked 
just the second time all season USF did not hit double digits in free 
throws made. USF was 4-of-6 against Marquette, as the Bulls also had 
a 5-of-8 performance in a 76-54 win over Kent State earlier in the 
season ...  Chris Howard reached a milestone by playing in his 100th 
career game while also making his 96th career start ... Augustus 
Gilchrist hit his first shot - a long ball from the top of the key - with 
13:20 left in the first half. He finished the game 3-for-6 for seven 
points along with four rebounds in 23 minutes of action ...  Jarrid 
Famous picked up his seventh double-double with 12 points and 10 
rebounds against the Golden Eagles. Four of his double-doubles have 
come in BIG EAST play ... Dominique Jones was one rebound shy 
of his fifth double-double of the year, as he ended the game with 16 
points and nine rebounds. He is averaging 7.4 rebound per game over 
his last 10 contests ... Jones has been the team’s top scorer in 10 of the 
last 11 games for the Bulls, with the only exception being last Sunday 
when Howard led the way with 23 points against Notre Dame.

USF VS. CINCINNATI
	 The Bulls avenged their Jan. 20 78-70 loss to Cincinnati by beat-
ing their BIG EAST foe 65-57 at home to move into a tie with 
Cincinnati and Notre Dame at 6-7 in BIG EAST play. Prior to this sea-
son, USF had never won more than four games in BIG EAST play ... 
Bulls collected their fourth straight BIG EAST home victory as they 
defeated Cincinnati in front of 6,607 fans, the largest crowd of the 
season ...  The Bulls shot 60 percent from the field in the second half, 
and 48 percent for the game ... Senior Alex Rivas got his first start of 
the 2009-10 season, and the 15th start of his career ... Augustus 
Gilchrist made his first start since Dec. 2 against Hampton, as he 
came off the bench in USF’s last game at Marquette, which also 
served as his first game back since missing 15 games over a two-
month period  due to a high ankle sprain... USF was without junior 
forward Jarrid Famous, as he missed the game with a sprained right 
knee. Famous is listed as day-to-day ... Dominique Jones connected 
on a pair of three pointers against Cincinnati to pass Melvin Buckley 
on the all-time list. Jones, with 151 made threes, now stands seventh 
all time in career three pointers ... Jones scored 26 points to pass USF 
great Chucky Atkins on the all-time scoring list ... Jones has scored at 
least 20 points in a game 36 times in his career ... Chris Howard 
handed out seven assists on the night, more than the entire team of 
Cincinnati, which had five all together.

USF VS. ST. JOHN’S
	 The 74-58 loss to St. John’s was the Bulls’ first home loss since 
they fell to West Virginia on Jan. 13 69-50 ... USF has lost five straight 
to St. John’s since defeating the Red Storm in the first ever meeting 
between the two teams in the first round of the 1995 NIT ... USF’s four 
big men combined for just two points and four rebounds in the first 
half ...  Mike Mercer accounted for 17 points, the most for him since 
he scored 19 in the overtime win at Providence. Mercer added two 
assists and three rebounds ... Senior Chris Howard put up 14 points 
and added five assists and three rebounds in the loss. Howard has 
scored in double-digits in four of the last five games, and has 
recorded five or more assists in six of the last seven games ...  Junior 
Dominique Jones was held relatively quiet in the first half, but he 
finished with 17 points for the 10th time in 13 BIG EAST games this 
season ...  Junior Jarrid Famous picked up six rebounds for the Bulls 
in his return from a knee injury, and also added three points ... 
Anthony Crater picked up four steals and helped in transition, as he 
accounted for four assists as well.

USF AT No. 7 VILLANOVA
	 Game starters were Chris Howard, Dominique Jones and Mike 
Mercer at guard, and Toarlyn Fitzpatrick and Alex Rivas at forward. It 
marked the first time that lineup was used this season ... The Bulls 
committed 23 turnovers on the night, a season high for the team. The 
last time USF had more than 17 turnovers was 18 against Rutgers 
Jan. 16 and UCF Dec. 16.  USF’s season worst had been 21 at Louisville 
Dec. 30 ...  The Bulls set a season low for points with 49, one less than 
the team’s previous low of 50 against West Virginia Jan. 13 ... The 
game marked the third of the season for the Bulls that the team 
faced a No. 7 team on the road. USF previously played at No. 7 
Syracuse Jan. 10, an 82-65 loss, and at No. 7 Georgetown Feb. 3, a 
72-64 win ... The 25-point loss was the worst of the season for the 
Bulls, following a 21-point setback at Louisville Dec. 30 ... Junior for-
ward Jarrid Famous did not start after missing practices due to the 
birth of his daughter, London Lynnae Famous, on Feb. 22 ... Mike 
Mercer has scored in double digits in three-straight games. He had

was one board shy of his season high of nine, which he grabbed at 
SMU on Nov. 13 ... After not playing for seven-straight games, fresh-
man Mike Burwell played three minutes against Villanova ... Ryan 
Kardok scored for the first time since Seton Hall on Jan. 28 on a pair 
of free throws with 56 seconds left. They were also his first two career 
free throws at USF ... Dominique Jones was 0-5 from the floor in the 
first half. All four of his points were from the free throw line. The last 
time he was held without a field goal in the first stanza was Dec. 22, 
2008 against Oral Roberts in Puerto Rico. He was 0-1 in the first half 
from the field that night with no points. He ended that game score-
less as well.

	 Stan Heath, whose eight-year head coaching career at 
the collegiate level has already included three NCAA tour-
nament appearances, is building something special at the 
University of South Florida.
	 Heath, entering his third season as head men's basket-
ball coach at USF during the 2009-10 campaign, led the 
Bulls to their most BIG EAST wins in 2008-09 and engi-
neered the school's first victory against a top-10 ranked 
team.
	 The Bulls posted a 7-7 record at home, highlighted by 
a 57-56 win on Feb. 6, 2009 against No. 8 Marquette, ending a 32-
game losing streak to teams ranked in the top 10.
	 "It's very special, one of the more special wins I've ever had in 
may career,'' said Heath after the win. "I don't want this to be the 
last one. I want to have more conversations like this in the future."
	 Heath arrived at that special moment after being named USF 
head coach on April 3, 2007 - marking the official start to a new 
era in the program’s history.
	 In his two seasons in Tampa, Heath has guided three players to 
All-BIG EAST honors, including first-team selection Kentrell Grans-
berry in 2007-08 and record-setting guard Dominique Jones, who 
captured honorable mention laurels as a freshman and sophomore 
and was a unanimous pick on the All-Rookie Team.
	 Heath, 44, arrived at USF after serving as head coach at the 
University of Arkansas for five seasons.  While with the Razorbacks, 
Heath guided the program to a pair of NCAA tournament appear-
ances (2006, 2007) and an overall record of 82-71.  UA posted 20-
win campaigns in each of his final two seasons, and 2006-07 was 
highlighted by a run to the championship game of the SEC tourna-
ment and subsequent participation in the NCAAs.
	 An outstanding recruiter throughout his career, Heath's signing 
classes have gained national recognition in recent years.  National 
media outlets ranked his efforts among the top 15 in the country 
in 2003, 2004 and 2006.  In his eight years (Arkansas, Kent State 
and USF) as a head coach, he has directed a total of nine players to 
all-league accolades and his rosters have featured a pair of fresh-
man All-Americans, two conference defensive players of the year, 
one sixth man of the year and two NBA players, including one lot-
tery pick.
	 Prior to Arkansas, Heath guided Kent State to a record-setting 
2001-02 campaign in his first year as a head coach at the collegiate 
level. The Golden Flashes claimed the Mid-American Conference 
regular season and tournament titles en route to a 30-6 record and 
an appearance in the Elite Eight.  KSU set a league record for wins 
that year, won 21 games in a row and defeated three nationally ranked opponents (No. 20 
Oklahoma St., No. 8 Alabama, No. 9 Pittsburgh) during its historic postseason run.
	 While an assistant coach for five seasons (1996-97 - 2000-01) under Tom Izzo at Michigan 
State, Heath helped the Spartans develop into one of the top programs in all of college bas-
ketball.  During his tenure, MSU advanced to the Final Four on three occasions (1999, 2000 and 
2001), highlighted by the national championship in 2000. The Spartans compiled an overall 
record of 132-37 during his stay in East Lansing and also made one more Sweet 16 (1998) trip 
and participated in the National Invitation Tournament (1997).
	 The Detroit native has also made collegiate assistant coaching stops at Bowling Green 
State University (1994-95 - 1995-96), Wayne State University (1991-92 - 1993-94), Albion 
College (1989-90 - 1990-91) and Hillsdale College (1988-89).  He began his coaching career at 
the prep level, working for one season (1987-88) at Lincoln High School in Ypsilanti, Mich.
	 A three-year letterwinner (1984-87) at Eastern Michigan University, Heath earned his 
bachelor's degree in social science in 1988.  He went on to complete his master's work in sports 
administration in 1993 at Wayne State University.
	 Heath is married to the former Ramona Webb and the couple has two sons: Jordan and 
Joshua.
