THE TEAM

» USF opponents are shooting .364 from the field this season, the 2nd-lowest opponent FG percentage in Bulls’ history.
» After starting the first five games of the season with the same lineup, the Bulls have trotted out a total of six different
starting lineups, using 10 different players.

» Of USF's nine losses, six have been by single digits, including the opening day loss to No. 6/8 Maryland and an 8-point
loss to No. 5/5 Louisville. The Bulls are 1-6 in games decided by less than 10 points.

» Alisia Jenkins is nearly averaging a double-double (9.7 ppg,, 10.5 rpg) this season, and has a team-high eight double-
doubles. She also leads the conference in rebounding.

» Courtney Williams notched her sixth 20-point game of the season against UConn, scoring 23 in Hartford. The 5-8 guard
leads the team in scoring, averaging 15.4 points per game.

» Senior Akila McDonald picked up her first double-double of the season against SMU, scoring 11 points and grabbing 11
boards. McDonald has started all but three games for the Bulls this season.

» USFis now 16-2 lifetime when McDonald has eight or more rebounds (6-1 this season, 6-0in 2012-13)

» USFis 4-01in conference play when Inga Orekhova scores at least 10 points. The Bulls are 5-1 this year when she hits 10+
» The Bulls have yet to lose a game this year when scoring more than 70 points. USF started the season 0-7 when scoring
70 points or less, and are now 2-9 in that situation.

» Senior guard Inga Orekhova underwent successful surgery to repair a torn meniscus in her left knee Monday, Dec. 2.
Orekhova began rehab immediately following surgery, and was lightly jogging three days later. Original expected return
for Orekhova was 4-6 weeks, but Orekhova did not experience any swelling, and returned to the Bulls’starting lineup Dec.
15 against Oklahoma State.

Fernandez, however, has re-
ally left his mark on the program with what he has done over the past eight seasons ... Fernandez led
the Bulls to seven-straight postseason appearances - the WNIT in 2004, 2005, 2007, 2008, 2009 and
2010, and the NCAA Tournament in 2006. Against Vermont on Dec. 28, 2006, Fernandez became the USF
women's baskethall program’s all-time leader in career wins, surpassing former head coach - and cur-
rent general manager and head coach of the Washington Mystics of the WNBA - Trudi Lacey (1988-96)
who held the top spot with 88 career wins. Fernandez surpassed Lacey, who held the mark since 1996,
accomplishing the feat in his 186th game, while Lacy took 215 games for 88 wins.
