GAME DAY VS TEMPLE

Coming off a 3-1 October and its second bye week of the season, USF opens November (a month

in which it will not play outside Florida) with three straight home games. The Bulls have won 22 of
their last 29 homes games and are 4-1 coming off a bye under Charlie Strong. Temple, also coming off a bye, marks
the first of four opponents that stand in the top half of The American to close the regular season. USF lost to three of
those four opponents last season and also fell to a fourth, Memphis, the last time the teams met. The Bulls rolled over
Temple, 43-7, in the Owls’ last trip to Raymond James Stadium in 2017 and downed the Owls, 44-23, in their only other
trip in 2015. USF is 19-25 in weekday games (6-12 on Thursday) and will be playing its second of three on the season.
H HAPPY BIRTHDAY, MITGH!: Senior TE Mitch Wilcox, the Bulls’ leader in receiving yards on the season, will cel-
ebrate his 23rd birthday on game day. Wilcox owns all of USF's career and season tight end records and stands 12th
all-time on the USF career receiving charts with 1,230 yards, just 77 from entering the top 10 all-time.
B CRONKTOBER: Senior RB Jordan Cronkrite posted 511 yards in the Bulls’ four games in October while averaging
127 ypg and 6.8 yards per carry and posting three 100-yard games. Cronk enters the Temple game with 1,709 career
rushing yards at USF and needs 30 to move into the top 10 all-time.
W DISRUPTIVE DEFENSE: After posting two takeaways at ECU, the Bulls’ fifth game with two or more on the year,
USF has 20 takeaways to rank second nationally. The Bulls have a takeaway in every game and 10 players have
a takeaway on the year. USF posted a total of 21 takeaways last season. The Bulls rank third nationally in fumbles
recovered (11) and 23rd in interceptions (9). USF also stands third in the nation in tackles for loss (9.1). Meanwhile,
Temple's 15 turnovers on the year rank the Owls 107th nationally.

In its 23rd season and 20th at the FBS level, USF Foot-
ball has made 10 bowl appearances, including a current
string of four straight and every season between 2005-10 (6
straight). USF has won six bowl games and has produced
14 All-America selections, 30 NFL Draft picks and reached
the No. 2 ranking in the Associated Press Poll in 2007.

BULLS ROUT ECU BEHIND SEASON-BEST RUSHING AND TOTAL YARDAGE DAY

Following ECU returning the opening kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown, USF ran off 35 straight points and displayed a
dominating defense and rushing attack to roll to a 45-20 victory that was much bigger than the final score. The Bulls defense
stymied the ECU offense on six straight possessions (4 punts, 2 turnovers) before allowing a late field goal and going to
the half leading, 35-10. ECU would tack on fourth quarter scores with a field goal and touchdown with :45 to play following
a muffed punt by the Bulls. ECU posted 236 yards through three quarters.

B RB Jordan Cronkrite posted his third 100-yard game (129 & 2 TD) in his last four outings to lead a Bulls rushing attack
that posted a season-best 347 yards. Freshman Jah’Quez Evans ran for 99 yards and a TD on just six carries (all in the
second quarter) working out of the wildcat before exiting the game with a head injury.

B WR Randall St. Felix posted his best game of the season making five catches for 79 yards and a touchdown, including

two spectacular grabs.

B The Bulls forced two turnovers, continuing a string of forcing a turnover in every game on the year, including the first

career interceptio for defensive end Greg Reaves.

B QB Jordan McCloud went 9-0f-12 for 102 yards and 2 TD and ran for 49 yards while playing just the first half.

M Starting with the Bulls' game at ECU on Oct. 26, USF became the first program in the
nation to debut Schutt’s new UR1 model, which is specifically fitted to meet the unique
size needs of individuals through pressure mapping. As Schutt's pioneer program, USF has
17 players in the helmet with the ability to adjust padding pressure using mapping technol-
ogy and a new pad system that allows changes on the fly. A 3D helmet device takes exact
measurements of the head. Inside the helmet, there are 20 different pod positions and six
pad configurations that can be adjusted to make sure a player feels complete comfort.

8 TD) that ranked fifth (6.09) and third (6.84) in yards per
carry in The American.

B Wilcox & Cronkrite Spurn NFL: First team all-con-
ference tight end Mitchell Wilcox and 1,000-yard rusher
Jordan Cronkrite elected to forego early entry in the NFL
Draft to return for their senior campaigns. Wilcox posted
a USF tight end record season with 43 receptions for 540
yards, while Cronkrite logged the sixth-best rushing sea-
son in program history.

150 YEARS OF COLLEGE FOOTBALL;
BULLS FASTEST TO 150 WINS IN FLORIDA
College football is celebrating its 150th anniversary in
2019. The first game was played on Nov. 6, 1869 as Rut-
gers beat Princeton, 6-4, in New Brunswick, N.J. USF is
playing its 20th FBS season and 23rd season overall.

M In 2007, USF became the fastest program in the mod-
ern AP Poll Era to go from inception to a Top 10 national
ranking as the Bulls were ranked No. 6 in the Week 5 AP
Poll in just the program’s 11th season. The Bulls would
climb all the way to the No. 2 ranking two weeks late in
Week 7 to become the fastest to reach a Top 5 ranking.
B The Bull have reached a Top 25 ranking in seven
seasons, including the last three straight, and have been
ranked a total of 49 weeks, including 12 in the top 15.

W USF has played in a bowl game in four straight sea-
sons and in 10 of the last 14. The Bulls have won eight or
more games in 10 FBS seasons and eclipsed nine wins
five times.

W With a victory over ECU last season, the Bulls became
the fastest collegiate program in state of Florida history to
reach 150 wins.

1,000-YARD RUSHER POSTS 511 YARDS IN
FOUR GAMES IN MONTH OF OCTOBER

Senior Jordan Cronkrite returned for his senior season after
posting 1,121 yards in 2018, the sixth-best total in program
history, in his first season on the field for the Bulls.

B After a slow start in the Bulls’ first four games that saw
him log just 76 yards on 33 carries (8.2 cpg), Cronkrite ex-
ploded in the month of October for 511 yards.

M He posted 511 yards and four TD rushing in four October
games, averaging 127 yards per game and 6.8 yards per
carry in the month. He logged three 100-yard games, in-
cluding back-to-back 100-yard games to post two of the top
four rushing performances on his career.

M He fueled the Bulls’ top three rushing days on the season
as USF ran for 347 yards at ECU, 313 yards at UConn and
243 vs. BYU.

M Cronk bolted for 148 yards (7.4 ypc) at UConn, the third-
best rushing total on his career, before logging 158 yards
and two touchdowns on a career-high 26 carries (6.1 ypc)
in the second-best rushing performance of his career vs.
BYU. He wrapped up the month with 129 yards and two TD
on just 12 carries (10.8 ypc) at ECU.

M Cronk posted FIVE 100-yard rushing games in 2018. His
302 yards at UMass were the most by a player in The Amer-
ican and the second-best total nationally on the year as he
set a new USF and AAC game record. His five straight
100-yard rushing games equaled the longest streak in USF
history also accomplished by Quinton Flowers (2016) and
Marlon Mack (2015).

B Cronk owns four of the 15 longest TD runs in USF his-
tory. His 80-yard, game-winning TD run vs. ECU in 2018 is
tied for the fourth-longest.

M His four TD runs of 60-plus yards in 2018 were a USF
record, eclipsing Marlon Mack’s three in 2014.

CRONK SEEKS TO BECOME FOURTH BULL
WITH MULTIPLE 1,000-YARD SEASONS
Senior RB Jordan Cronkrite’s explosive October (511
yds/127 ypg) got him back on pace to become just the
fourth Bull to post multiple 1,000-yard rushing seasons af-
ter his 1,121 yard campaign last year. If he reaches 1,000,
it will mark the sixth straight season for USF to have a
1,000-yard rusher (2014 to present), after only having
three in the 17 seasons prior to 2014.

#BAYMADE TIGHT ENDS LEAD RECEIVING

USF entered the season expecting great production from
senior Mackey Award candidate Mitchell Wilcox (Tarpon
Springs) at tight end, but have also gotten great produc-
tion from junior Jacob Mathis (an Ole Miss transfer from
Tampa).

B The Bay area natives rank first and second for the Bulls in
receiving yards and stand far ahead of other USF receivers in
yards per catch. Wilcox leads all receivers with 254 yards and
16.9 ypc and his five receptions of 20-plus yards rand second
only to his fellow tight end. Mathis stands second with 195
yards and 16.2 yards per catch and his six catches of 20-plus
yards lead all receivers.

W Wilcox leads all USF receivers with a career-best 4 TD
catches on the year while Mathis now has two as the tight
ends have six of the Bulls’ 16 TD catches.

B Mathis has surged to join Wilcox as a major threat, posting
a catch in six straight games and outgaining Wilcox in the last
two. Mathis has 12 catches and 2 TD in the last six games.

NOVEMBER TEST AWAITS;

SEVEN OPPONENTS RANKED AT SOME
POINT DURING THE 2019 SEASON

USF will not leave the state of Florida for four regular sea-
son games in November (three at home), but will face a
gauntlet of the toughtest competition in The American.

B The Bulls’ four November opponents, are a combined
27-7 on the year and 14-4 in The American. All are in the top
three of the standings, including East leader Cincinnati (7-
1, 4-0), second-place UCF (7-2, 4-1) and third-place Temple
(5-3, 2-2) and second-place West team Memphis (8-1, 4-1).

B Two of the opponents (Cincinnati and Memphis) are
ranked in the current Top 25, UCF stands No. 26 in votes
in the AP Poll, and all four have been ranked at some point
during the season.

M USF has already faced one Top 25 ranked team (Wiscon-

sin) and two others that entered the rankings following the
game (SMU, Week 6) and another (Navy, Week 11), which
gives the Bulls’ SEVEN opponents in 2019 that have been
ranked in the Top 25 at some point on the season, six of
those American Conference teams, including all three USF
opponents from the AAC West all in the current Top 25.
W The Bulls final four opponents posted a combined record
of 39-13 (26-7 AAC) last year. UCF has won the East the last
two years. Memphis has won the West the last two years.
Temple won the East in 2015 and was runner-up in 2018.

DEFENSE RISES AT ECU
After the opening kickoff was returned 100 yards for a TD by

ECU, the Bulls’ defense clamped down forcing six straight
empty possessions and allowing only a field goal before the
fourth quarter as USF led, 38-10, entering the final frame.

B USF forced four punts, collected two turnovers and al-
lowed just one drive of more than six plays in the first half as
the Bulls ran off 35 straight points to lead 35-10 at halftime.
By contrast, the following week vs. No. 17 Cincinnati on the
same field, ECU scored 31 first half points, including four first
half TD drives.

B The Bulls allowed 324 yards (just 236 & 10 first downs
through the first three quarters) in a 45-20 win. The follow-
ing week vs. Cincinnati, ECU posted 638 total yards and 535
through the air in a 46-43 loss to the Bearcats.

BULLS RUN OVER PIRATES
USF posted season highs of 525 total yards and 347 rush-
ing yards in a 45-20 rout of ECU on Oct. 26. The Bulls aver-
aged 8.7 yards per run and 8.1 yards per play on the day as
they logged a season-best 27 first downs.

W Three Bulls averaged better than 10 yards per carry on
the day as Jordan Cronkrite ran for 129 yards and two TD
(10.8 ypc), Jah'Quez Evans diced the Pirates out of the wild-
cat for 99 yards and a TD on just six carries (16.5 ypc) all in
the second quarter and Jordan McCloud rand for 49 yards on
four carries (12.2 ypc) while playing just the first half.

HOMEGROWN TALENT

USF’s recruiting has focused on Florida and the Bay Area
and its seven surrounding counties.

W 91 of the 107 players on USF roster heading into the
2019 season hail from the state of Florida. That represents
88 percent of the roster with Georgia (6 players) being the
next closest state in producing current Bulls.

B The 2019 Bulls’ roster features 29 players from the Bay
Area, representing 27 percent of the roster. The Miami/
Ft. Lauderdale area is next closest with 19 Bulls hailing
from the area.

B Among the Bay Area standouts on the Bulls’ roster
are 15 players in the depth chart, including Mackey Award
candidate Mitchell Wilcox, starting QB Jordan McCloud,
right guard William Atterbury, left tackle Donovan Jen-
nings, slot Bryce Miller, cornerbacks Mike Hampton &
KJ Sails, defensive end Greg Reaves, safeties Mekhi
LaPointe and Bentlee Sanders, defensive tackles Kelvin
Pinkney and Blake Green.

USF FOOTBALL CENTER FUND RAISING OVER $21 MILLION

On Nov. 9, 2017, USF unveiled plans for a 160,000-square foot USF Football Center to be located on campus adjacent to the Lee Roy Selmon Athletics Center.
The USF Football Center, a donor-driven project, will expand upon the Morsani Football Practice Complex and feature an indoor practice facility housing a 100-
yard turf field and a more than 80,000-square foot state-of-the-art home for the entire football program.
USF received a $5 million gift toward the facility from Pam & Les Muma

on Nov. 11, 2017 and had $2 million in gifts announced during

2019 homecoming to bring total funds raised to more than

$21 million toward the facility to date.

Among the highlights in the initial plans by the global design firm HOK:
+ A stunning entry lobby and multi-purpose space for recruiting

+ Indoor practice facility with a 100-yard turf field
+ Football strength and conditioning center

+ Nearly 10,000-square foot football locker room
+ Players’ lounge and adjacent social patio

+ Team auditorium with tiered seating

+ Sports medicine and rehabilitation facility

* Nutrition center

« Team and position meeting spaces, coaches and staff offices
+ Equipment room, video operations, laundry and other support operations

THIRD-DOWN EFFICIENGCY RISING FAST
USF went 3-1 in October while vastly improving its third-
down efficiency and sustaining drives in its last four
games.

B The Bulls converted 25 of 51 (49%) of third downs in
October, a mark that would lead The American and rank
among the top 12 nationally. The Bulls twice exceeded 60
percent conversion and only once (39% at Navy) fell below
50 percent.

B In the first four games, the Bulls only once exceeded
27% (7 of 16, 44% vs. SC State) and entered October
standing 18 of 61 (29%) on third down conversions for the
year, which ranked 124th nationally.

B USF has raised its third-down conversion percentage
to 39 percent on the year, which stands 63rd nationally and
sixth in The American.

OFFENSE DELIVERS IN WINS
AT UCONN & VS BYU

Fueled by a strong ground game, the USF offense
started to click as the Bulls posted 503 yards and 313
rushing yards in its most prolific day to that point on the
season at UConn and followed with 315 yards and 243
on the ground vs. BYU.

B UConn marked USF’s most offensive yards since
posting 611 vs. UConn last season and the program’s first
300-yard rushing game since gaining 346 on the ground
against UConn on Oct. 20, 2018. The Bulls mounted four
touchdowns drives of 80 or more yards on the day. USF’s
touchdown drives of 89, 88 and 85 yards marked its three
longest on the season.

M Redshirt freshman QB Jordan McCloud accounted for
four touchdowns (three passing, one rushing) in his third

straight start at UConn. McCloud posted his third TD run

of the season in the second quarter on a 26-yard run and
finished with 62 yards on 11 carries while passing for 157
yards and 3 TD.

SPECIAL SPECIAL TEAMS:

SCHNEIDER & SANDERS PUT ON SHOW
Punter Trent Schneider broke a USF game punting re-
cord for the second time on the season as he was key in
the Bulls’ victory over BYU, averaging 52.8 yards on five
punts (tied for the 4th-best mark in AAC history) in a
close, come-from-behind victory. Schneider’s punts were
key in changing field position as USF’s offense was slow
to get going in the first half, but none was bigger than
his 61-yard angled punt from the Bulls’ own goal line with
1:09 to play and USF clinging to a 27-23 lead. The punt,
which angled out of bounds with no return, pushed BYU
back to its own 26-yard line to begin its final drive, which
moved 54 yards before being stopped at the USF 20.

M Schneider now ranks 13th nationally/2nd in AAC av-
eraging 45.4 ypp, which is on pace to break the USF
season mark.

M Scneider’s 51.6 yard average on 7 punts at Georgia
Tech and his 52.8 yard average on 5 vs. BYU stand as
the top two punting efforts in program history and the first
over 50 yards. The previous record was 49.8 set by Jona-
than Hernandez at Tulane in 2017.

Kick returner Bentley Sanders also had a big game vs.
BYU, logging a 61-yard return, his second 60-plus yard
return on the year, and averaging 30.9 yards per return
while compiling 151 return yards.

B Sanders now stands 18th nationally/2nd in The Ameri-
can averaging 26.4 ypr.

M He ranked second in the AAC and 10th nationally in
kickoff returns last season.

WILCOX GOING WILD ON USF TE RECORDS
A three-time Mackey Award candidate, senior tight end
Mitchell Wilcox delivered a career year in 2018 as he
put together a first team all-conference season. He got
evaluated by NFL teams following the season and made
the choice to return to school for his final campaign.

M He is just the 14th career 1,000-yard receiver in USF
history and is on pace to finish among the top seven in ca-
reer yardage and receptions all-time at USF. With 1,230
yards, he has moved into 12th all-time.

M He needs 13 catches to be the 11th to post 100 career
receptions in USF history. With 76 yards and 17 recep-
tions he would move among the top 10 in receiving yards
and receptions in USF history.

W With 10 career TD catches - a team-high four on the
year — he ranks 9th all-time at USF and is two shy of the
top 5 all-time. Andre Davis owns the USF record with 17.
M His four TD catches on the year double his previous
season high total.

M He has set the USF tight end career records recods
with 1,230 yards, 87 receptions (setting the receptions
mark with a 54-yard catch at Georgia Tech on Sept. 7)
and 10 TD.

M Wilcox posted USF tight end season records of 43
receptions (2nd on the team) for 540 yards (3rd on team),
more than doubling his 17 catches for 185 yards all of
2017.

M Posted a USF tight end game record with eight re-
ceptions for a personal-best 109 yards at lllinois.

M He led all AAC tight ends with 540 receiving yards to
set a USF TE record, despite missing two entire games
and a half of play in two others due to injury in 2018.

FRESHMAN MGCLOUD IMPRESSIVE IN
STARTING QB DEBUT

A redshirt freshman and Tampa native, Jordan Mc-
Cloud became the 17th starting quarterback in program
history, third from local Hillsborough County, and the
10th to win in their debut, first from Hillsborough, when
he led the Bulls to a 55-16 victory over SC State on
Sept. 14. The 39-point win was USF’s largest since a
44-3 victory at UCF in 2015 and the fourth largest mar-
gin of victory in a first career start, largest since Brian
Fisher led the Bulls to a 55-7 victory over Charleston
Southern in 2003.

Il McCloud accounted for five touchdowns (three pass-
ing, two rushing) in the second-best scoring debut by

a USF freshman. QB Marquel Blackwell accounted for
six touchdowns (three rushing, three passing) against
Southern Utah in 2001.

Il McCloud accounted for 273 yards (217 passing) and
accounted for 5 TD, the most by a USF QB in a debut
(bettering Blake Barnett's four). The Bulls did not turn
the ball over.

M McCloud is second on the team with 242 yards rush-
ing and is tied for the team lead with 4 TD on the ground.
Il McCloud gained a reputation as “unflappable” during
a high school career that saw him play running back and
defensive back before moving to quarterback as a junior.
He started his senior year and led Plant HS to a 12-2
record and the state semifinals.

M At Georgia Tech, McCloud took the field with 1:16 left
in the third quarter and on his third play from scrimmage
hit Johnny Ford with a 20-yard TD pass to cut the Tech
lead to 14-10. On his very next pass on the Bulls’ next
possession, McCloud hit Mitch Wilcox for a 54-yard gain
to the Tech 1-yard line. He finished 4-of-5 for 90 yards
and a touchdown while running for 12 yards.

DEFENSE SHOWS IMPROVEMENT; AMONG
NATIONAL LEADERS

In its third season under the direction of assistant head
coach/defensive coordinator Brian Jean-Mary and with
three new position coaches (Steve Ellis, defensive backs;
Bryan Hill, safeties and Paul Spicer, defensive line) and
coaching position switch (Sean Cronin to outside line-
backers), the USF defense has shown improvement in
yards allowed, scoring and takeaways.

B USF is 2nd nationally with 20 turnovers gained,
including a program record eight vs. SC State. The Bulls
were 44th with 21 during the 2018 season. Ten players
have a takeaway, led by CB KJ Sails with four.

B After Week 7, Sport Source Analytics ranked USF’s
defense No. 3 nationally in “Defensive Mayhem”, posting
a TFL, sack, INT or fumble on 16.8 percent of plays. That
ranked behind only Ohio State (19.4%) and Wisconsin
(17.4%).
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M Eight players had a takeaway vs. SC State, including five with
a program record five fumble recoveries.

W After posting 11 TFL vs. Wisconsin, 13 at Georgia Tech &
13 vs. BYU, USF is third in the nation, averaging 9.1 TFL per
game. USF ranked 33rd last year with 6.8 per game.

B USF has four games with 10+ TFL on the year.

I 23 Bulls have posted a TFL on the year, led by 9.5 from LB
Dwayne Boyles.

M USF ranks 58th giving up 385 ypg after standing 104th
giving up 446.6 last year, despite facing one of the nation’s top
ranked rushers in Jonathan Taylor, who ran for 135 yards vs.
USF and later 203 vs. Michigan.

B The Bulls have held three teams to less than 300 total yards
(Georgia Tech, SC State & UConn).

M The Bulls gave up just 257 yards to Georgia Tech, an
improvement of 345 yards over the 602 the Yellow Jackets
gained in Tampa last season. The Bulls D shut out Tech in the
second half while limiting them to 116 yards. Tech posted 14
points and 294 total yards vs. defending national champion
Clemson on the road in Week 1.

B USF gave up 433 yards to No. 17 Wisconsin in game 1. The
Badgers, picked by many as a contender for a Big Ten title and
the College Football Playoff, put up 599 yards the following
week vs Central Michigan and 487 vs. No. 11 Michigan.

BULLS WILL PLAY ANYONE

USF has built a strong nonconference schedule and an oppor-
tunity to put its talent on display in the coming years as head
coach Charlie Strong is willing to play anyone who will schedule
the Bulls.

B USF’s 17 scheduled nonconference games vs. Power 6 op-
ponents over the next 10 seasons, 14 of those added since
January 2018, are tied for the most among American Athletic
Conference teams.

M Six of those opponents can claim a national championship,
including 17 for Alabama, and the Bulls will be facing programs
during that span that claim a total of 34 national championships.
M Alabama is the Bulls’ sixth future nonconference opponent in
the next 10 seasons to rank among the top 25 all-time in Associ-
ated Press Top 25 Poll appearances.

W USF has added nonconference series vs. Alabama (2023,
2024, 2026) Florida (2021, 2022, 2025), Miami (2025, 2027,
2028), (Louisville (2022, 2024, 2026), and NC State (2021,
2024) under Strong.

M Future nonconference opponents through 2027 also include
Texas (2020) Wisconsin (2019), BYU (2019 & 2021) and Boise
State (2025, 2027).

USF was designated a “Preeminent State Research Uni-
versity” by the Florida board of governors in 2018, placing
it in elite company with the University of Florida and Florida
State University as the only three state universities to earn
the designation.

B The USF System’s total enroliment surpassed 50,000
students for the first time in the fall of 2017, now with 50,577
students currently enrolled across the three separately ac-
credited institutions: USF Tampa, USF St. Petersburg and
USF Sarasota-Manatee. Serving 43,542 undergraduate
and graduate students USF Tampa has seen a rise in the
average high school GPA of the 2017-18 first time in college
(FTIC) class, from 4.08 to 4.12 this year.

B INNOVATIVE: USF is the nation’s fifth leading public uni-
versity in generating new United States utility patents and
ranks 12th among universities worldwide.

B USF is home to students from all 67 Florida counties,
all 50 states and more than 145 countries, the USF System
continues to admit a very diverse student body.

THE USF FOOTBALL PROGRAM

B The Bulls have had four head coaches in 23 seasons.

MW USF was ranked for a program record 20 straight weeks during the 2016 & 2017 seasons.

W The Bulls reached as highly as the No. 2 ranking in 2007.

B USF has played in 10 bowl games and won six.

W USF has claimed victories in Tampa over Louisville, West Virginia, Georgia Tech, Pittsburgh,
Kansas and North Carolina among others.

W USF has claimed road or nuetral site wins over Florida State, Auburn, Clemson, Notre Dame,
Miami, Louisville, NC State, West Virginia and TCU among others.

STRONG ADDS FIVE NEW COACHES

Entering the 2019, head coach Charlie Strong has added
five new coaches to the Bulls’ staff, headlined by the ad-
dition of new offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach
Kerwin Bell.

M The Bulls added two new coaches on the offensive side
of the ball. Offensive coordinator Kerwin Bell brought with
him offensive line coach Jeremy Darveau from Valdosta
State, where they won the Division Il National Champion-
ship with the nation’s top scoring offense (52.0 ppg) in
2018. The pair worked together for three seasons at Val-
dosta before coming to USF. Darveau is the sixth offensive
line coach in the last seven seasons for the Bulls. Bell also
brought along his son, Kade, and Andrew Robustelli from
the Valdosta staff. They will serve as offensive analysts at
USF.

B On the defensive side of the ball, defensive coordinator
Brian Jean-Mary leads the unit for the third season. He is
joined by new coaches Paul Spicer (defensive line, previ-
ously with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers), Steve Ellis (defen-
sive backs, previously at Middle Tennesse State) and Bryan
Hill (safeties, previously a USF analyst).

2018 IMPACT FRESHMEN BRING EXPERI-
ENCE INTO SOPHOMORE SEASON

The Bulls’ have recruited strong under Charlie Strong and
young talent shined in 2018 with several true and redshirt
freshmen figuring into prominent roles.

B Freshman Johnny Ford was the Bulls’ second leading
rusher with 787 yards and 8 TD. He ran for 164 yards and 3
TD vs. UConn, 106 yards and 2 TD at Houston and 77 yards
and 2 TD at UMass. His 6.8 ypc led the team.

M Redshirt freshman WR Randall St. Felix led the team
with 679 receiving yards, the best freshman season in
program history. He posted four 100-yard receiving
games, including the best debut by a wide receiver in pro-
gram history - seven receptions for 143 yards and a touch-
down vs. Elon.

B Redshirt freshman S Nick Roberts was fourth on the
team with 72 tackles and led the team with three inter-
ceptions.

B Freshman LB Dwayne Boyles made his second start at
WLB vs. Tulane and led the team with 10 tackles.

B Redshirt freshman S Mekhi LaPointe started four
games. He led USF with 11 tackles vs. UConn, 9 tackles
and 2.0 TFL at Tulsa and had an INT at Houston.

M Freshman Tyrone Barber made his first career start vs.
ECU and had two sacks on the year.

B Freshman Donovan Jennings made his first career
start at left tackle at UMass and helped lead USF to 365
yards rushing. He started four games at left tackle.

B Freshman Brad Gecil made his first career start at cen-
ter vs. UConn and helped lead USF to 611 yards and 346
yards rushing. He had seven starts on the year.

M Redshirt freshman OG Demetris Harris started all but
two games at guard.

M Redshirt freshman S Bentlee Sanders posted 10 tack-
les and 0.5 TFL in his first career start vs. Elon. He led USF
with 455 kickoff return yards (26.8 ypr), had a 62-yarder at
Cincinnati and 182 all-purpose yards at Houston.

RECORDS WATCH

WILDCAT EVANS

Recruited as a quarterback out of Atlanta, freshman
Jah’Quez Evans was moved to receiver after the second
week of fall camp. However, the 6-2, 180-pound athlete has
been explosive for the Bulls back behind center as a wildcat
quarterback this season.

M Evans has seen action in six games and posted 122
yards on 11 carries as a wildcat, posting an explosive 11.1
yards per carry. He has completed the only pass he has at-
tempted on the year, a 2-yarder in the ECU game.

W Evans was absolutely dynamic in a breakout game at
ECU, racking up 99 yards on just six carries (16.5 ypc) in
just the second quarter of the Bulls’ victory. Evans exploded
for a 53-yard gain and later ripped a 34-yard touchdown run
that gave the Bulls a 28-7 lead. Evans also completed his
first career pass attempt, hitting Mitch Wilcox for 2 yards.
M Evans had 15 yards at Georgia Tech and gained 8 vs.
South Carolina State in his other games with carries.

M Evans was rated the No. 21 dual-threat QB in the nation
by 247 and was a Georgia 6A All-State first team selection,
running for 365 yards and four TD as a senior.

LINE SHIFT

USF returned all five starters on the offensive line from the
Gasparilla Bowl, but during fall camp adjusted that lineup
by switching senior William Atterbury from right guard to left
tackle and sophomore Donovan Jennings from left tackle
to right guard.

B Following offensive struggles in the first two games,
coaches switched Atterbury and Jennings back to “their
more natural positions.” With Atterbury back at right guard
and Jennings at left tackle, the Bulls put up 55 points and
459 yards vs. SC State, logged 503 yards and 313 yards
rushing in a win at UConn, and posted 243 rushing yards
inawin vs. BYU.

W Atterbury has now logged 31 straight starts, 20 of those
at right guard next to right tackle Marcus Norman, who has
logged 42 straight starts. The pair are the best of friends off
the field and the senior leaders combine to bring 77 starts of
experience to an offensive line completed by sophomores
Jennings (LT), Brad Cecil (C) and Demetris Harris (G).

IT’S MILLER TIME!

Walk-on slot receiver Bryce Miller has emerged as a
very effective and reliable target in the Bulls’ offense

after impressing coaches during fall camp and a redshirt
season in 2018 after transfering from NAIA Southeastern
University in Lakeland.

M Miller’s 14 catches rank third on the team and his 161
yards stand fourth.

M Miller had touchdown catches in back-to-back games vs.
SMU and at UConn and has three TD on the year.

M Miller started at UConn and has posted catches in six
games. He had a career-best three catches for 57 yards and
a touchdown at SMU.

M Miller, an all-state wide receiver at East Lake HS in the
Bay area, is noted for his precise route running and work
ethic.

BARNETT OUT FOR SEASON AFTER ANKLE
SURGERY ON OCT. 18

Senior quarterbak Blake Barnett returned for his senior
campaign after posting 2,710 passing yards in 2018 and
ranking 27th nationally passing for 245.9 ypg.

B After starting the Bulls first two games of 2019, in
which the offense struggled vs. Wisconsin and at Georgia
Tech, Barnett was replaced by Jordan McCloud as the
starter.

B Barnett returned late in the Bulls loss to SMU and led
three touchdown drives while throwing 222 yards and three
touchdowns. He was pulled down from behind in the final
minute of that game an reinjured his left ankle, which he
had struggled with injuring in 2018.

B On Oct. 18, Barnett underwent surgery to repair ten-
dons in the ankle and will miss the remainder of the season.

B Bamett entered 2019 set for a strong season after
raising his weight to 225 pounds, up nearly 20 pounds
from his final playing weight at the end of 2018. He added
a personal nutrionist in the offseason and did work in the
weight room, raising his bench press to 275, up 30 pounds.
B Barnett was thriving under new offensive coordinator
Kerwin Bell during spring and fall practice. Bell represents
the sixth offensive coordinator Barnett has played for in
college.

B Barnett was on pace to set a USF passing record and
post the first 3,000-yard passing season in program history,
but missed two of the final four games with injuries. The
season passing mark is currently held by Quinton Flowers
(2017) and Matt Grothe (2008) at 2,911 yards.

B Bamnett posted three 300-yard passing games in 2018,
one shy of the USF season record of four set by Quinton
Flowers in 2017.

B Barnett passed for 200-plus yards in 9-0f-11 games he
played in in 2018, just shy of the USF record for 200-yard
passing games set by Marquel Blackwell with 10 in 2001.
W Barnett led three double-digit 4th quarter comebacks in
2018 for the Bulls in victories over Georgia Tech (-10), at
lllinois (-12) and at Tulsa (-14).

M Barnett passed for 411 yards vs. lllinois, the second-best
total in USF history.

B Barnett joined the Bulls in the summer of 2018 and won
the QB the competition in fall camp.

W A consensus five-star prospect and MVP of the 2014 Elite
11 Quarterback Competition, he had seen action in seven
collegiate games prior to USF, completing 14-of-24 passes
for 259 yards at previous stops at Alabama and ASU.

MACON NOISE!

Graduate transfer linebacker Patrick Macon (6-3, 245) add-
ed terrific size and athleticism to what was a thin unit for the
Bulls in 2018. He had a stellar debut at USF.

B Macon currently ranks 8th in the AAC tackles (7.3 tpg).

B Macon has led the team in tackles in three games, in-
cluding two double-digit outings and the top two tackle to-
tals (15 & 13) for the Bulls on the year.

B Macon led USF with 13 tackles at Navy.

B Playing in his first game in two seasons and first-ever
FBS game, Macon led USF with 15 tackles (10 solo), 4 TFL,
1 FF and one sack vs. Wisconsin (8/30). He recorded the
most tackles for a Bull in seven seasons (18, DeDe Lat-
timore, vs. Rutgers, 2013) and most TFL since 2017 (4,
Deadrin Senat vs. Houston , 2017).

B At Georgia Tech, he posted five stops, a TFL and tipped
a pass that was intercepted on the Tech 25 to set up a
touchdown.

W Macon was the 2016 NJCAA Defensive Player of the
Year after posting 122 tackles, 27.5 TFL, 9 sacks, nine
forced fumbles, two fumble recoveries and interception and
seven pass breakups in leading Fort Scott CC to an 11-1
record and appearance in the NJCAA title game.

BOYLING

Sophomore LB Dwayne Boyles posted a TFL in six of his
last seven games, including a team-high 3.0 at UConn, and
leads the team with 9.5 on the year.

B He posted 21 tackles over three games (7.0 tpg), includ-
ing a team-high tying eight at UConn, and now stands fifth
on the team with 44 stops on the year.

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WIND IN HIS SAILS

North Carolina transfer cornerback KJ Sails was granted im-
mediate eligibility to play by the NCAA just days prior to the
start of the 2019 season. His infectious spirit and excellent
play has made an immediate impact.

M Sails collected a turnover in each of his first three games
as a Bull and owns four on the season, with two intercep-
tions and two fumble recoveries to lead USF.

M Sails leads USF with 7 passes defended while establish-
ing himself as a lockdown corner that has been targeted
infrequently.

M Sails, a Tampa native that attended East Bay HS, moved
back to the Bay area to be closer to his 2-year old son, King,
following the sudden deaths of his great-grandmother, Lo-
retta Hardy (who played a large role in raising him), close
friend, Takiya Fullwood (whose family he stayed with during
high school), just days apart. Takiya was the sister of former
Bulls’ standout safety Tajee Fullwood and like a sister to KJ.
An 18-year old biology student at FAU with plans to go on to
dental school, Takiya was shot and killed at a Tampa house
party in February of 2019.

M Sails has said he is cherishing every day and his goal is
to play with a spirit that represents his great-grandmother
and sister figure. He has been a very vocal, energetic and
positive presence on the Bulls roster since his arrival.

REAVES RETURNS TO DEFENSIVE END,
EARNED SCHOLARSHIP IN 2017

Senior defensive end Greg Reaves, a Bay Area native from
Manatee HS in Bradenton, walked onto the team in 2015.
He promptly earned the team’s “Scout Team Award” on de-
fense that season and then got on the field in 2016 making
seven tackles on special teams. He was granted a scholar-
ship prior to the start of the 2017 season.

M He posted a season-high 12 tackles at Navy on Oct. 19.
B Reaves has excelled in his return to defensive end in
2019. He ranks second on the team with 36 tackles, first
with 3.0 sacks and fourth with 5.5 TFL.

B He moved to middle linebacker the last seven games of
2018 with Nico Sawtelle sidelined with injury, but returned to
his defensive end position in the spring.

B Posted a career-best 89 tackles in 2018 to rank second
on the team.

W The former three-sport HS athlete (football, basketball,
track) earned a starting job at defensive end during 2017
fall camp and was awarded a scholarship by Charlie Strong
during the last week of camp.

M In 2017, he led the team in TFL (14.0), 6th in tackles (51)
and third in sacks (4.0) while starting all 12 games.

B Reaves previously attended Air Force Academy Prep
School following his Manatee High graduation in 2014. He
played safety and middle linebacker in high school.
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AUSSIE STEPS UP AT PUNTER

Second-year Bulls punter Trent Schneider has been
tagged with the nickname “Aussie” by coach Charlie Strong
for obvious reasons.

B Schneider earned conference honor roll recognition af-
ter a huge day vs. ECU in 2018. He punted nine times for a
49.2 yard average in the game. Schneider also hit a 72-yard
punt, which tied for the longest in school history.

M The 29-year-old Schneider hails from Sydney, Australia,
9,264 miles and a 16-hour flight from Tampa. He worked in
the construction business for eight years following comple-
tion of senior secondary school. He did work in brick laying,
tiling, framing, deck building and renovations and had his
own company.

B Schneider, a former soccer goalkeeper with a strong leg,
launching the ball from his own goal box, posted a video on
Facebook that spurred interest from colleges.

B Schneider’s parents and two sisters reside in Australia.
Hl He earned CCCAA All-State Region 4 honors, averaging
38.6 ypp at Santa Barbara City College.

M He handles punting and kickoff duties for the Bulls.

M Charlie Strong has had previous experience with Austra-
lian kickers recruiting Michael Dickson, also from Sydney,
to Texas. The current Seattle Seahawks punter earned the
Ray Guy Award and All-America honors at Texas.

HORNE TIES NCAA RECORD;

LOST FOR 2018 SEASON WITH AGL INJURY;
SPORTING NEWS MIDSEASON ALL-AMERICA
USF freshman WR Terrence Horne was named Sporting
News Midseason All-American on Oct. 15, 2018.

Horne tied an NCAA record (held by 24 others) and set a
new American Conference record with two kickoff returns
for touchdowns against Georgia Tech (9.8), part of three
TDs he scored in the game.

M Horne tore the ACL in his right knee during practice prior
to the Sept. 22, 2018 game at ECU and missed the rest of
the season.

M After months of rehab and a strong fall camp, Horne re-
turned to kickoff return duties on Sept. 7, 2019 at Georgia
Tech, where he returned one kickoff for 21 yards.

M in 2018, Horne matched the USF season and career re-
cords of two kickoff returns for touchdowns set by Lindsey
Lamar (two in 2010).

M Horne set a new USF and American Conference game
record for kickoff return yardage with 264 yards against
Georgia Tech (2018), breaking the mark set by Mike Jenkins
in 2007 with 192 against Cincinnati. The 264 yards are the
most by an FBS player this season.

M Horne’s 98-yard kickoff return for a TD against Georgia
Tech as the third-longest in program history. He followed
that with a 97-yard kickoff return for a TD, which tied for the
fourth-longest kickoff return in program history.

M Horne was the only player in the NCAA in 2018 with two
kickoff returns for touchdowns. He led the nation with an
average of 47.0 yards per kickoff return prior to his injury.
B Before coming to USF, Horne won the Class 4A state
100-meter title for Miramar (Fla.) High School.

Four players
that started at least seven games in 2018 return on the
line, led by 2017 second-team all-conference right tackle
Marcus Norman (13), guard William Atterbury (13), left
guard Demetris Harris (11) and center Brad GCecil (7).
It marks the most returning starters on the offensive line
since the Bulls returned five in 2014 and the third straight
year USF has returned at least three starters. Donovan Jen-
nings, who started at left tackle in the bowl game, made four
starts last year.

B Norman has started 34 straight games at right tackle,
while Atterbury has started 23 straight at right guard.

DEFENSIVE LINE MATURES

USF had two sophomores and two true freshmen see
extensive action on the D-line last season. They will now
be part of six defensive linemen that return that played in
eight or more games last year and four that have logged
22 or more career games. The group is led by senior de-
fensive ends Kirk Livingstone (38 games, 25 starts) and
Greg Reaves (33 games, 25 starts) who have both tallied
more than 100 tackles and 21 TFL on their career. Juniors
Kevin Kegler (24 games, 11 starts) and Kelvin Pinkney
(22 games, 4 starts) and sophomores Tyrone Barber (11
games, 1 start) and Rashawn Yates (8 games, 2 starts)
round out the group that will form the base of a Bulls’ D-line
that looks to enter 2019 bigger and more experienced.

BARNETT RETURNS STRONG AFTER
INJURY-HAMPERED END TO 2018

After missing significant practice time and two of the Bulls’
last four games of the 2018 season due to injuries, quarter-
back Blake Barnett returns healthy and having added 30
pounds to his now 275-pound bench press max. He will be
participating in his first spring practice at USF after arriving
on campus in May last year.

B Prior to injuries causing him to miss the Bulls’ game
at Cincinnati (Nov. 10), Barnett had started the first nine
games and passed for 2,400 yards. He ranked 16th nation-
ally (3rd in AAC) at that point, passing for 267.2 ypg, which
was on pace to shatter the USF season passing record
(2,911) with more than 3,400 passing yards. He missed two
of the Bulls’ final four games and did not start the Gasparilla
Bowl, but entered in the first quarter and passed for 212
yards and a TD in the game.

M He tallied just 310 passing yards and one TD in the Bulls’
final four games of 2018. Barnett passed for 1,099 yards
and 8 TD in the first four games of 2018, including 411 yards
and 2 TD at lllinois. He averaged 267.2 ypg passing through
nine games. In the final four games of 2018, with Barnett
missing two, USF passed for 695 yards (155.2 ypg) and
5TD.

M Despite the missed time, Barnett's nine 200-yard pass-
ing games in 2018 were just one shy of the USF season
record of 10 set by Marquel Blackwell in 2001.

2019 SCHEDULE BREAKDOWN

M Big Opener: The Bulls’ Friday, Aug. 30 season opener vs. Wisconsin in Raymond James Stadium will mark the pro-
gram’s biggest season opener at home since the program'’s very first game in 1997. Wisconsin has made 17 straight bowl
appearances, returns 2018 Doak Walker winner and 2,000-yard rusher Jonathan Taylor, and has appeared in numerous
early 2019 season Top 25 polls. It will be the Bulls’ biggest season opener since winning on the road at No. 16 Notre Dame
(23-20) to open the 2011 campaign.

B Power 6: The Bulls will take on two Power 6 opponents, Wisconsin and at Georgia Tech, in the non-conference
season. USF has won five of its last six games vs. non-con Power 6 opponents and claimed victory in seven of its nine
meetings overall.

M American: USF plays its first four conference games (three on the road) vs. teams that finished in the bottom half of
their division in 2018 and posted a combined record of 12-27 (7-25 AAC). The Bulls finish with four conference games
against teams that finished in the top half of their division and posted a combined record of 39-13 (26-7 AAC).

M Florida Finish: USF will close out the 2019 regular season with four straight games in the state of Florida in the month
of November, all within a bus ride from campus. Three straight home games begin the stretch, which is capped by a trip
to UCF for the War on I-4. The Bulls will face 2018 East Division runner-up Temple (8-5, 7-1 AAC) in a Thursday night
clash, followed by East Division third-place team Cincinnati (11-2; 6-2) and back-to-back West Division winner Memphis
(8-6;5-3) at home before traveling to two-time defending East Division winner UCF (12-1; 8-0).

NOTABLES
PLAY FAST, SCORE FASTER

Offensive coordinator Kerwin Bell has brought the mantra
“play fast, score faster” to the Bulls in his first season lead-
ing the offense. The former SEC Player of the Year quarter-
back (1984) at Florida comes to USF after 12 seasons as a
successful head coach, leading programs at Valdosta State
(2016-18) and Jacksonville University (2007-15) and a 14-
year playing career in professional football.

B Charlie Strong and Bell were first part of the same pro-
gram during the 1983-84 seasons at Florida, where Strong
was serving in his first coaching position as a graduate as-
sistant and Bell was a walk-on quarterback.

B The 2018 Don Hansen NCAA Division Il Co-Coach of
the Year, Bell's 2018 offense led the nation in scoring (52.0
ppg) and was fourth in total offense (523.9 ypg).The Blazers
scored 728 points, the most in NCAA Division Il history, as
they posted 7,334 yards (3,676 rushing/3,658 passing) and
7.9 yards per play.

A two-time all-conference selection (1st team in 2018)
and Mackey Award candidate, senior Mitchell Wilcox is
among the best tight ends in the nation and spurned an op-
portunity to enter the 2019 NFL Draft to add to a stellar ca-
reer that has him poised to own every USF tight end record.
His 43 catches and 540 yards set USF season receptions
and season yardage for a tight end last year and led The
American. He owns the career yardage record and career
receptions for a USF tight end and the single game recep-
tions record (8). His career-best 109 yards at lllinois last
year are second only to Elkanah Dillion’s game mark of 126
yards vs. FAMU in 2015.

REAVES RETURNS TO THE EDGE

Senior Greg Reaves, a former walk-on, started the last
seven games of 2018 at middle linebacker due to injuries
and depth at linebacker. He excelled, posting 9.4 tackles
per game during the stretch to finish second on the team
with 89 tackles. For 2019, the 6-2, 248-pounder will return
to his edge position as a defensive end/outside linebacker,
a position from which he led USF with 14.0 TFL in 2017. He
has started the last 25 straight games for the Bulls.

TAMPA - Senior transfer Patrick Macon had a monster USF debut with 15 tackles, 4.0 tackles for loss, a sack and forced
fumble, but the Bulls fell, 49-0, to No. 19/17 Wisconsin on Friday night.

USF’s season-opening crowd of 46,704 at Raymond James Stadium saw the senior middle linebacker from Memphis,
Tenn., post the most tackles in a game for the Bulls since DeDe Lattimore’s 18 stops against Rutgers in 2013.

Macon, who made 10 solo tackles, was one of four upperclassman transfers who started on defense. Junior cornerback
KJ Sails recovered Macon’s forced fumble, totaled two tackles and had a 17-yard punt return after becoming eligible this
week. Senior Devin Studstill started at strong safety and tied for second on the team with five tackles in his first game with
the Bulls since transferring from Notre Dame.

Following a 55-minute lightning delay, Wisconsin Heisman hopeful Jonathan Taylor’s three touchdown first half helped
power the Badgers to a 28-0 lead by the break. While several dropped passes dashed USF’s chances to get its new of-
fense rolling, Taylor’s 37-yard TD run got Wisconsin on the board first. The Badgers later stripped Bulls quarterback Blake
Barnett and returned the fumble 16 yards for a touchdown and 14-0 lead. Barnett finished 13-0f-30 for 109 yards and two
interceptions on the night.

ATLANTA - Led by freshman backup quarterback Jordan McCloud and two straight second-half takeaways by the de-
fense, USF nearly erased a double-digit fourth quarter deficit for the second straight year against Georgia Tech before
falling, 14-10, Saturday at Bobby Dodd Stadium.

McCloud threw a 20-yard touchdown pass to Johnny Ford to help cut the deficit to 14-10 with 14:53 remaining in the game
after junior cornerback KJ Sails' first interception as a Bull on a tipped pass from Patrick Macon.

On the very next drive, senior defensive end Darius Slade recovered a fumble forced by sophomore safety Nick Roberts
at the USF 45. McCloud completed 4 of 5 passes for 90 yards in his impressive relief effort, including a 54-yard connection
with Mitchell Wilcox that set USF up for the potential go-ahead score at the Tech 1-yard line. Jordan Cronkrite’s potential
go-ahead touchdown dive from the 2 was ruled short of the goal line on review. His fumble following reaching the ball out
resulted in a loss of possession at the goal line with 10:03 to play.

USF looked to have stopped Tech with just over two minutes to play following a tackle by Macon on a third-and-long play,
but replay officials observing from the press box called for a review on the play and ruled Macon had made helmet-to-helmet
contact. The unsportsmanlike penalty resulted in a 15-yard gain and a first down, which allowed Tech to run out the clock.

TAMPA - Quarterback Jordan McCloud accounted for five touchdowns in his first career start while the USF defense set program
records with eight takeaways and five fumble recoveries in a 55-16 rout of South Carolina State at Raymond James Stadium on
Saturday night.

Redshirt freshman McCloud completed 16 of 27 passes for 217 yards and three touchdowns. The Tampa native also rushed for
two scores and 56 yards (4.7 ypc) in the second-best scoring debut by a USF freshman.

USF scored 42 points off takeaways after forcing five turnovers in its 31-point second half. Five different Bulls recovered fumbles
to set the record — seniors Greg Reaves, Kirk Livingstone and Devin Studstill along with juniors KJ Sails and Tyrik Jones. Sopho-
more safety Nick Roberts had a 62-yard interception return and finished with five tackles.

Sophomore Johnny Ford, who moved from running back to receiver in the spring, recorded his first 100-yard receiving game
with 100 yards on just four catches, including a 42-yard touchdown to start USF’s scoring and a career long 52-yarder in the
fourth quarter. Ford also had a 32-yard touchdown run and gained 37 yards on three carries (12.3 ypc). Senior Mitchell Wilcox
set USF’s new tight end career touchdown receptions record (8) with scoring catches of 20 and 10 yards during USF’s 459-yard
performance.

KEY NOTES

B USF set the new program record with eight takeaways (five fumble recoveries, three interceptions). The previous record of seven
takeaways was set three different times (last vs. Louisville on Nov. 17, 2007).

B Jordan McCloud accounted for five touchdowns (three passing, two rushing) in the second-best scoring debut by a USF
freshman. QB Marquel Blackwell accounted for six touchdowns (three rushing, three passing) against Southern Utah in 2001.

TAMPA - The Bulls fell behind early in their conference-opening clash with SMU Saturday, but quarterback Blake Barnett
jump-started the offense with three touchdown passes on three straight drives in the second half of a 48-21 loss to the
unbeaten Mustangs (5-0) at Raymond James Stadium.

Barnett completed 13 of 21 passes for 222 yards, his 10th career 200-yard passing game, and the senior added 24 rush-
ing yards in an impressive relief effort. Redshirt freshman Jordan McCloud earned his second straight start at quarterback,
but was sacked six times in the first half and exited with a sprained wrist before USF (1-3) saw its three-game winning
streak in conference openers snapped.

Senior tight end Mitchell Wilcox led the Bulls with 77 yards on four receptions, including a 43-yarder and a 7-yard touch-
down catch late in the fourth quarter. Sophomore receiver Bryce Miller also provided a spark in the second half with a
13-yard touchdown catch from Barnett and finished with three receptions for a career-high 57 yards.

After the Bulls fell behind 41-0, junior tight end Jacob Mathis started the scoring for USF with a 24-yard touchdown catch
from Barnett late in the third quarter. The Tampa native totaled a career-high 54 receiving yards after posting a career long
of 30 yards on his other catch.

KEY NOTES

B USF had won its past three conference openers before dropping its first AAC game in a season for the first time since 2015.
The Bulls are now 4-1 under head coach Charlie Strong following a bye.

B USF headed into the game tied for the national lead with 11 takeaways and added two more forced turnovers to the
season total thanks to interceptions by Devin Studstill and Stacy Kirby.

EAST HARTFORD, CONN. - Jordan Cronkrite racked up 148 of USF’s season-high 313 rushing yards as the Bulls rolled
to a 48-22 conference victory at UConn on Saturday.

USF generated a season-high total of 503 yards of offense and led from start to finish in its eighth straight victory over the
Huskies, dating back to 2012. Saturday marked USF’s first 300-yard rushing game since gaining 346 yards on the ground
against the Huskies on Oct. 20, 2018.

Redshirt freshman quarterback Jordan McCloud accounted for four touchdowns in his third straight start. McCloud completed
11 of 12 passes for 157 yards and three touchdowns on top of rushing for 62 yards and another score from 26 yards out.

Making his first-ever USF start in the slot, Bryce Miller caught a pair of 12-yard touchdown passes from McCloud. Miller's
first TD reception started a string of four straight scoring drives that helped the Bulls build a 27-14 halftime lead.

Cronkrite registered his first 100-yard rushing game of the season while averaging 7.4 yards per carry. Trevon Sands
added seven carries for a career-high 64 yards in a performance that included his first-ever touchdown run as a Bull from
5 yards out in the second quarter.

KEY NOTES

B The 48-22 victory (26-point margin) marked the largest in the 17-game series, eclipsing the Bulls’ 37-20 (17-point) win in
Hartford in 2017. USF leads the series, 12-5.

TAMPA - Senior Jordan Cronkrite rushed for 158 yards and two touchdowns, including the go-ahead score with 7:37
remaining, and the USF defense finished off a thrilling 27-23 homecoming victory over BYU Saturday in Raymond James
Stadium.

Clinging to a four-point lead, USF came up with consecutive fourth-down stops deep in its own territory to defeat BYU in
the first-ever meeting between the programs. The Cougars’ final two drives ended at the USF 5 and 20, the last ending
after Devin Studstill batted down a pass in the end zone to seal the Bulls’ fifth straight homecoming victory.

USF generated 243 of its 315 total yards on the ground and Cronkrite led the rushing attack with 158 yards on 26 carries (6.1
ype) in his second-best performance as a Bull. The senior from Miami registered both his rushing touchdowns and racked up
123 yards in the second half.

Sophomore linebacker Antonio Grier set a career high with two sacks, his second coming in clutch fashion as BYU was
in a third-and-10 situation from the USF 12 on the final drive. Sophomore linebacker Dwayne Boyles totaled 2.5 of USF’s
season high-tying13 tackles for loss and one of the Bulls’ season-high six sacks, the most since 2012. USF has tallied at
least 10 tackles for loss in four straight games and has 11 sacks in the past two outings.

ANNAPOLIS, Md. - USF collected three takeaways on the day but couldn’t get its offense going as Navy’s potent rushing
attack led the Midshipmen to a 35-3 victory in Annapolis Saturday, which snapped the Bulls’ two-game winning streak.

Navy rushed 59 times for 434 yards in its third straight win. Navy Quarterback Malcolm Perry had a game-high 188 rushing
yards and two touchdowns while Navy’s only completed pass was a 23-yard touchdown on a trick play.

USF headed into the week ranking fourth nationally in turnovers gained and increased its season takeaway total to 18.
Junior cornerback KJ Sails and sophomore safety Nick Roberts intercepted passes in the second quarter. Senior defen-
sive end Greg Reaves recovered a fumble on the first drive of the second half.

GREENVILLE, N.C. - USF scored 35 straight points in the first half and kept its foot on the gas pedal after the break in a
45-20 rout of East Carolina on Saturday that extended the Bulls’ winning streak against the Pirates to five games.

USF (4-4, 2-2) has won all five road games is the series with ECU (3-5, 0-4) and remained unbeaten in Greenville after
posting new season highs with 347 rushing yards and 525 total yards.

Jordan Cronkrite registered his third 100-yard rushing game in the past four outings with 129 yards and two touchdowns
on 12 carries (10.8 ypc).
