•	 Has won six of her 15 games coached at the West Coast Conference Championship while playing in seven quarterfinal rounds and four semifinal rounds. 
•	 She currently has a 124-119 record (.510) against the 2025-26 opponents with double-digit victories over LMU (16), Pacific (16), Santa Clara
