e Keirsey is hitting .283 on the year and has
four doubles, a triple and a home run with
eight RBI. He leads Utah with 13 runs scored.
Keirsey has six multiple-hit games and is 3-for-
5 in stolen bases.

e Keirsey snapped a four-game hitting streak
against Nevada. He went 2-for-4 and stole two
bases in game three against New Mexico State.
e Keirsey was All-Pac-12, a Freshman All-Amer-
ican and member of the Pac-12 All-Defensive
team last season.

* Rose is hitting .280. His six doubles is tied for
sixth in the Pac-12 and he is tied for fourth in
the league in walks (13). Rose is tied for ninth
in the Pac-12 with 13 RBI and he is tied for

the team lead with two home runs. His five
multiple-RBI games is tied for the team lead
and he has reached base in every game. Rose
is 3-for-3 with the bases loaded this year.

¢ Rose hit a two-run home run in game one
against New Mexico State and also drove in a
run in game two of the series.

* Rose was an honorable mention All-Pac-12
honoree last year. He has played in 162 career
games with 133 career starts.

¢ Anderson is second on the team (12th in the
Pac-12) with a .375 batting average. He is tied
for 10th in the conference with 21 hits and is
one of the tougher players the league to strike
out (once in every 11.2 at-bats). Anderson is
tied for second on the team with five doubles
and is tied for third with 11 runs scored, has
10 RBI and a .438 on-base percentage. He is
second on the team with seven multiple-hit
games and also has three multiple-RBI games.
Anderson is 2-for-4 in stolen bases.

e Anderson had a hit in two of three games
against New Mexico State.

¢ Freshman Dominic Foscalina made his first
career outfield start in game three against New
Mexico State. He has played in seven games
total and is hitting .200 (1-for-5) with an RBI.

Catcher

e Sophomore Zack Moeller has played in 13
games with 11 starts at catcher. He is hitting
.265 on the year with seven RBI, is tied for the
team lead with two home runs and has two
doubles. Moeller has been involved in three
pickoffs, which is second in the conference.

¢ Moeller went 2-for-3 with a home run in
game one of the New Mexico State series.

* Moeller started part time last year at catcher.
¢ Freshman Alex Isola has played in five games
with three starts at catcher. He is hitting .273

with four RBI and a double.

e Senior Max Schuman has played in seven
games with two starts at designated hitter. He
has one relief appearance at catcher. Schuman
is hitting .125 with two RBI and two walks.

e Schuman has experience behind the plate
but has started 62 games at designated hitter
in his career and played in 138 total games.

Pitchers

e Junior Jayson Rose has started four games
and has won his last two games (vs. UTSA and
NMSU). He is tied for the team lead with 19
strikeouts and has a 4.57 ERA (21 2/3 innings
pitched).

® Rose struck out six over seven innings against
New Mexico State, allowing one run on two
hits in the win.

* Rose, a preseason NCBWA All-American and
2016 All-Pac-12 pick, broke the Utah single-
season record for strikeouts last year with 106.
¢ Sophomore Riley Ottesen is 3-0 with a 2.49
ERA and is tied for the team lead with 19
strikeouts. He is tied for sixth in the Pac-12
with 25 1/3 innings pitched.

¢ Ottesen allowed one run on six hits over
seven innings with five strikeouts against New
Mexico State, earning his third win of the year.
e Junior Josh Lapiana is 1-2 on the year with a
5.40 ERA over four starts. He has 15 strikeouts.
Lapiana has pitched 15 innings.

¢ Lapiana pitched two innings in his last outing
in the loss in game three against New Mexico
State and also started Utah’s midweek game
against Nevada, throwing three innings.

e Lapiana is in his second year with the pro-
gram as Utah’s Sunday starter.

¢ Freshman Jacob Rebar emerged quickly as
Utah’s fourth starter. He has a 4.11 ERA, 2-2 re-
cord and 15 strikeouts over 15 1/3 innings and
is second on the team with two pickoffs. He
has surrendered just 10 hits, which is fourth-
fewest in the Pac-12, and is holding hitters to
a .196 batting average, which is 11th in the
Pac-12. Rebar has two relief appearances and
three starts.

¢ Senior Dylan Drachler has three saves, which
is tied for fifth in the Pac-12. He has pitched

in six games (nine innings) and has a 1.00 ERA
and six strikeouts.

e Drachler pitched 1 2/3 innings in game one
against New Mexico State, earning the save.

e Drachler has 12 career saves over 64 career
appearances on the mound.

¢ Freshman Chase Bauerle has allowed one
earned run in six outings (10 1/3 innings, four
unearned runs). He has struck out 10. Bauerle
recently struck out three of six batters faced

in game three against New Mexico State, and
also pitched

e Junior Tanner Thomas is 1-0 with a 2.19 ERA
over five appearances (12 1/3 innings pitched)
and has eight strikeouts.
