UTES PROGRAM LOOKING FOR WIN 275
The Utes soccer program continues to pick up wins and looking 
for their 275th win in program history. They currently have 274 
wins. The program's 250th win came during the 2018 season 
with a 3-0 victory over Utah State.

SCOUTING WASHINGTON STATE
Washington State enters the weekend matchup with the Utes 
with a record of 7-1-1 on the season and 1-0-0 in Pac-12 play. The 
Cougars are currently on a four-match winning streak that was 
started with a 3-0 win over Kansas. During the winning streak, 
Washington State has outscored its opponents, 10-0. Only two 
teams have scored on Washington State this season, Arkansas 
State and Seattle. Washington State is allowing .325 goals per 
game, the eighth-best mark in the nation. Elyse Bennett leads 
the team with six goals, and Grayson Lynch follows with five 
goals. Bennett and Lynch are two of ten Cougars who have 
scored this season. Marissa Zucchetto leads the team in the net 
as she has appeared in seven games, making six starts. She has 
eight saves on the season and has four wins. 

SCOUTING WASHINGTON
Washington comes into the weekend matchup with a record of 
2-4-2 on the season and 0-0-1 in conference play. The Huskies 
are coming off a 2-2 draw with Arizona State last Friday in the 
Pac-12 opener. Washington will play at Colorado on Thursday 
before traveling to Ute Field. Washington has scored eight 
goals this season and is averaging one goal per game. They are 
outshooting opponents 13.5 to 9.6 per game. Jessika Cowart and 
Summer Yates lead the team with two goals each. Olivia Sekany 
has appeared in each game between the pipes for the Huskies. 
She has tallied 24 saves and has a goals-against-average of 1.39. 

LAST TIME OUT
The last time the Utes took to the pitch was on Friday, September 
24, when they traveled to Stanford University to open Pac-12 
play. The Utes were defeated, 3-0, by the No. 10 team in the 
country. In the match, Chelsea Peterson tallied a single-game 
career-high with 12 saves. Courtney Talbot led the team with 
three shots in the contest. 

CAREER-DAY FOR PETERSON 
In the Pac-12 opener against No. 10 Stanford, Chelsea Peterson 
tallied a career-high 12 saves. Her previous high was seven 
against No. 3 UCLA on March 14, 2021. Peterson was the first 
Ute to record ten or more saves in a match since Carly Nelson 

accomplished the feat against No. 21 Colorado during the 2019 
season. 

PRO UTE  
Former Utah soccer player Carly Nelson signed with the OL Reign 
of the American National Women’s Soccer League in 2020. For 
the 2021 season, Nelson signed with Kansas City, and she made 
her debut on July 23 against the North Carolina Courage. About a 
month later, Nelson was loaned to Danish club FC Nordsjaelland. 
FC Nordsjaelland is in the Danish top division.

NEXT UP
Following the two-game homestand, Utah hits the road for 
two games in Los Angeles when they travel to UCLA and USC 
for Pac-12 play. Utah takes on UCLA on Thursday, October 7, and 
concludes the road trip at USC on Sunday, October 10. 

TEAM ACADEMIC AWARD
On September 23, the Utah women's soccer team continued 
its off-field academic success. They earned the United Soccer 
Coaches Team Academic Award for the 12th-consecutive season 
and the 20th overall award since the award began in 1996. Utah 
was one of eight schools in the Pac-12 to receive this honor, 
and the Utes GPA of 3.70 was the highest of Pac-12 schools on 
the list . 

LAST TIME AGAINST WASHINGTON STATE
The Utes and Cougars played twice during the 2020-21 spring 
season, both coming in Pullman. The Utes and Cougars matched 
up on Friday, February 26, 2021, and then again on Sunday, 
February 28, 2021. Washington State entered the weekend 
ranked No. 15 in the nation. The weekend started with a 0-0 
double-overtime draw, followed by Washington State winning 
2-0 on Sunday. Utah is 8-8-2 in program history against 
Washington State.

LAST TIME AGAINST WASHINGTON
On March 26, the Huskies of Washington came to Salt Lake City 
as the No. 18 ranked team in the nation. Utah was defeated 
by Washington, 1-0. The Utes had four shots, all on goal, in 
the contest. Courtney Talbot led the team with two shots on 
goal in the match. Utah's defense limited the Huskies to only 
three shots on goal in the game. Utah is 7-7-0 all-time against 
Washington.

SURPASSING LAST YEAR’S WIN TOTAL 
Over the first ten games of the 2021 season, the Utes have 
surpassed the win total from the spring season. Utah has won 
five matches this season, one more than last year. During the 
spring, Utah went 3-6-2 in Pac-12 play. How many wins can this 
year 's team pick up in conference play?

OVERTIME MATCHES  
Utah is 27-12-45 in overtime games in program history. Utah 
has one draw this season when they tied then-No. 22 BYU 0-0 
at Ute Field. Utah enters the matchup with the Cardinal tying 
the last two Pac-12 openers and have tied five since joining 
the Pac-12.

UTES AT UTE FIELD 
Utah has played five home games this season, and they hold 
a record of 3-1-1 at home. The Utes are 2-0-1 over their past 
three matches and over that span, Utah has outscored its 
opponents, 6-0. During this span, the Utes tied No. 22 Brigham 
Young. 

UTES RECORDING SHUTOUTS 
Utah has tallied four shutouts this season, with both being 
back-to-back. Utah's first shutout came on August 29 when 
they shut out the Bears of Northern Colorado, 3-0. In the next 
game, they shut out Illinois State in Normal, Illinois. The Utes 
followed with a shutout of then-No. 22 BYU before shutting out 
Dixie State, 3-0. Three of the four shutouts for the Utes have 
come at Ute Field. Last season, Utah tallied three shutouts.
 
LAST SEVEN MATCHES 
Over the Utes' last seven matches, Utah holds a record of 
4-2-1. During this stretch, Utah has tallied four shutouts and 
outscored its opponents 10-6. The four wins are over Northern 
Colorado, Illinois State, Dixie State, and Utah State. The Utes 
tied then-No. 22 BYU 0-0 during this stretch. 

UTES IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT 
Utah is looking for its ninth NCAA Appearance this season. 
The last time the Utes made the NCAA Tournament was during 
the 2019 season when they received an at-large selection. 
Utah made five-straight appearances from 2002 to 2006. The 
best NCAA finish was during the 2016 season when the Utes 
advanced to the Sweet 16. 

NEW ERA FOR THE UTES 
On May 27th, Utah Director of Athletics Mark Harlan named 
Hideki Nakada as the head coach of the women’s soccer 
program. He became the third coach in Utah women’s soccer 
history. Coach Nakada is no stranger to the Pac-12 as he spent 
the last seven years at Stanford as an assistant coach and the 
final three as an associate head coach. 

In his seven years on The Farm, Nakada helped guide the 
Cardinal to two National Championships (2017, 2019) and five-
consecutive Pac-12 Championships (2015-19). During his seven 
seasons, Stanford compiled a remarkable 132-15-10 overall 
record with a dominating 66-6-4 mark in the Conference of 
Champions with four College Cup appearances.

PAC-12 PRESEASON COACHES’ POLL
On Aug. 11th the Pac-12 announced the 2021 Women’s Soccer 
Preseason Coaches’ Poll. Defending conference champion 
UCLA was picked as the preseason favorite to win the women’s 
soccer title. Under first year head coach Hideki Nakada, the 
Utes were picked to finish 11th, one point shy of Arizona, who 
was picked 10th.

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He then went on to Marquette for four seasons (2009-12) and helped guide 
the Golden Eagles to the NCAA Tournament each year he was there. He also 
mentored Natalie Kulla to BIG EAST Goalkeeper of the Year and first-team 
all-league honors back-to-back years (2010-11). She finished her career as 
the program’s all-time shutouts leader (43) and ranked first in career goals 
against average (.740). In his final year, the Golden Eagles tallied 19 wins – 
including a school-record 17 shutouts – to claim its fourth-consecutive BIG 
EAST American Division Championship and first-ever BIG EAST Tournament 
Championship.
 
His experience extends outside of the college coaching ranks as well. 
Nakada has been a member of the Region II ODP coaching staff since 2010. 
Beginning in 2012, Nakada was named to the US Club Soccer id2 National 
Camp coaching staff. He also joined the goalkeeping coaching staff at Elite 
Clubs National League (ECNL) Player Development Program in 2012.
 
Nakada played soccer at the University of San Francisco for two season 
(2001-02) and earned his bachelor ’s degree in sociology in 2005.

Hideki Nakada was named the third head coach in Utah women’s soccer 
history on May 27, 2021, and will take the helm of his own program for the 
first time after spending the last seven seasons at powerhouse Stanford. He 
also spent the last three seasons as the associate head coach after being 
elevated on Feb. 23, 2018.
 
In his seven years on The Farm, Nakada helped guide the Cardinal to 
two National Championships (2017, 2019) and five-consecutive Pac-12 
Championships (2015-19). During his seven seasons, Stanford compiled a 
remarkable 132-15-10 overall record with a dominating 66-6-4 mark in the 
Conference of Champions with four College Cup appearances.
 
The Cardinal won their third national title in 2019 thanks to their goalkeeper 
Katie Meyer, who saved two penalty kicks in the title-deciding shootout 
against No. 2 North Carolina. Stanford also set a school record that year with 
102 goals while finishing with a 24-1-0 record.
 
During Stanford’s second national title run, goalie Alison Jahansouz 
allowed just seven goals under the direction of Nakada. The 2017 squad 
also outscored opponents 91-8 while the Cardinal trailed a total of 8:59 
minutes that season. Jahansouz’s seven goals allowed in 2017 ranked fifth 
in program history while the Cardinal’s .360 goals against average ranked 
fifth in the country that year. In 2018, she allowed just eight goals, which 
ranks eighth all-time, while the team’s GAA (.490) in 2018 ranked seventh in 
the NCAA.
 
While on staff, Nakada helped Stanford earn NSCAA Pacific Region Staff of 
the Year in 2016 and was named the 2015 NSCAA Pacific Region Assistant 
Coach of the Year after helping the Cardinal to a 19-2-2 overall record.
 
Prior to his time on The Farm, Nakada spent the 2013 season at Oregon 
as an assistant – serving as the team’s defensive coach and recruiting 
coordinator.
 
Nakada started his collegiate career at Idaho State (2006-08), where he 
spent three seasons, and led the Bengals to the 2006 Big Sky regular-season 
and tournament championships and NCAA Tournament appearance. Prior to 
his stint at Idaho State, Nakada served as an assistant coach for the George 
Washington High School soccer team in San Francisco.
