 FORMER  OLYMPIAN  ON  STAFF
The UTA coaching staff has a familiar face on it this season as 2004 alumnus Derrick Obasohan 
is in his first year as a Player Development Coordinator.

A former UTA standout, professional player and Olympian, Obasohan scored 1,308 career points 
for the Mavericks from 2000-04 – which still ranks as the 7th-most in program history. Obaso-
han begins his coaching career after playing 14 years professionally in France, Spain and Turkey.
 
A former Olympian, Obasohan was the starting shooting guard for Nigeria at the 2012 
London Games. He averaged 10.6 points and 3.2 rebounds over five Olympic contests, includ-
ing a personal high of 18 points in the final Group A Preliminary Round matchup against France.

In 2001, Obasohan became first player in program history to be named the Southland Con-
ference Freshman of the Year after averaging 8.8 points and 3.9 rebounds per game. He also 
garnered Southland Conference honors as a junior and senior.

KEY  RULE  CHANGES

ABOUT THE CPC
The Mavericks have called the beautiful College 
Park Center home since the 7,000 all chair-
back seat multi-purpose arena opened on Feb. 
1, 2012. The $78 million project broke ground 
on March 5, 2010 and opened less than two 
years later. The arena is part of a 20-acre section 
of campus known as the College Park District, 
which includes a residence hall, student apart-
ments, a 4.62 acre park, restaurants and three 
parking garages. The arena features 4,055 low-
er bowl seats, in addition to a 2,800-square-foot 
hospitality suite. A distinctive feature is a center 
hung 4-sided Daktronics LED scoreboard with an 
additional end zone LED display, ribbon displays 
and scorer’s table. The lower concourse contains 
sports medicine facilities, two full-sized practice 
courts, a 2,500-sq-ft weight room, a press center, 
an academic support study center and coaches’ 
office suites. In addition to Mavericks basketball 
and volleyball events, the facility hosts a variety 
of concerts, speaking engagements and other 
events. The WNBA’s Dallas Wings also call College 
Park Center home during their season.

Former UT Arlington forward Kevin Hervey became the highest NBA Draft se-
lection in program history last spring when he was picked in the 2nd Round of 
the 2018 draft with the 57th pick overall by the Oklahoma City Thunder.

Hervey was the 4th all-time UTA player selected in the draft and the first 
since the NBA reduced the number of rounds to just two in 1989. Paul Ren-
fro became UTA’s first-ever draft pick when he was taken in the 9th round 
(181st overall) by the Utah Jazz in 1980. Two Mavericks were selected in 
1982 – both by the Dallas Mavericks. Ralph McPherson was selected in the 
9th round (188th) and Albert Culton picked in the 10th round (209th).

Hervey – who is playing with the Thunder’s G-League affiliate (Okla-
homa City Blue) – graduated as the program’s all-time rebounding 
leader (921) and 2nd in total points (1,783).

ADDITION  BY  SUBTRACTION?
UTA posted a -0.6 scoring margin last 
year, but still managed to secure a win-
ning record at 17-16. It’s the first time 
since 1999-00 that a UTA team has had 
a winning record (15-12) with a negative 
scoring margin (-2.1).

Over the last 12 years, UTA has fin-
ished with a positive scoring margin 10 
times; in the first 48 years of the pro-
gram, that occurred just eight times.

Ogden attended Knight’s 
camp at IU when he was 
in 6th grade; his brother, 
Tanner, played for Knight 
at Texas Tech; Ogden and 
Knight’s son, Pat, are ex-
tremely close friends. 

Prior to the start of UTA’s practice at Cal Berke-
ley on Dec. 20, Siri co-founder Adam Chey-
er spoke to the team. The entrepreneur and 
his son, Noah, watched practice, interact-
ed with players and staff after practice and 
then remained longer to shoot around and 
engage further with the Mavs.

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bHEAD COACH CHRIS OGDEN
A new era of UT Arlington men’s basketball began 
on Apr. 6, 2018, with the appointment of former Big 
12 and SEC assistant Chris Ogden as the eighth head 
coach in program history.
 
In his first season leading UTA in 2018-19, the Mavs 
went 17-16 and Ogden guided a team predicted to 
finish 2nd-to-last in the Sun Belt Conference Preseason 
Poll to a 2nd-place finish in the regular-season stand-
ings (12-6) and a berth in the Sun Belt Tournament 
Championship Game for the second-straight year.
 
That nine-spot improvement from preseason to final 
regular-season finish was tied for the best in the nation 
along with Siena, which was picked 11th in the MAAC 
(Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference) and finished in a 
four-way tie for 2nd.
  
During his 15 years on the basketball staffs at Texas, Ten-
nessee and Texas Tech, Ogden helped compile a 346-173 
record for a .667 winning percentage. In 10 seasons as a 
full-time assistant coach he went 215-130 and registered 
a total of 32 victories over Associated Press top 25 ranked 
teams. He helped lead three programs to 11 total NCAA 
Tournament appearances, including three regional finals.

Ogden recruited many of the Texas Tech players who 
would go on to finish as national runner-ups in 2018-19.
 
Ogden was instrumental in signing six McDonald’s 
All-Americans over a seven-year span at Texas (Avery 
Bradley in 2009, Cory Joseph in 2010, Tristan Thomp-
son in 2010, Myck Kabongo in 2011, Cameron Ridley 
in 2012 and Myles Turner in 2014). He had a hand in 
assembling five recruiting classes that ranked national-
ly inside ESPN’s Top 10.
 
Ogden has coached seven players who have gone onto 
have their name called in the NBA Draft, six of which were 
selected in the first round (Thompson, No. 4 by Cleveland 
in 2011; Jordan Hamilton, No. 26 by Dallas in 2011; Jo-
seph, No. 29 by San Antonio in 2011; Avery Bradley, No. 
19 by Boston in 2010; Damion James, No. 24 by Atlanta 
in 2010; and Turner, No. 11 by Indiana in 2015).
 
Ogden played four seasons at forward for the Longhorns 
from 2000-03 and was a member of four NCAA Tour-
nament teams. The Longhorns reached the 2003 NCAA 
Final Four with Ogden serving as a senior captain. He fin-
ished his Texas career with 97 team victories, more than 
any other player in program history at the time.
 
Following his collegiate playing career, Ogden joined 
the Texas basketball staff as a student assistant coach 
for the 2003-04 season while he completed his under-
graduate degree. He earned his Bachelor of Science in 
education in 2004.
 
Ogden played four years of varsity basketball at Sem-
inole High School. He was crowned the state of Texas 
“Mr. Basketball” following his senior season in 1998-99. 
That year, he averaged 17.3 points, 10.6 rebounds and 
8.5 assists per game while leading SHS to a 36-4 record 
and a runner-up finish in the Class 3A state tournament.
