UTA receives 25.4 points per
game (36 percent of its total scoring) from its bench.

UTA ranks 38th in the nation with only
11.5 turnovers per game, while Geor-
gia Southern ranks 30th by forcing op-
ponents into 16.1 turnovers. In the first
meeting this year, UTA coughed the ball up
18 times — tied for its 2nd-most in a game
this year — while Georgia Southern had just
10 giveaways. Since then, UTA has had sev-
en games of 10 or fewer turnovers, including
Thursday against Georgia State (10).

UTA held Georgia State to a season-low 62
points (including just 42 points over the final
34 minutes), a 35.3-percent clip from 3-point
range — its lowest in a Sun Belt game this
year — and after starting 5-8 from deep fin-
ished 1-17 the rest of the night.

3) Against Arkansas Tech, Brian Warren (15
points, 12 assists) and Jabari Narcis (23 points,
11 rebounds) each recorded double-doubles —
the first time multiple double-doubles have hap-
pened in the same game in the Chris Ogden era.

4) In a 57-50 loss at App State on Feb. 6, the 50
points were UTA's 2nd-fewest ever in a Sun Belt game
(fewest: 49 versus Georgia State on Feb. 27, 2014)
and were its fewest ever in a road Sun Belt game.

5) The Mavs have had three games of 24+ assists
already this year: 24 vs. Arkansas Tech, 25 vs. UT
Dallas and 27 at Arkansas State.

6) UTA made 15 3-pointers (15-37) against UT
Dallas, tying for the 3rd-most in a game in pro-
gram history (all-time record: 17 vs. Bradley on
Dec. 8, 2015). The Mavs also made 15 3s at
South Alabama last February.

7) UTA's 64-62 win at Texas State on Jan. 25 rep-
resented the third-fewest points the Mavs have
scored in a win since the 2014-15 season: 56-51
at Bradley (Dec. 16, 2016) and 61-58 at Coastal
Carolina (Jan. 12, 2019).

8) UTA has suffered two one-point losses this
season for the first time since 2014-15.

9) The 89 points UTA scored in its 92-89 loss at
Little Rock on Jan. 4 were the most in a loss since
Feb. 14, 2015, at South Alabama (97-91). It rep-
resented the most points UTA has scored and al-
lowed in a game this year.

In 1965, the Victory Wagon — with a Victory Bell at-
tached — made its debut'at UTA thanks to Phi Delta
Theta. After years of hibernation, the Victory \Wag-
on has been refurbished this year, bringing back a
university cornerstone symbol of spirit of fight.

Prior to each home game this year. there will<be an
honorary bell ringer, and the 2019-20 season com-
menced with a loud ring with the return of Doug
Russell. A 1969 UTA alumnus, Russell was a colle-
giate National Champion, and is also famously known
for winning the first-ever gold medal in the
men’s 100-meter butterfly at the 1968 Summer
Olympics — upsetting fellow American teammate
and favorite Mark Spitz. Russell was inducted into the
International Swimming Hall of Fame in 1985.

ABOUT THE CPC
The Mavericks have called the beautiful College
Park Center home since the 7,000 all chair-
back seat multi-purpose arena opened on Feb.
1, 2012. The $78 million project broke ground
on March 5, 2010 and opened less than two
years later. The arena is part of a 20-acre section
of campus known as the College Park District,
which includes a residence hall, student apart-
ments, a 4.62 acre park, restaurants and three
parking garages. The arena features 4,055 low-
er bowl seats, in addition to a 2,800-square-foot
hospitality suite. A distinctive feature is a center
hung 4-sided Daktronics LED scoreboard with an
additional end zone LED display, ribbon displays
and scorer’s table. The lower concourse contains
sports medicine facilities, two full-sized practice
courts, a 2,500-sg-ft weight room, a press center,
an academic support study center and coaches’
office suites. In addition to Mavericks basketball
and volleyball events, the facility hosts a variety
of concerts, speaking engagements and other
events.

On Dec. 12, former UTA standout Kevin Hervey signed a two-way contract
with the Oklahoma City Thunder. The program’s all-time leading re-
bounder (921) and 2nd-leading scorer (1,783) became the first Maver-
ick to play in an NBA game on Dec. 26 versus the Memphis Grizzlies.

An Arlington native, Hervey has spent the past season and a half with the
Oklahoma City Blue of the NBA G League after being drafted by the Thun-
der with the 57th pick in 2018.

Hervey was the 4th all-time UTA player selected in the draft and the first
since the NBA reduced the number of rounds to just two in 1989. Paul Ren-
fro became UTA's first-ever draft pick when he was taken in the 9th round
(181st overall) by the Utah Jazz in 1980. Two Mavericks were selected in
1982 - both by the Dallas Mavericks. Ralph McPherson was selected in the
9th round (188th) and Albert Culton plcked in the 10th round (209th).

A new era of UT Arlington men’s basketball began
on Apr. 6, 2018, with the appointment of former Big
12 and SEC assistant Chris Ogden as the eighth head
coach in program history.

In his first season leading UTA in 2018-19, the Mavs
went 17-16 and Ogden guided a team predicted to
finish 2nd-to-last in the Sun Belt Conference Preseason
Poll to a 2nd-place finish in the regular-season stand-
ings (12-6) and a berth in the Sun Belt Tournament
Championship Game for the second-straight year.

That nine-spot improvement from preseason to final
regular-season finish was tied for the best in the nation
along with Siena, which was picked 11th in the MAAC
(Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference) and finished in a
four-way tie for 2nd.

During his 15 years on the basketball staffs at Texas, Ten-
nessee and Texas Tech, Ogden helped compile a 346-173
record for a .667 winning percentage. In 10 seasons as a
full-time assistant coach he went 215-130 and registered
a total of 32 victories over Associated Press top 25 ranked
teams. He helped lead three programs to 11 total NCAA
Tournament appearances, including three regional finals.

Ogden recruited many of the Texas Tech players who
would go on to finish as national runner-ups in 2018-19.

Ogden was instrumental in signing six McDonald’s
All-Americans over a seven-year span at Texas (Avery
Bradley in 2009, Cory Joseph in 2010, Tristan Thomp-
son in 2010, Myck Kabongo in 2011, Cameron Ridley
in 2012 and Myles Turner in 2014). He had a hand in
assembling five recruiting classes that ranked national-
ly inside ESPN's Top 10.

Ogden has coached seven players who have gone onto
have their name called in the NBA Draft, six of which were
selected in the first round (Thompson, No. 4 by Cleveland
in 2011; Jordan Hamilton, No. 26 by Dallas in 2011; Jo-
seph, No. 29 by San Antonio in 2011; Avery Bradley, No.
19 by Boston in 2010; Damion James, No. 24 by Atlanta
in 2010; and Turner, No. 11 by Indiana in 2015).

Ogden played four seasons at forward for the Longhorns
from 2000-03 and was a member of four NCAA Tour-
nament teams. The Longhorns reached the 2003 NCAA
Final Four with Ogden serving as a senior captain. He fin-
ished his Texas career with 97 team victories, more than
any other player in program history at the time.

Following his collegiate playing career, Ogden joined
the Texas basketball staff as a student assistant coach
for the 2003-04 season while he completed his under-
graduate degree. He earned his Bachelor of Science in
education in 2004.

Ogden played four years of varsity basketball at Sem- ;

inole High School. He was crowned the state of Texas
“Mr. Basketball” following his senior season in 1998-99.
That year, he averaged 17.3 points, 10.6 rebounds and
8.5 assists per game while leading SHS to a 36-4 record
and a runner-up finish in the Class 3A state tournament.

Louisiana executed a full-court inbound and knocked down a contested,
off-balance 3-pointer as the buzzer expired which landed at the #1 spot on
SportsCenter's Top 10 Plays on Jan. 30.

Coleman Sparling put UTA in front, 65-63, with 2.7 seconds remaining
after grabbing an offensive rebound and flipping a shot off the backboard
which counted following a goaltending call against the Ragin’ Cajuns.

After taking its final timeout, Louisiana inbounded from under its own bas-
ket. With 6-foot-9 Jabari Narcis guarding 6-foot-1 inbounder PJ. Hardy, Har-
dy threw a long, arcing pass to the opposite 3-point line. Several feet be-
hind the wing closest to the Cajuns’ bench, 6-foot-9 Dou Gueye caught the
pass, turned quickly and with 6-foot-9 Sparling’s hand in his face, threw up a
3-point attempt which hit nothing but net to give Louisiana the walk-off win.

The 3-pointer was just Gueye’s 16th of the season in now 58 attempts, and
sent a gut-punch to the Mavericks, who had closed on a 7-0 run to take
that two-point lead with 2.7 seconds to play.

Less than 48 hours removed from a heartbreaking loss, UTA bounced back
impressively on the strength of its long-range shooting as the Mavericks
cruised to an easy win over ULM.

UTA knocked down 13 3-pointers — its most this season versus a Division-|
opponent — and behind a game-high 17 points from Sam Griffin and 15
points off the bench by Radshad Davis had no problem dispatching ULM
for the second time in two weeks by double figures. Jabari Narcis registered
his fifth double-double of the year with 13 points and 10 rebounds. Those
five double-doubles are more than four Sun Belt teams have accounted for
on the season. The 6-foot-9 forward knocked down three 3-pointers on the
day to help lead the Maverick charge from beyond the arc.

Davis had a career day from the 3-point arc, tying for his most triples in a
game with four — which are the junior college transfer’s most in a UTA uni-
form. Griffin also equaled his career best with four triples — his most since
the season opener against UT Dallas and personal high against a D-I foe. It's
now the fourth time the true freshman has led UTA in scoring this season.

Coming off a season-best 3-point shooting performance in its previous
game, UTA shot a season worst from beyond the arc en route to a 57-50
setback at Appalachian State.

The Mavericks went just 2-24 from 3-point range — including missing their
final 18 attempts of the contest — and finished at only 8.3 percent for the
game. That percentage is tied for the 2nd-worst in any game since at least
2010 (2-25, 8 percent versus Georgia State on Jan. 3, 2019).

Rebounding was a key focus entering the game, but the Mavs were out-re-
bounded by a 41-32 margin and seemingly every 50-50 ball went to App
State. After committing just nine total turnovers in its previous two games
combined, UTA turned the ball over 12 times against the Mountaineers.

In the first meeting this year, UTA held the Sun Belt's leading scorer, Justin
Forrest, to 15 points — his second-fewest in a league game this season. The
Mavs' locked down again on Forrest inside Holmes Convocation Center,
limiting him to only six points on 3-10 shooting, but it wasn't enough.

Trailing by as much as 16 at one point and by 14 early in the 2nd half, UTA
locked down on the Sun Belt’s highest-scoring offense in the closing 20
minutes, and behind another gutty performance from Sam Griffin and a
career night from Nicolas Elame delivered a pivotal victory.

Elame set the tone in the 1st half where he scored eight of his career-high
12 points on the evening, and he also registered a career-best eight re-
bounds in the contest. Griffin, again, helped the Mavs close the door as
one of the best first-year players in the league scored 12 of UTA's 17 points
in a vital 2nd-half stretch — he finished with a team-high 13 — to halt a five-
game losing streak to Georgia State.

Down 44-30 a few minutes into the 2nd half, UTA chipped away and even-
tually tied the contest on a Griffin floater in the lane at the 7:30 mark to
make it a 54-54 game. The two sides traded blows after that, until Brian
Warren hit a game-changing 3-pointer from the baseline in front of the
UTA bench to put the Mavs in front, 60-58, with a little over four minutes
remaining.
