UTA scored 90+ points in four-straight games
from Dec. 11-Jan. 1. It marked the first time
since the start of the 1992-93 season that UTA
had scored 90+ in four-consecutive contests.

Four of UTA's first five games this season came
against opponents which won 20+ games last
year and/or finished in the top 100 of the NET:
Oklahoma State (64 NET), Arkansas (20 Wins &
43 NET), Louisiana Tech (22 Wins & 87 NET) and
Tulsa (21 Wins & 78 NET).

UTA played five games in the first 10 days of
the season; the only team in the country to
play more games during that time was San
Francisco with six (several teams tied with
five).

The Mavs held Arkansas to only six points over
the final 10 minutes of their game on Dec. 2,
but couldn’t capitalize offensively en route to
a 72-60 loss in Fayetteville.

UTA shot 95 percent (19-20) from the free-throw
line at Little Rock (Jan. 1), which at the time was
the 8th-best by any team in the nation this year

Like every team’s non-conference schedule, UTA's was drastically
impacted and ended up significantly different than it was planned
originally over the summer. However, to this point, UTA has not
had any games this season affected by COVID.

In early December, UTA and Oral Roberts mutually agreed to delay
the start of their home-and-home series by one season to 2021-22
(were scheduled to play at ORU on Dec. 19), and UTA added DCC.

The non-league docket featured eight contests — four at home, one
at a neutral site and three on the road. Each of those games were
drivable and regionally located.

UTA played five games in 10 days to open the season, including
two Power-5 teams (vs. Oklahoma State, @ Arkansas) and three
opponents which won at least 20 games a season ago (@ Louisiana
Tech, @ Arkansas, @ Tulsa).

Prior to this season, the NCAA Division | Men's Basketball Committee an-
nounced that the NCAA Evaluation Tool (NET) will be changed to increase
accuracy and simplify it by reducing a five-component metric to just two.
The remaining factors include the Team Value Index (TVI), which is a
result-based feature that rewards teams for beating quality opponents,
particularly away from home, as well as an adjusted net efficiency rating.
The adjusted efficiency is a team’s net efficiency, adjusted for strength
of opponent and location (home/away/neutral) across all games played.
For example, a given efficiency value (net points per 100 possessions)
against stronger opposition rates higher than the same efficiency against
lesser opponents and having a certain efficiency on the road rates higher
than the same efficiency at home. No longer will the NET use winning
percentage, adjusted winning percentage and scoring margin. -
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LOCKED IN ON DEFENSE

The Mavs have produced two of the best single seasons on the defen-
sive side of the ball in program history under Chris Ogden’s guidance.

UTA held opponents to 68.4 points per game in
2019-20 - the 4th-fewest in program history; that
came on the heels of a 69.8 point-per-game average
in 2018-19 — the 8th-best in program history.

In terms of opponent field-goal percentage, UTA
limited foes to only 41.2 percent last year -
tied for the 5th-lowest in program history; in
2018-19, the Mavs held opponents to 42.3 per-
cent — the 7th-best in program history.

David Azore entered the season with 718 career points — well
on pace to become only the 26th player in program history
to reach the 1,000-point milestone (currently: 809).

ABOUT THE CPC

The Mavericks have called the beautiful College
Park Center home since the 7,000 all chair-
back seat multi-purpose arena opened on Feb.
1, 2012. The $78 million project broke ground
on March 5, 2010, and opened less than two
years later. The arena is part of a 20-acre section
of campus known as the College Park District,
which includes a residence hall, student apart-
ments, a 4.62 acre park, restaurants and three
parking garages. The arena features 4,055 low-
er bowl seats, in addition to a 2,800-square-foot
hospitality suite. A distinctive feature is a center
hung 4-sided Daktronics LED scoreboard with an
additional end zone LED display, ribbon displays
and scorer’s table. The lower concourse contains
sports medicine facilities, two full-sized practice
courts, a 2,500-sg-ft weight room, a press center,
an academic support study center and coaches’
office suites. In addition to Mavericks basketball
and volleyball events, the facility hosts a variety
of concerts, speaking engagements and other
events. The WNBA's Dallas Wings also call College
Park Center home during their season.

Longtime associate head coach Greg Young was named the top assistant
coach in the Sun Belt Conference this summer, as unveiled by Stadium’s
Jeff Goodman.

Young, who is in his 12th season with UTA, was voted as the top assistant coach in
the league by his peers as Goodman polled at least 20 coaches in the conference.

Since joining UTA in 2009-10, Young has helped guide the Mavs to a 207-152
record (.577) and advanced to the postseason four times: 2012 NIT, 2013 CIT,
2016 CIT and 2017 NIT.

He has been a member of two regular-season championship teams — 2012 South-
land Conference and 2017 Sun Belt — in addition to reaching the Western Athletic
Conference Tournament Final in 2013 and the Sun Belt Tournament Final in both
2018 and 2019.

UTA’s all-time leading re-
bounder (921) and 2nd-leading scorer (1,783), Hervey became the
first Maverick to play in an NBA game on Dec. 26, 2019, versus the
Memphis Grizzlies.

He played in 10 games with OKC last season, including three in the NBA
Bubble in Orlando; he scored an NBA career-best eight points against the
Phoenix Suns on Aug. 10. Following the season, Hervey signed a profes-
sional deal with Lokomotiv Kuban in
Russia’s top tier.

An Arlington native, Hervey was
drafted by the Thunder with the
57th pick in the 2nd Round in 2018.
He was the 4th all-time UTA player
selected in the draft and the first
since the NBA reduced the number
of rounds to just two in 1989. Paul
" Renfro became UTA's first-ever draft
pick when he was taken in the 9th
round (181st overall) by the Utah
Jazz in 1980. Two Mavericks were
selected in 1982 — both by the Dal-
1 las Mavericks. Ralph McPherson was

Chris Ogden was named the eighth head coach in pro-
gram history on Apr. 6, 2018.

In his first season leading UTA in 2018-19, the Mavs
went 17-16 and Ogden guided a team predicted to
finish 2nd-to-last in the Sun Belt Conference Preseason
Poll to a 2nd-place finish in the regular-season stand-
ings (12-6) and a berth in the Sun Belt Tournament
Championship Game for the second-straight year.

That nine-spot improvement from preseason to final
regular-season finish was tied for the best in the nation
along with Siena, which was picked 11th in the MAAC
(Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference) and finished in a
four-way tie for 2nd.

In 2019-20, UTA played the 3rd-hardest non-conference
schedule in the nation; 13 of its losses during the year
were by eight points or less.

During his 15 years on the basketball staffs at Texas, Ten-
nessee and Texas Tech, Ogden helped compile a 346-173
record for a .667 winning percentage. In 10 seasons as a
full-time assistant coach he went 215-130 and registered
a total of 32 victories over Associated Press top 25 ranked
teams. He helped lead three programs to 11 total NCAA |g
Tournament appearances, including three regional finals.

Ogden recruited many of the Texas Tech players who
would go on to finish as National Finalists in 2018-19.

Ogden is a co-founder of Nine
Banded Whiskey, named after
the nine-banded armadillo, the
official state small mammal of]
Texas. Nine Banded is the offi-
cial bourbon partner of the Los
Angeles Rams, and has been
featured on HBO's ‘Ballers.’

Ogden has coached seven players who have gone onto
have their name called in the NBA Draft, six of which were
selected in the first round (Thompson, No. 4 by Cleveland
in 2011; Jordan Hamilton, No. 26 by Dallas in 2011; Jo-
seph, No. 29 by San Antonio in 2011; Avery Bradley, No.

Ogden played for Texas from 2000-03 and was a member
of four NCAA Tournament teams. UT reached the 2003
NCAA Final Four with Ogden serving as a senior captain.
He finished his Longhorns’ career with 97 team victories,
more than any other player in program history at the time.

Following his collegiate playing career, Ogden joined
the Texas basketball staff as a student assistant coach
for the 2003-04 season while he completed his under-
graduate degree.

Ogden played four years of varsity basketball at Sem-

inole High School. He was crowned the state of Texas
