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LAST TIME OUT

Texas State 78, Georgia Southern 74 (January 13)

Da'Nasia Hood registered a career-high 32 points to lead visiting Texas State to a 78-74 Sun Belt Conference victory
over host Georgia Southern on Thursday evening at Hanner Fieldhouse.

ATerren Ward three-pointer gave the Eagles a short-lived 7-6 lead early in the first quarter, but Texas State embarked
on a 7-0 run to take control early. The Bobcats led by as many as 13 points, 26-13, in the first quarter.

Georgia Southern rallied in the second quarter, using a 10-2 run to cut the lead to two, 32-30, with 3:40 left in the
half, but Texas State stretched the lead back out to six, 41-35, at the break. Hood had 19 of her 32 points in the first
half, hitting 8-0f-12 shots from the floor.

Texas State shot 64.3% in the third quarter to extend its lead to 10, 65-55, but the Eagles held the Bobcats without a
field goal during a seven minute stretch to make it a one-possession game, 73-70, with 1:33 left. Unfortunately, the
Eagles did not make a field goal themselves over the game’s final four minutes, allowing Texas State to come away
with the win.

Terren Ward led the Eagles offensively on the night with 23 points and a career-high seven steals, while Mya Burns
chipped in 11 points. Hood was joined in double figures by Kennedy Taylor, who had 10 points and four assists.

ABOUT THE MAVERICKS

UT Arlington is 9-4 overall and 3-1 in the Sun Belt after the Mavericks defeated Georgia State, 82-68, on Thursday in
Atlanta. UTA opened the game on a 29-11 run and never looked back in defeating the Panthers for a third straight
time. Starr Jacobs led the way with 22 points, while Terryn Milton added 15 points.

The Mavericks have been in and out of the Mid-Major Top 25 poll throughout the early part of the season, buoyed by
early wins over Houston and then-No. 13 South Florida. UTA' three Sun Belt wins have come over Louisiana, ULM and
now Georgia State.

Starr Jacobs is averaging a team-best 19.4 ppg, while Milton is averaging 12.1 ppg. UTA is the best team in the Sun
Belt in protecting the basketball, leading the league in assist/T0 ratio (+1.1) and ranking first in fewest turnovers per
game (13.8).

UTA leads the overall series between the two teams, 9-1, and the Mavericks won the last meeting in Arlington, 101-
73, on Leap Day 2020 (Feb. 29). Georgia Southern’s lone win in the series came on January 27, 2018, a 73-68 win by
the Eagles in Hanner.

STRUGGLING FROM LONG RANGE

Georgia Southern is shooting 45.8% from the field this season, which leads the Sun Belt Conference, but the Eagles are
shooting just 27.7% from three-point range, which ranks eighth in the league. In Georgia Southern’s five losses this
season, the Eagles have shot a combined 21-0f-99 from beyond the arc (21.2%), including 0-for-14 against Indiana
State on Nov. 27 and just 3-o0f-23 on Thursday night against Texas State. The Eagles have shot 35% or better from three
twice this season, and are 2-0 in those games.

HIGH OCTANE

Georgia Southern averaged 75.5 points per game in 2020-21, ranking 25th in NCAA Division | in scoring offense. It was
the best points per game scoring average for the Eagles in a single season in more than 20 years - the 1997-98 squad
averaged 77.1 points per game. The Eagles are currently averaging 84.6 ppg to start the 2021-22 season, which ranks
fourth in NCAA Divsion .

SHARING THE BASKETBALL

Georgia Southern is averaging 15.3 assists per game in 2021-22, and four times this season has registered 20+ assists,
one of the big reasons why the Eagles rank as one of the top offensive teams in the nation. At the Eagles’ current pace,

Georgia Southern could record 400+ assists in a season for the first time since 2008-09, when the team had 410 assists
en route to a 16-14 campaign - but that team averaged just 59.1 ppg offensively.

STEAL AWAY

Head Coach Anita Howard has preached defense since her first day on campus for Georgia Southern. As a three-time
conference Defensive Player of the Year at Fort Valley State, she made her living as a collegiate player with defense.
Last season, the Eagles were one of the top teams in the Sun Belt and the nation in forcing turnovers and collecting
steals. The 10.9 steals per game that led the Sun Belt and ranked 15th nationally were the most for Georgia Southern
since 2000-01, and the 20.12 turnovers forced per game ranked 16th in the nation and also led the Sun Belt. Georgia
Southern tied a school record with 28 steals against Carver on December 13 and the Eagles now have 208 steals on the
year, which ranks third among NCAA Division | schools. The Eagles are forcing 24.40 turnovers per game, which ranks
fourth in the nation.

GETTING TO THE LINE

All'year long, the Eagles have been successful in getting to the foul line. Georgia Southern ranks fourth in the nation in
free throws made and fifth in free throws attempted, hitting 242-0f-346 foul shots for a 69.9 free throw percentage.
Six times this season, the Eagles have made 20 or more free throws, and the current pace of 16 free throws made per
game would give Georgia Southern 407 free throws in 2021-22. The Eagles have not made 400 or more free throws in
a season since 2009-10.

THE POST PRESENCE

Georgia Southern ranked second in the Sun Belt in rebounding in 2020-21 due in large part to the post play, and

this year looks to be no different as the Eagles will feature not only 6-5 sophomore Lydia Freeman and 6-2 redshirt
sophomore Eden Johnson back in the mix, but the addition of 6-4 grad transfer Maya Banks from Wake Forest and 5-11
forward transfer Taya Gibson from Columbus State. The Eagles’45.3 rebounds per game last season was the fifth-best
single-season rebounding average in program history and the overall best since 2002-03. Georgia Southern has so far
picked up right where it left off last season, averaging 45.1 rebounds per game through the first 15 games of 2021-22,
and the Eagles are one of the top offensive rebounding teams in the nation, averaging 15.8 offensive boards per game,
good for 18th nationally.

EAGLES PICKED NINTH IN SUN BELT PRESEASON POLL

It was a good news-bad news situation when the Sun Belt Conference released its 2021 Preseason Coaches Poll for the
Eagles. Georgia Southern was picked the highest it’s ever been picked in the poll since joining the league in 2014-15,
which is the good news. However, the Eagles were picked ninth (out of 12 teams) in the poll, receiving 54 points.
Georgia Southern is picked to finish ahead of Arkansas State, Coastal Carolina and ULM. In the divisional format last
season, Georgia Southern finished fifth in the East Division with a 5-9 mark. But the Eagles did not get to play any of
their scheduled four games against Coastal Carolina due to COVID-19 issues, and Coastal Carolina finished the season
winless in league play. This season, the Sun Belt is back to the single division format.

Head Coach - Third Season

Anita Howard enters her third season season as the head women's
basketball coach at Georgia Southern in 2021-22. The Eagles improved their
win total in her second season despite playing six fewer games because of
(OVID-19 and finished the year ranking among the Top 25 in NCAA Division |
in eight separate statistical categories.

Georgia Southern was 11-13 overall in 2020-21 and 5-9 in Sun Belt play,
but shined at home where the Eagles were 8-4 at Hanner Fieldhouse, the best
home record for women’s basketball in more than a decade. Included in those
Hanner wins was a 96-91 win over Troy, the first win for the Eagles over the
eventual Sun Belt champs since 1978-79. Coach Howard had three differ-
ent student-athletes earn Sun Belt Player of the Week honors and she also
coached the 2020-21 Sun Belt Freshman of the Year, Terren Ward.

Statistically, the Eagles were seventh in rebounds per game at 45.25,
while ranking ninth in offensive rebounds per game at 16.2. Georgia Southern
ranked 15th in the nation in steals per game at 10.9, while also ranking 16th
in turnovers forced per game at 20.12.

The Eagles placed 20th in total steals with 262, 24th in the nation in
total rebounds with 1,086 and rebounding margin at +7.4, while ranking
25th in scoring offense at 75.5 points per game.

All of those numbers were among the top two among Sun Belt Con-
ference schools, as the turnovers forced and steals per game led the league.
Georgia Southern also ranked second in the league in free throws attempted
and made (374-513) and in defensive rebounds per game (29.1).

Coach Howard arrived in Statesboro in April of 2019 after a three-year
stint as the head coach at Columbus State University. In her first season with
Georgia Southern she quided the Eagles to a 10-20 overall record and a 7-11
Sun Belt Conference mark. The seven Sun Belt Conference wins were the
second-most achieved by the program since joining the league in 2014-15.

Howard is the eighth head coach in Georgia Southern women’s bas-
ketball history. Her hiring made her the first African American female head
coach of Georgia Southern women’s basketball and, in essence, returned her
home as Howard graduated from Armstrong State University in 2003, which
consolidated with Georgia Southern in 2017.

In her three seasons prior to Georgia Southern, Howard led Columbus
State to two NCAA Division Il Championships appearances and an NCAA Elite
Eight appearance in 2016-17. Her overall record was 66-25 over the three
seasons, including an outstanding 45-18 mark in Peach Belt Conference play.

Prior to Columbus State, Howard served as the head coach at Living-
stone College for two seasons and Salem College for three seasons. She led

Livingstone to a Top 5 national ranking and a record 23-game winning streak,
while also turning around a Salem College program that won just four games
before her arrival and directing the Spirits to 17- and 21-win seasons, earning
Great South Athletic Conference Coach of the Year honors. In seven seasons
asa collegiate head coach, she has compiled a 145-55 overall record, for an
outstanding .725 winning percentage.

Division I11 Salem College in 2012.
