First Season 232-232 Overall (at 
SUU: 9-17, 4-11 WAC)

Southern Utah University is excited to announce the new men’s basketball head coach, Rob Jeter. 

Jeter joins the Thunderbird family from Western Illinois University, where he spent the last three years as the head coach. 
Jeter inherited a team that won just five games the year prior and in his previous two seasons, had the Leathernecks over 
.500 both years. 

“My family and I are so excited to join the SUU family and community, we are truly blessed to  have this opportunity and to 
continue the successes that Todd Simon has had.” Said, Coach Jeter, “I want to thank Doug and President Benson for this 
opportunity. Let’s go Thunderbirds!”

Jeter carries over 25 years of coaching experience and seven NCAA Tournament appearances. His previous stops included 
the University of Minnesota, the University of Nevada-Las Vegas, and a head coaching stint at the University of Wiscon-
sin-Milwaukee.

In 11 years with the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, he was awarded Coach of the Year three times and had five, 20+ win 
seasons. Jeter led the Panthers to two NCAA tournament appearances, including a first-round win over 6-seeded Oklahoma 
in 2006.

Jeter left Milwaukee (2005-2016) as its all-time winningest coach (Division I era) with an overall record of 185-170. The Pan-
thers claimed the Horizon League’s regular-season titles in 2006 and 2011 and tournament titles in 2006 and 2014.

“After conducting a nationwide search, we are confident that Rob Jeter is the right person to lead our men’s basketball 
program.  He brings an impressive resume to SUU, and we are thrilled he, Deanna, and their children are joining the T-Bird 
family,” said SUU Athletics Director Doug Knuth. 

“We are excited to welcome Rob and his family to T-Bird Nation,” said SUU President Mindy Benson. “We are confident 
that Rob’s experience and leadership skills will continue to elevate the men’s basketball program and look forward to next 
season.”

Jeter’s most recent trip to the NCAAs occurred in 2019 as an assistant at Minnesota. The Gophers ended their season in the 
second round but earned their first tournament win in six years to go alongside another 20-win season (22-14).

Prior to Minnesota, Jeter was on staff at UNLV from 2016-18. The Runnin’ Rebels doubled their wins in year two to produce 
a 20-win season, and Jeter had a hand in recruiting the 12th-best class in the country that included McDonald’s High School 
All-American Brandon McCoy and National Junior College Player of the Year Shakur Juiston. 

From 2001-05 Jeter was an assistant at the University of Wisconsin under Hall of Fame head coach Bo Ryan. The Badgers 
had much success during this run, including four-straight NCAA Tournament appearances, including berths in the Sweet 16 
in 2003 and the Elite Eight in 2005.

Jeter played college basketball for Ryan at the University of Wisconsin-Platteville and captained his team to the NCAA Divi-
sion III title in 1991. He earned his bachelor’s degree in 1991 and a master’s from UWP in 2001.

COACHES
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Jeter was inducted into the UW-Platteville Athletic Hall of Fame in 2006 and was also inducted into the inaugural Hall of 
Fame class for the Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conference. He became a three-time HOFer in 2013 when Platteville’s 
1991 national championship team received the school’s highest honor. 

Jeter comes to Cedar City with his wife, Deanna, and their four children.



Allan Hanson, Assistant Coach (First Season) 
	 Allan Hanson joins Southern Utah from Western Illinois University, where he was an assistant for 
head coach Rob Jeter.
Before Western Illinois, Hanson was a head coach at Nicolet High School in Glendale, Wisconsin. At Nicolet, 
Hanson compiled a 117-37 overall record and led his team to the 2019 WIAA state championship. That squad 
ended the year ranked No. 7 in the country by USA Today. Hanson also won a pair of conference titles at Ni-
colet.
Prior to coaching at Nicolet, Hanson served as Wisconsin-Milwaukee director of basketball operations in 2015 
and was Wisconsin-Milwaukee video coordinator/player development in 2014.
Hanson played collegiately at Wisconsin-Milwaukee from 2004-08 and was a member of two NCAA Tourna-
ment teams, as well as a Sweet 16 squad. He played for current Thunderbird head coach Rob Jeter for three 
seasons at Milwaukee.

Donald Williams, Assistant Coach (First Season) 
	 Coach Williams has over 20 years of coaching experience, including 10 years at the Division I level. 
Most recently, as the assistant coach at the College of Southern Nevada. 
Donald started his coaching career in the Bay Area with the Oakland Soldiers in 1998 while cutting his teeth at 
San Leandro High School from 1998-2002. 
Williams then moved up to the NCAA D1 level at San Jose State for two stints:  2002-2004 and returned to the 
program as the assistant coach and recruiting coordinator for George Nessman from 2005-2013.

Clay Tucker, Special Assistant for Developement (First Season)
	 Coach Tucker is an 18-year professional that has played one year in the ABA, two years in the NBA 
Development League, and fifteen years in the top leagues of Europe. Including Sweden, Italy, Spain, Turkey, 
Greece, Russia, Ukraine, France, Lebanon, and Argentina.
Tucker graduated in 2003 from UW-Milwaukee with a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration. Leaving 
the program as their all-time leading scorer as well as three-pointers made and steals.  A two-time first-team 
all-horizon league performer and two-time first-team all-defense. Tucker led UWM to their first-ever Horizon 
League tournament championship and NCAA tournament appearance in 2003.

Shaun Gutting, Assistant Coach (First Season) 
	 Coach Gutting comes to SUU from Casper College where he was the Head Coach the past 4 years. 
His career Head Coaching record is 83-35. His team finished First in the Region IX North in 2022-23 with a 
24-8 record. As a Head Coach, Gutting sent 14 players move on to play Division I programs. In 2020, he was 
selected by TopConnect Leaders as one of the top Junior College coaches in the country. Participating in the 
2 day symposium working with other great young coaches across the country.
Before Casper, Gutting was an Assistant Coach at New Mexico Junior College. The program had a record of 
106-54 during his time there while sending 27 players to Division I programs in a 5 year span.  Gutting was 
born in Pennsylvania and grew up in Fort Collins, Colorado. He comes from a lineage of coaching with his 
father Steve, who coached for over 35 + years between college and high school. He has a Bachelor’s in Com-
munication Studies, and a Master’s in Sports Administration – Secondary Education.
