LAST TIME OUT
Chattanooga fi nished second at the Springhill Suites 

Collegiate at the Country Club of South Carolina.  The 

Mocs shot 866 (284-287-295) led by medalist Chris 

Robb’s nine-under par 207.

NOTES

• This is the second Chattanooga visit in four years 

at the Mason Rudolph.  The last time was in the fall 

of 2007 when the tournament was played for just 18 

holes due to weather.  The Mocs fi nished seventh (291).

• Weather has played a role in shortening a few Mason 

Rudolph Intercollegiates.  Last year’s event was just 36 

holes, while the 2003 event was also just 36 holes.  This 

is the 10th edition of the tournament.

• Redshirt freshman Chris Robb earned his colle-

giate win in just his second tournament claiming the 

Springhill Suites Collegiate (Sept. 13-14) at the Country 

Club of South Carolina.  Robb shot 66, 69 and 72 for 

a nine-under total of 207.  He had an eagle and 13 

birdies playing 48 of his 54 holes at par or better and is 

third on the squad in scoring average (72.83).

• The win for Robb is even more impressive consider-

ing the Mocs played fi ve straight days starting at the 

Carpet Capital right through the Springhill Suites.  It 

was a total of 108 holes, 54 each tourney, or six rounds 

in fi ve days.

• Good start for sophomore Steven Fox.  He opened 

with back-to-back 69s (-3) at the Carpet Capital 

Collegiate and added two more par or better rounds 

at the Springhill Suites Collegiate for four in his fi rst 

six rounds.  He leads the team with a 72.17 scoring 

average.  Fox recorded his third career top 10 tying for 

seventh at the Carpet Capital.

• True freshman Davis Bunn has made a great fi rst 

impression.  Bunn has three par or better rounds in six 

and is fourth on the team in scoring average at 73.2.

•Junior Stephan Jaeger did not make the trip to 

South Carolina, but he is off  to another solid start to the 

season ranking second on the team in scoring (72.33).  

Two of his three rounds thus far have been under par as 

he opened tying for 15th at the Carpet Capital. He has 

31 career par/better rounds which is sixth all-time at 

UTC.  Jaeger is eight behind fi fth-place, which is held 

by current assistant coach Ben Rickett (39).

• Redshirt freshman Benni Weilguni got off  to a slow 

beginning, but he came on in the fi nal two rounds in 

South Carolina.  After shooting 80-74 on the opening 

day, Weilguni shot 71 (-1) in the fi nal round and with 

fl air.  He was two-over standing on the tee at the par 

fi ve 17th and closed eagle-birdie.

• Sophomore Simon Forsslund won qualifying for 

the fi fth spot this week topping Weilguni, Jackson 

Lockhart and Alex Ratliff .  Forsslund shot rounds 

of 71, 68 and 75 for a two-under par total of 214 at 

Bear Trace and Black Creek to earn his spot.  It will be 

his second career appearance (2009 Hummingbird 

Intercollegiate).

• The Mocs have won 14 titles in Guhne’s previous fi ve 

seasons including at least one in each campaign. The 

high was fi ve in 2007-08.  UTC will defend its Cleveland 

Golf Palmetto Intercollegiate crown in March.  It has 

won the event in its last two appearances (2008, 2010).

• Five of the nine Mocs are from outside the state of 

Tennessee, while four are natives of the Volunteer 

State.  Fox (Hendersonville), Bunn (Knoxville), Ratliff  

(Kingsport) and McKeehanon Rue (Athens) are from 

Tennessee, but the only other state represented is 

Alabama (Lockhart - Huntsville).  The other four are 

from Europe (Forsslund - Sweden, Jaeger - Germany, 

Robb - Scotland, Weilguni - Austria).

the country in the new Player Development Complex.  

A co-operative eff ort between UTC, The First Tee of 

Chattanooga and the city, the Player Development 

Complex provides a consistent practice home for the 

Chattanooga golf programs.  The facility includes two 

practice greens (bent grass & bermuda), a full range, 

phenomenal short game practice area and three 

practice holes.
