LAST TIME OUT
Chattanooga fi nished sixth at the Brickyard Collegiate 

Championship at the Brickyard at Riverside.  The Mocs 

shot eight-over par 872 with rounds of 292, 291 and 

289.  Steven Fox led the way tying for eighth with a 

three-under par total of 213.

NOTES
• Chattanooga is making its fi rst appearance in the 

Bank of Tennessee Intercollegiate at the Ridges.  The 

event features 14 teams, 13 competed in 2010 NCAA 

Regionals with three advancing to the fi nals.

• As a team, UTC has four par or better rounds going 

into this weekend.  The low of 282 (-2) was carded in 

the second round of the Mason Rudolph Intercol-

legiate.  

• The Mocs shot 27-under par on the Par 5s on the 

counting cards at the Brickyard Collegiate.  They were 

led by David Bunn at -8 followed by Steven Fox (-6), 

Stephan Jaeger (-5), Benni Weilguni (-5) and Chris 

Robb (-4).  There were just two bogeys on par 5s for 

the weekend (3 eagles/24 birdies/31 pars).

• It’s only through four tournaments and 216 holes, but 

UTC has four golfers averaging 73 or better.  Sopho-

more Steven Fox is low on the squad at 71.83.  He is 

just +1 through those 216 holes.

• Fox leads the team in par or better rounds with seven 

as well as birdies (42) and pars (136).  He has two top 

10 fi nishes thus far which matches his total as a fresh-

man in 2009-10.

• Junior Stephan Jaeger has counted in all nine 

rounds he’s played thus far.  He has four par or better 

rounds in nine chances in 2010-11.  His 33 in his career 

which is sixth all-time at UTC.  Jaeger is six behind 

fi fth-place, which is held by current assistant coach 

Ben Rickett (39).

• True freshman Davis Bunn is tied with Fox and red-

shirt freshman Chris Robb in total counting rounds as 

each has 11.  Bunn has carded six par or better rounds, 

fi ve of which are under par.  He has a team-high seven 

rounds with four or more birdies.  He fi nished tied for 

the tourney lead in Par 3 (-2) and Par 5 (-8)  scoring at 

the Brickyard Collegiate.

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• Robb and fellow redshirt freshman Benni Weilguni 

are tied for the team lead with two eagles.  

• Weilguni’s scoring average gets better the deeper 

he gets into a tournament.  He has gotten off  to slow 

starts with a 79.3 fi rst round average.  That drops to 

76.0 in round two followed by 74.0 in fi nal rounds.  

His season-low 71 (-1) was in the fi nal round of the 

Springhill Suites Collegiate.

• Robb earned his fi rst collegiate win in just his second 

tournament claiming the Springhill Suites Collegiate 

(Sept. 13-14) title at the Country Club of South Caro-

lina.  Robb shot 66, 69 and 72 for a nine-under total of 

207.  He had an eagle and 13 birdies playing 48 of his 

54 holes at par or better and is third on the squad in 

scoring average (72.83).

• The win for Robb is even more impressive consider-

ing the Mocs played fi ve straight days starting at the 

Carpet Capital right through the Springhill Suites.  It 

was a total of 108 holes, 54 each tourney, or six rounds 

in fi ve days.

• The Mocs have won 14 titles in Guhne’s previous fi ve 

seasons including at least one in each campaign. The 

high was fi ve in 2007-08.  UTC will defend its Cleveland 

Golf Palmetto Intercollegiate crown in March.  It has 

won the event in its last two appearances (2008, 2010).

• Five of the nine Mocs are from outside the state of 

Tennessee, while four are natives of the Volunteer 

State.  Fox (Hendersonville), Bunn (Knoxville), Ratliff  

(Kingsport) and McKeehanon Rue (Athens) are from 

Tennessee, but the only other state represented is 

Alabama (Lockhart - Huntsville).  The other four are 

from Europe (Forsslund - Sweden, Jaeger - Germany, 

Robb - Scotland, Weilguni - Austria).

the country in the new Player Development Complex.  

A co-operative eff ort between UTC, The First Tee of 

Chattanooga and the city, the Player Development 

Complex provides a consistent practice home for the 

Chattanooga golf programs.  The facility includes two 

practice greens (bent grass & bermuda), a full range, 

phenomenal short game practice area and three 

practice holes.
