LAST TIME OUT
The Mocs ended the fall on a high note with a third-

place fi nish at the Bank of Tennessee Intercollegiate.  

UTC shot level par 864 which was its best in fi ve 

events.  Stephan Jaeger notched a top fi ve tying for 

fourth with a fi ve-under par 211.  Benni Weilguni 

was one shot back tying for eighth at 212 (-4).  

Chattanooga beat the likes of Wake Forest (3 shots), 

Tennessee (9), Michigan (9), North Carolina (12), 

host ETSU (14) and Virginia Tech (15) among others.  

Thirteen of the 14 teams in the fi eld played in 2010 

NCAA Regional action.

NOTES
• The Mocs have won 14 titles in Guhne’s previous 

fi ve seasons including at least one in each campaign. 

The high was fi ve in 2007-08.  UTC will defend its 

Cleveland Golf Palmetto Intercollegiate crown this 

week.  It has won the event in its last two appearances 

(2008, 2010).

• As a team, UTC had six par or better rounds in the fall.  

The low of 282 was carded in the second round of the 

Mason Rudolph Intercollegiate (-2) and fi nal round of 

the Bank of Tennessee Intercollegiate (-6).

• The last two times the Mocs have played in the 

Cleveland Golf Palmetto Intercollegiate, they’ve won 

(2008, 2010).

• Chattanooga has three golfers averaging 72.67 or 

better through the fall.  Jaeger leads the squad with 

a scoring average of 72.08 which +0.33 against par.  

Steven Fox is second at 72.33 followed by true fresh-

man Davis Bunn (72.67).  Jaeger is +4 on the year 

with Fox at +8 and Bunn +13.

• Five of the nine Mocs are from outside the state of 

Tennessee, while four are natives of the Volunteer 

State.  Fox (Hendersonville), Bunn (Knoxville), Ratliff  

(Kingsport) and McKeehanon Rue (Athens) are from 

Tennessee, but the only other state represented is 

Alabama (Lockhart - Huntsville).  The other four are 

from Europe (Forsslund - Sweden, Jaeger - Germany, 

Robb - Scotland, Weilguni - Austria).

Carolina.  Robb shot 66, 69 and 72 for a nine-under 

total of 207.  He had an eagle and 13 birdies playing 

48 of his 54 holes at par or better.

• The win for Robb is even more impressive consider-

ing the Mocs played fi ve straight days starting at the 

Carpet Capital right through the Springhill Suites.  

It was a total of 108 holes, 54 each tourney, or six 

rounds in fi ve days.

• Stroke average of 74.33. Leads in 1st round average 

(71.0).

• Tied for team lead with Benni Weilguni with two 

eagles.

• 2nd on the squad with 165 pars.

• Team-low round of 66 (-6) in opening round of 

Springhill Suites Coll. Best 54-hole total as well with 

his -9 at Springhill Suites (207).
