LAST TIME OUT

The Mocs made it back-to-back second-place finishes
this time at the LSU National Invitational. UTC was
runner-up by a single stroke to No. 9 LSU on its
home course, while topping its third top 15 program
in a week in beating No. 12 lowa by six. Stephan
Jaeger (Munich, Germany) won his first collegiate
event shooting seven-under par 209 to beat a field
that included 10 nationally-ranked players including
one in the top 10. He was the lone player under par
beating No. 7 Vince India (lowa) who was runner up
by seven shots.

UP NEXT

Chattanooga should make its fifth straight regional
appearance May 19-21. The six sites are located in
Ocala, Fla., Blacksburg, Va., Zionsville, Ind., Erie, Colo.,
Tucson, Ariz., and Rancho Santa Fe, Calif.

NOTES

«The Mocs have won 14 titles in Guhne's previous five
seasons including at least one in each campaign. The
high was five in 2007-08. The last team win was the
2010 Cleveland Golf Palmetto Intercollegiate. There
have been eight medalists under his watch with two
this season. Along with Jaeger at LSU, freshman Chris
Robb (Aberdeenshire, Scotland) won the season’s sec-
ond event shooting nine under at the Springhill Suites
Collegiate (9/13-14) at the Country Club of S.C.

- Chattanooga is on an impressive run for SoCon awards
this spring. All four weeks the team has competed, a
Mocs student-athlete has captured Golfer of the Week
honors. Benni Weilguni (Langelois, Austria) won

it March 9th, while Jaeger won it three consecutive
weeks from March 23-April 6.

« This is the fifth straight SoCon Championship to be
played at the Country Club of South Carolina. In the
previous four, UTC has won three times and is 12-over
par over 12 rounds. That leads Georgia Southern at
plus 29, followed by Western Carolina (+54), Furman
(+63) and Elon (+75). Scoring avg: UTC (289.0), GSU
(290.42), WCU (292.5), FU (293.25) and EU (294.25).

No. 3 Alabama
(-18) won the event on the backs of Cory Whitsett (-13)
and Bud Cauley (-12) combining to shoot 25 under.
UTCbeat No. 13 Georgia and No. 15 Stanford by two
shots and 2010 NCAA Semi-Finalist Florida State by
eight. Stephan Jaeger (Munich, Germany) tied for
fourth shooting 211, minus five. He beat five top 100
collegiate golfers including Georgia’s Russell Henley by
eight shots. Henley was the No. 11 player in the world
according to the R&A World Amateur Golf Rankings.

« Five of the nine Mocs are from outside the state of
Tennessee, while four are natives of the Volunteer
State. Steven Fox (Hendersonville), Davis Bunn
(Knoxville), Alex Ratliff (Kingsport) and McKeehanon
Rue (Athens) are from Tennessee, but the only other
state represented is Alabama (Jackson Lockhart -
Brownshoro). The other four are from Europe (Simon
Forsslund - Sweden, Stephan Jaeger - Germany, Chris
Robb - Scotland, Benni Weilguni - Austria).
