OPENING TIPS
- What'sin aname? Depends on who you ask, but as far as the references to the Mocs, the official school name is
the University of Tennessee at Chattanooga. The preferred name is simply Chattanooga while the abbreviated form
is UTC. There is no hyphenated version (i.e. UT-Chatt, Tenn.-Chatt, Tennessee-Chatt, UT Chatt, etc.). The nickname
is simply Mocs. For more information on the unique nickname, please see page 24 of the media guide.

« This weekend is the Chattanooga Bracket of the Hoosiers Classic. The preliminary games included road games to
Indiana and Butler for the bracket particiapants - UTC, Savannah State and Gardner-Webb. This bracket will include a
championship trophy, all-tournament team and most valuable player.

« First meeting with Savannah State. The Tigers are members of the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference (MEAC). SSU is
one of two potential MEAC clashes for the Mocs as 2011 MEAC Champ Hampton is in the opposite bracket of the Dr
Pepper Classic. Chattanooga is 5-0 all-time against the league.

« The remaining schedule for the Hoosier Classic includes a matchup between SSU and Garnder-Webb Saturday at 5
p.m. The Bulldogs face UTC on Sunday at 3 p.m.

« The Mocs are 90-45 (.667) in in-season tournament play winning 30 such events, five at away sites. This does not
include preliminary rounds such as the games at IU and Butler.

- This weekend is the close of the four-game home stretch for the Mocs. UTC opens conference play the next week
traveling to Georgia Southern (Dec. 1) and College of Charleston (Dec. 3). In fact, four of the next five games are
away from the friendly confines of McKenzie Arena.

« UTCis 1,170-943 in its 91st season of basketball. The Mocs made the move to DI in 1977-78 after winning the 1977
DII National Championship. In the DI era, Chattanooga is 642-394, 347-191 in the Southern Conference. The program
has posted 27 winning ledgers in 34 DI seasons with 10 trips to the NCAA Tournament.

- Chattanooga has been the dominant program since joining the SoCon in 1977-78 after winning the 1977 NCAA
Division Il title. The Mocs have won 28 championships in 34 seasons in the league including 10 regular-season (prior
to division play starting in 1994-95), eight division and a league-tying 10 tournament. Davidson is second during
that span with 17, 10 of which are of the division variety. UTC's 20 regular-season/tourney titles are far and away the
most through those 34 campaigns followed by East Tennessee State (now in Atlantic Sun) with eight (3 reg season/5

reg season/6 tourney). The Mocs have
won a title of some kind in 19 of its 34
years in the SoCon.

« The Mocs were at the forefront of
mid-major March Madness shockers
reaching the Sweet 16 in 1997. This
season is the 15th anniversary of that
feat and the 30th of the UTC’s second
SoCon Tournament title & first NCAA
win over N.C. State in 1982.

+ Shulman returns for his eighth sea-
son on the bench. Under his tutelage,
the Mocs have won or shared four
SoCon North Division titles including
three of the last four, the most in the
league during that span. The four
division crowns during his tenure are
the most in the league along with Da-
vidson. He has led UTC to two NCAA
Tournaments with SoCon Tournament
titles in 2005 and 2009.

« Chattanooga has won an amaz-

ing 95.6 percent of its games under
Shulman when leading with five
minutes to play, a 110-5 record (1-0
in 2011-12). When the score is within
five points, leading or trailing, with
five to go, Shulman and his charges
are 47-23 (.671),0-1in 2011-12. UTC
was 12-1(.923) in 2010-11 in such
situations.

« The Mocs had a school record 21
steals in forcing 29 Warren Wilson
turnovers. Dontay Hampton (Chat-
tanooga, Tenn.) had a career high
seven in the win which is the most
since Toot Young (2001-02) turned
the trick against Western Carolina

in 2002. In the last two games, UTC
has made 31 steals and now lead the
SoCon at 11.0 per game.

- Chattanooga played just three play-
ers more than 20 minutes in the win
over Warren Wilson. The only starter
top 20 was Keegan Bell (Huntsville,
Ala.) with 25. The other four starters
played just 62 minutes as all 13 avail-
able student-athletes played eight
minutes or more.

« The 52-points win is the 11th largest margin of victory for the Mocs.
+ 36 points allowed is the lowest total in the John Shulman era...in fact, it is the
lowest scored by an opponent since a 77-35 win over USC Aiken on Nov. 25, 1989.
« A 19-0 run broke open a 7-4 game early capped by a Dontay Hampton layup on a
nice feed from Keegan Bell to give the Mocs a 26-4 advantage at 9:02 of first half.
« UTC set a school record with 21 steals in the game...7th highest single-game

- Chattanooga had 25 assists in the game...most by UTC since also getting 25

against Long Island on Dec. 29, 2009.

« Sophomore Drew Baker had a career-high 14 points on 5-5 shooting, 4-7 from
the FT line...1st career start and played a career-high 18 minutes.

« Junior Dontay Hampton made third career start...11 points on 4-8 shooting,

3-3 from the FT line...career-high seven steals, most since Toot Young had seven

against Western Carolina on Feb. 23, 2002.

« Senior Ricky Taylor had a game and season-high 17 points...tied a career-high

with three steals.

« Senior Keegan Bell had a game-high seven assists...has six or more assists in all

four games on the season.
- Sophomore Z. Mason had a game-high 12 rebounds.
