* Chattanooga leads the all-time series 32-21, but the
Wildcats have won nine of the last 10.

* The series began with a 93-87 Chattanooga victory
in 1978.

* The Wildcats are 5-13 against Chattanooga in The
McKenzie Arena and 16-13 under Bob McKillop.

* Last time: Nik Cochran and JP Kuhlman each
scored 16 points, and Davidson held Chattanooga to
31 percent shooting in the second half to earna 73-
59 win in Belk Arena.

* Cochran added five rebounds and four assists to his
stat line, while Kuhlman had seven rebounds and
four assists. Jake Cohen recorded 10 points and nine
rebounds, and Brendan McKillop posted 12 points
and five boards.

* Omar Wattad scored a game-high 29 points to lead
Chattanooga, making 10-of-19 from the field and 6-
of-13 from 3-point range.

* After struggling offensively in the first half, the
Wildcats shot 44 percent, including six triples, and hit
11-0f-15 free throws in the second frame to score 45
points. Meanwhile, Davidson’s defense held the Mocs
to 10-0f-32 from the floor and 4-of-18 from long
distance. Cochran’s point total was part of a David-
son bench that outscored Chattanooga 29-7.

* Clinging to a one-point lead in the second half,
Clint Mann’s layup ignited a 21-3 run to open a 60-41
cushion with 8:42 remaining. Cochran scored eight
points during the run, and Jordan Downing added a
big triple from the wing The Mocs got the margin
down to 14 points twice but would get no closer.

* Last time in McKenzie: Cohen led four Davidson
players in double figures in the scoring column with
16 points, but the Wildcats fell 78-73 in the last
meeting against Chattanooga.

* Cohen finished with seven rebounds, and 14 of his
points came in the second half.

* McKillop tallied 15 points, five rebounds and three
assists, while Cochran recorded 13 points and four
boards.

* Will Archambault finished with 10 points, and
Bryant Barr scored eight.

* The score was tied 52-52 coming out of the under
eight-minute media timeout, but Chattanooga netted
nine straight points to open a 61-52 lead.

* Davidson cut the margin to six once and five once,
on 3-pointers by Cohen and Kuhlman, over the next
two minutes, but each time, the Mocs had an answer
on the offensive end.

* After a pair of Cohen free throws made the lead
seven with 3:47 to go, Ricky Taylor and Ty Patterson
combined for the next six points of the game to
make the cushion 12.

McKillop Magic

* Bob McKillop, in his 23rd season at Davidson, is
the school’s and the SoCon’s all-time winningest
coach (415-267 cateer record).

* Entering the 2011-12 campaign, his victory total
ranked 35th on the NCAA’s list of Division I win-
ningest active coaches. McKillop also ranks 10th
among active coaches on the NCAASs list of most
seasons with current school and is one of six on that
list who has spent their entire careers at that school.
* McKillop recorded his 400th victory Feb. 26, 2011,
in Belk Arena, a 78-67 win over UNCG.

* He coached in his 600th career collegiate contest at
Saint Mary’s (Calif.) March 23, 2009.

* He collected his 350th career victory against Sam-
ford Jan. 3, 2009, at Belk Arena, a 76-55 Davidson
decision.

* He logged his 200th career Southern Conference
victory with a 79-56 win against Wofford Jan. 24,
2009, at Belk Arena.

* All 75 of the seniors McKillop has coached have
graduated, and his teams have perfect APR scores of
1,000 in each year since 2003, when the NCAA
began tracking it.

* Will Reigel, Clint Mann and JP Kuhlman are the
captains this season.

DISTINCTLY DAVIDSON

* Davidson was the first liberal arts college to elimi-
nate the loan component in financial aid packages,
meeting 100 percent of demonstrated financial need
with a combination of grants and student employ-
ment. It’s called the Davidson Trust.

* Davidson’s historic and student-administered Honor
Code offers both the freedom and responsibility of
self-scheduled and unproctored exams.

* More than 70 percent of students graduate having
participated in study abroad programs.

* Davidson fields 21 NCAA Division I varsity teams,
with athletes’ graduation rate at over 90 percent.
Davidson is one of the only highly-regarded liberal
arts schools operating Division I athletics.

* It’s true, Davidson does offer a laundry service for
its students. It’s not necessarily free, though, as it’s
paid for by student fees.

The UN South

* Davidson has five players with international roots

on its roster.

* Frank Ben-Eze was born in Nigeria, and Youssef

Mejri is from Tunisia. Nik Cochran is from Canada,
Ali Mackay is from Scotland and Chris Czerapowicz
is from Sweden.

Tough Schedule

* Davidson has another tough schedule again in
2011-12.

* Games against four opponents that finished last
season with top-30 NCAA RPIs, including two in the
friendly confines of Belk Arena (Richmond, Vander-
bilt), highlight the slate.

* Davidson has played seven opponents that made
NCAA Tournament appearances last season and a
total of nine that made it to the postseason. Two
top-5 RPI teams (Duke, Kansas) and five from the
top-60 are on the Wildcats” schedule.

* The Wildcats have canned at least one 3-pointer in
557 consecutive games.

South Division Regular Season

HEAD COACH BOB McKILLOP

Bob McKillop is in his 23rd season as the head coach
of the Davidson Wildcats. In 2008, following one of the
most successful seasons in school history, he received a
contract extension that will keep him at Davidson until
2016.

The 2007-08 NABC National Coach of the Year led
Davidson to the NCAA Tournament Midwest Regional
Championship game with victories over Gonzaga,
Georgetown and Wisconsin. The Wildcats” unbelievable
run ended with a two-point loss to eventual tournament
champion Kansas, and Davidson finished the campaign
with a final ranking of ninth in the ESPN/USA Today

Poll.

To go along with tying the school’s single-season
record for wins with 29, McKillop and the Wildcats
strung together 25 consecutive victories, the longest
streak in the nation, before falling to the Jayhawks on
the doorstep of the Final Four.

The Wildcats made a postseason appearance for the
fifth consecutive season in 2009 and went 1-1 in the
NIT. The ‘Cats also posted a 1-1 record in the CBI in
2011. It marked the 10th time in McKillop’s tenure he
has led Davidson to a postseason berth — the NCAA
Tournament in 1998, 2002, 2006-08 and the NIT in
1994, 1996, 2005 and 2009. McKillop-coached teams
have now reached the 20-win plateau nine times, and
four have won 25 or more games.

The seven-time SoCon Coach of the Year has won
more games in Davidson and league history thanks to
an all-time coaching mark of 415-267. Entering the
2011-12 campaign, his victory total ranked 35th on the
NCAAs list of Division I winningest active coaches.
McKillop also ranks 10th among active coaches on the
NCAAS list of most seasons with current school and is

one of six on that list who has spent their entire careers
at that school.

McKillop’s teams have been successful off the court
as well. He has had a perfect Academic Progress Rate of
1,000 each year since the NCAA began tracking it in
2003, and all 75 of his seniors have graduated.

During his 19 years coaching against SoCon compe-
tition, he has guided the Wildcats to at least 10 wins in
conference play 17 times.

The Wildcats went undefeated in the SoCon with a
20-0 record in 2007-08, the third time Davidson has ac-
complished the feat under McKillop (14-0, 1995-96; 16-
0, 2004-05). Davidson had a 43-game conference win
streak from 2007-09. It was one away from tying the
SoCon record and the eighth-longest in college basketball
history.

A 1972 graduate of Hofstra, McKillop has guided the
Wildcats to 10 SoCon divisional titles, including seven of
the last 11.

Thirty-nine of his players have gone on to play pro-
tessionally, including Stephen Curry, the seventh pick in
the 2009 NBA draft, who finished second in the 2010
NBA Rookie of the Year voting.

An inductee into the Hofstra Basketball Hall of Fame,
McKillop played one season with the Philadelphia 76ers
before beginning his coaching career at Holy Trinity High
School.

A native of Queens, N.Y., McKillop and his wife
Cathy have three children — Kerrin, 31, a 2002 David-
son graduate, Matt, 28, a member of the 2006 NCAA
Tournament team and 2006 graduate, and Brendan, 23,
amember of the 2008 Elite Eight team and a 2011 grad-
uate. His first grandchild, Maggie, was born during the
2010-11 season.
