Former UTC Head Coach Tommy
Bartlett was inducted into the ITAMen’s
Tennis Collegiate Hall of Fame in 1993.

He had two different tenures at the
helm of the Mocs men’s tennis pro-
gram. He was 34-4 in four seasons
from (1959-62) and won eight Southern
Conference titles from 1980-90.

On the women’s side, Bartlett led UTC to three-straight
NCAA Division Il National Championships from 1983-85.
The women’s team also won Southern Conference titles in
1984-86, 1988 and 1990.

Bartlett guided the men’s tennis squad to six-straight So-
Con Championships from 1980-85, as well as league titles
in 1988 and 1989.

Under Bartlett’s guidance, Scott Zaccaria (1984) and Orlan-
do Lourenco (1985) both earned SoCon Player of the Year
honors.

Bartlett was named the National Coach of the Year in 1986
and the SoCon Women’s Coach of the Year in 1986 and
1990. On the men’s side, he earned SoCon Coach of the
Honors seven times, including 1980-83, 1985 and 1988-89.

He was inducted into the UTC Athletics Hall of Fame in
1993.
