- TE Jay Gibson, DT Marlon Taylor & RB Lance Jackson are the last three student-athletes to be on each roster of
the Wright Era (2019-current).

- 14 takeaways over the last four games including 10 interceptions. The 20 takeaways in nine games is fifth national-
ly while 15 total interceptions ranks second. More on picks below.

- Defense is averaging 13.8 points and 295.0 yards per game of total offense allowed in league play. That’s averages
of 122.5 on the ground and 172.5 by air.

The defense has been rather “thefty” this season. That includes 14 takeaways over the last four games including 10
interceptions. Here are some highlights:

- 20 takeaways is fifth nationally while 15 interceptions ranks second.

- Nine different Mocs have interceptions. By position groups: DT: 1 (Jamarr Jones), DE: 1 (Marquise Freeman),
LB: 3 (2-Kobe Joseph, 1-Kameron Brown), (B: 7 (3-D'Arco Perkins-McAllister, 2-Beni Mwamba, 2-Jeremiah
Batiste) & S: 2 (2-Reuben Lowery lll, Josh Battle).

- The stretch includes back-to-back weeks with pick 6's with DE Marquise Freeman (47 at Furman) and DB Reu-
ben Lowery Il (61 vs Wofford). Last time with two in two weeks? Well, last year but both came in the same game
with Alex Mitchell (38) and DB Kam Brown (78) at Samford.

- The most pick 6s in a season? 4 (1995, 2011, 2015).

- 15 interceptions for the season are just five shy of becoming just the sixth Mocs squad with 20 or more. Most
recent? 23in 1987.

2K RACE

Coming into 2024, only seven Mocs receivers all-time reached 2,000 career yards. That makes it even more remark-
able that three could do it in the same season. The junior wide receiver trio of Sam Phillips, Javin Whatley and
Chris Domercant have reached or are within 30 yards of 2,000 receiving yards.

- Whatley (16 TD receptions) needs four TD catches to become the third Moc with 20+ joining Joe Burke (25: 1977-

- Phillips is seventh nationally in receiving yards per game (97.9).

- Phillips is ninth in the country with 19.6 yards per reception. Domercant (17.8) is 25th.

- Whatley topped 2,000 career yards in the loss at Western Carolina. He's now eighth all-time at UTC with
2,030 career receiving yards Phillips is ninth with 1,970.

- Phillips has 13 career games with five or more catches including first five in 2024.

- Consecutive games with a reception: Javin Whatley (31) & Phillips (27).

- Chris Domercant reached 100 catches for his collegiate career with the first of six receptions in the win
over Wofford (85 at Stonehill/2021-23).

- Whatley’s 10-catch, 168-yard performance in the Portland State win was his second-best career effort
behind 11 receptions & 231 yards (4 TDs) against Western Carolina in 2023. 6th game with six or more
catches & fourth 100-yard contest.

- Whatley has 37 catches for 522 yards and four TDs over the last six games.

- Whatley is tied for sixth with Xavier Borishade’s (2013-16) in career TD receptions (16).

- Career TD catches: Domercant (17), Whatley (16) & Phillips (9).

- Phillips exceeded his personal receiving yards for a season (685) in seven games this season. Prior high
was 661in 11 games in 2022.

- 100-yard receiving games in 2024 (8): Phillips (3), Domercant (3) & Whatley (2).

- 5+ reception games in 2024 (10): Phillips (5), Whatley (4) & Domercant (2).

DEFENSIVE LINE

- Defensive front recorded multiple sacks in 39 of Wright's 61 games to date.

- 379 tackles for loss (6.2/gm) & 145 sacks (2.4) over that timeframe.

- Last three SoCon Defensive Players of the Year came out of these rooms: Devonnsha Maxwell (2021), Jay
Person (2022 &23). There have been nine since 2009: DE Josh Beard (2009), DE Davis Tull (2012, 2013,
2014), DE Keionta Davis (2016), DT Isaiah Mack (2018), Maxwell (DT) and Person (DE).

- Taylor set a new career high with 2.5 tackles for loss at Western Carolina. The first half marked the 20th
in his career. He's one sack shy of 10 in his career. Pretty impressive numbers for a nose tackle.

- DE Chris Victor has 8.0 TFLs and 3.5 sacks over the last six games. Victor leads the squad in tackles for
loss (9.0) and sacks (3.5).

- DE Marquise Freeman had the first d-line score since Toyvian Brand's 44-yard pick 6 at Presbyterian on
Sept. 26, 2015. It was Freeman'’s 1st career interception was a 47-yard pick 6 at Furman on Oct. 12.

- Last time a Moc didn’t lead the SoCon in sacks in a full season? 2018 (/saiah Mack 2nd, 8.5).

- Recorded 103 sacks over the 2021-23 seasons (32-35-36).

- DTE.J. Thomas made his first career sack at GSU causing a fumble returned by true freshman DE Leroy
Harris lll to the Panthers 10 setting up Reggie Davis’ score.

- Harris has played in all nine games with an incredible nose for the ball. The Mocs have six forced fum-
bles and the true freshman recovered three of them with 130 return yards (43.3 yds/ret).

- Harris’ 75-yard scoop and score at Western is the longest by a Moc since Montrell Pardue’ 99 yarder in
the 2016 FCS Playoff win over Weber State. Longest in a regular season game.

LINEBACKERS

- Alex Mitchell leads the squad with 69 tackles and is second with 6.5 tackles for loss.

- All of Mitchell’s TFLs came over last seven games. Entered that stretch with 3.5 in prior 24.

- Mitchell has double-digit tackles in five career games, three coming on the road.

- Linebackers room had the Mocs first two interceptions of the season — Kobe Joseph (at Tennessee) &
Kameron Brown (Mercer).

- Joseph made his third career interception at UT in the opener with a career long 71-yard return. He got
his fourth in the Wofford win. His 142 interception return yards for his career are 11 shy of the top 5 with
D.J. Key "13 in fifth with 153.

- Of the five returning letter winners, five were credited with eight or more games played.

- Of the eight linebackers currently on campus, six are home grown (Mitchell, Rutledge, Jackson,
Dickson, Feggins, Helton) along with two transfers (Brown-Auburn, Joseph-Harvard).
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SECONDARY

- Eight have career starts: Jordan Walker (30), Josh Battle (29), Reuben
Lowery (27), D’Arco Perkins-McAllister (8), Beni Mwamba (4), Taylor
Smallwood (3), Demetrius Coleman (3) & Jeremiah Batiste (3).

- True freshman Beni Mwamba collected interceptions in his first career starts
coming against Portland State and ETSU with both picks ending hopes for
comebacks on their final drives.

- Opportunistic secondary unit with 10 of the squad’s 13 picks over last six
games: Perkins-McAllister (3), Mwamba (2), Lowery (2), Batiste (2) &
Battle (1).

- Lowery is among the team leaders in tackles for loss in the early going with
5.5. His slot safety role has him active at all three levels of the defense with
more emphasis in the front two. He ranked top 10 in the SoCon in 2022 with
8.5 in an injury-shortened campaign.

- Lowery tied his career high in tackles with nine against Mercer. His 1.5 TFLs
marked the third multiple TFL game for the senior captain.

- Lowery’s first career sack was on The Citadel’s last offensive play in the Mocs
31-21 win in Charleston in 2022. Due to a flu outbreak, he moved to a safety
position on Friday of game week with no practice save a walk through. Ended
the game with nine tackles, a fumble recovery and the sack.

- Nine games in last two seasons with five or more PBUs with a high of nine
last year against ETSU (2023). 16 times in the Rusty Wright era. High of seven
this came against...ETSU.

- Secondary is quietly an NFL breeding ground in the Scenic City. Safety Clay
Fields [l was a final cut by the Indianapolis Colts. Recent Mocs in the NFL from
the defensive backfield: Buster Skrine11, Chris Lewis-Harris 11 & Super Bow!
Champ Kareem Orr (L.A. Rams).

SPECIALISTS

- Nearly complete overhaul of the special teams unit with long-time long
snapper Cody Olszewski and grad transfer standout P/K Clayton Crile complet-
ing eligibility as did long snapper Jake Hall.

- Converted an onside kick to open the second half was the first successful

for the program since Nov. 14, 2009 against The Citadel with the kick by Craig
Camay and recovery by Robert Harrison. The latest completion was from Jude
Kelley to Reuben Lowery lil.

- Judging by game one and preseason camp, the specialists are taking aim

at Scot Kielbock's (1995-98) school record 53-yard field goal against Samford
(1998). Alen Karajic just missed wide left from 55 at Tennessee. He and Jude
Kelley have both demonstrated enough leg in practice to easily exceed the
distance.

- Jude Kelley is Gray’s older brother. This is the first time they're teammates.
Gray handled kickoffs in four games.

- Kelley has eight games with nine or more points in 13 career appearances.
- Kelley’s 13 points vs Wofford was a new career high.

- Kelley averages 8.1 points per game for his career.

- Kelley topped 100 career points on a 47-yard FG early in the third quarter at
Western.

- Kelley is 6-7 for his collegiate career on onside kicks, 1-2 at Chattanooga.

- LS Ethan Myers was a starter at Austin Peay. Oddly enough, his last colle-
giate game ended on a walk-off field goal by Crile in the Mocs 24-21 triumph
over the Govs in the FCS Playoffs.

- Myers was second team All-UACin 2023.

- P Heath Jehu redshirted at Kentucky in 2023. He was born in Kailua, Hawaii
and lived in the UK for five years. He played soccer and water polo as well in

high school where he was an all-conference performer at John Carroll Catholic
in Birmingham, Ala.

- Jehu has nine kicks of 50+ yards (long of 63 vs. Wofford). Two each against
Mercer, at Furman & VMI.

- Karajic is a Chattanooga native (East Hamilton). He was a 4-year starter at
JSU scoring 293 career points (152-156 PAT/48-67 FG) and kicking 130 touch-
backs. His long field goal of 46 yards was done four times.

SAM PHILLIPS AT GEORGIA STATE

WR Sam Phillips had a career-high 195 yards in the loss at Georgia State. A
few quick notes on his night:

- 101 of those yards came after the catch. . .that 101 YAC was more than any
other receiver had total.

- 84-yard TD reception is the longest scoring play since Ailym Ford’s 86-yard run
against Wofford (Sept. 3, 2022) & longest pass play since 89-yard TD from Nick
Tiano to Bryce Nunnelly in the win over Tennessee Tech (Aug. 30, 2018).

- Career-best 210 all-purpose yards (195 rec/15 ret) was the most against an
FBS opponent since 2010 (WR Brian Sutherland’s 254 at Auburn on Nov. 6,
2010).

- 195 receiving yards are the fourth highest against an FBS opponent in school
history:

207: Cos DeMatteo at Louisville, 9/11/1999 (13 rec.)

200: Tony Jackson at Vanderbilt, 11/22/1980 (12)

198: Rocky Turner at Ole Miss, 11/13/1971 (14)

- 195 yards were the fourth most against an FBS opponent to that point:

304 Tetairoa McMillian (Arizona) vs. New Mexico, 8/31

230: Damon Ward, Jr. (North Texas) vs. South Alabama, 8/31

197: Jamaal Pritchett (South Alabama) vs. North Texas, 8/31

195: Sam Phillips (Chattanooga) vs. Georgia State, 9/7

SEASON NOTES

- Phillips’84-yard catch and run at Georgia State capped a 98-yard scoring
drive. That's the longest since September 22, 2018 against Samford as the Mocs
went 99 yards in 13 plays (5:50 time of possession) resulting in an 18-yard TD
pass from Nick Tiano to Tyrell Price. Drive tool four plays to go the 98 yards in
2:36. Phillips was the Sept. 10 TSWA OPOTW for his play at Georgia State.

- Mitchell was TSWA Defensive Player of the Week on Sept. 17 for his per-
formance against Mercer. He recorded 11 tackles with 2.0 for loss and a sack
against Mercer. He tied his career high for tackles and set a new high for TFLs
while making his second career sack.

- The combined distance to our seven road opponents (round trip, stadium

to stadium) is 2,947 miles. Portland State’s voyage to the Scenic City is 5,034
miles roundtrip per google maps. There are possible toll roads on the route so if
it includes the LePetomane Thruway, they're going to need a LOT of dimes.

- Whatley’s work against PSU is the 12th time a Moc had three or more TD
catches in a game. Just Whatley, Cos DeMatteo (1998-01) & Joe Burke (1977-
80) have two such games in school history.

- Artopoeus was TSWA Offensive Player of the Week after a standout perfor-
mance vs. Portland State. He threw for 396 yards completing 24 of 32 passes

with four touchdowns and an interception. He amassed 403 yards of total
offense, the most by a Moc since Jacob Huesman ‘15 had 428 at New Hamp-
shire in the 2014 FCS Playoff Quarterfinals.

- Phillips added a SoCon Offensive POTW honor to his resume following a
standout performance in the win at ETSU. He collected five catches for 110
yards and a TD. It was his first such honor & first for a Moc in 2024.

- K Jude Kelley was SoCon Special Team POTW with his 11-point performance
at Furman. Kelley hit both field goal attempts coming from 24 and 42 yards
as well as going 5-5 on PATs and recording two touchbacks after taking over
kickoff duties mid-game.

- Kelley made it back-to-back SoCon Special Teams POTW with his career-high
13-point performance against Wofford. Kelley went 3-3 (31, 48, 44) on field
goals and 4-4 on PATs while handling all kickoff duties.

- Won three straight SoCon games by 31, 32 and 21 points. First time in
program history winning three league games in a row by 21+ points each: at
Furman (41-10), Wofford (37-5) & YMI (31-10).

- 45 points allowed in SoCon play through five games were the fewest to that
point in the schedule since 45 in 1984. The record for a season is 65 in 1984,
10.83 ppg (6G played). This is the 40th anniversary season of the 1984 squad
which was the first in Mocs history to go to the FCS Playoffs.

- 5-game winning streak from Sept. 28-Oct. 26 was the first for the program
since 2017-18. The Mocs won the 2017 regular season finale over ETSU and
then opened with four in a row in 2018.

- School record tying six straight SoCon road wins was snapped at Western
Carolina. It was done twice before: 1977-79 & 2014-15.

CHATTANOOGA PLEASE

The official school name is the University of Tennessee at Chattanooga. The
NCAA short form for it is simply Chattanooga. There are no hyphenated uses
such as Tennessee-Chattanooga or UT-Chattanooga or even gasp, UT Chatta-
nooga without the hyphen. Nope, just Chattanooga. Nickname is Mocs. It is not
short for anything.

HALL OF FAME WEEKEND

Kim Bush Franklin (Women’s Basketball — 1985-86), Jim Foster (Women’s
Basketball Head Coach — 2014-18), Brooke Loudermilk Hodge (Softhall - 2007-
10), Greg Moore (Football — 1983-86), Derek Rende (Men's Golf - 2007-10) &
Kathleen Turchin (Cross Country/Track and Field — 2003-07) are the six newest
entries into the ledger. The Hall of Fame also recognizes four individual award
winners: Eddie & Kathy 0'Brien (Gordon Davenport Award), Quonta Vance (Joe
Morrison Award), Neva Clark (Scrappy Moore Award) & Bud Hennebaul (Harold
Wilkes Award). The group was honored during the 37-5 win over Wofford.

REUNITED

It's the 40th anniversary of the 1984 F(S Playoffs team. That’s the first year the
Mocs reached the postseason in school history. There was a reunion during Hall
of Fame Weekend, the 37-5 triumph on Oct. 19 vs. Wofford.

It's also 10 years since the 2014 squad’s perfect march through the SoCon
prior to making the deepest playoff run in school history advancing to the FCS
Quarters.

The triple champions from 2013-15 are scheduled to be honored at next
season’s 10-year anniversary of the end of that special run.

WHAT ISAMOC?

The athletics department changed logos in 1997, moving away from Native
American imagery to a package using railroad images, the nickname “Mocs”
and the Scrappy mascot. This new branding initiative emphasized UTC's
connection to Chattanooga, the city’s railroad heritage and incorporated the
Tennessee state bird. Like our namesake, MOCS are fiercely territorial crea-
tures which protect their homes with courage, determination and skill. Those
attributes reflect the intellect, spirit and character of UTC student-athletes
and alumni.
