- Artopoeus threw for 2,672 yards
completing 62.8 percent of his
passes (187-298) with 20 TDs
and seven interceptions in his 10
games behind center. He had the
eighth-most yards thrown in a
season and tied Cedric Stevens

(2004) for sixth in TD passes.

- Artopoeus and Schomburg (517) combined for 3,189 yards passing. That's
the third highest total in school history behind 3,730 in 2000 and 3,591 in
1999. The 8.31 yards per pass is second only to 8.45 in 2022.

- Artopoeus averaged 281.8 yards per game in total offense in his 10 starts.
That's the 10th highest total yards and third most per game behind only
Chris Sanders. The prolific Texas had 317.4 yards per game as a junior in 1999
followed by 341.5 in 2000.

- Artopoeus is one of two returning starters behind center in the SoCon (Cole
Gonzales-Western Carolina).

- Davis ran for 60+ yards in four of his last six appearances with a high of 97 in
the FCS Playoff win at Austin Peay.

- Jackson has the lone 100-yard game (currently) in the room. . . he registered
135 yards on 19 carries (7.1 ypc) with two touchdowns in the spring 2021
meeting with Mercer.

- Durant was a 2-year performer at Shorter accumulating 1,369 career rushing

yards with 13 touchdowns in 21 games.

- Davis’ touchdown runs in 2023 came from 11 (at Furman) and 45 yards (at
VMI).

- Durant’s career high at Shorter was 202 yards against North Greenville.

- Ford (3,928) and Appleberry (1,567) combined for 5,495 career rushing
yards. . .Ford’s career began in 2019 with Appleberry joining the squad from

Western Kentucky in 2020.

- Appleberry’s 104 rushing yards at Alabama last season was the most by
a running back against the Tide defense and second only to LSU QB Jayden
Daniels'163.

- 2023 receivers room ranked 16th
in the country with an 84.5 grade
per PFF College. That ranked between LSU (15) and Texas (17) and was fourth
among FCS programs behind North Dakota State (3), South Dakota State (5)
and South Dakota (T13).

- Mayes (62-1037), Whatley (55-977) & Phillips (60-624) are first trio since
2004 with 600+ yards each in the same season: Alonzo Nix (819), current
assistant Tyrus Ward (660) & Emanuel Hassell (647). It's the most productive
since 2000: Richmond Flowers (86-1035), Cos DeMatteo (75-971) & Ronnie
Strickland (51-767).

- That's also the last time a trio collected 50 or more each.

- Whatley's 11-catch, 231-yard, 4-touchdown performance against Western
Carolina ranked tied for second in TD receptions (Terrell Owens vs Marshall,
1994) and fifth in yards. His 353 all-purpose yards (including six rushing and
116 returning) was a new school record.

- Phillips became the 13th Moc with 60 receptions in a season. He's 30 shy of
reaching the career top 10 with new McCallie head coach Joel Bradford (2008-
11) in 10th with 134. Sam needs 65 to match the career record of 169 set by
Emanuel Hassell (2004-06).

- Whatley’s 54-yard catch-and-run at Alabama last November was the longest
pass play allowed by the Tide in more than a year dating back to Tennessee’s
Hendon Hooker’s 78-yard TD pass to Jalin Hyatt on Oct. 15, 2022.

- Thornton (OVC) and Domercant (NEC) were all-conference receivers at
Tennessee State and Stonehill, respectively.

- Domercant had 85 catches in 24 career games at Stonehill with 16 touch-
downs averaging nearly 18 yards per catch.
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- Crumedy helped lead Leroy High School to a 47-5 record (4 seasons) winning
the 2022 and 2023 Alabama 1A State Championships.

- Williams was all-region in both football (all-state as well) and basketball at
Westside High School in Anderson, S.C.

- McIntyre registered nearly 1200 all-purpose yards at Athens High School in
2023 with 667 rushing, 503 receiving and 23 returning. He had 19 touchdowns
(14 rush/5 receiving).

- Green posted 117D receptions at Jackson Christian helping lead the Eagles to
a 37-11 mark during his career.

- Davis transferred from Carson-Newman after spring ball. He played in six
games as a freshman listed as a linebacker.

- Crim, Monnot |1l & Williams started all but one game together in 2023.
Williams and Monnot Il are two of 10 Mocs who started all 13 games a year
ago. .. .two of five returning.

- Three of the last four Jacobs Blocking Award winners in the SoCon came from
Chattanooga: 2020-21 (Strange), 2021 (Strange) & 2022 (Curtis).

- 2023 o-line ranked second in the nation in pass blocking per PFF College. The
88.9 grade was second only to Oregon. That grade was buoyed by ZERO sacks
and just 2.0 TFLs at Alabama in the regular season finale.

- Unit was key to offense leading the SoCon and ranking 10th nationally in
time of possession (32:27).

- Unit allowed a mere 3.85 tackles for loss per contest (9th in the country) and
just 1.31 sacks (20th).

- 0-line has major responsibility in the offense amassing 8.835 rushing yards
since Rusty Wright's arrival in 2019. . .a shade under 170 yards per game.

- Four Mocs have career starts in the secondary: Walker (21), Battle (20),
Lowery (18) & Coleman (3).

- Lowery was top 10 in the SoCon in tackles for loss (8.5) in 2022.

- Walker tied Kam Brown for the team lead in interceptions in 2023 with three
apiece.

- Walker (73) and Battle (70) ranked second and third in tackles on the Mocs
2023 edition between linebackers Alex Mitchell (78) and Kobe Joseph (59).

- Hobbs became the second Ivy League transfer to the defense. Last year, LB
Kobe Joseph made the journey from Harvard. This time it’s a Brown graduate.
- The secondary is quietly an NFL breeding ground in the Scenic City with
Fields looking to join long-time performers Buster Skrine ‘11 and Chris Lew-
is-Harris 11 as well as Super Bowl Champ Kareem Orr (L.A. Rams) on an NFL
roster in the last 10 years.

- Brown was a 2-time All-American at corner for the Mocs (2022, 2023).

program’s 20 turnovers gained.

- Of the six returning letter winners, five were credited with eight or more
games played.

- Of the eight linebackers currently on campus, six are home grown (Mitchell,
Rutledge, Jackson, Delashmitt, Dickson, Feggins) along with two transfers
(Brown-Auburn, Joseph-Harvard).

- Mitchell has played 22 of a possible 24 games over his two seasons with 94

tackles. Mitchell has not redshirted nor has Rutledge who is a year behind him.

- History favors the room under Wright with five all-conference selections
since 2019: Marshall Cooper (2019) & Ty Boeck (2019,20-21,21 &22).
