UTEP AT WKU POST GAME NOTES

Junior QB Brandon Jones threw for a career highs in yards (340) and touchdowns (two) including a career-long 
88-yard touchdown during the fourth quarter. 

Senior TE David Lucero tallied a career-high 118 yards on two receptions, including a career-long 88-yard score 
from Jones. 

David Lucero scored on a career-long and team season-long 88 yards during the fourth quarter. It was the lon-
gest scoring play since Aaron Jones’s 91-yard score at Texas Tech in 2015. 

Brandon Jones’s 88-yard touchdown pass to David Lucero is tied for 5th longest pass play in program history. 
John Rayborn completed an 88-yard pass to Keonta Golson at Utah in 1998.

Senior WR Terry Juniel caught a 29-yard pass during the first quarter, his third longest reception of the season.

Terry Juniel caught his team-leading third touchdown of the season, an 11-yard grab, during the opening third 
quarter scoring drive.

Freshman WR Tre’Shon Wolf registered a career-long 48-yard reception during the third quarter. Wolf finished 
with a career-most 63 yards on three catches. 

Junior TE Josh Weeks hauled in a season-long 38-yard catch on a fourth-and-1 play during the third quarter. 

Senior LB AJ Hotchkins registered a team-high 12 tackles and a career-high 2.o sacks. Hotchkins has recorded 
double-digit tackles in seven games during 2018. 

Junior Safety Justin Rogers tallied a career-high nine tackles. 

Senior DB Kalon Beverly registered his second INT of the season during the fourth quarter, and his fourth of 
his career. 

Sophomore DE Trace Mascorro blocked a PAT attempt in the first quarter, his first career block. 

UTEP offense gained 392 yards, including 336 during the second half.
