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QUICK HITTERS

A LOOK AHEAD AT WEEK ELEVEN

For only the second time this season there are seven
conference games scheduled for a Saturday in Con-
ference USA as the league runs towards the finish
line of the 2018 regular season.

The day’s action begins with an East Division show-
down between Charlotte and Marshall in Huntington
(1:30 pm CT). This game features the league’s two
top rushing defenses, with the 49ers leading the
league and ranking third in the FBS in allowing 89.8
yards per game, while the Thundering Herd place
second in C-USA and 13th nationally at 103.5 yards
per game.

Middle Tennessee heads west to face UTEP, looking
for a win to stay stop the East Division race (2 p.m.
CT). The Blue Raiders have had different backs run
for more than 100 yards the past two weeks, while
the Miners ran for 200 yards in last week’s 34-26 vic-
tory at Rice.

North Texas makes its first trip to Old Dominion
(2:30 p.m. CT), with both teams rested coming off
their byes last week. Two of the league’s most pro-
ductive passers will be on display in this one, as the
Mean Green’s Mason Fine (2,879 yards, 21 TD passes)
matches skills with Old Dominion’s Blake LaRussa
(2,274 yards, 14 TDs).

WKU will be back the road week when it makes the
trip to south Florida to face Florida Atlantic (4 p.m.
CT). Senior LB Ben Holt leads the Hilltoppers with 88
tackles after his fourth double-digit tackle game of
the season last week. He and the WKU defense will
face an Owls running game that rolled up 439 yards
in last week’s win at FIU, led by Devin Singletary and
his 183 yards and three TD runs.

FIU and UTSA have a history of defensive battles
when they get together and that could be the case
again in San Antonio this Saturday night (6 p.m. CT).
Both the Panthers and Roadrunners are looking to
bounce back from disappointing defensive showings
last week, with FIU needing a win to remain near the
top of the East Division.

Louisiana Tech welcomes Rice to Ruston (6 p.m. CT).
Both squads suffered tough defeats last week and
the Bulldogs must win to keep hopes of a West Divi-
sion title alive.

At 8-1, UAB will look to set a program record for vic-
tories at the FBS level and clinch the West Division
title when it welcomes Southern Miss to Legion Field,
where the Blazers have won 11 straight games (6:30
p.m. CT). In six C-USA games, UAB has allowed just
38 points (6.3 per game) with two shutouts and
three games not allowing a touchdown. The Golden
Eagles defensive unit is second in C-USA and seventh
in the FBS in total defense at 282.5 yards per game
and leads the FBS in first down defense.

UAB DEFENSE BLAZING HOT

UAB extended its school-record winning streak to
seven games and improved to 8-1on the season with
a 52-3 victory over UTSA Saturday night. The Blazers
are 6-0 in C-USA play and can clinch the West Divi-
sion title with a win over Southern Miss this Saturday.

The UAB defense continues to boast lofty national
ranks, leading the FBS in scoring defense (12.1), rank-
ing second in third down conversion percentage
(22.7) and fourth down conversion percentage (21.4),
fourth in sacks per game (3.44) and in total defense
(271.7). In six C-USA games, UAB has allowed just 38
points (6.3 per game) with two shutouts and three
games not allowing a touchdown. They’ve held op-
ponents scoreless in 19 of the last 24 quarters.

THE NASTY BUNCH IS BACK

The Southern Miss defense is turning in some of its
best numbers since the days of the Golden Eagles
“Nasty Bunch” defense in the early years of Confer-
ence USA. The unit is second in C-USA and seventh
in the FBS in total defense at 282.5 yards per game.
The Golden Eagles are 10th nationally in passing
yards allowed (171.0) and 19th in rushing yards al-
lowed (111.5). Southern Miss leads the FBS in first
down defense, surrendering a total of 113 first downs
all season. in Saturday’s 26-24 win over Marshall, the
Golden Eagles held a Thundering Herd team that was
averaging 169.7 yards on the ground to just 31 rush-
ing yards.

FAU RUSHES TO SHULA BOWL WIN
Florida Atlantic defeated FIU, 49-14, in Shula Bowl
17 on Saturday, improving the Owls’ Shula Bowl re-
cord to 12-4. Junior RB Devin Singletary rushed for
184 yards and junior RB Kerrith Whyte ran for 165
as Florida Atlantic accumulated a total of 439 yards
on the ground. Singletary ended the night with three
rushing touchdowns to earn FAU’s Shula Bowl MVP
recognition. Singletary, who moved back into the
national lead in rushing TDs on the season with 18,
now has 62 in his career. He is now tied for ninth on
the all-time FBS rushing touchdown list and has the
most of any player with less than four seasons.

CHARLOTTE’S DYNAMIC D

Playing in front of a crowd of 86,753, the larg-
est crowd to see a 49ers’ football game, Charlotte
dropped a 14-3 decision at Tennessee on Saturday.
The 49ers defense held the Vols to 192 yards of to-
tal offense, including 20 in the running game, and
allowed just one offensive touchdown. Charlotte’s
league-leading rushing defense improved to third in
the FBS, allowing just 82.0 yards per game on the
ground. Under first-year coordinator Glenn Spencer,
the Niners are third in C-USA and 12th nationally in
total defense, allowing 304.6 yards per game. That
figure is down from 454.6 yards per game last sea-
son. Charlotte’s scoring defense is allowing 8.0 less
points per game than it did in 2017.

MIDDLE BOWL ELIGIBLE AGAIN

Middle Tennessee reached bowl-eligibility for the
10th time in 13 years under head coach Rick Stock-
still with a 29-10 victory over rival WKU on Friday
night. Freshman RB Chaton Mobley, who entered
the game with 128 rushing yards for the season, ran
for 198 yards and two touchdowns. Sophomore K
Crews Holt kicked five field goals as the Blue Raiders
won for the fourth time in five games. The Middle
Tennessee defense has forced 12 turnovers in those
five games, including two against WKU. When FIU
loss against Florida Atlantic Saturday night, the Blue
Raiders moved into first place in the East Division at
5-1in conferrence play.

UTEP PICKS UP A ROAD WIN

UTEP burst out to a 27-0 lead in a dominating first-
half performance, then held off resurgent Rice in the
second half for a 34-26 win, its first victory under
first-year head coach Dana Dimel. It was also the
Miners first triumph at Rice Stadium since 2005, their
initial year in Conference USA. UTEP was balanced as
can be offensively with 210 yards passing and 200
rushing. Junior QB Kai Locksley completed 13-of-21
passes for 193 yards, while junior RB Quardraiz Wad-
ley and junior RB Treyvon Hughes rushed for 91 and
76 yards, respectively. Locksley and Wadley each ran
for a pair of touchdowns.

C-USA BOWL SYNOPSIS

Conference USA has secured guaranteed commit-
ments for six bowl spots for the 2018 season, as
well as maintaining two secondary agreements. The
Cheribundi Tart Cherry Boca Raton, Hawai'i, Makers
Wanted Bahamas, New Mexico, and R+L Carriers New
Orleans bowls are joined by a spot in either the Bad
Boy Mowers Gasparilla (Tampa Bay) and SERVPRO
First Responder Bowls as the primary agreements.
The Frisco Bowl in Frisco, Texas and the Walk-On’s
Independence Bowl in Shreveport, La., (should the
ACC or SEC not be able to provide a bowl-eligible
team) serve as secondary bowls.

There is no set selection order among C-USA’s bowl
partners.

Per conference regulations, all teams with seven or
more wins shall be placed into conference bowls
prior to any other bowl eligible teams without a win-
ning record (i.e. 6-6 record).

C-USA and the College Football Playoff

As a member of the College Football Playoff, Confer-
ence USA will be a part of one of the College Football
Playoff bowls if it has the highest rated champion
from among the American, C-USA, Mid-American,
Mountain West and Sun Belt Conferences.

The Playoff

During the 2014-15 season, college football entered
a new era when postseason playoffs began. The for-
mat is simple: top four teams, two semifinals played
in bowl games, and a national championship game
played in a different city each year. Each semifinal
will be played during the New Year’s holiday with
the national championship game in prime time on a
Monday night at least a week later.

The Selection Committee

A selection committee will choose the four teams
for the playoff based on their performance during
the regular season, including, strength of schedule,
head-to-head results, championships won, and other
factors. The teams will be seeded so that No. 1 will
play No. 4 in one semifinal and No. 2 will meet No. 3
in the other, with the two winners advancing to the
national championship game.

The Rotation

The semifinals rotate among six different bowls, ex-
tending the experience to more fans. In the years
when the bowls are not hosting semifinals, the bowls
will feature eight teams in four compelling matchups.

For the 2018-19 season, the Rose Bowl Game pre-
sented by Northwestern Mutual (Jan. 1), Allstate Sug-
ar Bowl (Jan. 1), Playstation Fiesta Bowl (Jan. 1) and
Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl (Dec. 29), will host its regular
bowl games, while the Goodyear Cotton Bowl (Dec.
29) and Capital One Orange Bowl (Dec. 29) will host
semifinals. The College Football Championship will
be held on Monday, Jan. 7 in the Bay Area (Santa
Clara, California).

The team with the
highest league winning percentage will serve as host
site for the game.

The title game will feature champions from the East
and West divisions. Nine different schools have host-
ed the first 13 championship games.

Florida Atlantic became the second school to win
the championship game after going undefeated in
the regular season, posting a 41-17 win over North
Texas in the largest margin of victory in champion-
ship game history. WKU became just the second
team in league history to win back-to-back Confer-
ence USA Football Championship Games in 2016, de-
feating Louisiana Tech, 58-44, in what was the high-
est scoring conference championship game in FBS
history at the tme. In 2015, WKU became the first
league school to go undefeated in C-USA play and
then win the Championship Game, defeating South-
ern Miss, 45-28. Marshall took its first C-USA title
in 2014 with a triumph over LA Tech in Huntington.
In 2013, Rice won its first C-USA Football title with
a victory over Marshall at Rice Stadium. Southern
Miss won the 2011 C-USA Championship, when the
nationally-ranked Golden Eagles defeated previously
undefeated Houston on the road. Former members
East Carolina, Tulsa and UCF each won two cham-
pionship games, while Houston claimed one crown.
