SATURDAY'S OPPONENT

UTSA, after an 0-5 start, has won seven of its last nine games. The Roadrunners recently defeated
SE Oklahoma State, 70-67, on Dec. 29 and then UTEP, 75-60, in their Conference USA opener on
Jan. 3. Sophomore guard Jhivan Jackson, Conference USA’s second-leading scorer at 20.2 points per
game, posted a career-high 32 points against SE Oklahoma State and followed with 13 points versus
the Miners. Jackson, who missed the first three games of the season, has either led or tied for the
team lead in scoring in seven games since his return. Fellow sophomore guard Keaton Wallace (18.6
ppg) ranks sixth in the league in scoring. Wallace’s season high was a 35-point outburst against Mid-
American, while he led UTSA with 23 points against the Miners. UTSA 6-8 junior forward Byron
Frohnen leads the team at 7.4 rebounds per game. Junior guard Giovanni De Nicolao leads with 45
assists. The Roadrunners fell against Oklahoma, 87-67 and at Oklahoma State, 82-60, during the win-
less start. UTSA scored 100-plus points during a pair of victories, defeating Mid-America Christian,
104-74, on Dec. 8 and taking down Bethany (Kansas), 101-77, on Dec. 17. UTSA shoots well from the
charity stripe, as it ranks second in C-USA in free-throw percentage (73.5). The Roadrunners also rank
third in the league in rebounds per game (39.1) and fourth in steals per game (7.6).

THE SERIES

UTEP leads the all-time series 10-7, though UTSA has won the last four matchups between the Texas
rivals. The Miners last defeated the Roadrunners 59-39 on Jan. 21, 2017 in the Haskins Center. UTSA
recently defeated UTEP, 75-60, on Jan. 3 to open Conference USA action in San Antonio.

NIGEL'S CAREER NIGHT

Nigel Hawkins hit 20-plus points for the first time in his career when the freshman for career-high 21
points. Hawkins also established career-bests in rebounds (nine), blocks (two) and free throws made
(nine). Hawkins surpassed his previous high of 16 points vs. Northwestern State (12/1) and six re-
bounds at Arizona (Nov.14).

NIGEL SCORING IN DOUBLE FIGURES

Nigel Hawkins has hit double-digit figures in three consecutive games after his 21-point effort at
UTSA on Jan. 3. Hawkins went for 15 points against Norfolk State (Dec. 21) and 13 versus Wyoming
(Dec. 22). Overall, Hawkins has gone into double figures in five contests this season. He had 12 at New
Mexico, his first career double-figure game, and scored 16 against Northwestern State.

HAWKINS LEADING THE TEAM

Nigel Hawkins led the Miners with 21 points at UTSA on Thursday. It was his first game in which
he was the lone Miner to lead the charge. Hawkins and Jordan Lathon each scored 16 points to lead
UTEP against Northwestern State.

0.0.D = ODIGIE DOUBLE-DOUBLE

Efe Odigie continues to impress as he registered his sixth career double-double at UTSA on Jan. 3.
Odigie scored 19 points and ripped down 16 rebounds. Odigie’s first double-double came at Arizona
(13 points, 11 rebounds) while his second was against ENMU (14 points, 17 rebounds). He recorded
double-doubles at Marquette (17 points, 10 rebounds), against UC Riverside (24 points, 11 rebounds)
and versus Wyoming (12 points, 11 rebounds).

C-USA CO-LEADER IN DOUBLE-DOUBLES

Efe Odigie and Old Dominion’s B.J. Stith rank first in Conference USA with six double-doubles this
season. Nationally, Odigie ranks 23rd.

UTEP FRESHMAN DOUBLE-DOUBLES

Efe Odigie registered his sixth double-double, now tying with Arnett Moultrie who recorded his
during the 2008-09 season. Terry White registered eight double-doubles during the 178-79 campaign.

CLEANING GLASS

Efe Odigie ripped down 16 rebounds at UTSA, the second most during his career. Odigie’s 16-re-
bound effort was the third-most rebounds by a UTEP freshman in a Conference USA game. Arnett
Moultrie had 18 at Houston on Jan. 28, 2009, while he also collected 17 versus Houston on March 12,
2009.

C-USA LEADING REBOUNDER

After pulling down 16 boards at UTSA, Efe Odigie leads Conference USA in rebounds per game (9.8).
Nationally, Odigie ranks 27th. Colorado State’s Nico Carvacho leads the nation at 12.9 rebounds per
contest. Odigie also leads the league in defensive rebounds per game (7.3), while ranking 25th nation-
ally. Minnesota’s Jordan Murphy leads the way at 8.8 defensive rebounds per game.

12 STRAIGHT GAMES IN DOUBLE FIGURES

Efe Odigie scored 19 points at UTSA, his 12th consecutive contest tallying double figures. Odigie is the
only Miner to accomplish such a feat. Henry Hall scored in eight straight to begin his career at UTEP
during his freshman season (1989-90).

MORE ON DOUBLE FIGURES IN CONSECUTIVE GAMES

Efe Odigie has done something that very few Miners have during a career at any point of the season.
Randy Culpepper opened his junior season with 12 straight games in double figures during the 2009-
10 season when he went 14 straight games. The last first year Miner to hit double figures in 12 straight,
at any time during the season, was Omar Thomas when he did it in 17 consecutive games during the
2003-04 season. Omega Harris was the last Miner to score in double figures in 12 straight game at any
time during the season. Harris went 16 games straight in 2016-17.

GILYARD'S SEASON HIGH ON THE CHARITY STRIPE

Evan Gilyard connected on a season-high 7-of-8 free throws at UTSA. His previous season high was
six made free throws against NM State on Nov. 28. Gilyard’s career high is nine made free throws
against FIU on Jan. 13, 2018.

EVAN'S FT IMPROVEMENT

Evan Gilyard set the UTEP freshman record by connecting on 84.4 percent of his free throws last
season. This season, Gilyard got off to a slow start, only making 50.0 percent (15-30) of his free throws
during the first four games of his sophomore campaign. Since then, Gilyard has made 27-0f-36 (75.0
percent) from the charity stripe.

VAN LEADING C-USA IN 3-PT PERCENTAGE

Evan Gilyard leads Conference USA in three-point shooting percentage (44.8). Nationally, he ranks
33rd in that department. Nevada’s Jazz Johnson leads the nation, hitting 56.9 percent of his treys.

SEASON-HIGH AT THE CHARITY STRIPE

UTEP shot a season-high 82.8 percent (24-29) from the free throw line at UTSA on Jan. 3. The previous
high was a 77.8 percent in the previous game against Wyoming.

IMPROVED FREE-THROW SHOOTING

UTEP is shooting 70.5 percent (98-139) from the charity stripe during the last five games. The previous
seven contests, the Miners only connected on 57.4 percent (93-162).

17 REBOUNDS

Paul Thomas registered a career-high 17 rebounds against Norfolk State in the WestStar Bank Don
Haskins Sun Bowl Invitational on Dec. 21. The 17 boards surpassed Thomas’s previous best of 14 re-
bounds at North Texas on Feb. 16, 2017. Efe Odigie also tallied 17 rebounds on Nov. 19 against ENMU.
The 17 rebounds are the second-most tallied by a Conference USA player this season. Old Dominion’s
Aaron Carver recorded 20 rebounds on Dec. 22 versus Morgan State.

MULTIPLE FOTW HONORS

Efe Odigie, after earning his second Conference USA Freshman of the Week honor on Dec. 24, is the
first UTEP freshman to earn multiple C-USA Freshman of the Week honors since Vince Hunter was
a recipient five times during the 2013-14 campaign. Julian Washburn was the C-USA Freshman of the
Week four times during the 2011-12 season. Overall the Miners have earned three such honors this
season with Odigie’s pair and Jordan Lathon’s FOTW honor on Dec. 3. UTEP had six FOTW honors
during the 2013-14 season with Hunter’s five and Matt Wilms'’s single honor. The Miners had five dur-
ing the 2011-12 campaign with Washburn’s four and Cedrick Lang’s single award.

Evan Gilyard was named the Conference USA

(two points) combined for 54 points at Marquette
on Dec. 4. It's the most points scored by UTEP
freshmen since Jan. 28, 1978 when Earl Fuller
(19 points), Roshern Amie (16 points), Tim Cren-
shaw (11 points), Anthony Burns (six points) and
Joe Garrett (two points) combinded for 54 points
against BYU. The most points was 59 combinded
points on Dec. 17, 1977 when Garrett (14), Amie
(12), Crenshaw (12), Fuller (12) and Burns (nine)
did it against Kansas State. Lathon (16 points),
Hawkins (16), Odigie (14) and Ezeagu (four points)
combined for 50 points against Northwestern
State on Dec. 1.

FRESHMEN PRODUCTION

UTEP has gotten 442 points (36.8 ppg) and 246
rebounds (20.5 rpg) from its four true freshmen
this season.

ROSTER MAKEOVER

Since head coach Rodney Terry was hired, he and his staff signed 13 new student-athletes. Of the 13 players, four will sit out due to NCAA transfer rules.
Guard Souley Boum (San Francisco), guard /forward Anthony Tarke (NJIT), forward Tydus Verhoeven (Duquesne) and Bryson Williams (Fresno State)
will all be eligible for the 2019-20 season. Boum and Verhoeven will each have three years of eligibility, while Tarke and Williams will have two and Camp-
bell will have one year of eligibility. Freshman Deon Stroud will be the fifth Miner to sit out, as he will concentrate on academics. Six other newcomers
will grace the roster as Kaosi Ezeagu, Nigel Hawkins, Jordan Lathon and Efe Odigie makeup the remaining freshmen. Sophomore Gilles Dekoninck is
the other new face, while redshirt junior Ountae Campbell is now eligible as of Nov. 28.

Souley Boum (San
Francisco), Anthony Tarke (NJIT), Tydus Verhoeven (Duquesne) and Bryson Williams (Fresno State) will be eligible for the 2019-20 campaign. Boum
and Verhoeven will have three years of eligibility, while Tarke and Williams will have two years. All four made major contributions at their respective
previous programs. Williams, a 6-foot-8, 225-pound forward, was named All-Mountain West third team following his sophomore season after averaging
14 points per game. Verhoeven, a 6-foot-9, 215-pound forward, played in all 32 games, while starting the final 27 contests during his freshman campaign.
He broke the school’s freshman blocked shots record (71), while leading the A-10 in blocks per game (2.22). Tarke, a 6-foot-6, 220-pound forward /guard,
led NJIT in scoring (15.7 p/g) during his sophomore season. Boum, a 6-foot-3, 160-pound guard, set USF’s freshman record with 121 free throws made.

JOINING THE MOVEMENT

UTEP Head Coach Rodney Terry announced three signees eligible to start playing next season. The 2019-20 season will see a pair of guards from the
state of Texas. Jesse Zarzuela (Houston) and Brendan Wenzel (San Antonio) were offically signed on Nov. 14. Zarzuela is a 6-3, playmaking point guard,
while Wenzel is a 6-6 sharpshooter. Eric Vila will transfer from Northwest Florida State College. He's a 6-11 all-around forward who will be eligible start-
ing next season.

COACH TERRY'S STAFF

Rodney Terry brought in three assistant coaches, Lamont Smith, Brian Burton and Nick Matson, with a wealth of coaching experience. Smith most
recently served as the head coach at the University of San Diego for three seasons. He directed the Toreros from nine wins his first year (2015-16) to a
20-win campaign his final season (2017-18). Burton served as Terry’s Director of Basketball Operations at Fresno State in 2017-18, but not before spending
the previous three years (2014-17) as an assistant coach at Lamar. Matson was on Terry’s staff for all seven seasons at Fresno State, most recently as an
assistant coach.

“C-USA BONUS PLAY"

Conference USA rolled out an innovative scheduling format for the 2019 league contests. The new C-USA schedule format will see the 14 teams play
each other once and their travel partner twice in the first seven weeks of the conference season. UTEP will open at UTSA on Jan. 3, while the Miners
and Roadrunners will play each other again on Jan. 5 in the Don Haskins Center. Following the first 14 league contests, teams will be placed into one of
three groups based on their conference standing. The teams will be divided into two groups of five (1-5 and 6-10) and a group of four (11-14). During the
final three weeks, teams will play four games (two home/two away) within their respective grouping. Home and away matchups will be determined by
the preset formula.

UP NEXT

UTEP will continues its Conference USA home stand on Jan. 10 versus North Texas and Jan. 12 against the Rice. The North Texas contest will be streamed
on ESPN+ with Duke Keith (play-by-play) and former UTEP basketball player Leonard Owens (analyst) calling the action. Both contests are set for a 7
p.m. tipoff, while tickets, just starting at $8, are available by calling (915) 747-5234. The next C-USA road games will be at UAB (Jan. 17) and Middle Ten-
nessee (Jan. 19).
