SCORING PLAYS�
• Senior RB Treyvon Hughes scored his eighth touchdown of the season on a one-yard plunge in the first quarter.
• Redshirt junior DB Duron Lowe took a kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown in the second quarter. His first career touchdown.
• Treyvon Hughes’s ninth TD of the season came on a career-long rush of 42 yards on a direct snap in the third quarter. 
• Treyvon Hughes set a career-high with three rushing touchdowns after getting this third in the fourth quarter, also on a direct 
snap for three-yard rush. 

OFFENSE�
• Treyvon Hughes led the Miners with 97 rushing yards, the second most he’s gained this season.  
• Treyvon Hughes’s 10 rushing scores in 2019 are the most by a Miner since Aaron Jones rushed for 17 TD’s in 2016. 
• Treyvon Hughes’s three rushing scores tied for eighth most in program history. It’s the most during a single game since Aaron 
Jones rushed for four touchdowns against North Texas in 2016.
• Redshirt junior WR Justin Garrett recorded career highs in receptions (11) and yards (77). His previous high was five receptions 
for 60 yards last week against LA Tech.
• Justin Garrett’s 11 receptions are tied for ninth most with six other players in program history. The last Miner to register dou-
ble-digit catches was Jordan Leslie with 10 in 2012, while it’s the most since Jeff Moturi tallied 12 receptions in 2007.  
• The Miners converted another fourth-down play in the first quarter as Kai Locksley’s pass went off sophomore WR Tre’shon 
Wolf’s hands and into Justin Garrett’s for a nine-yard gain on fourth-and-4.
• UTEP went 1-for-2 on fourth-down plays and is 14-for-16 on the season.
• Sophomore TE/FB Trent Thompson recorded his first reception of the season on a two-yard gain in the second quarter. 
• Senior QB Kai Locksley tied his career high for completions (17).

DEFENSE�
• Redshirt freshman DL Praise Amaewhule recorded his third sack of the season during the third quarter.
• Senior DB Michael Lewis led the Miners with 10 tackles, making it his fourth contest with double-digit stops this season. It’s the 
second game in a row in which he tallied double-digit tackles after his 14 stops last week against LA Tech. Lewis registered back-
to-back games with double-digit stops previously against Southern Miss (11) and UTSA (10).

SPECIAL TEAMS�
• Duron Lowe recorded a career-most 204 kickoff return yards. It ties for second most in program history (Roy Ross at San Diego 
State, 1990). 
• Duron Lowe is the first Miner to return a kickoff for a touchdown since Autrey Golden returned one for a score at WKU Nov. 8, 
2014.
• Duron Lowe is the fifth Miner to take a kickoff for 100 yards. Cedric Johnson (1996 at New Mexico), Howard Jackson (2001 vs. 
Nevada), Marlon McClure (2010 at Arkansas) and Autrey Golden (2013 vs. UTSA, vs. Tulsa) are the other four Miners.
