- Announced attendance was 6,056.
« The Miners won the coin toss and deferred to the second half.

« UTEP improved to 2-1 for the first time since 2014.
« The Miners are 2-0 at home for the first time since the 2010 season.
« The Miners outscored ACU 17-6 after falling down 7-0 early.

« Senior RB Joshua Fields scored his first touchdown of the season during the second quarter at the 6:18 mark. It was also Fields's
third career score.

« Fields rushed for 75 yards on 17 attempts. Fields’s last six carries went for 44 yards (7.3 avg).

« Junior RB Ronald Awatt score his first career touchdown on a four-yard rush at the start of the fourth quarter.

« Awatt rushed for a career-high 19 yards on five carries.

- Sophomore WR Jacob Cowing went over the century mark for the third time in his career and second this season, hauling in
eight receptions for 110 yards.

- Cowing caught a career-high eight receptions, surpassing his previous total of seven.

« Sophomore QB Gavin Hardison finished 15-of-25 for 195 yards and no interceptions. After starting 1-7 for 15 yards in the first
quarter, Hardison went 14-of-18 for 180 yards from the second quarter on.

« Hardison rushed for a career-long 14-yard gain during the second quarter.
