ALL-TIME SERIES VS. TEXAS STATE

UTEP has won nine of the 16 meetings
in the all-time series with Texas State. In
El Paso, the Miners are 6-1 against the
Bobcats. UTEP has strung together eight
straight wins over Texas State and has
not lost since the school was previously
known as Southwest Texas State in 1990.
That game was a 53-38 decision in favor
of Southwest Texas State.

STARTING 3-0

UTEP has strung together four straight
3-0 marks to begin campaigns. The Min-
ers have started the year 3-0 a total of 13
times now in program history. The 10-0
start by the 2011-12 team still stands as
the best start to a season. That group
would go on to finish 29-4 on the way to
advancing to the NCAA Tournament.

TICKET DEAL

Fans can bring their ticket from the FIU
at UTEP football game on Saturday to the
ticket office to receive a $5 ticket to the
women's basketball game that same night
against Texas State. The special can be
unlocked by visiting the Eisenberg Family
Ticket Office or at the Don Haskins Center
on Saturday.

SCORING SURPLUS

UTEP has seen no shortage of capable
scoring threats in the early season, with
five players averaging in double figures,
led by Mahri Petree with 14.5 per night.
Eight players are averaging seven or more
per game, as the depth of the roster has
played a key role already just three games
in.

VARYING COMBINATIONS

Another benefit of the deep roster that
has been assembled for this season can
be seen in the starting lineup, where the
Miners have started three different com-
binations over the first three games on
the way to a perfect 3-0 mark.

2 2022-23 MINER BASKETBALL

BOYD TIES CAREER HIGH

It didn't take long for Oklahoma State
transfer N'Yah Boyd to make an impact
on the UTEP backcourt, with Boyd espe-
cially impressive on Wednesday in the win
over Texas Southern. In that victory, Boyd
tied her career high with seven assists,
marking the third time in her collegiate
career that she had reached seven. She
also displayed a knack for getting to the
basket and scoring at the rim, compiling
14 points on a 5-0f-9 night from the floor.

BACK-T0-BACK STARTS FOR TAG

Adhel Tac has averaged nine points and
eight rebounds per game over the last
two contests after joining the starting
lineup at Kansas City. In that win over the
Roos, Tac generated her first career dou-
ble-double with 11 points and 10 boards.

RAMPING UP THE PRESSURE

Persistent defensive pressure by the Min-
ers has caused a host of issues for the op-
position this season. The three opponents
to this point have averaged 26 turnovers a
game facing off against the pressing UTEP
defense. This is the third straight season
that UTEP has had at least one stretch
in the schedule featuring three or more
games in a row where the opposition
turned the ball over 20 or more times.

DOMINATING TURNOVER MARGIN

The Miners rank ninth nationally with a
+13.3 turnover margin and are 17th in
turnovers forced per game.

NON-CONFERENGE SUCCESS

UTEP has been tough to beat in non-con-
ference action over the last three-plus
seasons, posting a 21-8 mark dating back
to the start of the 2019-20 campaign, with
above .500 marks in each of those sea-
sons in out of league play.

NON-CONFERENGE AT HOME

In addition to the overall success, the Min-
ers have won nine consecutive non-con-
ference home games in the Don Haskins
Center dating back to a 58-51 loss to Tulsa
on Dec. 29, 2019.

THANKSGIVING AWAY

UTEP will spend Thanksgiving as a travel
day on the road, with a game slated for
Black Friday in San Luis Obispo, Calif.

MARKS MAKES MOST OF MINUTES

Georgia Southern transfer Thaniya
Marks made an impact off the bench
against Texas Southern with eight points,
three rebounds and a steal in 12 minutes
of play.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

UTEP has recorded three consecutive
winning seasons at home, including a
10-4 mark last season. Including this sea-
son, the Miners are 34-12 inside the Don
Haskins Center since the beginning of the
2019-20 campaign.

UNBEATEN TEAMS

In NCAA Division | women's basketball, 79
teams are undefeated as of Nov. 17. The
Miners are one of four C-USA teams with-
out a blemish on their record.

BAKER TWO FROM 200

Kevin Baker has 198 wins between his
time at UT Tyler, Angelo State and UTEP.
With the Miners, Baker has compiled 76
wins over the course of his first six sea-
sons on the sideline.

EARNING FREEBIES

Last season, UTEP made 430 free throws,
ranking second in the conference and
41st in the country. Expect the Miners
to once again get to the line plenty, with
multiple driving options throughout the
roster who will be aggressive in getting
to the basket. To this point that has held
true, with UTEP attempting 26 free throws
per game, which is 23rd nationally. In the
head-to-head comparison against oppo-
nents, the Miners have earned 10 more
free throws per game.

WHAT’S NEXT

UTEP heads to California for the Holiday
Beach Classic hosted by Cal Poly. The Min-
ers will play San Jose State on Friday and
Sacramento State on Saturday.

C-USA PRESEASON POLL

UTEP was picked eighth in the C-USA Pre-
season Coaches' Poll, however the Miners
have the talent to compete against any-
one in the league on a nightly basis. Last
season, UTEP downed Middle Tennessee,
which enters this year as the preseason
favorite after receiving nine first-place
votes in the poll. LA Tech followed in sec-
ond and Charlotte was selected third with
the other two first-place votes.

CONFERENCE MOVES T0 20 GAMES

With C-USA having 11 teams for basket-
ball this season, the league has adjusted
the schedule to feature 20 conference
games. As part of the slate, each team will
play each other twice, home and away.
UTEP begins C-USA action on Dec. 18 at
LA Tech and wraps things up on March 4
at Middle Tennessee.

NEW-LOOK TEAM

As is the case throughout the country,
the Miners will have a largely new-look
team when the program takes the floor
this season. A total of eight new players
have joined UTEP, including four Divi-
sion | transfers in Jazion Jackson (North
Texas), N'Yah Boyd (Oklahoma State),
Sabine Lipe (Northern Colorado) and
Thaniya Marks (Georgia Southern). Oth-
er transfers include Veonce Powell (Ty-
ler JC), Zhane Thompson (Seward Coun-
ty CC) and Adela Valkova (Weatherford
College). Soleil Montrose (Mater Dei HS)
is the lone new addition from the high
school ranks after helping lead the Mon-
archs to multiple postseason appearanc-
es during her prep career.

UNDEFEATED WHEN HITTING 80

UTEP has never lost when scoring 80 or
more points in a game under Kevin Bak-
er. Since his first season in 2017-18, the
Miners are 25-0 when eclipsing 80 points.
The program has not lost a game when
tallying 80 since Jan. 12, 2017, a stretch
of 27 games.

LEADING AT THE HALF

Last season, the Miners went 11-2 when
taking the lead into the break and are 3-0
this season.

UNDER 60 EQUALS WINS

UTEP is 37-13 when limiting the opposi-
tion to 60 points or less under Kevin Bak-
er. The Miners have added two wins to
the total already this season.
