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IN GAVIN WE TRUST

RS-junior QB Gavin Hardison enters 2022
solidified as the starting signal caller. He's
on track to become the first Miner to pace
the team in passing yards for three straight
years since a four-season run by Trevor Vit-
tatoe from 2007-10. In 2021 Hardison was
198-357 for 3,217 yards (third C-USA/24th na-
tion), marking the first 3000+ yard passer at
the school since Vittatoe in 2009 (3,101). The
3,217 passing yards placed fifth on UTEP's
single-season charts. His 18 TD passes (sixth
C-USA) were also the most since Vittatoe's 22
in 2010.

CLIMBING THE CAREER CHARTS

QB Gavin Hardison heads into the 2022 sea-
son in the career top 10 at UTEP for two major
categories. He is sixth in school history with
4,971 passing yards while checking in at tied
for 10th on the program’s all time list for TD
passes at 24. If he stays healthy and has sim-
ilar numbers to a year ago he could climb to
third in yards and fourth in TD passes by sea-
son’s end.

AIRING IT OUT

QB Gavin Hardison continuously pushed the
ball down the field in 2021, racking up 16.3
yards per completion. His ability to pick up big
chunks of yardage resulted in him rating sec-
ond in Conference USA and third in the coun-
try in the category.

CUTEFT

INGOOD COMPANY

RB Ronald Awatt racked up 844 rushing yards
on 158 carries in 2021 for an average of 5.3
yards per rush (10th in C-USA). He became the
first Miner to account for 800+ rushing yards
and average at least 5.0 ypc since UTEP great
and now starting RB for the Green Bay Packers
Aaron Jones did so in 2016 (1,173, 7.74 ypc). A
repeat effort in 2022 would allow Awatt to be
the first Miner to accomplish the feat in back-
to-back years since Jones in 2013 (811, 5.23
ypg) and 2014 (1,321, 5.46 ypc).

SACK MASTER

DE Praise Amaewhule has compiled 15.5
career sacks after tallying 5.5 in 2021. Amae-
whule is fourth on the Miners' all-time list. Cur-
rently, Gonzalo Floyd (1990-91, 93, 20.0 sacks)
tops the charts, followed by Chris Mineo
(2002-05, 16.5 sacks) and Herman Whiting
(1979-82, 16.0 sacks). Amaewhule has record-
ed 12.0 sacks the last two seasons.

FILLING THEVOID

UTEP lost its top two wide receivers from a year
ago in the form of Jacob Cowing (69-1,354)
and Justin Garrett (50-685). Tyrin Smith is
the top returnee at the position, as he was tied
for second on the team last year in touchdown
catches (four) and third in receptions (33) and
receiving yards (570). No other Miner from last
season’s squad had more than 15 receptions.
Who will buoy Smith remains to be seen, but
it will be vital to UTEP's success that someone

steps up.

PLENTY OF TALENT BACK

UTEP returns 14 starters (seven offensive/
seven defense) and both kickers from a 2021
squad that posted a 7-6 record and battled
10-game winner Fresno State to the end in the
PUBG Mobile New Mexico Bowl.

RACKING UP THE YARDS

UTEP piled up more than 5,000 yards of total
offense (5,096) for an average 392.0 yards per
game in 2021. That marked its best effort in
the category since 2009 (5,144 total offense,
428.7 avg). Unlike 2009 when the Miners fin-
ished at 4-8, UTEP was able to ride the offen-
sive success to its first winning season (7-6)
since 2014 (7-6).

WIN BIG

All seven of UTEP's victories in 2021 came by at
least seven points, with the Miners outscoring
the opposition by a combined count of 199-
99 in those triumphs (28.4 avg-14.1 avg). It
marked the first time since 2000 and the sixth
occasion in program history that the UTEP
margin of victory was at least seven points in
every game (minimum seven wins in season).
Miner teams pulled this off in 2021 (7-7), 2000
(8-8), 1967 (7-7), 1949 (8-8), 1948 (8-8) and
1930 (7-7).




TPRESEASON NOTESC

WINNING WAYS

UTEP, 7-6 in 2021, heads into this year in
search of consecutive campaigns with a win-
ning record for the first time since 2004 (8-4)
and 2005 (8-4). That was also the last time the
Orange and Blue went to bowl games in back-
to-back seasons.

STARTING IT OFF

UTEP opens the 2022 season at home against
North Texas on Aug. 27, the earliest start date
in program history. The Miners are commenc-
ing the campaign against a conference oppo-
nent for the first time since 1994 (at Wyoming).
It's also the initial occasion that UTEP will open
at home verses a league foe since 1992 (vs.
BYU).

SEASON-OPENING SUCCESS

UTEP has won three straight season openers
for the first time since also peeling off three
in a row from 2005-07. The Miners have nev-
er claimed four consecutive lid lifters. Overall
UTEP is 46-53-5 in the season opener, includ-
ing 37-22-3 when doing so at home.

TOP-HEAVY SCHEDULE

The first two and three of the opening five
Miner opponents were selected to participate
in bowl games in 2021. Overall UTEP will face
five bowl teams from a year ago, with three
of those at home (North Texas-Aug. 27, Boise
State-Sept. 23 and Middle Tennessee-Oct. 29.

HOME COOKING

UTEP has rolled to a record of 7-1 at the Sun
Bowl since 2020, including 5-1 last year. The
lone loss in that timeframe was against nation-
ally-ranked No. 16/18 UTSA.

FLYING TO THE BALL

Linebackers Breon Hayward (108) and Tyrice
Knight (102) both accumulated more than 100
tackles during the 2021 season. They became
the first Miners to eclipse the century mark
in stops since A.J. Hotchkins in 2018 (126). It
also marked the first time since 2005 that a
pair of Miners tallied at least 100 tackles. That
year it was Jeremy Jones (130) and Troy Col-
lavo (112). Overall, UTEP returns its top three
tacklers from a year ago after Dennis Barnes
compiled 59 stops to rank third on the team
in 2021.

GET T0 THE QUARTERBACK

UTEP had a disruptive defense last year which
piled up 25 sacks to go along with 37 QB hur-
ries, nearly doubling its sack total (13) from
2021. The top two performers are ready to run
it back in 2022. Defensive ends Jadrian Taylor
(6.5 sacks, eight hurries) and Praises Amae-
whule (5.5 sacks, 10 hurries) will be counted
on to once again set the tone for the Miners'
pass rush this year.

HANKINS HITS PAYDIRT

UTEP power running back Deion Hankins has
compiled 15 rushing touchdowns during his
career with the Miner, including tying for the
team lead with six last year. With four more
rushing scores, he will crack the program'’s
top-10 list.

DEFENSE DOES IT

The Miners kept the opposition to 25.2 points
per game in 2021, the best scoring defense at
the school since 2004 (25.1 ppga). Four differ-
ent opponents were limited to fewer than 13
points, the most such games in a season since
also doing so in 1988. The Orange and Blue
had allowed at least 31.0 ppga in the prior six
seasons and had a cumulative average of 32.7
ppga dating to the 2005 campaign.

REMARKABLE TURNAROUND

After combining for five total wins from 2017-
20, the Miners registered seven victories a
year ago. The end result was the first winning
season (7-6) and initial bowl game appearance
since 2014.

GETTING IT DONE ON FOURTH DOWN

UTEP was 19-24 on fourth down a year ago for
a conversion rate of .792. The effort led Con-
ference USA and rated third in the country,
trailing only UCF (.846) and Northern lllinois
(.833).

GETTING OFF THE FIELD

The Miners did a tremendous job with third-
down defense in 2021, with foes only picking
up first downs on 32.6 percent (60-184) of the
time. That figure placed second in the league
and 12th in the country.

LOCKING DOWN THE RED ZONE

UTEP excelled in tightening up defensively in
the red zone in 2021, with opponents coming
away with points 74.5 percent of their trips.
That readout was fourth in Conference USA
and 20th in the country.

KEEPING HARDISON CLEAN

The Miners’ veteran offensive line protected
Gavin Hardison well in 2021. UTEP only al-
lowed 1.46 sacks per game which rated it third
in Conference USA and 21st nationally.

CHEWING UP THE CLOCK

UTEP was effective in holding onto the ball for
large chunks of time in 2021, with an average
time of possession of 31:51. The effort placed
the Miners fourth in Conference USA and 18th
in the country.

BAECHLE CLIMBING THE CAREER CHARTS

UTEP placekicker Gavin Baechle, an honor-
able-mention All-Conference USA performer
in 2021, is slowly but surely moving up the ca-
reer rankings in multiple categories. He is sixth
at the school for field goals (36) and seventh in
kicking scoring list (187 points) and PAT's (79).
Baechle has also been extremely accurate on
PAT's, with his career percentage of .988 (79-
80) currently rating first in school history.

ALL-CONFERENCE PERFORMERS BACK IN THE FOLD
UTEP has a pair of 2021 All-Conference USA
honorees returning to the gridiron for the
Miners this year. DE Praise Amaewhule (first
team) and LB Breon Hayward (second) are
both back to lead the way defensively in 2022.
Amaewhule led the team in QB hurries (10),
tied for the lead in pass break-ups (seven) and
rated second in sacks (5.5). Hayward piled up
a team-best 108 tackles and was third on the
team in QB hurries (four). It marked the sec-
ond straight All C-USA honors for Amaewhule,
who was a second-team member in 2020. The
last time a Miner has secured all-league ac-
colades in at least three straight seasons was
Johnnie Lee Higgins from 2004-07.

TALKING SUCGESS IN C-USA

UTEP notched four victories in league play a
year ago, marking just the fourth time it has
done so since joining Conference USA in 2005.

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Dana Dimel was named the 26th head
coach in UTEP football history by Director
of Athletics Jim Senter on Dec. 6, 2017.
He enters his fifth season as UTEP head
coach and his 11th season overall as a
head coach in 2022.

His first three seasons were all about
laying the foundation for the revival of
UTEP Football. The Miners experienced
a wealth of success in 2021, finishing the
campaign with a 7-6 record - their first
winning season in seven years. UTEP ad-
vanced to the PUBG MOBILE New Mexi-
co Bowl against Mountain West program
Fresno State. Wide receiver Jacob Cowing
and defensive end Praise Amaewhule
were selected as first team All-Confer-
ence USA performers, while linebacker
Breon Hayward was selected second
team All-C-USA.

The Miners opened the campaign with
a convincing victory at NM State, defeat-
ing the Aggies 30-3. The triumph halted
a three-game losing streak against the
[-10 rival. UTEP proceeded to a 2-0 record
after beating Bethune-Cookman, 38-28,
in the Sun Bowl. After a setback at Boise
State, the Miners went a four-game win-
ning streak - defeating New Mexico (20-
13), Old Dominion (28-21), Southern Miss
(26-14) and LA Tech (19-3). The victory
against the Bulldogs was the first for the
Miners since 2004, and first win against
LA Tech in El Paso since 1939. The Miners'
6-1 start was the first since 2005. UTEP
won game no. 7 on ‘Senior Day’ against
Rice, 38-28, to clinch a winning campaign.

The Miners averaged 393.0 yards of total
offense in 2021, the most since the 2009
season. UTEP's 5,096 yards was the sec-
ond most in program history.

UTEP averaged over 140 yards on the
ground, led by Ronald Awatt's 844 yards
and six scores. Deion Hankins also rushed
for six touchdowns in 2021, while gaining
458 yards.

The Miners averaged 252.5 yards pass-
ing per game, led by Gavin Hardison. The
redshirt junior QB ranked third in Con-
ference USA in passing yards per game
(247.9), while tossing for 18 scores and
3,217 yards (fifth-most passing yards dur-
ing a single season in program history).
He was named honorable mention All-C-
USA. Hardison was the first UTEP signal
caller since 2009 to throw for over 3,000
yards in a season, while his TD tosses
were the most since 2010. UTEP liked to
air it out, ranking first in C-USA and third
nationally in passing yards per comple-
tion (16.4).

Hardison played behind an O-line that
ranked tied for third in Conference USA
in sacks allowed per game (1.46), while
ranking tied for 21st nationally.

Cowing had a prolific 2021 season. His
career-high 1,354 yards receiving ranked
sec~ond on the program'’s single-season
list, while he also be-came the first Min-
er since 2010 to gain over 1,000 yards.
Cow-ing's eight 100-yard games were
the most by a Miner since 1965. Cowing
added seven receiving touchdowns and a
53-yard rush-ing score.

Justin Garrett also produced career num-
bers during the 2021 campaign. He set
career bests in receiving yards (685), re-
ceptions (50), yards per catch (13.7) and
touchdowns (four) in his final season at
UTEP.

Tyrin Smith, UTEP's third option at WR,
put up solid numbers. The transfer from
Cisco College gained 570 yards on 33 re-
ceptions (17.3 avg.) and found pay dirt
four times in his first season as a Miner.

UTEP's starting tight end Trent Thomp-
son scored four touchdowns, including
a 51-yard score at the New Mexico Bowl.
Thompson caught nine passes for 133
yards during the season.

Rey Flores, an El Paso product from Ys-
leta High School, gained 334 all-purpose
yards. The running back/wide receiver
rushed for 130 yards and tallied 204 re-
ceiving yards on 13 catches (15.7 avg.). He
added a two-point conversion at UAB.

UTEP ranked 18th nationally in time of
possession (31:51). The Miners' red zone
offense (85.0 percent) ranked third in
C-USA.

UTEP ranked second in Conference USA
in total defense (348.8) - the highest
ranking in total defense in 12 seasons.
The Miners ranked fourth in the league
in scoring defense (25.2), their highest
standing since 2012, while it was the
fewest points yielded by a UTEP defense
since 2004 (25.1 avg.). The Miners' rush-
ing defense (138.6 ypg) ranked fifth in
C-USA, while their third-down conversion
per-centage defense (32.6) ranked sec-
ond in C-USA and 12th nationally.

UTEP's defense harassed signal callers
with 25 sacks during the 2021 season, the
most since 2014. Jadrian Taylor, a 2021
honorable mention All-Conference USA
defensive end, led the Miners with 6.5
sacks, and ranked sixth in C-USA. Amae-
whule tallied 5.5 sacks to rank second on

the squad. Amaewhule, who was named
first team All-C-USA, also led the Miners
in tackles for loss (13.0), quarterback hur-
ries (10) and forced fumbles (three).

The Miners’ passing defense ranked
third in C-USA, giving up only 210.0 yards
per game. It was the highest ranking by
a UTEP pass defense since 2016. UTEP
picked off eight passes, the most since
2014. Dy'vonne Inyang led the squad with
three interceptions, while Dennis Barnes
picked off two passes. Both were named
honorable mention All-C-USA.

A pair of UTEP linebackers tallied over
100 tackles each. Hayward (108 tackles)
and Tyrice Knight (102 tackles) accom-
plished the feat for the first time since the
2005 season. Hayward added a defensive
touchdown at Southern Miss on a fumble
forced by Amaewhule.

Defensive tackles Keenan Stewart and
Kelton Moss were tabbed honorable
mention All-C-USA after combining for 58
tackles, 8.0 tackles for loss and a QB hurry
each. Stewart registered 2.0 sacks on the
season while Moss recorded a key fum-
ble recovery during UTEP's come-from-
behind win against rival New Mexico.

In 2020, the Miners began to see results,
as they tripled their win total while put-
ting a much more talented and compet-
itive product on the field. Two Miners --
Amaewhule and Cowing -- earned second

team All-League honors, and two others
-- offensive lineman Jeremiah Byers and
running back Hankins -- were tabbed to
the C-USA All-Freshman Team. Amae-
whule ranked second in C-USA and 13th
nationally in sacks (0.88 per game), and
Cowing was second in C-USA in receiving
yards per game (86.4). Hankins set UTEP
freshman records for rushing yards (592)
and rushing touchdowns (nine). He was
third in C-USA in rushing touchdowns,
and fifth in rushing yards per game (84.6).

A trio of talented underclassmen -- Cow-
ing, Hankins and Hardison (1,419 yards
passing in seven games) -- spearheaded
the Miner offense in 2020, while Garrett
chipped in with 38 catches for 510 yards.
Meanwhile, the UTEP defense was also
vastly improved from 2019, as Amae-
whule led a unit that produced 47 tackles
for losses and 13 sacks in the shortened
campaign.

In 2019, Cowing led all Conference USA
freshmen with 550 receiving yards. Cow-
ing and Garrett both came on strong to
conclude the campaign with 441 and 370
receiving yards respectively over the final
six games. Cowing wasn't the only true
freshman to make his mark in C-USA in
2019. Amaewhule was tabbed to the
league's All-Freshman Team after tying
for the team lead in tackles for losses
(5.5) and sacks (three).

In 2018, Dimel led the Miners to their first

A
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victory in two years -- a 34-26 triumph at
Rice. Dimel's first UTEP team featured
second team All-Conference USA grad-
uate transfer linebacker AJ. Hotchkins,
who tied for the league lead with 126
tackles and finished 17th nationally in
tackles per game (10.5). The 2019 Min-
ers had two second team All-Conference
performers in senior defensive end Den-
zel Chukwukelu, who tied for the team
lead in tackles for losses (5.5) and sacks
(three), and senior center Derron Gate-
wood, who made a productive return to
the starting lineup after missing the en-
tire 2018 campaign due to injury.

Numerous Miners have garnered honor-
able mention All-Conference USA acco-
lades under Dimel, including defensive
back Nik Needham in 2018. Needham fin-
ished his career as UTEP's all-time lead-
er in pass breakups (33) and is currently
with the Miami Dolphins.

Dimel was previously the head coach at
the University of Wyoming and the Uni-
versity of Houston. He served as the of-
fensive coordinator, running backs coach
and tight ends coach at his alma mater,
Kansas State University, from 2009-17.

He also spent three seasons on the staff
at the University of Arizona.

Dimel completed his third tour of duty
with the Wildcats, including a year (2005)
continuing work on his graduate degree.
Working under legendary coach Bill Sny-
der, he was a part of 12 bowl teams dur-
ing 19 seasons in Manhattan. The Wild-
cats posted an 11-win season (2012),
two 10-win campaigns (1995, 2011) and
five nine-win seasons (1993, 1994, 1996,
2014, 2016) during that span, and fin-
ished in the top-18 of the national poll on
three occasions (2011, 2012, 2014). They
won the Big 12 championship in 2012.

Dimel compiled the most wins of any ac-
tive offensive coordinator in college foot-
ball from 2011-17 (61), and was a part of
eight straight bowl appearances includ-
ing in 2017. The 2016 Wildcats defeated
Texas, Texas A&M, Texas Tech, Baylor
and TCU. With Dimel calling the plays
over seven seasons, the Wildcats aver-
aged 33.4 points per game and 6.2 yards
per play. They ranked third nationally in
fewest turnovers per game behind LSU
and Alabama from 2011-17.

During Dimel's tenure as offensive coor-
dinator, Kansas State routinely ranked
among the nation’s best teams in red
zone and third down efficiency. In 2016,
Kansas State rated 10th in the country in
red zone offense and 22nd in third down
conversions behind a rushing attack that
rated third-best in the Wildcat record
book (3,013 yards).

In 2014, Kansas State led the nation in
scoring efficiency (scoring drives/total
drives), while the Wildcats ranked 11th
in the country in team passing efficiency,
14th in red zone offense, 16th in pass-
ing offense and 24th in scoring offense.
K-State was also 25th in third down
conversions and 12th in fourth down
conversions while shattering the school
record for passing yards (3,736) and com-
pletion percentage (65.3). The Wildcats
tallied 5,481 yards of offense (fourth in
the school record book) and 465 points
(sixth).

Dimel's play calling helped wide receiv-
er Tyler Lockett leave K-State with the
school's career receptions, receiving
yards and receiving touchdown records,
while quarterback Jake Waters broke the
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school marks for single-season passing
yards (3,501) and total offensive yards
(3,985).

Dimel's units found success again in
2013 as K-State rated eighth national-
ly in yards per completion and 13th in
passing efficiency, while the Wildcats
ranked fifth and third in school history
in those respective categories. One of
the best offenses in the nation on third
downs (No. 13) and inside the red zone
(No. 27), K-State ranked in the top-10 in
school history in yards per play (second),
total yards (fifth), passing yards (fifth) and
points (eighth). John Hubert concluded
his career as the Wildcats' no. 2 all-time
leading rusher with 2,993 yards.

The 2012 season was another banner
year on offense as Dimel co-coordinat-
ed an offense that finished in the top-25
nationally in nearly 10 categories, includ-
ing a ninth-place ranking in yards per at-
tempt, 11th in scoring offense and 13th
in yards per completion. That year Dimel
coached Heisman Trophy finalist Collin
Klein, who passed for 2,641 yards and 16
touchdowns while rushing for 920 yards
and 23 scores.

In 2011, Dimel led a rushing offense that
saw Klein set a new Big 12 record and
NCAA record by a quarterback with 27
rushing touchdowns while surpassing the
1,000-yard rushing mark on the season.

In 2010, the Wildcat offense ranked third
in the Big 12 and in the top-25 nationally

at 33.6 points per game. K-State was also
ranked among the top-10 teams in the
country in total red zone efficiency and
No. 1 in touchdown percentage in the red
zone.

In 2009 and 2010, Dimel had the charge
of molding a former community college
quarterback into a physical running back
in the Big 12 Conference. That player was
Daniel Thomas, and 2,850 yards and 30
touchdowns later, Thomas left Kansas
State as a two-time Big 12 rushing cham-
pion, an All-American and the school’s no.
3 all-time rusher.

Dimel started his career at K-State as a
graduate assistant from 1987-88 prior
to being elevated to offensive line coach
in 1989. He took over as offensive coor-
dinator in 1995. Overall Dimel spent 10
seasons in Manhattan (1987-96) prior to
accepting the head coaching position at
Wyoming. At the time of his hire, he was
the youngest Division I-A head coach in
the nation at the age of 34.

Dimel's three seasons at Wyoming (1997-
99) produced a record of 22-13, with one
eight-win season (1998, 8-3) and two sev-
en-win campaigns (1997, 7-6 and 1999,
7-4). The Cowboys posted a combined
conference mark of 14-9 while splitting
time in the Western Athletic Conference
(1997-98) and the Mountain West Confer-
ence (1999). In 1998, Wyoming was 6-2 in
the WAC's Mountain Division, good for a
second-place finish. Dimel coached three
Academic All-Americans at Wyoming.

Dimel spent 2000-02 as the head coach
at Houston. Spearheading a major re-
building effort, he led the Cougars to five
wins in 2002 following a 0-11 campaign in
2001. In Dimel's final game with the Cou-
gars, Houston upset conference champi-
on Louisville. Dimel brought in the top-
ranked recruiting class in Conference
USA in both 2001 and 2002 and coached
Joffrey Reynolds, who broke the C-USA
season rushing record with 1,545 yards.

He continued work on his graduate de-
gree at Kansas State in 2005 prior to
taking over as Arizona's tight ends coach
and, eventually, run game coordinator
from 2006-08. In 2008, he added run-
ning backs to his list of responsibilities
as he was promoted to Associate Head
Coach with the Wildcats. The 2008 Ari-
zona squad finished 8-5 while posting a
bowl victory (Las Vegas Bowl) for the first
time in 10 years. Among Dimel's protégés
at Arizona was Rob Gronkowski, who
emerged as one of the top tight ends in
NFL history with the New England Patri-
ots.

During his initial tenure at K-State, Di-
mel coordinated an offense that estab-
lished school records for touchdowns,
points and yards in 1995. He mentored
11 offensive linemen who went on to
sign NFL contracts over those 10 years,
while he was also instrumental in devel-
oping All-Americans Barrett Brooks, Jim
Hmielewski and Quentin Neujahr.

During his career as a head or assistant
coach, Dimel has coached 37 players who
have gone on to play in the NFL.

Dimel was a two-year letterman as an
offensive lineman at Kansas State. He
was a member of the Wildcats' All-Dec-
ade Team for the 1980's. He signed a
free agent contract with the Minnesota
Vikings and attended training camp in
1987.

He received a Bachelor of Arts degree in
Marketing from Kansas State in 1986.

Dimel and his wife, Julie, have a son,
Winston and a daughter, Josey. His son
was a graduate transfer fullback on the
UTEP foot-ball team in 2018. He previ-
ously played at Kansas State, scoring 25
touchdowns and earning All-Big 12 hon-
ors three times. Winston is currently an
Offensive Graduate Assistant with the
Miners.

UTEP looked to be in midseason form as
the Miners dominated NM State, 30-3, on
the road in the season opener on Aug. 28.

UTEP claimed the Brass Spittoon and
Silver Spade traveling trophies for the
first time since 2016, while it marked
the first win for the Miners in Las Cruces
since the 2015 season.

The 190 total offensive yards by NM
State marked the least yards allowed by
a Miner defense since Oct. 25, 2014, at
UTSA.

UTEP's offense looked well-oiled early on
with the Miners jumping out to 17-0 lead
over the Aggies by the end of the opening
quarter.

Jacob Cowing was Gavin Hardison's
favorite long-ball target with the
sophomore receiver enjoying a career
day with 158 yards and a touchdown.
Cowing's previous career standard was
145 receiving yards at Charlotte in 2019.

UTEP compiled 452 yards of total offense
on the night, while only being forced to
punt twice in the game.

Hardison was 11-of-16 passing for 249
yards and a touchdown, while Cowing led
the Miners in receiving.

The Miners opened the scoring with a
5-play, 80-yard drive that was capped
off by a 5-yard touchdown run by Deion
Hankins, the 10th of his young Miner
career. Gavin Baechle then added a
35-yard field goal to make it 10-0 with
just over nine minutes to go in the first
quarter.

Ronald Awatt expanded on UTEP's lead at
the end of the first after breaking away
for a 34-yard rushing touchdown that
capped off a 6-play, 80-yard scoring drive
and made it a 17-0 lead for the Miners.
NM State never threatened.

Awatt led the way with 11 carries for 74
yards and a touchdown. Dy'vonne Inyang
tied a career-high with six total tackles (4
solo) in the win over the Aggies, while the
Miner defense combined for three sacks
(Jadrian Taylor, Praise Amaewhule, James
Neal), 6.0 tackles for loss and two forced
fumbles. NM State did not record a sack
in the game.

Ronald Awatt and Willie Eldridge
combined for 244 of UTEP's 289 rushing
yards, and Gavin Hardison threw a
career-high three touchdowns to lead
the Miners over Bethune-Cookman, 38-

UTEP is 2-0 for the first time since the
2005 season, while Bethune-Cookman
fell in its first game played since 2019.

Awatt led the rushing attack with a
career-best 126 yards on 19 carries (6.6
avg.), including his second touchdown of
season, while Eldridge ran wild, totaling a
career-high 118 yards on 14 carries (8.4
avg.).

The Miners got on the board first on a
Gavin Baechle 22-yard field goal at the
8:13 mark of the first quarter. UTEP took
a 10-0 lead when it converted on a fourth-
and-2 play.

The Wildcats converted a turnover into
a Shannon Patrick four-yard touchdown
toss to Marcus Riley to make the count
10-7 at the 13:33 mark of the third
quarter.

UTEP responded on the ensuing
possession. The Miners went 82 yards
on 13 plays that was capped by a Calvin
Brownholtz one-yard plunge into the end
zone.

Hank Bachmeier threw for 340 yards and
two touchdowns, and Khalil Shakir had
166 yards receiving as the Boise State
Broncos handed the UTEP Miners their
first loss of the season, 54-13, on Friday
night at Albertsons Stadium.

The Broncos scored 31 points in the
second quarter after the Miners pulled
within four points (10-6) on a 21-yard
field goal by Gavin Baechle early in the
period.

At one point Boise State scored 21 points
in less than three minutes, including a
short scoring run by Andrew Van Buren
after Miner quarterback Gavin Hardison
fumbled on the UTEP three-yard line.

That gave Boise State a 31-6 lead. The
Miners cut their deficit to 18 (31-13) on a
48-yard TD pass from Hardison to Jacob
Cowing, but that was as close as they
would get the rest of the evening.

Trailing 34-13, UTEP missed an
opportunity to close the gap to two
touchdowns when Hardison was picked

off by the Broncos’ Seyi Oladipo inside
the BSU 10-yard line late in the second
half. The Broncos tacked on a one-yard
rushing TD by Van Buren right before the
first half clock expired, and took a 41-13
lead to the locker room.

The Miners held the Broncos to 13 points
in the second half, but were unable to
dent the scoreboard.

The UTEP offense was limited to season-
lows in points and yards (336) as Hardison
threw three interceptions, part of six
turnovers for the Miners.

A bright spot for UTEP was the seventh
career 100-yard receiving game by
Cowing, who finished with 112 yards on
six receptions. Cowing has scored a TD
in five straight games dating back to the
end of the 2020 season.

The Miners didn't have much success
getting the ground game going, however,
as they finished with 104 yards rushing
on 40 attempts (2.6 yards per carry).

The UTEP defense held New Mexico to 71
yards and three first downs in the second
half, keying the Miners’ come-from-
behind, 20-13 victory over the archrival
Lobos on Sept. 25 in the Sun Bowl.

That was more than enough to seal the
deal after the Miner offense erupted for
two touchdowns in the first six minutes
of the second half, turning a 13-3 deficit
into a 17-13 lead.

The UTEP stop troops pitched a shutout
the rest of the way, and Gavin Baechle
gave the home team some much-needed
insurance with a 44-yard field goal late in
the fourth quarter for the final margin of
victory.

The Miners are 3-1 for the second straight
year and beat both their rivals (NM State
and New Mexico) in the same season for
the first time since 2014.

For the second straight week, UTEP rallied
to victory in the second half on its home
turf. The Miners watched an early 17-0
lead slip away, fell behind 21-20 entering
the fourth quarter, then went ahead for
good on a three-yard Deion Hankins
rushing TD with 6:59 to go.

UTEP beat Old Dominion, 28-21, to win
its C-USA opener for the first time in 12
years.

UTEP is one victory away from becoming
bowl eligible for the first time in seven
years, after the Miner defense ruled the
day once again in a 26-13 triumph at
Southern Miss on Saturday night.

The Minersimproved to 2-0 in Conference
USA play for the first time in 13 years on
head coach Dana Dimel's birthday.

The Miners held Southern Miss (1-5, 0-2
C-USA) to 254 total yards. Ronald Awatt
posted a career-high 159 rushing yards to
lead the UTEP offense, which produced
387 yards.

But the defense stole the show with
five sacks and 14 tackles for losses and
chipped in with two scores -- a fumble
recovery for a TD by Breon Hayward and
a safety.

The teams played to a 7-7 deadlock
through the first quarter.

UTEP went ahead 14-7 on a 53-yard
rushing TD by Jacob Cowing in the second
quarter - Cowing's first career rushing
attempt.

Early in the third quarter, the Miners
scored their first defensive TD of the
season and their second under fourth-
year head coach Dimel. On the next
series, the Miner defense mounted a
spectacular goal line stand, keeping the
Golden Eagles out of the end zone when
they faced first and goal at the three-
yard line and failed to punch it in on four
attempts.

The Miners took the 21-7 lead to the
fourth quarter, when the defense came
up huge once again. With 8:39 remaining,
Lange was sacked in the end zone by the
Miners’ Josh Ortega for a safety and a
23-7 advantage.

The Golden Eagles were already finished
because they couldn't move the football
against UTEP's dominant stop troops, but
Gavin Baechle gave the Miners a little
more breathing room on a 38-yard field
goal with 4:55 to go.

They reached the coveted six
victories with a 19-3 rout of LA Tech on
Oct. 16 The Miners are 3-0 in Conference
USA play for only the second time ever,
and 6-1 for the first time since 2005.

The Miners jumped out to a 14-0 lead in
the first quarter on the strength of two
Deion Hankins rushing touchdowns. A
36-yard punt return by Justin Garrett set
up UTEP's second score of the night.

That would prove to be more than
enough points to beat the Bulldogs as
the Miner defense turned in another
sensational performance. The Miners
limited LA Tech to 278 yards as the
Bulldogs were a combined 3-for-14 on
third and fourth down.

Jadrian Taylor spearheaded UTEP's
dynamite defensive effort with six total
tackles and 3.5 sacks. The Miners tallied
four sacks, six tackles for losses and
three interceptions - one apiece by Tyrice
Knight, Torrey Richardson and Tyson
Wilson.

UTEP's lead grew to 16-0 when LA Tech
running back Marcus Williams Jr. was
tackled by Jalen Rudolph in the end zone
for a safety early in the second quarter
- marking the first time in school history
that the Miners have registered a safety
in back-to-back games. Joshua Sloan’s
62-yard punt pinned the Bulldogs at their
own one-yard line.

Florida Atlantic extended its home
winning streak to 12 games, while UTEP's
four-game winning streak came to an
end with a 28-25 loss at Florida Atlantic
on Oct. 30.

Trailing 28-10 in the fourth quarter, the
Miners nearly pulled off a miraculous
rally in the final three minutes.

Ronald Awatt scored a five-yard rushing
touchdown and converted the two-point
conversion to pull UTEP within 10 (28-18)
with 2:50 to go. The Miners recovered
the onside kick, and Gavin Hardison
threw a 49-yard bomb to Tyrin Smith to
make it a three-point game (28-25) with
2:02 remaining. The UTEP defense got a
stop and put the ball back in the offense’s
hands with under a minute to go, but FAU
held on.

UTEP was up 10-7 late in the second
quarter and was one defensive stop away
from entering the third quarter with
the lead and the football. But the Owls

were able to convert two critical fourth
downs in the final minute, including a
39-yard TD pass from N'Kosi Perry to
LaJohntay Wester on a fourth and one

right before halftime. The Owls look a 14-
10 lead to the locker room and scored 14
unanswered points to begin the second
half.

Florida Atlantic scored 21 consecutive
points overall, including the touchdown
to end the first half.

ZakhariFranklinadded 114yardsreceiving
and two TD's for the Roadrunners, who
remained unbeaten at 9-0 overall and 5-0
in league play.

A total of 31,658 fans filed into the Sun
Bowl, UTEP's second-largest crowd for a
C-USA game since 2010.

The Roadrunners set the tone for a
big first half on the second play from
scrimmage, when McCormick broke
free for a 75-yard touchdown run. UTSA
would go on to score the game's first 13
points. The Miners pulled within six (13-
6) on a 35-yard touchdown pass from
Gavin Hardison to Tyrin Smith late in the
first quarter. But UTSA answered with

another scoring spurt, 17 unanswered
points, to build a commanding 30-6 edge.

The Miners made it a three-possession
game (30-9) on a career-long 50-yard
field goal by Gavin Baechle right before
halftime.

The teams played to a 14-14 deadlock in
the second half. Smith posted his first
multiple touchdown game as a Miner
with a 42-yard reception for a score.
Justin Garrett also reached the end zone
on a seven-yard catch as Hardison threw
for three touchdowns, tying his career
high.

But Gavin Hardison engineered a seven-
play, 98-yard scoring drive, capped by a
four-yard rushing touchdown by Ronald
Awatt that made the score 17-14 with
4:26 remaining.

Larry Durham ran 54 yards for a touchdown
on the game's first play from scrimmage in the
inaugural game in the Sun Bowl. The Miners
defeated North Texas State 34-7.

0CT. 15,1966
The Miners' 68 points in a 68-21 win over Texas-
Arlington marked the most-ever scored in the
Sun Bowl.

NOV.18, 1867

For the first time in school history the Miners
faced a nationally-ranked team, as UTEP hosted
sixth-ranked Wyoming. The game featured the
first sellout in school history, as 35,023 fans
packed a Sun Bowl that seated just 30,000 fans.
UTEP took a 13-3 halftime lead before Wyoming
stormed back. With seconds remaining, UTEP's
Jerry Waddles attempted a 44-yard field goal that
went just wide, giving the No. 4 Cowboys a 21-19
win over the Miners.

SEPT. 21,1968

UTEP played its first game as a member of the
Western Athletic Conference and walked off the
field with a huge 44-15 triumph over New Mexico.
Brooks Dawson led the way with 196 passing
yards and two touchdowns, and Jeff White added
two rushing scores.

SEPT. 21,1974
UTEP snapped a 13-game losing streak with a 34-7
win against Utah.

SEPT. 20,1975
The lowest-scoring game in Sun Bowl history
showed UTEP beating East Tennessee State, 6-3.

(0CT. 26,1985

Defending national champion BYU, with a 24-
game WAC winning streak, was derailed by the
Miners, 23-16. UTEP defensive back Danny Taylor
made the game’s big play, a 100-yard interception
return for a second quarter score that broke a
10-10 tie. The win was UTEP's lone triumph in a
1-10 season.

NOV. 12,1988

UTEP's 51-point margin of victory against San
Diego State in a 58-7 contest was the largest-ever
for the Miners in the Sun Bowl.

NOV.19,1988

UTEP edged Air Force, 31-24, earning the school
its 10th win and a trip to the Independence Bowl
in Shreveport, La. UTEP was led by Academic All-
American quarterback Pat Hegarty and former
Dallas Cowboy Tony Tolbert.

NOV. 12,1994

With an overtime tiebreaker now in effect, the
Miners played what could very well be the last tie
game in school history as UTEP and Fresno State
battled to a 30-30 deadlock.

NOV.1,1397

The Miners upset 25th-ranked BYU, 14-3. Ecstatic
Miner fans made ESPN highlights by tearing down
the south goal posts, carrying them up through
the stands, and depositing them into the base of
the mountain. It was the first time in 138 games
that BYU was held without a touchdown.

712

SEPT. 25,1999

Before a sellout crowd of 52,247 - at the time the
largest audience ever to witness a football game
at the Sun Bowl - UTEP routed rival New Mexico
State 54-23. The Miners scored the last 24 points
of the contest after the Aggies closed to within
30-23 with 5:47 to go in the third quarter. Paul
Smith rushed for 187 yards for UTEP, which had
505 yards of total offense.

0CT. 21,2000

With first place on the line in the WAC, UTEP
scored 23 unanswered points to start the game,
rolling to a 23-13 win over Fresno State before
52,085 fans. It marked the third sellout in school
history and the second in as many years. QB Rocky
Perez completed 20 of 29 passes for 212 yards
and one touchdown to lead the way.

NOV. 11,2000

The largest crowd to ever witness a football
game in the Sun Bowl (53,304) saw the Miners
clinch a share of the WAC title with a 38-21 win
over Rice in the season finale. Fans not only tore
down the south goal posts, as they did in 1997
after UTEP upset BYU, but they tore down both
sets, depositing the remains over the east stands
of the stadium. Pacing UTEP in the win was QB
Rocky Perez, who completed 20 of 29 passes for
a career-high 320 yards and three touchdowns.
TE Brian Natkin and WR Lee Mays each had
stellar outings. Natkin hauled in eight passes for
a career-best 110 yards, while Mays caught five
passes for 111 yards and three touchdowns.

0CT. 19,2002

Miner fans went home happy on Homecoming
after Keith Robinson boomed a school-record
59-yard field goal to beat Rice, 38-35. UTEP had
to erase a 21-7 deficit to nip the Owls. After
Rice’s Kyle Herm hit Marcus Battle for an 18-yard
touchdown to knot the contest at 35 late in the
fourth quarter, Robinson split the uprights with
11 seconds remaining. Omar Duarte threw for
128 yards and two touchdowns in a relief role to
spark the Miner comeback.

NOV.13, 2004

UTEP and Rice provided another thrilling ball
game for football fans in El Paso. A loyal crowd
of 43,507 braved the cold and hard-driving rain
to watch the Miners hang on for a 35-28 double-
overtime victory over the Owls. Two safeties for
Rice over the final 5:20 of regulation sent the game
into the first overtime. After a three-yard TD pass
from Jordan Palmer to Casey Mauch tied the game
at 28 in the first overtime, Palmer connected with
Johnnie Lee Higgins, Jr. on the very next play -- the
first play of the second overtime -- for a 25-yard
touchdown. Rice took its turn on offense. A
fourth-down pass interference call on UTEP kept
the Owls’ drive alive. Then a UTEP face mask
penalty gave Rice four downs from the Miner one-
yard line. However, on first down UTEP's Quintin
Demps stripped the ball from Rice running back
Ed Bailey. Robert Rodriguez pounced on the ball
to secure the win for the Miners.

0CT. 6, 2007

The Miners had to overcome a pair of nine-point
second-half deficits on their way to a 48-47
conquest of eventual Conference USA Western
Division champion Tulsa. UTEP trailed 30-21
early in the third quarter and 37-28 early in the
fourth quarter. After quarterback Paul Smith
put the Golden Hurricane ahead 47-41 on a one-

yard touchdown run with 4:34 to go, the Miners
marched 76 yards on 11 plays for the winning
score. UTEP's Trevor Vittatoe connected with
Joe West on a 14-yard touchdown pass with 58
seconds remaining for the 48-47 lead. Tulsa drove
to the Miner 36-yard line in the final seconds, but
Jarod Tracy's 53-yard field goal was wide left as
time expired.

SEPT. 6,2008

A record crowd of 53,415 packed the Sun Bowl
for the first-ever El Paso meeting between the
Miners and Texas. The game had sold out weeks
in advance, and fans began tailgating early in
the morning in anticipation of the first matchup
between the schools since 1933. The Miners were
within striking distance of the heavily-favored
Longhorns until UT exploded for 14 points in the
first two minutes of the fourth quarter on its way
to a 42-13 victory.

0CT. 3, 2009

UTEP was coming off a 64-7 loss at second-ranked
Texas, and was a heavy underdog to a Houston
team that had zipped out to a 3-0 start. But
the Miners dominated the Cougars after falling
behind 10-0 midway through the first quarter.
With Donald Buckram rushing for 262 yards
-- the second-top total in school history -- UTEP
scored 55 points over the final three quarters
and blitzed the 12th-ranked Cougars, 58-41. It
was the Miners' first win over a ranked opponent
in 12 years.

0CT. 21,2009

The Miners appeared to be on life support,
trailing visiting Tulsa 24-13 and being forced to
punt with 10 minutes to play. However, in one
of the most improbable rallies in school history,
UTEP put together scoring drives of 61 and 54
yards over the final eight and a half minutes
to edge the Golden Hurricane, 28-24. Donald
Buckram rushed for 76 of his 165 yards in the
fourth quarter and scored both of the Miners’
touchdowns in the period.

NOV. 6, 2010

With bowl eligibility on the line, UTEP put together
its most complete performance of the season,
knocking off eventual Conference USA Western
Division champion SMU 28-14. The Miners
jumped out to first half leads of 14-0 and 21-7
and kept the Mustangs at bay, limiting them
to 359 yards. Trevor Vittatoe threw for three
touchdowns for UTEP in a game where neither
team committed a turnover.

NOV. 28,2014

Jameel Erving made a spectacular interception
of quarterback Austin Grammer with Middle
Tennessee knocking on the door of scoring a
game-winning touchdown, preserving the Miners'
24-21 victory and sending UTEP to a bowl game
for the first time in five years. The Miners clinched
a winning record for the first time since 2005.

NOV. 26, 2016

Aaron Jones became only the second player in
UTEP history to rush for 300 yards in a game,
as he torched North Texas for 301 yards in a
52-24 drubbing of the Mean Green. Jones, who
established UTEP season (1,773 yards) and
career (4,114 yards) rushing records, scored on
touchdown runs of 83, 48, 58 and three yards
versus North Texas. The 301 rushing yards were
the most by a Miner since 1948.

Ed Bunn was the first Miner to earn consensus All-America honors,
when he led the nation in punting in 1992. That season Bunn
averaged 47.7 yards per punt after punting 41 times for 1,955 yards.
He missed the last two games of the season with an injury, but still
captured All-America honors from Walter Camp, Football News and
the Associated Press. He became the third Miner to lead the nation
in punting, joining Owen Price (1940) and Fred Wendt (1946). Bunn
played just two seasons for the Miners, recording the second-highest
career punting average in program history (44.5). He also boomed
two of the 10 longest punts in school annals - 83 yards versus New
Mexico (1991) and 73 yards versus BYU (1992).

Halfback | 6-0 | 175
1955-57
Colorado City, Texas

Before his professional days, Don Maynard was a All-Border Conference
halfback and track star. He was a future draft pick of the New York Giants
in 1957, but played only the 1958 season with the team before moving to
Hamilton in the Canadian Football League In 1959. A year later, he became
the first player to sign with the new American Football League’s New York
Titans, a team that would later change its name to the Jets. The young New
York team struggled for several seasons before they attained any level of
respect. Maynard often had to improvise as one of his team'’s constantly
rotating crop of quarterbacks scrambled for his life. In 1965 quarterback
Joe Namath arrived on the scene and the resulting chemistry that developed
between the two proved to be the perfect mix. While Maynard was a frequent
standout for the Jets, he had his biggest day in the 1968 AFL Championship
Game that preceded the Jets’ stunning upset of Baltimore in Super Bowl ll.
In New York's 27-23 victory over Oakland, Maynard caught six passes for 118
yards and two touchdowns. His 14-yard grab in the first period gave the Jets
the lead and his six-yard catch in the fourth period proved to be the game
winner. Although he never led the league in receiving any one season, at the
time of his retirement following the 1973 season, Maynard was one of only
five players to record more than 50 receptions and more than 1,000 receiving
yards in five different seasons. A four-time AFL All-Star, his 633 career catches
for 11,834 yards were both pro records at the time. Maynard played 12
seasons with the Jets (1960-72), establishing club records for touchdowns
(88), receptions (627), receiving yards (11,732), single-season receiving yards
(1,434), single-season touchdowns (14) and single-game receiving yards
(228). Maynard, whose jersey (No. 13) was retired by the New York Jets, was
inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1987.

QUARTERBACKS

| KEN HEINEMAN |

BROOKS DAWSON | 1966-68

Still holds the school record for most attempts in one game (65)
without an interception. Completed 29 passes against UC-Santa
Barbara in 1968 and finished his career (1966-68) with 219 com-
pletions for 3,348 yards and 34 touchdowns. Threw six touchdown
passes -- including one for 86 yards and one for 83 yards -- at New
Mexico (1967).

BILL CRAIGO | 1969-71

Threw for 507 yards, the second-top total in school history, at
Colorado State in 1970. Threw for 3,807 yards during his career
(1969-71), including 2,123 in 1970.

JOHN FURMAN | 1958-61

Lefthander who played at Texas Western before the passing game
was in style. Still threw for 3,607 yards (1958-61) and 24 TDs.
Drafted by the Denver Broncos (AFL) and the Cleveland Browns
(NFL) in 1962.

SAMMY GARZA | 1983-86

Was with a run-oriented program before Bob Stull's passing game
arrived in 1986 to showcase his talents. Threw for 6,130 yards

¥ (1983-86) during his career. Passed for 3,140 yards and 21 touch-

downs as a senior.

HOWARD GASSER | 1989-90

Another in the long line of rifle-armed QBs to play at UTEP. Played
at UTEP two years (1989-90) and completed 273 passes for 3,609
yards and 21 touchdowns.

PAT HEGARTY | 1987-88

During his two years (1987-88), the Miners put together a 17-7
record, including a 10-3 mark in 1988, best in the school's history.
Threw for 4,593 yards -- sixth-best in school history. Named to the
GTE Academic All-America team, and honored with an NCAA Post
Graduate Scholarship.

1935-38

He was the school’s first All-America selection, winning the honor
in 1937, 1938 and 1939. Became the first player from the school
to get drafted. Heineman was a triple threat player, leading the
Miners in rushing, passing and punting from 1937-39. He also had
nine interceptions in 1939. He still ranks sixth in total offense (4,874
yards) and rushed for 2,001 yards in his career.

JORDAN PALMER | 2003-06

| Palmer concluded his career as UTEP's record-holder in every

passing and total offense category until Trevor Vittatoe eclipsed his
numbers in 2010. His 3,595 yards passing in 2006 remain a school
standard. The brother of former Heisman Trophy winner Carson
Palmer, he was selected by Washington in the 2007 NFL Draft.

ROCKY PEREZ | 1997-00

He became only the second quarterback in school history to lead
his team to a conference championship and a bowl berth, as the
Miners claimed a share of the 2000 WAC title and a spot in the
Crucial.com Humanitarian Bowl. Perez currently ranks fifth in career
passing yards (5,108) and total offense (5,394). Led UTEP to a 14-3
upset of No. 25 BYU in 1997.

injuries, suspensions and academic problems to become a team
leader and model citizen after putting his crazy days behind him.
He eventually finished his career as a three-year starter, and his
name is etched in the UTEP record books in the top 10 in several
passing and offensive categories.

BILLY STEVENS | 1965-67

For over 30 years, he held school records for most passes for a
season (432) and career (943), yards passing in a career (6,485)
and touchdowns for a career (51). His 92-yard pass to Bob
Wallace with no time left against Utah (1965) as a sophomore
remains the school’s longest completion to this day. Threw for
500 yards in his first college game, an NCAA freshman record.

TREVOR VITTATOE | 2007-10

Vittatoe shattered school records for passing yards (12,439),
touchdown passes (97), total offense (12,291 yards) and TDs
responsible for (98), and rates second in school annals with 14
games throwing for 300 yards or more. Following his senior
campaign, he ranked 14th in NCAA history in passing yards, and
15th in passing TDs and total offense. A starter in every game
(49 total) through his college career, Vittatoe is the only player
in school history to throw for 400 yards on four occasions, and
to pass for five TDs four times. He also owns school records
for passing yards in a game (517 versus Marshall in ‘09) and TD
passes in a season (33 in ‘08).

JESSE WHITTENTON | 1952-55

Considered one of the best all-around athletes ever at UTEP.
Rushed for 1,351 yards, passed for 1,381 yards, caught 19
passes, intercepted nine passes, brought back 17 punts for 230
yards and returned 20 kickoffs for 375 yards. He also scored
18 touchdowns and kicked 44 PATs before taking his talents to
the Green Bay Packers, where he was an All-Pro defensive back.

RECEIVERS

KRIS ADAMS | 2007-10

Padded his career totals (144 catches for 2,657 yards and 30 touchdowns)
with a blockbuster sophomore and senior year. In 2008, he compiled
50 receptions for 958 yards, and in 2010 he racked up 47 catches for
1,070 yards -- reaching the end zone 14 times each year. Adams is tied
for fourth in school history with ten 100-yard games, and closed out his
career on a high note with a career-high 153 yards versus BYU in the
2010 New Mexico Bowl. His 30 TD receptions rate second in UTEP annals.

ARNIE ADKISON | 1985-88

Although much of his talents were used as a blocking tight end, this
Hobbs, N.M., native caught 86 passes during his career. He had 10
catches for 200 yards against Utah on a rainy afternoon in 1987.

REGGIE BARRETT | 1987-90

Caught 153 passes during his career (1987-90) for 2,558 yards and
19 touchdowns. Best single game was at Hawaii (1988) when he
had 177 yards in receptions. Also totaled 165 yards versus BYU in
1990. Had 50 receptions in 1988 and 58 the following year. His 153
career catches rank sixth at the school.

JIMMY CARPENTER | 1995-98

This sure-handed receiver finished as a two-time second team All-
WAC performer. He led the Miners in receiving in both 1997 and
1998, concluding his career with at least one catch in 22 consecutive
games and 37 of a possible 45 games in his UTEP career. He finished
with 126 catches for 1,836 yards.

CHRIS FRANCIES 1 2002-05

Asteady performer, he ended his Miner career by catching a passin
43 straight games. Ranks ninth in school history in both receptions
(128) and yardage (2,022) while sprinkling in 12 touchdown
receptions. Had four 100-yard games as a senior. Signed a free
agent contract with the Green Bay Packers in the spring of 2005.

AUTREY GOLDEN 1 2012-15

Could be listed as either a running back or wide receiver at UTEP,
although he closed out his career at the latter position. He compiled
444 yards rushing and 554 receiving with the Miners, but is best
known for his kickoff return expertise. He racked up 2,981 yards
on 119 attempts with six touchdowns, school records across the
board. Goldenis third in NCAA history in kickoff return touchdowns.

“ JOHNNIE LEE HIGGINS, JR. | 2003-06

Capped a spectacular career in 2006 by making two All-America
teams (AFCA, Associated Press). Ranked second nationally in
receiving as a senior, averaging 109.9 yards per game. Also chosen
the Conference USA Special Teams Player of the Year by setting a
league record for punt return average (23.4). Established school
records for receiving yards (3,218) and touchdown catches (32).
Chosen by Oakland in the third round of the ‘07 NFL Draft.

CHUCK HUGHES | 1964-66

One of most prolific overall receivers in school history. Had 80
catches in 1965, 162 in his career and 17 against Arizona State
in 1965. His 349 yards against North Texas in 1965 was an NCAA
record at the time. His 34.9 yards per reception still stands as an
NCAA record. Had 19 career touchdown catches. Returned 12
punts for 272 yards and one score, and brought back 36 kickoffs
for another 851 yards. Had six catches for 115 yards and one score
in the 1965 Sun Bowl.

CEDRIC JOHNSON | 1993-96

One of the most talented all-around offensive threats in Miner
history. Johnson totaled 92 career receptions for 1,251 yards and
14 touchdowns, and set school records for kickoff returns (116),
yards on kickoff returns (2,757) and single-season kickoff return
yards (1,039 in 1995). Set a school record with a 100-yard kickoff
return at New Mexico in 1996.

RON JONES | 1967-68

Another tight end who needs to be listed among the all-time
UTEP greats. Although his totals aren't as impressive as the wide
receivers’, his talents did not go unnoticed by the Green Bay
Packers. He played in the NFL for a few seasons. Returned for an
alumni game in the mid-1980s and was the best receiver on the

field, according to the coaching staff.

VOLLEY MURPHY | 1967-68

Probably the quickest outside threat in the history of the school.
He caught three passes at New Mexico (1967) and turned them
into scores. Those four catches totaled 234 yards. While his career
reception totals are not listed among the school leaders, he scored
19 touchdowns during his two years with the program (1967-68),

tied for fifth in school annals.
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| BRIAN NATKIN

LEE MAYS | 1998-01

He left UTEP as the school’s all-time receptions leader with 200
catches, and still holds that honor. His 2,908 receiving yards rank
second at the school, and he rates 10th all-time in all-purpose yards
with 3,565 yards. Mays' biggest season came as a junior, when
he notched 70 receptions for 1,098 yards and an NCAA-best 15
touchdowns. His efforts led UTEP to the 2000 WAC championship
and landed Mays honorable mention All-America honors.

JEFF MOTURI | 2006-09

Dynamite sophomore and senior years catapulted Moturi to fourth place
in school history in touchdown catches (26) and receptions (170), tied for
fourth in 100-yard games (10) and sixth in receiving yards (2,527). He tied
for fourth nationally in touchdown catches in 2007 (13), and amassed
a career-high 974 receiving yards in 2009. Moturi made a catch in 36
straight games to conclude his college career before signing a free agent
contract with the Green Bay Packers.

I 1997-00

In 2000, Natkin became UTEP’s first unanimous All-America
selection, landing first team honors on seven squads. He was a
semifinalist for the John Mackey Award, given to the nation’s top
tight end. Natkin closed out his career with 172 catches for 1,934
yards and 11 touchdowns.

ED PUISHES | 1969-71

Inch for inch, pound for pound (5-10, 163), this guy may have been
one of the toughest to play here, although he’d probably have great
competition from Chuck Hughes who wasn't much larger. Had 1,000
yards in receptions in 1970, which ranks sixth on the all-time list. Had
12 catches against Trinity on a snowy night in San Antonio (1970).
Finished with 138 career catches. Puishes recorded three 170-yard
receiving days during his career - Colorado State (198), NMSU (175)
and Utah (172).

BOB WALLACE | 1965-67

While he was a wide receiver at UTEP, and had the speed to play the
position well, the Chicago Bears used him as a tight end. At UTEP,
he had 123 catches, including 48 in 1965. Was on the receiving
end of UTEP's longest pass play -- 92 yards against Utah in 1965
- giving the Miners a thrilling 20-19 win over the Utes on the last
play of the game.

RUNNING BACKS

- PUG GABREL

DONALD BUCKRAM 1 2006-10

Though he was slowed by injuries for most of his career, Buckram
put it all together in 2009, rushing for 1,594 yards to break the
UTEP single-season record and currently ranks second. Buckram
compiled eight 100-yard games that year. He collected 132.8 yards
per contest to become the Miners' first conference rushing leader in
the modern era of football. Buckram’s banner day came at Tulane
when he posted 234 yards rushing and 109 receiving, making him
only the fourth player in NCAA history to compile 200 yards on the
ground and 100 via the pass. He wound up his career with 2,417
yards rushing and 951 receiving.

ROBERT ELLIOTT | 1974-77

Fourth-leading career rusher in school history (2,834 yards). Rushed
for 1,011 yards in 1977. Best single game was 202 yards versus
BYU in 1977.

I 1947-50

Rushed for 2,321 yards (1947-50), which ranks ninth in school
history. Totaled 881 yards in 1949. Gained 178 yards against
Hardin-Simmons (1948). One of 10 runners to gain over 2,000 yards
during his career, and he did it before freshmen were eligible. After
retirement, Pug returned to the Miner football squad as a volunteer
coach for David Lee.

JOHN HARVEY | 1985-88

Held UTEP's career rushing record for over 30 years and currently
ranks second (3,576 yards). His 232 yards at Colorado State in 1985
rate 10th-best in school history. Excellent receiver with 99 catches
for 775 yards and nine scores. All-time scoring leader with 306

. points. Played briefly with Tampa Bay.

RAY HOLT | 1975-78

Rushed for 2,069 yards during his four-year career. Left UTEP as the
school’s all-time all-purpose yardage leader (4,227) and now rates
fifth. Best rushing performance was 155 yards at Hawaii in 1976.

HOWARD JACKSON | 2001-04

Concluded his Miner career as the school's all-time leader with
6,153 all-purpose yards, including 1,947 on kickoff returns. The
slight (5-9, 160) but speedy Jackson ran for 3,466 yards at UTEP
-- third in school annals -- despite not seeing much playing time
until very late in his freshman year. Two-time first team All-WAC
honoree signed an NFL free agent deal with Detroit.

AARON JONES 1 2013-16

The El Paso native shredded UTEP's career rushing record in just
three seasons. He ran for 4,114 yards overall, including a UTEP
single-season best 1,773 in 2016. A third team Associated Press
All-American, Jones took his talents to the NFL following his junior
campaign and was taken by the Green Bay Packers in the fifth
round of the draft. In his final college game, Jones became only
the second player in UTEP history, and the first since 1948, to rush
for 300 yards in a game as he racked up 301 versus North Texas
in the Sun Bowl.

DON MAYNARD | 1954-56

Atwhat position do you list this guy? He caught only 28 passes during
his career at UTEP (1955-57), but they averaged 27.6 yards. Yet, he went
to the NFL and became one of the greatest receivers ever to putona
uniform, playing in a Super Bowl with the Jets. He is now a member
of the elite NFL Hall of Fame -- the only former UTEP player to be so
honored. While he caught only 28 passes during his UTEP career,
Maynard averaged 5.4 yards each time he carried the ball (154-843)
and scored nine rushing TDs, with 10 on receptions. He also returned
punts (21-250) and kickoffs (12-275).

TORAINO SINGLETON | 1994-95

A local product who broke many of the UTEP rushing records. In
two years in a Miner uniform, he recorded 2,635 rushing yards and
19 touchdowns, figures which rank him fifth and tied for ninth,
respectively, on the UTEP records. Holds the UTEP record for
rushing attempts in a game with 38.

PAUL SMITH | 1996-99

Elevated himself into an NFL Draft choice (San Francisco 49ers) with a
banner senior season. Rushed for 1,258 yards and 12 touchdowns in
1999. El Pasoan had 10 career 100-yard rushing games, including seven
as asenior. Astrong, punishing blocker who ended his career with 2,539
yards rushing, seventh in school history. Rushed for over 180 yards three
times. He did it twice in 1999- San Jose State (188), New Mexico State
(187) - and once in 1998 at New Mexico State (184).

MARCUS THOMAS | 2004-07

Former Parade prep All-American rushed for 2,615 yards for the
Miners, the sixth-best total in school annals. Totaled 3,660 career
all-purpose yards, ninth in the record books. Also compiled eleven
100-yard rushing games, establishing a school standard with five
consecutive as a senior. Became one of seven players in UTEP
history to score 100 points in a season in 2007, when he ranked ninth
nationally with 9.8 points per game. Picked by San Diego in the fifth
round of the 2008 NFL Draft.

FRED WENDT | 1942,46-48

The only player in UTEP history to rush for more than 300 yards,
burning New Mexico State for 326 in 1948. His 1,546 yards in 1948
stood as a school record for over 60 years. His 2,166 yards is 10th-
best on the career charts. Upon graduation he held the NCAA record
for single-season rushing yards, single-season scoring (152 points),
single-game rushing (326 vs. New Mexico State) and single-game
scoring (42 vs. New Mexico State). He still ranks first in single-season
scoring and single game scoring. His single-season rushing yards
record would stand until 1969, when O.J. Simpson of USC broke the
mark. Earned All-America honors in 1947 and 1948.
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KEVIN BELCHER | 1980-82

Went high in the NFL draft to the Giants, although he never played
on ateam that won more games than it lost during his stay at UTEP.
His pro career was cut short due to an offseason auto accident.

BILL BROWN | 1965-67

Was a force for the Miners when the three teams he was with
fashioned a 21-9-1 record and won two Sun Bowl games, beating
TCU in 1965 and Ole Miss in 1967. Turned aside offers to play
professionally to become an attorney.

CAREY CLAYTON 1 1997-00

One of three Clayton brothers to suit up for the Miners. Clayton was
a four-year starter for the Miners, making 45 consecutive starts.
Clayton was a two-time All-WAC selection and was on the 2000
WAC championship team.

TREY DARILEK | 2000-03

Would have started every game for UTEP over four years, had he not
missed a portion of the 2002 campaign with a torn MCL. Member of
the WAC title squad in 2000, when he was a freshman All-American.

. Chosen by Philadelphia in the fourth round of the 2004 NFL Draft.

RAYMOND EVANS | 1942,46-47

" Came to the Miners as a promising young halfback in 1942, but

after World War II, was moved to tackle. He was one of the key
reasons for the post-war success of the Miners. Evans was a two-
time All-Border Conference pick (1947-48). He landed first team AP
Little All-America honors in 1948.

ROBBY FELIX | 2005-08

Started all 46 games he played in for the Miners, anchoring the
line for some of the most prolific offensive teams in school history.
UTEP averaged 31.5 points and 405.1 yards with Felix at center,
setting a school record for total offense in 2007. Signed a free
agent contract with the Baltimore Ravens.

WILL HERNANDEZ | 2014-17

A two-time All-American selection (2016, 2017), Hernandez start-
ed all 49 games at the left guard position during his four years at
UTEP. He proved he can play at the next level as the New York
Giants drafted Hernandez in the second round with the 34th pick
(fourth-highest Miner selected in NFL Draft). During his time on
the o-line, the Miners allowed 1.47 sacks per game. Hernandez
is the first UTEP offensive lineman to earn All-American honors.
He was also a two-time All-Conference USA first team honoree.

ERNEST KEILY | 1946-49

Atop-notch pulling guard that was a three-time first team All-Border
Conference pick (1947-49), as well as a two-time AP All-American.

" He led the way for Fred Wendt's NCAA record-setting 1,546 yards

rushing in 1948.

SEAN KUGLER | 1985-88

One of the reasons the Miners had such a prolific passing attack
during the late 1980s was his pass blocking. Also helped the 1988
team post a 10-3 record and play in the Independence Bowl. Off-
season accident prevented an NFL career. Served as the Miners’
head coach from 2013-17.

JOE MACESKER | 1983-86
May be one of the biggest men ever to put on a UTEP uniform (6-7,
307). He also played with the San Diego Chargers.

DARRYL MOORE | 1990-91

Many feel he was one of the best offensive linemen to play at UTEP
in recent years. Had the size, quickness and strength needed to
play the game. Good pass blocker.

THURMAN RANDLE | 1966-67

One of the many reasons the Miners had outstanding teams during
the mid-1960s. At 6-6, 266, he was an excellent pass blocker. Played
briefly in the NFL with Atlanta.

ROB SESICH | 1988-91

Big, intelligent young man who was named to the All-WAC of-
fensive team. Blocked well for both the pass and run. Named
to the WAC All-Academic team for four years. Named GTE Aca-
demic All-American and was awarded an NCAA Post Graduate
Scholarship.

JAMES SPADY | 1985-88
Four-year starter and two-time All-WAC center, although he
wasn't the biggest man on the field at any time. Carried 230

pounds on a 6-2 frame and helped his 1988 team finish 10-3.

DEFENSIVE LINE

DON CROFT | 1968-71

Developed into an outstanding player during his three years (1969-
71). Later picked up his paychecks from the Buffalo Bills of the NFL.

GEORGE DANEY | 1965-67

Although he played on the defensive line at UTEP (1965-67), he was
moved to center by the Kansas City Chiefs, where he played for
seven years before retiring due to a neck injury. Helped the Chiefs
win the Super Bowl in 1970. Came to UTEP when Detroit dropped
its football program. Played in two Sun Bowl games. Daney and
Fred Carr are UTEP's only first round draft picks.

WAYNE HANSEN | 1947-49

Played at UTEP for three years in the late 1940s before moving on
to the NFL, first with the Bears and later with the Cowboys. Hansen
was the center and nose tackle for the Miners from 1947-49, earning
All-Border Conference honors as a senior. Old-time observers still
rate him as one of the best in the school’s history.

. CHRIS MINEO 1 2002-05

'~ Was on his way to a blockbuster senior year (2005) with eight tackles

for losses and six sacks in the first four games, before injuring
his ankle and missing most of the remainder of the season. Still
deserves a spot among the all-time greats by ranking second in
career sacks (16.5) and tied for 10th in tackles for losses (30.5) at
UTEP. Signed a free agent contract with the Washington Redskins
in the spring of 2006.

CARLOS SCOTT | 1978-81

One of the strongest players ever to come out of UTEP, where he
was a two-sport letterman. Helped the Miners win track national
championships with his shot put and discus skills. Was drafted
by St. Louis of the NFL and Arizona of the USFL. Played for a time
with the Cardinals.
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JOE TERRY | 1984-87

Quick athlete who played for two different coaching staffs. His last
year (1987) produced seven wins, most during his career. Good pass
rusher. His hard work paid off, as Terry landed first team All-WAC
honors as a senior.

TONY TOLBERT | 1986-88
Completely lost on the depth chart until Bob Stull arrived and his
talents were quickly recognized. By his senior season (1988) he had
become a force for the defensive unit. A member of the 1992-93
Super Bowl champion Dallas Cowboys.

BRIAN YOUNG | 1995-99

Chosen the 1999 WAC Defensive Player of the Year, then picked by
the St. Louis Rams in the 2000 NFL Draft. Led the Rams to Super
Bowl XXXIV in 2001. Had 16 tackles for losses as a senior, tied for
fourth in school annals. El Paso native ended his Miner career
with 14.5 sacks and 32 stops for losses, totals which rate sixth in
school history.

LINEBACKERS

HAL BARNETT | 1975-76

He recorded 407 career tackles from 1974-76 from his middle line-
;o | backer position. Had 185 tackles in 1975, the second-best seasonal
output in school annals. He had 107 solo tackles and another 78
© assisted, averaging 16.8 tackles per game. He also had 28 tackles
for loss during his career, with 13 coming in 1975.
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FRED CARR | 1965-67

Would be hard to start this part of the program without this guy, probably
the best overall linebacker in the school's history. He was equally tough in
the NFL while a member of the Packers. Named All-Pro three times, and
the Pro Bowl MVP in 1975. Carr led the Miners to a pair of Sun Bowl wins in
1965 and 1967. In 1968, he became the highest overall draft pick in school
history, when the Green Bay Packers selected him fifth overall in the first
round. Carr was inducted into the Green Bay Packer Hall of Fame in 1983.

MICHEAL COMER | 1993-96

Made his collegiate debut as a freshman in 1993 with 15 tackles, 11 of

those solos, at North Carolina. By the time he completed his career in
1996, Comer ranked sixth all-time at UTEP with 437 tackles. In 1995, he
amassed 152 tackles. Comer was a first team All-WAC selection in 1995
| P and 1996, and second team in 1994. Signed a free agent contract in

1997 with Arizona. Nearly lost his life in a car accident in 1999 before
miraculously returning to UTEP and earning his degree in 2008. He
passed away in June, 2018.

THOMAS HOWARD | 2002-05

Quite the success story, he started his Miner career as a 190-pound walk-on
defensive back. He metamorphosized into a 240-pound linebacker and
was taken by Oakland in the second round of the 2006 NFL Draft -- UTEP's
highest selection in 37 years. Played in the NFL for eight years prior to his
untimely passing at the age of 30in an auto accident Chosen the preseason
defensive player of the year in the Lone Star State by Dave Campbell's
Texas Football magazine heading into his senior year -- the first Miner
player to be recognized in the 46-year history of the prestigious publication.

GENE JACKSON | 1965-66

He is being listed as a linebacker but in those days (1965-66) he
probably would have been called a defensive end. Today he'd be
listed as an outside linebacker at UTEP. At any rate, he carried his
talents to the NFL where he played for a period with the Browns.

SETH JOYNER | 1982-85

Another player who should be at the top of the list. Came to UTEP
as an undersized walk-on. Hours in the weight room helped him
and the team. Had 325 takedowns in his career. Considered to be
one of the NFL's top linebackers in the 1990s.
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GENE MACK | 1968-70
After he left the UTEP program following the 1970 season, he played
several years in the Canadian League.

DOUG MORGAN 1| 1986-89
Another walk-on who made good. Came to UTEP as a defensive
back but was moved to linebacker by the Bob Stull staff. Left UTEP
B as the all-time tackle leader with 523 stops during his career (1986-
/ 89), and now ranks second.

ROBERT RODRIGUEZ | 2001-04

One of the more popular players in school history, El Paso native
put up monster numbers on the field. Ended his career with a
whopping 443 tackles -- fifth in school history -- and led the WAC
in tackles three of his four seasons. Chosen the WAC Defensive
Player of the Year as a senior after logging 121 stops, including
16 for losses. Signed as a free agent with Tennessee in the NFL.

KEN SALE | 1988-89

Teamed with Doug Morgan to give the Miners an excellent line-
backing corps for two years (1988-89). Good pass defender and
intercepted three passes against Dan McGwire and San Diego
State in 1989.

BARRON WORTHAM | 1990-93

Perhaps one of the best to play at UTEP in many years. Named
to various All-America teams as a senior (1993) despite being on
a team which won only one game. Established the Miner career
r S record for tackles (566). Was chosen by the Houston Oilers in the
J\ AT 1994 NFL Draft

DEFENSIVE BACKS

RON BOSTWICK | 1962-65

Played the run very well but he also could sniff out the pass,
intercepting seven balls in 1965, the year the Miners beat TCU in
the Sun Bowl. Had 13 career interceptions.

GERALD CAMPBELL | 1949-51

Played at a time (1949-51) when the passing game hadn't hit its
popularity. Still, he made 10 career interceptions, including five
in 1950.

GRADY CAVNESS 1 1966-68

Had 11 career interceptions (1966-68) and played the run extremely
well. First team All-WAC selection who played for a time with the
Denver Broncos.

QUINTIN DEMPS | 2004-07

Closed out his career with 17 interceptions for 404 yards, figures which
rank second and first respectively on the school charts. Also tied for first
in UTEP annals with three interceptions for touchdowns. Set an NCAA
record by returning two kickoff returns for 100 yards as a senior. Made
numerous game-changing plays during his Miner career. Forced a fumble
in the second overtime to preserve UTEP's 35-28 win over Rice in 2004,
and sealed the Miners’ 44-41 triumph over Houston in 2005 -- also in 2
OTs -- with an interception of Cougar QB Kevin Kolb.
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EDDIE FORKERWAY | 1976-79
Was never a member of a winning team (1976-79) yet he still
managed to intercept 10 career passes, including seven in 1978.
He had 111 return yards during his career.

NIK NEEDHAM | 2014-18

Left his mark in the UTEP record book, rating first in the all-time
list with 33 pass breakups. The steady cornerback made 41 starts
for the Miners. Needham posted 11 pass breakups during his
sophomore season, tied eighth on the program'’s all-time single-
season list. Needham signed a free agent contract with the Miami
Dolphins following the 2019 NFL Draft.

DANNY TAYLOR | 1982-85

Had five interceptions in 1985 including two against BYU, the night
the Miners upset the defending national champions. Had seven
career interceptions.

D.J. WALKER | 1999-02

Picked off 16 enemy passes, third in school history, in four seasons
with the Miners (1999-02). Credited with 283 tackles during his
career. Led the WAC in tackles his senior year with 116. Earned
All-Conference recognition for three years and rated sixth in the
country in solo stops in 2002.

ADRIAN WARD | 2003-04

Junior college transfer made the most of his two years in a Miner
uniform, putting up 98 tackles, eight interceptions and 18 pass
break-ups. Garnered first team All-WAC honors as a part of UTEP's
eight-win squad in 2004, and was selected by Minnesota in the
NFL Draft.

CHARLIE WEST | 1965-67

Could have played on either side of the ball but the coaching staff
(1965-67) used his considerable skills in the secondary, although
he often was used in obvious passing situations. Still holds school
records for career (19), season (11) and game (four) interceptions.
Also returned punts. Taken in the baseball and NFL drafts. Played
in the NFL for a dozen years.

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BRYCE BENEKOS | 2001-04

Closed out his career ranked second in school history in punts
(254) and punting yardage (10,468). Had a 41.2-yard career punting
average, including 44.1 as a junior and senior. Coming off a first
team All-WAC senior year, agreed to a free agent deal with the
NFL's Green Bay Packers.

RICKY BISHOP | 1997-00

Born in Germany, Bishop was a soccer player first and took up
placekicking in high school. He was a three-time All-WAC performer
and a semifinalist for the Lou Groza Award as a sophomore. For
his career, Bishop connected on 96 of 103 point-after attempts
(.932) and 42 of 58 field goals (.724). He closed out his four-year
stay with the school kicking record (222 points), and now ranks
third in that category.

ED BUNN 1 1991-92

First UTEP player ever named to the Walter Camp All-America team
(1992). In 1992, he averaged 47.7 yards on his 41 punts to lead all
NCAA punters. Won the AT&T Long Distance award for best punting
in the nation in 1992. Also was chosen to the All-WAC team.

IAN CAMPBELL | 2010-12

Established himself as one of the top punters in the country after
transferring to UTEP from Mt. San Antonio College for the 2010
season. Boomed 165 punts for 7,328 yards (44.4 avg). Ranked
fourth nationally in punting as a junior, when he was a Ray Guy
Award semifinalist.

HUGO CASTELLANOS | 1984-87

Left UTEP as the all-time leader in field goals (38 - now ranks fourth)
and ranks fourth in career field goal percentage, hitting 38 of 51
(.745). He also nailed 11 of 14 (.786) in 1984. Castellanos also con-
verted 75 of 79 career PATSs.

CHRIS JACKE | 1984-86,88

Had an All-America season in 1988 when he nailed 25 field goals
and 48 PATSs. Jacke was near-perfect in 1988, connecting on 48 of
48 point-after attempts and hitting 25 of 27 field goal attempts.
He hit four field goals against Colorado State in 1988, the season
he scored 123 points. Finished with 156 points in his career. First
kicker taken in the 1989 NFL Draft and was a member of the 1997
Super Bowl champion Green Bay Packers.

JOSE MARTINEZ | 2007-08

Possessed one of the strongest legs in college football history, as
evidenced by his 64-yard field goal versus UCF in 2008. That was
the second-longest kick without a tee in NCAA history. A two-time
first team All-Conference USA performer who left school as the
Miners'’ all-time leader for points per game (8.3).

JAY MATTOX | 2013-16

Finished his four-year career at UTEP ranked second for career
points (257) by a kicker and third overall. Mattox connected on 137
PATs to rank tied no. 1 on the school’s all-time list. He also nailed 40
career field goals, the third-top total in program history. Mattox’s
82 points in 2014 rank tied for sixth best, while his 43 PATs rank
fifth most on the single-season list.

OWEN PRICE | 1938-41

Another player that was considered the triple threat - rushing, passing

' and punting. But it was his punting exploits that earned him acclaim.

He led the nation in punting in 1940 (48.0) and 1941 (45.3). Against
New Mexico State in 1940, Price rushed for 180 yards and three
touchdowns. Price set the NCAA record for passing completions and

* attempts, when he completed 29 of 55 passes against Loyola-Mary-

mount in 1941. He was Ken Heineman'’s backup in 1938. Between
the two, the Miners earned All-America honors from the quarterback
position for five straight years (1937-41).

REAGAN SCHNEIDER | 2003-06

UTEP's all-time leader for kicking scoring (287 points), field goals
(50) and PATs (137). Ranks fourth in PAT percentage (.972), second
in scoring, and third in field goal percentage (.746) on the school
charts. Earned first team All-Conference USA honorsin 2006, when
he was 16-for-20 on field goals and 34-for-37 on PATs. A stand-
out in the classroom as well, he was appointed to the inaugural
National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame National
Honor Society.

3 i JERRY WADDLES | 1966-68
| Still ranks as the school’s No. 10 PAT scorer, hitting 61 (1966-68).

He kicked 30 PATs in 1967 and still holds the record for most PATs

| in a game (nine).

SCOTT WEDELL | 1981-83

Scored 165 points in his career. Kicked 35 field goals at UTEP, the
sixth-top total in school history, for teams that won a total of six
games. Longest field goal was a 58-yarder at Wyoming (1981), a
school record which stood for 21 years. He also nailed a 57-yard
field goal against BYU in 1982.

MARSHALL YOUNG | 1992-95
A two-time All-WAC kicker, connecting on 97 of 100 career PATs
and 35 of 51 field goals. His 202 points rank fourth among kickers.
