•The Cardinals were picked to finish second in the 
Southland Conference Preseason Poll behind Southeast-
ern Louisiana. UIW looks to win its third straight SLC 
Championship. 
•UIW placed four student-athletes - Steven Parker, 
Brandon Porter, Brandon Richard, and Stanley Mark – to 
the SLC First-Team Preseason All-Conference and three 
student-athletes - CJ Hardy, Marcus Brown, and Dekalon 
Taylor -to the Second-Team Preseason All-Conference. 

SCOUTING THE MINERS 
•UTEP was picked to finish sixth in Conference USA 
•The Miners started the season with a close loss to a 
conference opponent Jax State, 17-14.
•Senior QB Gavin Hardison completed 17 passes for 208 
yards.
•Tyrice Knight led the team with 13 tackles, giving him 13 
double-digit tackle performances in his career. Lineback-
er James Neal in his first start tallied 10 stops. 
•Praise Amaewhule recorded one sack, four tackles, and 
a QB hurry. 

LAST TIME THEY MET 

•The Cardinals and Miners have only played once before. 
In 2015 UIW fell to UTEP 27-17 in the Sun Bowl for the 
first FBS game in UIW football history. 

UIW PLAYERS TO WATCH 
•Zach Calzada is coming to the Cardinals from Texas A&M 
and Auburn.  Calzada played in 12 games with 10 starts 
in his last season as an Aggie. He had a career day in the 
win over No. 1 Alabama, completing 21-of-31 passing for 
285 yards and three touchdowns, which earned him SEC 
Offensive Player of the Week. 
•Brandon Richard and Steven Parker are key returners on 
the defensive side of the ball. Richard played in 14 games 
for UIW last season, finishing with 79 total tackles, 
5.5 sacks, and two forced fumbles. He also had three 
interceptions and 15 pass break-ups. Parker played in 
all 14 games, totaling 48 tackles, 11 tackles for loss, and 
seven sacks. 
•Brandon Porter appeared in the first 11 games for the 
Cardinals. He accumulated 37 receptions for 601 yards 
and six touchdowns.
•In the offseason, Head Coach Killough was quick to 
build his staff and get on the recruiting trail. For the 
2023 season, the Cardinals have added 30-plus transfer 
student-athletes, including 19 from FBS schools.

UIW football put a scare into UTEP on Saturday night at the Sun Bowl losing 27-17 in front of 
22,322 fans.
The Cardinals (2-2) were not intimidated by playing their first ever game against an FBS 
opponent.  In fact, they won the statistical battle with more yards from scrimmage than the 
Miners (2-2), but could not overcome a three turnover deficit.  
The Cardinals received a breakout performance from sophomore wide receiver Jamari Gilbert  
who scored a pair of touchdowns and had the first 100-yard receiving performance of his 
career while Tavarres led the team with nine tackles, including 2.5 for loss giving him 8.5 
through just four games of the season.
Cole Wick’s 20-yard reception got things started for the offense.  Cody Seidel drilled a 32-yard 
field goal to make it 3-0 with11:24 to play in the first.
The rest of the first quarter featured a number of punts as  UTEP could not pick up a first 
down, but they added three points when Mattox drilled a career long 50-yard field goal with 
14:14 left in the first half.
On the final drive, Brittain made two plays that led to a touchdown.  The first came on third-
and-9 from his own 42-yard line when he spun away from two defenders and then rifled a 
pass down the sideline that Clint Killough caught for 27 yards with two players on him with 
under 30 seconds to play.  With 10 seconds remaining in the half, Brittain lofted a pass down 
the same right sideline that Gilbert hauled in and was able to tip-toe down the sideline and 
dive for a tying touchdown with four seconds left in the half.
On the second possession of the half, the Cardinals took the lead on a misdirection pass play 
from Brittain to Gilbert.  Gilbert caught a short pass on the left side of the field and ran for a 
90-yard touchdown pass tying the school record for longest pass play.
The Miners responded with an impressive drive to tie the game at 17-17.  The Miners were 
able to reclaim the lead on their first drive in the fourth.  After Coto pinned them at their own 
3-yard line, they were able to get moving thanks to a 57-yard completion.  The drive finally 
stalled at the UIW 14 and Mattox booted through a 32-yard field goal to make it 20-17 with 
10:01 to play.
The Miners put the game away with a quick scoring drive picking up 36 yards on one play and 
then iced the game with a 46-yard scoring strike with 4:57 remaining.
The UIW offense picked up a season high 414 yards with 285 coming through the air.  After 
the early interceptions, Brittain had a strong game going 18-of-38 for a career high 285 yards 
and two scores and he added 73 yards rushing.  He set a school record with 358 yards or 
total offense in the game.  Gilbert finished with four grabs for 154 yards and the two scores.  
Killough added two grabs for 36 yards.  Junior Sessions added 43 rushing yards on 15 carries 
and 26 yards receiving on two catches.
Tavarres and Josh Zellars each had nine tackles apiece to lead the defense.  The Cardinals did 
not record a sack, but did have seven tackles for loss.  Safeties Adrian Norwood and Robert 
Johnson each nearly had an interception.  The defense held the Miners to 356 yards and only 
16 first downs.

Clint Killough - Head Football Coach 

Clint Killough, a former UIW student-athlete and asso-
ciate head coach, was promoted to the position of UIW 
head football coach in December of 2022. 
 
Killough was named head coach in the midst of the best 
season in program history, heading to the FCS Semi-
finals for the deepest playoff run in the UIW football 
era. The 2022 Cardinals, with Killough as associate head 
coach and wide receivers coach, rewrote the record 
book. The team has two wide receivers currently sitting 
in the top five in FCS for receiving touchdowns and 
receiving yards after winning back-to-back Southland 
Conference Championships.  
 
Killough, a UIW alum, played for the Cardinals for 
three seasons (2013-2015) before returning to UIW in 
2018 as the quality control coach for the inside receiv-
ers. He quickly climbed the coaching ranks as he was 
elevated to associate head coach/wide receivers coach/
recruiting coordinator in January of 2022. Killough has 
been with the program through all three Southland 
Conference Championships (‘18, ‘21, ‘22) and all three 
FCS Playoff runs.
 

Upon winning the 2021 Southland Conference Championship, the Cardinals defeated Stephen F. Austin to advance 
to the second round of the FCS Playoffs. Killough mentored a wide receiver core in an offense that threw for 4,680 
yards and 48 touchdowns. Robert Ferrel nabbed a first team All-Southland Conference honor, while Trevor Begue, 
currently playing with the Edmonton Elks (CFL), produced 474 receiving yards and six touchdowns.
 
Even through the shortened 2021 spring season, the Cardinals achieved their highest ranking in school history (No. 
13) while Killough guided the top two wide receivers in Tre Wolf and Ferrel. Ferrel produced 474 receiving yards and 
six TDs, while Wolf added 467 yards and two touchdowns. Ferrel finished the season with second team all-confer-
ence honors.
 
In 2019, Killough coached Kam Williams to become the program’s first student-athlete to average 100 receiving 
yards per game through five games while also adding four touchdowns and 35 receptions.
 
During his first coaching season at UIW, Killough mentored Kody Edwards and Phillip Baptiste to first team All-SLC 
selections. Baptiste broke the single-season program record for receptions (59), total points (357), and receptions 
per game (5.36). Edwards set program bests with five 100-yard receiving outings and 1,389 all-purpose yards while 
breaking the program record for career receiving yards (2,353) and receptions (140). As a program, the 2018 team 
set multiple records to include total offense (5,315), total points (357) and touchdowns (48) as it finished the season 
with the first Southland Conference Championship and berth to the FCS Playoffs.
 
Killough began his career in 2017 at Bowling Green State University under Head Coach Mike Jinks. He worked 
directly under Defensive Coordinator Perry Eliano as the defensive backs/ special teams graduate assistant while also 
serving as the WRs graduate assistant under coach Seth Doege.
 
Graduating from UIW in 2015, Killough obtained a Bachelor of Business Administration in Finance.

York Jets and the Tampa Bay Buccaneers before 
joining the XFL Houston Roughnecks. In the 
meantime Scott will join former UIW Head Foot-
ball Coach G.J. Kinne at Texas State as an Offensive 
Assistant before the Roughnecks start the 2024 
season in February. 

Kelechi Anyalebechi: Anyalebechi signed as an un-
drafted free agent in the spring, 
to the Los Angeles Rams. He has 
earned playing time in both of the 
Rams preseason games. In his first 
appearance Anyalebechi racked 
up three total and one solo tackle, 
he added one more solo tackle in 
his next game against the Raiders.

Taylor Grimes:  Grimes was signed by the Denver 
Broncos as an undrafted free agent 
in spring 2023. He’s worked his 
way through camp and made ap-
pearances in the preseason for the 
Broncos. In his first game against 
the Cardinals, Grimes made two 
catches for 16 yards and had some 
key blocks on the outside.

Kevin Brown: Brown signed with the Edmonton Elks 
in the fall of 2022, and currently 
plays for the team. He has ap-
peared in 10 games so far this sea-
son and carried the ball 99 times 
for a total of 529 yards and two 
touchdowns. His longest run of 
the season came against the Win-
nipeg Blue Bombers when Brown 

broke off a 65-yard touchdown run.

Football Advances to Quarterfinals of the FCS Playoffs

SAN ANTONIO – The University of the Incarnate Word foot-
ball team picked up a 41-38 win over No. 11 Furman University 
to advance to the quarterfinals of the FCS playoffs for the first 
time in program history.
 
Walter Payton Award finalist, Lindsey Scott Jr. had another 
impressive outing for the Cardinals finishing with five touch-
downs, 394 passing yards, and 139 rushing yards. Scott round-
ed out the game with a game-winning TD pass to freshman 
Kole Wilson while setting the FCS single-season records for 
TDs responsible for (62) and points responsible for (378). Dari-
on Chafin picked up three touchdowns on 166 yards.
 
Marcus Cooper broke the single-season rushing yard record 
with 1148 yards while Chafin holds the record for reception 
yards in a single season with 1155 and touchdowns in a season 
with 16. Carson Mohr finished the game with two field goals to 
hold the career field goals made record with 26.
 
On the first series of the game, Scott’s pass was picked off for 
a touchdown by Cally Chizik. The Cardinals responded with 
a nine-play 75-yard drive that ended with a falling away pass 
from Scott to a somersaulting Chafin, tying the game at seven. 
The Cardinal defense then forced Furman to punt, opening up 
the door for a 95-yard drive which once again ended with a 
touchdown pass from Scott to Chafin.
 
With under five minutes left in the quarter, the Paladins offense 
gained 49 yards before dropping two passes and settling for a 
field goal, making the score 14-10 UIW. On the following drive, 
Furman punched it in with a two-yard run from Dominic Ro-
berto to take the lead, 17-14.
 

The Cardinals went on to score 14 unanswered points with 
Scott finding his two best targets, Taylor Grimes and Chafin, for 
long touchdown passes giving UIW a 28-17 lead going into the 
half.
 
In the third quarter, both defenses fell into a rhythm with only 
three points being scored through the first 12 minutes of the 
second half. At the end of the quarter, Tyler Huff ran in an 11-
yard run cutting the lead to seven (31-24). Huff would go on to 
score two more times, one on the ground and one in the air, to 
retake the lead with 6:55 left in the game.
 
After turning the ball over on downs, UIW needed to make a 
stop and with only 27 seconds coming off of the game clock the 
Cardinals forced the Paladins to punt. On the following drive 
on third- and-10 Scott found Wilson for a 32-yard touchdown 
pass to give UIW a 41-38 lead with 1:54 left in the game.
 
On the final drive of the game, UIW gave up 30 yards in pass 
interference penalties but made up for it with an interception 
by Elliot Davinson to secure the win for the Cardinals.
 
UIW is set to travel to Sacramento State for the FCS Playoffs 
Quarterfinals on Friday, Dec. 9 at 9:30 p.m. CT.

UIW Outlasts Sac State on Game-Sealing Touchdown to Advance to FCS 
Semifinals

SACRAMENTO, Calif. – In a fast-paced game with two of the nation’s top-scor-
ing offenses, 1,317 total yards of offense on the night, the University of the 
Incarnate Word came out on top with a 66-63 victory to advance to the semifinals 
of the FCS playoffs behind a game-sealing touchdown pass from Lindsey Scott Jr. 
to Taylor Grimes with less than 30 seconds remaining.
 
Scott finished with a season-high 176 rushing yards and added six touchdowns (4 
passing) as the two teams set the record for the most combined points in an FCS 
playoff game. Scott is now the FCS record holder for the most touchdown passes 
in a single season with 59. Marcus Cooper ended the night with 176 rushing yards 
and two touchdowns.
 
Brandon Richard picked off the Hornets just two minutes into the game, but the 
Cardinals were unable to capitalize, and Sacramento State struck first (7-0).
 
Scott found Cooper for 20 yards and UIW answered tying the game, 7-7. Then, 
with just under three minutes left in the first, Sacramento State ran for 35 yards to 
the house, claiming a 14-7 lead.
 
UIW did not back down; Scott punched it in for one yard to tie the game at 14.  
 
The Cardinal defense held the Hornets to a 40-yard field goal midway through 
the second. Sacramento State got the ball back, but UIW’s defense was ignited 
by a sack from Tylan George followed by an interception from Elliott Davison to 
put the Cardinals on the 29-yard line. Roger McCuller capped off the drive with 
a 2-yard touchdown pass from Scott as UIW asserted its first lead of the game 
(21-17).
 
Eleven seconds before halftime, the Cardinals extended the lead with Cooper’s 
second TD of the night to head into the locker room up 28-17 over the Hornets.
 
Not long into the second half, Sacramento State began to chip away at UIW’s lead 
with a 2-yard TD (28-24).
 
Scott rushed 41 yards to put the Cardinals in scoring position at the 11-yard line, 

however a Hornet pass breakup in the end zone led to a 25-yard field goal from 
Carson Mohr to lift UIW to a 31-24 edge.
 
Sacramento State threw a dart up the middle to tie the game at 31 with four 
minutes to go in the third.
 
The Cardinals took back the lead after Scott launched a 47-yard touchdown pass 
to Darion Chafin. Behind three hornet incomplete passes, Sacramento State 
finished the third with a field goal to bring the score to 38-34.
 
Scott opened the final quarter by breaking out for a 64-yard dash to the house 
(45-34), but Sacramento State completed a 19-yard touchdown pass to bring the 
Hornets within four and then scored once more with 10 minutes left on the clock 
as the Hornets took the 48-45 advantage.
 
Within three minutes, UIW scored 14 points behind a 67-yard touchdown from 
Cooper and a 55-yard fumble return from Kelechi Anyalebechi (59-49).
 
Sacramento State converted their second on-side kick of the night to quickly cut 
the lead with a touchdown followed by a PAT pass (59-56). Then with just under 
two minutes left in the game, Sacramento State took a 63-59 lead.
 
With time running out and the Cardinals down by four, Scott found Grimes with 
27 seconds left on the clock as he completed a diving catch to win the game.
 
The Cardinals will now face No. 3 North Dakota State in the Semifinals of the 
FCS Playoffs.
